“Tha offensive on the Carso was 
prosecuted successfully by the lltb 
Army Corps. In the direction of the 
Vlppaco Valley, the 40th Division 
stormed the heights of Volkovnjak. 
Point 126 and Point 128, a little east 
of Sail Grade. An Idvance of more 
than one kilometre east was made, to 
Jtolnt 291 and along the Oppacchlacel- 
la-Castagnlovlzza road to within 200 
metres of the latter place. On the rest 
of the front to the §ea the enemy kept 
up a bombardment of great Intensity 
with artillery of all calibres.

"North of the Somme the Germane 
have attempted to drive us from 
trenches we captured Wednesday on 
the western fringe of the St. Pierre 
Vaux Wood. The attack, which wag 
preceded by a furious bombardment, 
was shattered by our curtain and tya* 
chine gun fire. Parties of the enemy 
who succeeded in penetrating our lines 
were Immediately ejected or captured. 
All the ground we had captured was 
entirely maintained.

"On the right bank of the Meuse 
our troops extended their progress 
In the Vaux region. We hold thq 
western part of the village as far as 
the church. Northeast and east of ' he 
fort we have advanced several hund­
red metres from the work on the 
slopes which descend toward the 
Woevre. We again made prisoners.’*

A memorial service for the late 
Private Ernest O. Richardson, who 
gave his life for the Empire, was held 
In the Methodist church this morning 
and an impressive sermon was preach­
ed by the pastor, Rev. H. fl B. Btroth-NATION erd.

A number 
of rears ago a woman arrived In town 
from Prince Edward Island and In­
quired for Sharpe. Wheo he saw the 
woman he rushed Into the woods and 
remained there for three days, until 
the women left the town. The woman 
told the storr that a number of years 
previous Sharpe had been n bright 
young man on th, Island. He was an 
Englishman, coming from Devonshire, 
and that he had been engaged to be 
married-to her. One evening he called 
on her and had a revolver with him. 
While he was handling the gnn It was 
discharged. The report greatly fright- 
ened the woman, who shrieked and 
fell In a faint Sharpe disappeared, 
and It la believed that, he thought 
that he had killed the woman, and that 
It unbalanced hie mind.

Berlin, Nov. 6, via gavilla.—"Polish 
provinces occupied by troops of ‘he 
Central Powers," says the Oversea» 
New» Agency, "were the scene today 
of a great and momentuou» historié 
avant. Germany and Auatro-Hungary, 
by Joint action, proclaimed Warsaw 
and Lublin the Kingdom of Poland, 
and re-established the right of the 
Polish nation to control lta own 1er 
Unies, to Uve an independent nation­
al life and to govern Itself by chosen 
representatives of the nation.

"A few day» ago a Polish delegation 
had called uupon the Imperial Chan­
cellor, Dr. Von Betbmann-Hollweg. 
lta members were representative 
Poles of all classes, all parties, ill 
ranks of society and all creeds. They 
transmitted to the German govern­
ment the wishes of the Polish nation 
which now have.teen granted to them.

“Thus the ancient Kingdom of Po­
land from which In the past came 
famous rulers like the Jagellonee (a 
dynasty founded by Jagello, which 
reigned In Poland from Hid to 1>7J; 
and glorious soldiers like the great 
Sobleskl (John 111.), King of Poland 
In 1674-1696) la now resurrected to 
new life, The Poles are free from 
Russian oppreealoh; no more to be 
trodden under the heals of the Cos­
sack."

Russian Warships Susy.
There Is still no news forthcom­

Nov. 6—(From a staff correspondent 
of the Associated Press)—French pa­
trols have penetrated far beyond Fort 
Vaux Into the lines hitherto held by 
the Germans, .but were not able to 
get In touch with the former defend­
ers. It appears probable that the Ger- 
mans have retired their lines consid­
erably to. the rear, their artillery po­
sitions being untenable since the 
French drove them from Douaumont, 
after silencing ninety of their batter-

Everett, Wn„ Nov. 6—At least five 
persons were killed and forty others 
wounded In a fight at the Everett 
city wharf between 260 members of

If 
those had been pictures of Canadians, 
showing men of our own flesh and 
blood leaving their trenches to change, 
gathering in prisoners, and bringing 
in» the wounded—would they have not 
stirred fire in the veins of stay-at- 
homes? The pictures might be pain­
ful to many, they might frighten 
others, but of their stimulating Influ­
ence upon the better type of young 
men there is no doubt. In particular, 
why could* not pictures of Quebec bat­
talions be specially prepared for exhi­
bition in Quebec, arousing the pro­
vincials, and showing them the need

Before the service the Carleton 
Orange lodges marched down to the 
ferry to meet the St. John contingent 
and then marched with them to the 
churcflk ledi by the Temple band.

Rev. B. A. Westmorland gave a fine 
address and spoke from the topic, 
“Living and Dying for Principle.” He 
referred to Private Ferguson as a lad 
who had the right stuff In him and 
who had died for a principle.

He brought up three tokens of 
divine favor ini regard to the war, 
tihese three being the Germans’ fail­
ure to achieve a decisive victory, the 
rebirth of the soul of France and. Eng­
land, the failure of the German Intel­
ligence department to comprehend the 
true genius of British life and Institu­
tions and to realize our moments of 
peril.

In speaking of the rebirth of France 
and' England he said that the war was 
purging the evil conditions out of the 
life of the people and that after the 
war these countries would rise to 
greater heights than ever before.

In referring to the German Intelli­
gence department he said: “Why 
couldn't the German secret service 
bureau understand that the Britishers 
were British In all that the name Im­
plies. They canmot realize that thing 
that binds comrade to comrade and 
soldier to soldier.” He said further: 
“Belgium has done today what Hol­
land did in the 16th and1 17th centu­
ries, and that Is stand and fight for 
political liberty. The defeat of Bel- 
glum and Serbia are not victories for 
Germany as they are looking for a 
greater future after the war, when 
the Allies win.”

During the service the Temple band 
rendered several selections. After 
the service the lodges formed up and 
marched back to the ferry, where the 
St. John members disbanded. The 
Carleton lodges then marched back to 
their rooms.

the pulpit of the First Presbyterian 
church, West Side, In the morning, 
and that of St. David’s church In the 
evening. Both houses were filled to 
hear this gifted divine and he had a 
burning message to deliver.

Capt. Morrow was somewhat late 
In arriving at the First Presbyterian 
church In the morning, it being 11.60 
when he entered the door. He was 
met In the aisle by the pastor, Rev. 
Dr. Mori son, and escorted to the pul­
pit The church was filled to the doors 
and after he had been Introduced by 
Dr. Morlson, Capt Morrow began his 
discourse by saying: "My name Is to- 
Morrow and I am generally late, but I 
am always coming. Some years ago 
when I heard Dr, Morlson preach in 
a large church in Toronto I felt that 
the height of my ambitions would be 
realized If I could preach like he did. 
However, I am preaching In my own 
way and you will have to let me say 
It In my own way,” and then for fiorty 
minutes he held the congregation 
spellbound with a sermon on “A Fight­
ing Faith,*’ basing his remarks on the 
words “Fight the good fight of faith.” 
He lllustgfted his sermon with the 
life and words of Ix>rd Roberts who 
had gone up and down the country 
warning the nation of danger, only to 
be called a scare-monger. So It was 
today, the man who warned of danger 
in the moral life of the country was 
disregarded.

Captain Morrow told In graphic lan­
guage the story of h1s own personal 
conversion and the powerful effect 
which the faith displayed by his own 
father, when in difficulties, had had 
on his life. He paid his respects to 
the class of Christian who went to 
church and sang "O for a faith that

About 1,000 men gathered In the 
Opera House yesterday afternoon! to 
hear Rev. (Capt.) J. D. Morrow, who 
delivered one of the strongest and 
most clear-cut calls to clean living 
and service that has ever been heard 
In St. Johni He urged the men to for­
get the frivolities and sins of the day 
and live lives worthy of the boys who 
were laying down their lives on the 
fields of France and Flanders In or­
der that the principles of righteous­
ness and Christianity might not be 
trampled underfoot by the war lord 
of Europe.

The meeting was under the auspi­
ces of the Y. M. C. A., and it is the 
Intention to hold a number of Sunday 
afternoon meetings during the winter.

Mayor Hayes presided and! the 
speaker of the afternoon was Capt. 
(Rev.) J. d. Morrow, chaplain of the 
180th Battalion. While the men were 
gathering a service of song was led 
by J. Hunter White. At four o’clock 
the Mayor took charge of the meet­
ing and called on» Rev. S. S. Poole to 
read the Scripture lesson and lqfd In 
prayer, after which the offering was 
taken. While the offering was being 
taken Capt. Morrow sang a solo.

In Introducing Capt Morrow, the 
Mayor said that the 180th seemed to 
be most appreciative of what the city 
had done ini the way of welcoming 
them, and referred to the fact that he 
had received a letter from the Mayor 
of Toronto conveying the thanks of 
that city for the reception given to 
the Toronto unit.

Capt. Morrow.
Capt. Morrow' thanked the citizens 

both on his own behalf and that of 
the battalion for the kindly way in 
which they had been received and 
said their stay In St. John had been 
very pleasant He had an earnest 
message for the men of this city, a 
call to go out into the world and make 
good and show themselves worthy of 
the men who were fighting the battle 
for freedom on the battlefields of Eu­
rope. The best brain and tissue of 
the country was going out perhaps 
never to return, and It was up to the 
men at home to make themselves 
worthy of the sacrifice being made on 
their behalf. Men» would have to give 
up their drink and their pool playing 
and other forms of purely selfish 
pleasure, and realize the responsibility 
which the departure of Faelr fellows 
put upon them. It would be a terri­
ble thing if the nation should fail be­
cause the men at home did not care 
and failed to live up to their opportu­
nity. The Canadian soldiers had 
done their duty and now it was up to 
the men at home to do theirs and get 
under the responsibilities.

The drink should go, It was sapping 
the life out of men, many had been 
lost to the battalions of the country 
because of It and the men bf Canada 
should get rid of It. Then faith In 
God was needed, he had not met any 
person since coming to St. John who 
did not believe In oGd, but he had In 
Toronto, where one mam told him he 
had no use for this church and God 
business. But something more than 
faith was needed, the faith must be 
put into action, and carried into all 
the affairs of life. Sunday religion 
was no good. To be of any use relig­
ion had to be carried into the week­
day life and mould all its activities.

Capt Morrow then gave a vivid de­
scription of some of the work among 
the down and outs and declared that 
God could save any man no matter 
how degraded, and told of one experi­
ence he had on his first mission field 
with a doctor who was a drink and 
dope fiend. Some of the members of 
his church thought he was wasting 
time trying to reclaim him, but he 
stayed with him until he gave his 
heart to God and was saved from evil 
habits, after which he went to the 
west as a missionary where he finally 
laid down his life. The men who 
were down and out were the very ornes 
who needed the Gospel, and when» he 
went to Toronto he had gone to work 
In a down-town district among the 
poorer classes and was still with 
them. He told something about his 
work among them and of the struggle 
to build the present church which was 
a $100,000 structure. Faith in God 
had carried him through all the diffl- 
culties and trials until he had today a 
church any man might feel proud of 
and one which was doing a splendid 
work. He compared life to a Niagara 
where men were drifting not realizing 
the strength of the current and called 
on the men not to drift any longer 
but to wake to a serious purpose and 
e-how themselves worthy of the heri­
tage which was theirs. The meeting 
was brought to a close by the singing 
of the National Anthem.

Gibbons & Company's Cord- 
wood Pile Scene of Brisk 
Blaze Saturday Night.

At 9.30 o'clock Saturday eight the 
watchman on R. P. & W. F. Starr's 
premises off Smythe street discovered 
a fire in a large cord wood pile owned 
by Gibbons & Company, and1 situated 
on the latter's wharf at the foot of 
Union street.
