IInjunction Against Ford,
Detroit, Mich, Nov. 8.—John F. and 

Horace Dodge, automobile manufactur­
ers and stock holders in the Ford Motor 
Company, obtained a temporary injunc­
tion here yesterday afternoon, restrain­
ing Henry Ford from using the assets 
of the Ford Company t* extend the 
business as planned, instead 
nting profits in dividends.

In their application, the Dodge broth­
ers allege that increased labor costs and 
unstable business conditions coming at 
the end of the war make “reckless ex­
penditures of the company’s assets un­
wise.”

The company’s annual statement is­
sued recently showed profits of several 
pillion dollars which, it was announced, 
would be put back into the business.

ÎThe War’s ToO «0 Sra.
New York, Nov. 8.—One thousand, 

eight hundred and twenty ships, with an 
aggregate gross tonnage of approximate­
ly 8^28,684 have been sunk by belli­
gerent nations during twenty-seven 
months of war ended on November 1, 
according to figures published by the 
Journal of Commerce.

The losses during October were larg­
er than for any one of the preceding , 
months, according to the statistic^, 
amounting to 127 vessels of a total of 
227,116 tons gross.

Norway lost the largest number of 
ships, fifty-six ( but their tonnage was 
57,888 as compared with Great Britain’s 
total of 116,646 gross tonnage of thirty- 
six vessels destroyed.

The total shipping losses are estimat­
ed i—Entente allies, about 76 per cent.; 
neutrals, nearly 18 per cent.; Teutonic 
losses less than 7 per cent.
