The 
chairman made a few remarks, in which 
he said it was the intention of the tem­
perance bodies to hold public meetings 
more frequently than they have done of 
late, and the audience was dismissed at

On the 22nd sighted field 
ice ahead ; entered it, and found it getting 
heavier; shaped course to the south to 
get clear of it, and had to go Ilti miles. 
Passed quantities of icï subsequently.
A rrived at St. John’s on the 24th. After 
sailing from that port, passed- through 
large quantities of heavy field ice, and 
experienced heavy W & N W gales to 
Halifax.

MR BEECHER'S REPLY.
