The Hamilton Murderer Is

Toronto, Sept. 12.—Captain Reginald 
‘Pellatt, only son of Col. Sir Henry and 
Lady Pellatt, of the Q. O. R., is critic- 
ally ill in London with typhoid fever. 

The Canadian Associated Press cable 
received this morning adds that six 
other officers, including the medical 
health officer, presumably Dr. Winnett, 
are down with the disease. The other 
surgeon with the regiment is Dr. Gold­
smith. Futher, the cable says that Col. 
Pellatt's secretary is also typhoid- 
stricken. Mr. George I. Riddell, who 
looked after the Queen's Own reunion, 
went with the regiment as secretary 
to Sir Henry. One., of the officers ill 
is Captain Arthur Kirkpatrick, but in 
all the cases it is said there are no 
complications. Captain Kirkpatrick's 
relatives here were notified of his ill­
ness by cable a couple of days ago.

Col. Sir Henry Pellatt, interviewed in 
London this morning, said that a week 
after the officers had dined with the 
Eighth Canadian Regiment at Quebec, 
some of the officers were taken slightly 
ill.

The Canadian Associated Press cable 
adds: Later serious symptoms developed, 
and before Liverpool was reached typhoid 
appeared. None of the men were sick.

The Attempts.

Both trains crashed into obstruc­
tions which had been placed on the 
tracks near Westminster station, 

about four miles south of the city.
The Michigan Central express, 

which leaves London at 10:11 p.m., 
Etruck a heavy oak tie and carried it 
along about a mile and a half before 
the engineer was aware of the trouble. 
The roadbed was torn up and had any 
heavy obstruction interfered with the 
tie a serious wreck would have been 
the result. As it was the tie shot 
along before the train and passed be­
tween the heavy planks on the road- 
way. At the next crossing south, how­
ever, it struck the planks square, tear­
ing them out of the road and hurling 
them a considerable distance. This is 
said to be the first intimation the en­
gineer had of any trouble.

Another Attempt.

When the train reached Westmin- 
ster station, where it crosses the 
northbound P. M. train. Conductor 
Shoebottom reported the matter to the 

crew of the Pere Marquette train.
The latter had only gone a short 

distance north of Westminster, when 
it crashed into two ties which had 
been set across the rails.

Laid in Wait.

The police state that both the rail 
and the ties were undoubtedly placed 
on the track by the same party, who 
had evidently remained in the neigh­
borhood for the purpose.

The Pere Marquette crew reported 
the matter to the authorities here on 
their arrival and subsequently the at­
tempt on the Michigan Central train 
was reported.

The report of the chairman of the 
Pacific Cable Board, Sir H. W. Prim­
rose, for the year ended 31st of March 
last, which has been published as a 
white paper, states that the traffic re­
ceipts, deducting Atlantic companies’ 
charges (£4,270), were £111,465, and 
the total receipts £111,724. The ex­
penditure was £ 93,768, including £30,- 
000 placed to renewal account, leaving 
£ 17,956 available for reduction of the 
amount (£77,544), contributed annual­
ly for interest and sinking fund on 
the capital advanced by the national 
debt commissioners. The amount pay­
able by the governments associated in 
the enterprise is thus £59,588, as 
against the sum of £ 60,888, payable 
by them for the previous year.

The traffic receipts as brought to 
account for the year show an increase 
of but £ 403. The real increase, how­
ever, was considerably larger, as ow­
ing to accidental delay in transfers to 
the board's account by the Govern­
ments of Australia and New Zealand 
a sum of £ 2,211, which should have 
been credited to the revenue for 1909- 
10 was not brought to account until 
after March 31. But for this the rev­
enue would have exceeded that of the 
previous year by £ 2,614. Increase of 
business from the continent was ob­
tained through the employment of a 
canvassing agent in Germany, and 
good results have also followed from 
increased activity in canvassing in 
Great Britain.

The difficulties connected with the 
land lines in Canada have been the 
subject of frequent remark in previous 
reports. To some extent they are in­
separable from the geographical and 
climatic conditions of the country tra­
versed. But the board, after full con­
sideration of the subject, came to the 
conclusion that much could be done 
to minimize the difficulties if it could 
take into its own hands the working 
of the lines between Montreal and 
Bamfield.

Such a policy has an attractive 
ed.

■gain-counter Imperialism. Reciprocity 
negotiations with the United States 
will probably be a signal for new flag- 
waving manoeuvres on their part. We 
shall be told again that the Govern- 
ment is turning its back upon the im­
perial idea for the fleshpots of the re­
public; and the calumny will be used 
by the Chamberlainites to bomboozle 
the British electors.

CANADA'S PROGRESS.
The monthly report of the depart­

ment of trade and commerce for June, 
1910, just issued, contains a statistical 
record of the progress of Canada since 
confederation, which shows expansion 
in every department of activity.

In 1896—to go back no farther—the 
,Canadian tonnage that passed through 

the canals amounted to 4,039,113 tons; 
In 1908 the tonnage had increased to 

q6,780,789. It is in the steam railway 
F department of traffic, however, that 

by far the greatest increase is shown. 
In 1896 Canada had 16,270 miles of 
railway in operation, the total gross 
warnings of which amounted to $50,- 
545,569, and the net earnings $15,502,- 
015. The amount of freight carried 
was 24,266,825 tons, and the number 
of passengers carried 14,810,407. In 
1908 the mileage had increased to 22,- 
966 miles, the total gross and net

in WASHING RIBBON

“GOOD AS NEW”
Almost all ribbons can be washed, 

only one must know how to do the 
work.

Any wrinkles that are put in dur­
ing washing will not come out. There- 
foro the ribbon should be laid flat on 
the washstand or other hard surface 
and wet with warm, not hot, water. 
Then the silk is rubbed with good 
white soap, drawing the length along 
as required, always keeping it flat. 
Fresh water is then patted on, rub­
bing gently but thoroughly with the 
fingertips. When this has been done 
till all spots have been removed, the 
length is held under the warm water 
faucet and perfectly rinsed.

To dry it, pat down, absolutely 
without a wrinkle, on a large sur­
face, such as a window glass or the 
marble top of a wash stand. More time 
is taken to dry, but the ribbon will 
be better. When it is only slightly 
damp, not the least bit moist, it is 
pulled off carefully and placed on the 
ironing table to be rubbed over with 
a warm, but not hot, flatiron.

TOBACCO IN THE ARCTIC.

"I can match the story you were tell- 
ing of the cracker women in North Caro­
lina who use snuff by spreading it over 
the gums with a chewed stick,” said the 
man from Alaska to the southerner next 
him, "by telling how miners and soldiers 
in Alaska tie tobacco in the arm-pits or 
against the solar plexus in place of 
taking it as a smoke or chew.

"When the wind is blowing thirty 
miles an hour and the temperature is 40 
below, it is some cold, as they say out 
west. If a man used tobacco in the or­
dinary way out of doors during such 
weather, and got his lips wet through 
smoking a pipe or chewing, he would 
be apt to get into trouble. First thing 
he knew he’d have Ms lips cracked and 
they would be raw all winter long.

The regulars stationed at the military 
posts up in Alaska found that if they 
tied tobacco leaf in their armpit previous 
to undesired duty they would become 
very sick and could pass the post sur­
geon for hospital, getting rid of detail 
work they wanted to avoid.

"The miners up there learned some­
thing of this and found that the tobacco 
craving could be satisfied by binding a 
quantity of the leaf either in the armpit 
or against the solar plexus. This avoid­
ed broken and bleeding lips during the 
winter and they weren’t prevented from 
smoking indoors as well if they wanted 
to. It was the outdoor smoking or chew, 
ing that made all the trouble.

"No I haven’t tried it yet," said the 
Alaska man "but I do know that the 
habit is very common up north in the 
long Arctic winter among men who spend 
their lives in the open. It is the queer­
est way to use tobacco I know of.”—New 
York Sun.

Was Friend of the“Jersey Lily" and

erick Gebnard, who died on Thursday 
at the Garden City Hotel, where ho 
had been staying for about two 
months under the care of a physician. 
Was 50 years old.

For 30 years "Freddie" Gebhard had 
been one of New York's most widely 
known men-about-town. He was an 
Indefatigable first-nighter. He knew 
everybody on the stage and liked to 
associate with actors and actresses. 
He was interested in racing and 
owned at one time a celebrated stable 
of runners and famous collection of 
fast trotters. With Berry Wall he 
enjoyed the reputation of being one of 
the best dressed men in the city.

When his father, Frederick Geb­
hard, died, young Gebhard got, as did 
his sister, Mrs. Frederick Nelson, an 
income which amounted to $80,000 a 
year from a trust fund.

In 1882 he became famous on two 
continents as the admirer of Mrs. 
Langtry. The Jersey Illy landed in 
this country for the first time on Oct. 
23, 1882. In her second week Mr. 
Gebhard met her, being introduced by 
Oscar Wilde. Ho was seen driving 
with Mrs. Langtry nearly every day. 
His equipages were always at her 
command. At Philadelphia Mrs. Lang­
try and the New Yorker were guests 
of the same hotel. He followed her 
to St. Louis and to Chicago.

Gebhard was challenged to a duel 
by Col. A. B. Cunningham, editor of 
a St. Louis paper, which published a 
story of his relations with the actress. 
He declined.

“The Methodist Church has done 
right in removing the footnote rules in 
regard to card playing, dancing and 
theatregoing," said Rev. J. Gibson 
Inkster at the First Presbyterian 
Church Sunday night.

At the present time mere conjecture 
is placing the blame on the captain of 
the ill-fated vessel, the unseaworthi- 
ness of the ferry, the alleged failure 
of local inspectors to make a thor­
ough inspection and lack of judg­
ment on the part of Capt. Russell, 
commander of No. 17, who took 
aboard the survivors of the disaster.

The survivors are offering among 
others, the following stories:

Captain Kilty, the first mate, and 
chief engineer knew of the peril to 
their vessel even before they left 
Ludington for Milwaukee. All three 
expressed premonitions of impending 
danger.

(41 Aand New York. Sept. 11.—At least nine 

laborers were killed outright today, 
and ten others injured, one critically 
and all seriously, in the collapse of an 
overhanging shoulder of rock from 
above the western mouth of the old 
Erie Tunnel under Bergen Hill, con­
necting the Erie terminal in Jersey 
City, with its westward divisions.

The collapse was directly beneath 
the edge of the Hudson boulevard, 
which at that point runs along the in­
ner line of Bergen Hill, and though 
the actual slip was out of sight of 
the holiday crowds, thousands lined 
the boulevard all afternoon, peering 
down at the work of removal.

as predicting that Thaw will shortly 
renew his battle to gain freedom from 
the State Hospital for the Insane at 
Matteawan, where he has been con­
fined for killing Stanford White.

"Thaw is sane. It will be a matter 
of only a few months until he is 
free," Henry J. Rise, an associate of 
Clarence J. Shearn, the well-known 
lawyer, is quoted as asserting.

"If Thaw had recovered his sanity 
we should make a report to the state 
and he would be allowed his freedom." 
retorted Dr. Amos T. Baker, assistant 
superintendent of Matteawan. "He is 
under constant surveillance."

Other hospital attendants are quoted 
as saying that Thaw gets worse in­
stead of better.

The procession had been arranged to 
determine the unity and universality 
of the Catholic Church. It started from 
Notre Dame with a preliminary de­
tachment of mounted officers, firemen 
and papal zouaves, followed by a choir 
of 200 male voices.
