The warrants for the arrests of the 
two men were sworn out yesterday by 
representatives of the Hiram Walker 
firm of Walkerville, at the instance of 
their legal advisor, Charles Gaudetki.

It was alleged in the warrants that 
the two men arrested had forged labels 
of the Walker firm and had affixed 
these labels to goods exposed for sale 
and sold with the intention of deceiving 
the publie. The two men were also 
charged with securing money under false 
pretences. This latter charge was laid 
by Mr. J. A. Davis of Detroit through 
his attorney, Peter Bercovitch, K. C..

Mr. Bercovitch alleged that the ac­
cused had secured $15,000 from his Cli­
ent by false pretences in selling him 
what was supposed to bo Walker a Can­
adian rye. But which, he claimed, was 
really a poisonous substitute containing 
wood alcohol.Receive Preliminary Hearing.

The preliminary hearing came before 
Judge Cusson yesterday when the two 
accused appeared and pleaded not guilty. 
They were represented by Mr. Dan Mc-

Thereupon 
Major Venizelos ordered the artillery 
to open fire, killing many Turks and 
quieting all opposition, so that the 
Greek flag was hoisted speedily over 
the town hall of the most historic city 
of the Osmanlis, where Mohammed I.

Although it was expected that ten­
ders for the new buildings would be 

i high, owing to the advance in build­
ing material costs since the first of 
the year, the prices, nevertheless, were 
a considerable surprise to No. 2 com- 
mittie, which opened them prior to the 
board meeting.

Tenders High.
The estimated cost of the Wortley 

road addition was $65,000. The only 
bulk tender received was from John 
Hayman & Sons Company, being $83,- 
000. Canadian Contractors and Builders 

of Brockville, submitted a tender of 
$63,800, while R. G. Wilson & Son 
submitted one of $66,441. Neither of 
these included plumbing and heating, 
for which the lowest tender was about 
$22,024, making the total cost of the 
two latter contracts considerably more 
than the one bulk tender submitted.

Cost of the Victoria Schoo! work was 
estimated at $67,000. R. G. Wilson & 
Son submitted a tender of $100,953, 
not including plumbing and heating, 
which would add another $28,000. No 
other bulk tenders were received.

Appointment of Mr. Robinson to give 
general assistance to Architect L. E. 
Carrothers at a salary equal to $2,500 
a year was opposed by Trustee 
Thomas Coleridge, who wanted the 
matter referred back to No. 3 commit­
tee for further consideration. He said 
the architect had never made official 
application for assistance and that he 
thought the salary somewhat exces­
sive for the type of work undertaken.

Defends Motion.
Trustee Thomas Rowe, who brought 

in the recommendation to the board, 
defended it and urged that to refer it 
back to the committee was needless 
delay.

“I am almost ashamed to belong to 
a school board which has let nearly 
three months elapse without doing any­
thing to replace the collegiate," he said.

Trustees Wright 
and Udy thought the work might be 
done by contract, which would relieve 
the board from responsibility in case 
of accidents. The fact that Mr. Rob­
inson will assist in other work, how­
ever, convinced a majority of the 
board of the necessity of his appoint­
ment.

Trustee Coleridge was responsible

The party will leave London at 7 
o'clock this morning, will reach Hamil­
ton at noon, and Toronto at 4:30 o'clock 
this afternoon.

T. W. McFarland, chairman of the 
general committee, presided at the 
banquet tendered in the W. C. T. U. 
dining-hall at Queen’s Park by the 
Chamber of Commerce, Motor Club and 
city, Thursday evening. He welcomed 
the tourists as businessmen on a busi­
ness trip, aiming to develop motor 
traffic, and motor freight transportation 
by means of good roads.

Civic Welcome.
Mayor Little extended a cordial wel­

come to "London, the Hub of Western 
Ontario, the Garden of Canada." J. B. 
McKillop extended a welcome on behalf 
of the London Motor Club. G. Russell 
Taggart, recently appointed local Ameri­
can consul, also spoke at the banquet.

Capt. Gilbreath replied on behalf of 
the Michigan tourists, and Capt. Rob­
bins on behalf of the Canadian tourists. 
Solos during the banquet program were 
given by Chris Pink, tenor.

At the good roads meeting after­
wards. Mr. McKillop declared that no 
question before Ontario today was of 
more importance than the good roads 
question.

Magistrate A. H. M. Graydon referred 
to the great part played by good roads 
in the colonization projects of the Ro­
man Empire. After 2,000 years of ser­
vice the Appian way is still in use. 
No institution or movement would make 
so much for the development of the 
city and country as good roads.

Pleasant Surprise.
A. G. Hodgson referred to the pleasant 

surprise given by the Farmers’ Govern­
ment, which inaugurated the building 
of 2,000 miles of roads, whereas the 
old Government had only proposed 
100 miles. Capt. Gilbreath paid a tribute 
to the organization ability of Tour 
Manager Edenburn, to the rapid growth 
of the London Motor Club, and the 
good offices of such organizations. 
Thirty thousand inquiries regarding the 
‘ideal tour" of New England were re­
ceived by the Detroit Motor Club last 
year. Sixty thousand were expected this 
year. The popularization of the inter­
national tour being inaugurated will 
mean millions of new money brought 
into Western Ontario \ and Michigan 
from both the Eastern and Western 
States.

Mr. Batchelder said that a federal 
system of highways is planned within 
a year or two by the United States, 
and suggested that Canada could bind 
up the various provinces in no better 
way than by a great highway from 
Halifax to Vancouver.

Excellent Crops.
Dr. Doolittle referred to the excel­

lent bean and tobacco crops and the 
finest wheat and mats in America 

growing in the district through which 
the tourists passed Thursday. Remin- 
iscently he went back to the old bicycle 
trips he used to take through this dis­
trict. and compared the present tour 
with the ride from Aylmer to Strath- 
roy on a wooden-wheeled velocipede, 
which he made himself and which oc­
cupied nineteen hours many years ago

Horatio Earle urged the building of 
an international bridge with Canadian 
and American doughboys in bronze 
shaking hands in the centre as a me­
morial of the brotherly feeling of the 
two nations He was the first advo­
cate of concrete roads and urged the 
building or a road from Halifax to 1 
Detroit. The Americans would extend 
it through to Chicago, Denver and San 
Francisco. He also spoke strongly in 
favor of the deepening of the St. Law­
rence waterways.

OTTAWA, July 15.—(By Canadian 
Press.)—The sudden departure for 
Washington thia afternoon of Chief 
Commissioner Carvell and Commis­
sioner McLean of the railway board 
to confer with the United States Inter­
state Commerce Commission, in re­
gard to the fuel situation in Canada 
and the United States, is an indica­
tion of the serious view of the coal 
problem taken by the Dominion and 
United States authorities.

FRANKFORT, July 15.—As I crossed 

the open space In front of the fine 
station here last evening I saw a 
strange spectacle. There poured out 
of the- station a great stream of people 
bearing burdens upon their backs and 
in their hands—rucksacks, bags, boxes,, 
sacks, obviously heavy. The people 
were of all classes, all ages and both 
sexes.

Some of the children could hardly 
stagger along under their loads. They 
were barefooted, like most of the urban 
children, and practically all of the 
country children in Germany today, 
boots being one of the many unattain­
able commodities of life.

Children’s Lot Tragic.
I asked the meaning of the heavily- 

laden crowd that I had met, and found 
that this nightly spectacle consisted of 
the returning foragers of the city who! 
go out to scout the countryside for 
twenty miles around in search of po­
tatoes to eke out the miserable ration. I 
It is illegal, of course, but the authori­
ties wink at it, for life on the legal 
ration is impossible, and those who 
can afford to forage for themselves are; 
permitted to do so. Those who can’t 
afford it tighten their belts and wait.

It is not a conclusion based upon the 
poor little creatures whom I have seen 
trooping into the midday meal pro­
vided by the American relief mission, 
and administered through the Ameri­
can and English Quaker organizations. 
These are only the worst cases of 
starvation. It is based on the general 
standard of the children which the re- 
sources of the American relief cannot 
touch.

Whole Generation Stricken.
As you go through the schools, 

stand in the classrooms, watch the 
children at work, you have the sense 
of a whole generation stricken by a 
blight. It is revealed in the puckered 
brows, the lustreless, uncertain eye, 
the anaemic faces, the bandy legs, the 
dry, cracked, flabby skins, the swollen i 
abdomens, the universal air of exhaus­
tion.
