FORWARD MOVEMENT.

A tch, dated Mount Alice, near
Potgieter's Drift, Nata}, Monday, Jan.
15, says :—The forward movement for
the relief of Ladysmith began on,
Wednesday, Jan. 10y from Frere and.
Chieveley, Lord Dundonald's mount-

brigade, with the fifth brigade,
under Gen. Hart, comprising the Dub-
lins, the Connaughts, the Inniskillins
and the Border Regiment, proceeded
north-westerly . to Springfield. The
position had been previously thorough-
Iy reconnoitered. A few miles out of
Frere Lord Dundonald passed targets
erected by the Boers to represent a-
foroe advancing in skirmishing order.
Evidently the Boers had beea firing
at) these from the adjacent hills. Lord
Dundomald pushed on, and as the
main column advanced, it was noticed
that Springfield was not occupied by
Boers, and the fifth brigade hasd taken
it, The British transport extended
for several miles and comprised sbme
500 vehicles. The mounted brigade ad-
vanced rapidly, encountering no op-
position. The British scouts had pre-
viously searched all the surrounding
country. but no Boers were found.
The forces advanced te Mount Alice.-
The Boers hnd been at Potgieter's
Drift the previoas day. A body ef
South African Horse swam' the stream
under fire, and brought over tha pont
froin the Beers' side. The Boers were
evidently surprised at the appearance
of the British on the scene.

BIG BATTLE TO-DAY.

Military crities in affiliantion with
the War Office consider that the ex-
pected battle ulong the wide arc, south
and west of Ladysmith, can hardly be
delayed beyond to-day (Friday). From
Durban it is reported that fighting
has'already begun. Gen. Buller's force-
es engaged in the flanking aperation
across the Tugela are some 13,000 or
14,000 bayonets, 1,200 horses, and for-
ty guns. The disposition of his other
15,000 or 20,000 men is not known, al-
though the m«umpjinn §s fthat the
whole army will be in action when the
hoidr for combined movemént arvives
Three weeks ago Gen. Buller had 30,-
009 men. Considerable reinforcéments
have since reached him, giving him
probably 35000 men and eighty gans
all told. Estimates of how many guns
and men the Boers have to appose him
are mere guess work. One correspon-
dent ‘'mentions Gen. Buller's wheeled
transport of 5,000 vehicles wihich con-
nects him with the railroad held about
3 miles to the rear. Among these
transports are 30 traction engines,
which draw from 10 to I wagons each.

Gen. Buller's warning about the mis-
use of the white flag by the Boers in
his’ prociamation to the troops is con-
sideted a rather broad hint te give no
quadter. Hisphrase “there will be no
turning back,” is played upon editar-
jally by the morning papers as presag-
ing cheerful announcements. ’

The Soy Fean,

The soy bean is one of the staple
crops of Japan, which attracted little
attention in- this country until about
‘ten years ago, but is now becoming
quite common. The crop Is cultivated
like corn, the seed being planted in
drills at the rate of half a bushel per
acre. The stems alone are top coarse
to make good hay, but are covered with
such a dense growth of leaves and are
o prolific in fruit that the bay is prized
highly. especially for milk cows and
for fattening animals. The yleld of

.80Y BEAN-~LEAVES, FLOWER AND POD.
green forage Is heavy when grown on
good ground, and the yield of beans is
usually from 20 to 30 bushels per acre.
Those who have had ‘most experience
with this erop find that the best way
to handle it is to cut or pull the plants
when the first pods begin to open and
thrash as soon as dry enough. In this
way the coarse stalks are so broken in
pleces and mixed with the leaves and
immature fruit that nearly all will be
eaten. It is doubtless one of the best
of the legumes for the silo, as it can
be more easily handled for the cutter
than plants like clover or cowpeas.
There are a sumber of varieties, dif-
fering mainly in the time of ripening
and the coloring of the seeds.
