Many have obtained Provincial High School Certificates of the 
various grades.

Besides doing the Prescribed High School Course. s|>ecial instruction is af­
forded in preparation for Commercial pursuits, Teachers’ M P. Q., examinations 
and matriculation in Arts, Law a.rd Medicine. Those who desire it may take the 
full course for Matrioulation into London Cniversity.

In connection with the Academy there is e Students’ Debating Society, 
which meets once a week. This affords valuable training in the line of rapid 
thinking and correct speaking.)
