Herr we are again, once more face 
to face with the ever welcome anniver­
sary of St. Patrick. It has been my 
fortune to celebrate the day in many 
places and I am not without my re­
collections of how it was kept. I re­
collect it in Ireland before I had 
reached my tenth year, when I made 
mv Patrick’s crosses at school, and 
when 1 was reading of and hearing tell 
of Daniel O’Connell, Father Matthew, 
Thomas Moore, Theig Gaelich and 
D< nagho Roe I remember it in Can­
ada in the forties, when it was of 
general observation in our cities and 
larger towns, and was kept up with 
interest.

There was a St. Patrick's Society 
in Hamilton when I was yet a young 
boy, but 1 was never without my 
Iri-h enthusiasm and my bit of green 
favor of some kind And I marched 
in the ranks from John Curran’s ho­
tel in the Court House Square, up 
Main st-eet to James and along 
James north to St. Mary’s church, 
and there heard Mass and listened to 
an eloquent sermon or panegyric from 
Very Rev. Father Gordon, the 
Vicar-General and second regular 
Catholic pastor of Hamilton That 
was the time of those gallant pion­
eers, the Bricks, the Fitzpatricks, 
the McCurdvs, the Nelligans and the 
Rianigans. I don’t remember the 
usual anniversary dinners in those 
days, but you may be sure they had 
them. Later came the Martins. The 
Stinsons, Magills, the Irwins, and the 
O'Reillys had been there before, and 
were remarkable only for their aloof­
ness.

I spent a couple of years of ray 
younger manhood in the city of Buf­
falo and it was there that this lad 
first asserted himself and unfolded his 
fai’h to his compatriots. There were 
two Irish societies in Buffalo when I 
first vfsited it in 1848. That was a 
time when Canada could not hold me. 
I sought expansion and wanted to 
join something. It was the yeai of 
the French revolution, the year of 
“Young Ireland,’’ the close of the 
Mexican war, and of the d.scoven ot 
gold in California, so that it was an 
exciting and a moving world that we 
had then The Irish in Buffalo at 
that time had no aristocracy, no ar­
istocracy of either birth, education or 
business; nothing but the delving and 
toiling masses; hut they were brim 
full of fiat riot ism. The Irish socie­
ties in Buffalo in 1818 were the 
“F tend I y Sons of St. Patrick’’ and 
thi Sons of Erin." The latter were 
all young men and I enlisted with 
them. We marched from our hall on 
M.i;n street to Ellicott street and 
along Ellicott street to St. Patrick’s 
Church, where we heard Mass and Fa- 
thei O'Reilly, afterwards Bishop of 
Hartford, preached us a beautiful and 
inspiring sermon ot rather delivered 
a paneg) tie. Our leading members 
at that time are now all passed 
away Michael Bailey. Peter Walsh, 
Thomas Malloy and James Ryan. 
Thomas Malloy was the most impor­
tant man among the lot, because he 
was foreman of “Little Red Jacket 
Fire Co No. 6,” the most popular 
fire company in Buffalo at that date. 
Tin \ were all volunteer coni panics 
then St. Patrick’s Da>, 18lit, we 
had a grand dinner at t he Mansion 
House. I think it was the best pub­
lic dinner 1 ever sat down to And 
there was a grand company too The 
invited guests included Hon Geo W. 
Clinton, ex-Governor of the State of 
New York, one of whose ancestors, 
Dew it t C Clinton, had been Vice- 
President of the l ni ted States and 
piomoter of the Erie Canal—a tall, 
ma "‘Stic - looking gentleman. Well,

you know the Clintons wete a revolu­
tionary Irish family and me were very- 
proud to have this one at our dinner, 
and you may be sure he praised the 
Irish, especially the Irish soldiers. 
Another guest of some note was Gen. 
E. A. Theller, who took some part 
in the Canadian rebellion of 1837. He 
was a doctor by profession and was 
considered the Irish leader at that 
time. He made no great speech, how­
ever. Another guest was Col. A. M 
Clapp, editor of the Buffalo ’’Ex-
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and the little Dorsheimers.” Well, 
one of those little Dorsheimers has 
since filled the great and responsible 
position of Governor of the great 
State of New York. He, too, played 
his part and passed away. A recol­
lection of those things is sometimes 
sad, but they are memory’s compen­
sation

When I came to Toronto in 1649 

there was little or no spirit pervad­
ing the Irish people here. They had

Patrick, a name the fallen rngels dread 
“ Ierne’s glory till the end oKime,
“ And would sweet Sister I had brought the shroud 
“ That my own hands have woven for this hour 
“ Jo wrap his body. Then for that he knew 
What secret things they said, the Man of God 
Immediate spoke, “ I pray you turn and go 
“ Back to your convent, and the blessed shroua 
“ In haste bring hither, for my end is near;
“ Feeble my limbs and misty grow mine eyes 
“Oh, Sister, quick I pray.” And Brigid went 
Returning with the shroud her hands had wove

Celestial fragrance. Twelve long days and nights 
O’er all the North a flaming lustre shone,
And harmonies divine—seraphic harps 
And chants angelic filled the mourning vales.

I lawyer and journalist; Moore Hig­
gins, head of one of the government 
departments; Mr. Holmes, one 
of the editors of the “Col­
onist" newspaper, Charles Donlevv, 
proprietor of the "Mirror" newspap­
er; Dr. Workman, afterwards super­
intendent of the Lunatic Asylum, Dr 
Ross, a prominent physician. Dr.

! four sons; the O’Neills, Terence and 
Peter; John Shea, John Murphy and 
the elder O’Keefe, prominent men, an< 
there was the Murphv family of th > 
"Cooper’s Arms"; the Cassidys and 
Mullins, all prominent and well 
known Here 1 must cease my enum­
eration because 1 might go on and fill 
columns Yet, notwithstanding the 
presence of all those good men and 
true, there was no St. Patrick's Da> 
celebration in Toronto in 1850, be­
yond the religious services' That is 
something left to wonder at. There 
would not have been one either on 
the following Si Patrick's Day only 
for a young men’?- organization that 
was effected in the meantime, which 
got up a literary entertainment in 
the Lombard street (then Stanley 
street) school house. Perhaps Mr. 
Mathew O’Connor and myself are now

THE SALT BATH
An article much used in the bath­

room just now is salt. Nearly all 
physicians recommend its use in some 
form, with either hot, tepid or cold 
water, and, in many instances, with­
out any water at all, except just en­
ough to moisten the salt. With some 
tin- coarsest salt possible to get, sea 
salt, preferably, is thrown into the 
bath water and used as a sort of 
weak brine; the temperature of the 
water should be such as is ordinarily 
used for the hath, amt only the best, 
if any, soap should be used. Another 
form of use is to complete the scrub­
bing process, then, taking large hand­
fuls of moist salt, rub the whole body 
and limbs with this, following the 
scour with a rinsing off in cool, cleat 
water. This' is said to be very 
strengthening.

Another process is to take a small 
Turkish towel and dip it into a 
strong solution of salt and water, 
wring out and hang in the sunshine 
until dry; then at night, in vour tooiu 
eive your whole body and limbs a 
“dry-rub" with this diy, salty tow­
el. The same towel may be used sev- 
eral times, then washed out, resalted 
and dried, and used again.

CATHOLIC COURAGE.
The battle in England thickens.

And how wrell he obeyed that whis­
per is known to even the most illiter­
ate child of the little Isle which now- 
claims him for her own, and his 
care and love are repaid by the un­
dying gratitude of a people who 
through sunshine, yea, and through 
many tears have ever clung to St. 
Patrick and his teachings, even as 
the mariner clings to the anchor upon 
which all his hopes are cast. But for 
this people a brilliant destiny is even 
now dawning, and on the day of its 
coming as now, no happier address 
can be offered than the beautiful 
words put by Aubrey De Vere into 
the mouth of their loved and glori­
ous Apostle, who, addressing Ire­
land, says:
........................ Happy Isle!
Be true, for God hath graved on thee

Mr. Watts 
goes on to maintain that while Ca­
tholics do not undervalue secular 
learning, they prefer to have it im­
parted by Catholic teachers—"that 
small but noble band of lay and reli­
gious men and women who through 
many a dark day have struggled on, 
and been a steel of proof against the 
money-bags and enticements of those 
who have sought to lure them on 
to the abandonment of Catholic lilt le­
ones, and of Catholic parents whose 
confidence in their teachers has been 
and is deservedly unbounded." For

ARCHBISHOP O’BRIFN.
A dark cloud of mourning rose sud­

denly and settled upon the land as 
the wires flashed the news on Satur­
day that Archbishop O'Brien of Hali­
fax had died the night before. He 
was a man and prelate whose going 
should be mourned A Canadian by 
biith, education, affection and public- 
spirit, he bent the energies of his 
person and his high position to the 
advancement of his country. He 
was chosen from the ranks of. the 
priesthood and elevated to the metro­
politan See of Halifax. With pru­
dence and zeal he watched over 1 lie- 
great trust, and governed his Church 
with the devotion of a true bishop, 
and the tact of a master of men. 
Education, care for the poor and the 
suffering, and the multitudinous works 
which take up a prelate's time, and 
make so many inroads upon his 
strength, received from Archbishop 
O’Brien the benefit of his administra­
tion. His chief devotion was the 
cause of education. In his college 
days when a student in the Propa­
ganda at Rome, he had the deserved 
reputation of being the best Latin 
scholar amongst his many competi­
tors. Nor did his love of study stop 
All through the years of his priest­
hood and episcopate he gave as much 
spare time as he had at his disposal 
to the pursuit of literature. He was 
a graceful writer, whose pure Eng­
lish undeliled will rightly keep his 
name and memory green amongst the 
highest I itérât eu is of Canada. As a 
speaker his sufferings prevented him 
from that forceful delivery which both 
their form and matter sometimes de­
manded . Full of theology and polish­
ed language they will live as models 
of pulpit oratory and panegyric. His 
position—Archbishop of Halifax— the 
chief Western Atlantic naval sta­
tion of Great Britain—brought him
into relation 1 with a number of peo­
ple of rank. An erudite scholar, a 
devout churchman he filled the many 
functions required ol him with a tact 
and grace which commanded the re­
spect and won the esteem of all with 
whom he became associated. Apart 
from being Archbishop the Most Rev. 
Dr. O'Brien was better known
amongst outsiders by the interest he 
took in the Royal Society of Canada. 
He was President for several periods 
and an active member, showing a 
deep interest in all its proceedings. 
Death came—all too soon and too 
suddenly—but not without warning. 
Sixty-three, for this was his age, was 
too early—any age would be too early 
to spare such men. But death will 
come, even to the prelates of the 
Church. And it came with a light­
ning speed and a thief-like rush— no 
knocking at the door, no time for 
sac ed unction. He had been a suf­
ferer for years from rheumatism. A

The possessor of a baritone voice 
which might have brought him fame 
and fortune had he decided on a stage 
career, the deceased priest’s services 
as a vocalist were always in demand. 
He was a member of the choir in St. 
Basil s church, Toronto, in which edi­
fice both his parents had also sung.

In this connection it is interesting 
to recall a little incident that hap­
pened in Waco in 1904, prior to his 
ordination.

the late Senator Donah'*- It met in 
a hotel on Col borne street until the 
hall in the east wing of St I .aw mice 
Hall was leased and emblazoned with 
a sign in gold and green, “Young 
Men's St. Patrick's Society,” and I 
believe is now utilized by the “ An­
cient Order ol Hibernians.” The 
“Hibernian Benevolent Society" was 
organized after this, but the two 
were somewhat antagonistic. They 
paiaded on St Patrick’s Day, 1H59, 
and made a line turn-out. It was on 
this occasion that a young man nam­
ed Matthew Sheedy 'was killed with a 
pitchfork in a lane north of Col borne 
street by a man in the employ of one 
Lennox, who kept a tavern, his only 
offence being the wearing of a green 
badge. The funeral cortege that fol­
lowed young1 Sheedy’s remains to the 
grave the following Sunday was the 
largest 1 ever saw The people met 
at old St. Paul’s church, in the after­
noon and proceeded ten wide up King 
street and Church street to the Ca­
thedral, wherei religious services were 
held, and thence to St. Michael’s 
cemetery. Unfortunately the condi­
tion of the times were such that the 
people were prepared for an attack 
from a hostile quarter, but none was 
made.

* • *

This was the time of Thomas 
McGee's lirst parliamentary session in 
Toronto, and he was one of our cele­
brants. A banquet was given at Mrs. 
Ma I achy O’Donahoe’s hotel that night 
mi Col borne street, at which he was 
present, and made a grand address 
suitable for the occasion. But about

Early in the sixties the old St. 
Patrick’s Society, with Protestants 
and Catholics united, was reorganized 
with Col. I). K. Fcchan, a Catholic, 
chosen as president. It gave a ban­
quet in George Platt’s Hotel, east 
market square, and good results were 
expected from it. Among the mem­
bers were John Geor ;e Bowes, form­
er mayor; George L. Allan, the jail­
or, John Blevins, James Hallinan and 
others, who were anxious to concili­
ate and unite orange, green and neu­
tral. Mr. Feehan was my personal 
friend, and 1 attended the banquet. 
At the president’s right sat Rev. Dr. 
John McCaul, the President af the 
I niversity, and at his left I think 
was Geo. Boomer, a leading attorney 
and a popular Irish Protestant in 
those days, who was not an Orange­
man. My own name was down for a 
response toi a toast, which was "The 
Irish Race at Home and Abroad.” 
Allen was tliere with an Orange fol­
lowing. Dr. McCaul spoke and spoke 
beautifully, for he was a master of 
rhetoric; others also spoke. At last 
my turn came. I had taken a good 
deal of pains to prepare my speech 
and 1 took a little pride in it. 1 
made the mistake, however, of under­
taking to read my speech from the 
manuscript I soon saw this was 
used as a pretext to interrupt me, 
and the internqition soon grew to a 
suppression, hi consequence it did 
not take long to break tip that concili­
atory dinner party, and 1 guess that 
was what Allen and his crowd of 
voung Orangemen were there for.

His Grace Archbishop Cornelius O'- ! 
Bi ten of Halifax died suddenly oft Fri­
day, the 9th inst.

For the past few years the late pre­
late had suffered fiom a severe bodily 
affliction, but none thought that the 
disease would prove fatal so quickly.

Apoplexy, and not the affection of 
the kidneys which had of late trou­
bled him, in the end proved fatal.

At eleven o’clock Ills Grace was 
found dead in bed by his niece whom 
he had asked to go for a glass of 
water. Some little time before he 
retired after his physician had pres­
cribed for what was diagnosed as a 
slight attack of indigestion.

The end came suddenly and ap­
parently without a pang.

Archbishop O’Brien was ihc son of 
a Wexford County father, and a mo­
ther, whose bit th-plaee was Cork, Ire­
land. He was born near New' Glas­
gow, F K. Island, May 9, 18*3. He 

jcommenced his school education under 
Robert Laird, an elder brother of 
Hoii. David Laird. He afterwards 
attended school at Rustico, P. E. Is­
land, principally to learn French, and 
began the battle of life as a clerk in 
a mercantile establishment at Suin- 
merside. When 19 years of age he 
realized what had long been his 
strongest desire of entering St. Dun- 
stan’s College. Charlottetown, to 
study for the priesthood. After two 
years lie became a student at the Col­
lege of 1 he Propaganda. Rome. There 
he carried off the gold medal for ex- 

I cell mice and graduated Doctor of Di­
vinity and Philosophy. In 18*71 he 

I was ordained to the priesthood and 
J returning to Prince Edward Island, 
was for 1 wo years a professor and 

; prefect of studies in St. Duns tan’s.
; In October, 1873, he was appointed 
I principal priest at the cathedral in 
! Charlottetown, hut his health giving 
way, he was sent to Indian River,

I where he remained for eight years. 
In 1880 he accompanied the late Bish­
op McIntyre to Rome, as secretary, 
and in the following year paid a se­
cond visit to Hie Eternal City with 
the late Archbishop Hannan, at his 
special request

On the demise of the latter prelate 
Dr. O’Brien was appointed to succeed 
him as fourth archbishop of Halifax, 
lie was nominated December 2, 1882, 
and his consecration took place at 
St. Mary’s cathedral January 21, 
1882. After his appointment he show­
ed the greatest activity in the work 
of the diocese, a large number of 
churches, schools and glebe houses 
having arisen through his instrumen­
tality. During his first year of office 
he commenced the erection pf St. Pat­
rick's church, which was completed at 
a cost of $75,000.

Subsequently he revived St. Pat­
rick’s Home, founded the Victoria in­
firmary and the Catholic Orphanage, 
purchased an archepiscopal residence, 
establishMi several colonies of nuns, 
and carried out certain costly and 
need**. repairs on St. Mary’s cathe­
dral. The same signs of activity and 
improvement were observable every­
where throughout his extensive dio­
cese.

In 1897 he took steps for the estab­
lishment of a Catholic university in 
Halifax, under the management of the 
Jesuits or the Benedictines.

His Grace’s literary efforts kept 
pace with bis .other work. To many 
fugitive poems, essays and articles 
contributed from time to time to the 
periodical press, he added works of 
lasting interest and merit. Of these 
the principal are

ed (1876).

Mater Admirabiles (1882).
After Weary Years, a novel.
Saint Agnes, Virgin and Martvr 

(1-887).
Aminta, a modern life drama 

(189(1).
Memories of Bishop Burke (1891).
The archbishop was an office bearer 

in the Imperial Federation League, 
and later a president of Nova Scotia 
of the British Empire League in Can­
ada. He was a man who thought 
much and deeply, and above all, in­
dependently. upon a great variety of 
subjects. He had one of the most 
lovable, kindly, and refined <,f person­
alities.

In moving the adoption of the report the President, Mr. Robert Melvin.

The amount of new business written In 19u5, via., $6,014,576, Is the larg­
est In our history, and this, it must be remembered. Is all Canadian busi­
ness except $66,000 written In Newfoundland. We are more strongly of the 
opinion now than ever before ‘.hat good Canadian business Is va«tly pre­
ferable to foreign, and that It can be secured at much less cost. Tin- recent 
investigation In Xe.v York disclosed suffic.ent evidence of this, and one of 
the reforms now being Introduced Is the discontinuance of such business In 
many countries. We are gratified at the amount of business that our 
Agents were able to secure In spite of public criticism of life Insurance, and 
wa are justified in believing this to be an evidence of the fact that the Mu­
tual Life of Canada continues to merit the confidence of the Canadian in­
suring public. It is noteworthy also to mention that our lapses are less 
than in the previous year, and the amount of insurance’ gained is the 
largest in our history.

Our Income last year approached closely to Two Million dollars. Per­
haps the Company's growth can beet be judged by comparing its income of 
last year with those of the preceding dec« t.nlal years.

In 1875 the total Income was..$ 29,593
In 1886 the total Income was . 270.697
In 1895 the total Income was . 786,079
In 1905 the total Income was . 1,955,'058

With regard to the payments to policy-holders, I might say that the 
mortality for the year was again exceedingly favorable, being only 40 per 
cent, of the amount expected We have been able to continue the distribu­
tion of surplus to policy-holders upon the same scale as In past years. The 
amount paid last year was $87,927, and the amount that we have added 
to our general surplus was $179,928.

The ratio of expense to Income was 17.8 per cent, as compared with 
17.4 per cent, in 1904. This additional expenditure arose primarily from the 
Increased amount of new business, as well as from Government taxation. 
The last mentioned item of expenditure is becoming a serious one, for not 
only do several of the provinces in Canada Impose a tax of 1 per cent, 
upon the premium Income, but certain e.! jew and towns levy a special tax 
These taxes are becoming very burdensome, and we consider It our duty 
to call the attention of our policy-holders to It. As the premium Income 
Increases, this tax also Increases, and over this, of course, we have no con­
trol. It would afford me much pleasure If I were able to tell you that It !■ 
within our power to reduce the Company's general expenses to any ma­
terial extent. I regret, however, that this is not possible under present con­
ditions. There can be no doubt that the expense of conducting the busi­
ness of life insurance to higher than it should be, but until the present In­
tense competition ceases there is little hop« of making any Improvement In 
tli<- respect. Excessive competition leads to rebating, and herein lies the 
greatest abuse in regard 10 securing now business. If measures can be en­
forced to abolish rebating I am firmly corn (need that the cost of new busi­
ness will be very" largely reduced.

I desire on this occasion to refer especially to our Assets, and to the policy 
of the Company with regard to the investment of its funds. As will be seen from 
our Financial Statement, onr Assets consist aim sot entirely of Mortgages on 
Real Estate, Municipal Debentures and Bonds, and Loans on Our Own Poll- 
clew. We have not now, and have never had any investment of a speculative na­
ture. Within the past year there are no lueses made on Investments, and. 
so far as we are aware, there are none anticipated. We have never suffered 
the loss of one cent on our Bonds, and we have not a single Investment 
of this kind to-day that Is not worth all that it cost, while the majority of them 
have appreciated considerably in value We have no difficulty whatever in find­
ing Investments for our income, and during the past year the demand for 
money has been more than usually active, both on municipal bonds and for 
mortgage loans. We have not found it either necessary or thought It wise 
Xu Invest any of our funds outside of the Dominion, and we see no reason 
why under present conditions, we should not be able to continue to find safe 
and remunerative employment of our funds at home. Attractive propositions 
are frequently made to us for the purchase of bonds of enterprises In Mexi­
co, Central America. Cuba and elst where, in connection w ith which large 
bonuses arc offered In the form of paid-up stock. Such enterprises may 
possibly realize the expectations of the promoters and prove to be profitable 
to the Investor, but In my opinion they should not form a part of life com­
panies’ assets. Life insurance funds are « ssentially trust funds, and I ven­
ture to say that if an expression of opinion could be secured from our 
policy-holders, I he course which we have pursued would meet with unanimous 
approval Any bond or debenture that Is made attractive by or that can 
be sold only with a bonus in the form of paid-up slock Is not In my judg­
ment of a sufficiently high standard to qualify as a trust fund investment.
I wish also to point out that we have never bought any securities with the 
object of selling them and making a profit upon them. Such transactions 
ee-em to me to be outside of the legitimate sphere of life Insurance. It se­
curities are good and command an increased price In the market, they are on 
that account more attractive for 11s to hold. No security that 1 am aware 
of has ever been purchased In which any member of the Board had a direct 
or Indirect interest, and, moreover, we have no special Finance Committee 
mi which the duty of Investing the funds devolves All Investments are made 
with the approval of the Board and Executive, which meet alternately on the 
second and fourth Thursday of every month At these meetings all new In­
vestments are submitted, after having first been carefully scrutinized by 
myself and the manager, and they are accepted or rejected on their merits, 
with the unanimous approval of the Heard. Any Investment offered, to 
which objection Is made by any member of the Boar I Is refused.

In seconding the adoption of the report Mr. Alfred Hoskln, K.C., Vice- 
President, said:—

Life Insurance companies at present occupy- a prominent position before 
the public, and some efforts have been made towards discrediting their man­
agement. We can only speak of our own Company, and have no desire lo 
express an opinion as to any other.

Cost of management and the nature of investments have been the prin­
cipal objects of attack. In both respect# I think we can take credit to our­
selves.

Our expenses for the past year have beer: about 17 per cent, upon the 
gross income. 1 have made enquiries ano find that the ratio of expense of 
loan companies Is from 15 to 20 per cent, upon the gross Income.

Included In our expenditure Is a large amount paid to the several Pro­
vincial Governments of the Dominion, and to certain and several municipali­
ties as a tax. On nearly every loan made on mortgage the usual commis­
sion (which Is paid bv i'll '"ive«t • companies) of one per cent, upon the 
principal lent has to be paid Doctors' fees for examination, rents of offices 
where the Company carries on business, advertising and other similar 
charges of necessity, have every year to be met.

The report of the Government Inspector shows that this Company's 
expense account is low In comparison with others, and In saying this I do 
not wish to infer that the expenses of other companies are excessive.

Every year eaah end -.very 
security Is handled and Inspected by the Auditor, and each year the Biaw 
IIve Committee handles and inspects every security, and oomparee the «t***# 
with the entries thereof mode In the books of the Company, mid thus 
every year Is prominently brought to the notice and knowledge at the Board 
how the Company's money Is Invested.

As to the expenditure, every Item paid out la checked by the :____
Committee, and thus track Is -opt of the expenditure, and of the esv 
Items forming the aame.

I think this shows that a careful scrutiny over the affairs of the Gaea■ 
pany Is kept by your Directors.

The various reports having been adopted, the retiring dlreotora, Robert 
Melvin, Plr F. W. Borden, W. J. Kidd, B.A., and Wm. Snider, were unan­
imously re elected After a number of able and thoughtful addiaosea had 
been made by members of the Board, prominent policy-holders and others, the 
meeting adjourned.

The Directors met subsequently and re-elozted Mr. Robert Melvin. 
President; Mr. Alfred Hoekln. K.C.. First Vice-President, and the Mon Mr. 
Justice Britton, Second Vice-President of the Company for the eostdng year.
