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‘Eastern Front Will Soon be Scene of

Terrific Encounter Between Teuton
Forces and Russian Army, Which
Has Already Gained Considerable
Ground in That Region

By_Courier Leased Wire.

New York, Oct. 21.—The London
correspondent of the Tribune cables
as follows:

The greatest battle in the world's
“history is about to be staged on the
eastern front, in the opinion of high
military-officials here. After months
of manoeuvring, nearly seven mil-
lions of men have come to grios
along the  almost unbroken front
from Riga to the Danube. Hand to
band fighting of the most violent
character is going on on the whole
length of the 900 mile line. The next
three weeks will probably see the
climax of this struggle.

So far there is no inclination of

definite result, though the Rus-
aians unquestionably are slowly
aining ground, The chief Russian
movement seems to aim at the en-
velopment of Halicz from the north,
and the cutting of Teuton limes of
communications between that strong-
hold and Lemberg. That the attacks-
of the Czar’s troops are succeeding
in slashing the enemy’s defenses at

some points is indicated in no un-
certain manner by the sudden and
hurried transfer of the German third
guards division to the Halicz sec-
tor from Lemberg; where they had
hitherto been held in reserve. In
Volhynia the Russians have made a
dent in the enemy’s line near Czeri-
any, fifteen miles southeast of Ko-
vel.

.The German guards were hurled
at the Russians to-day and succeeded
in wresting away an important
height on the west bank of the Nar-
ayuvka. More than- 2,000 Russians
were taken prisoner. Observers here
lay emphasis on the value of the se-
vere Russian winter to the Czar’s
troops. This period will prove, as it
has proved in the past, of immense
value to the Russians and of little
value to the Teutons. For the Rus-
sians it means the accumulation of
great shells supplies and the train-
ing of new armies of reserves, It
means that when warm weather re-
turns the Czar’s troops will be ready
for another supreme effort that wiil
tax the ene!uy to the’ uttermost \

THE SITUATION

Matters with regard to Roumania
have now taken on a new phase. Fal-
kenhayn having been blocked in the
matter of getting through the Tran-
sylvania Alps, von Mackensen has
taken up the job in the Dobrudja.
At this other end of the battle line
the foe_has inaugurated a tremend-
ous offensive in the effort to get to
the Roumnianian capital of Bucharest.
The battle is reported to be raging
fiercely, with great losses to the
Huns thus far. A gratifying feature
is that Russian reinforcements have
apparently reached the scene in good
time. 5

On the Macedonian front, the Ser-
bians continue their gallant advance.
They are puiting the Bulgarians to
rout, and are making rapid headway
toward Monastir. On the Struma, the
British are bringing up heavy guns
against the Bulgarian positions.

All this constitutes a very fine fin-

ancial achievement, one that has
aroused the admiration and grati-
tude of Great Britain and the won-
der of the United States. Sir Thomas
White is richly deserving of the
many congratulatory messages which
have been sent to him from abroad,
as well as of those given to him so
freely at home. The conduct of Can-
ada’s finances during the war period
has been ag great a surorise to Can-
adians as it has been a source cof
pride. It ‘has been as far-seeing and
as skilful as it has been courageous.
The Minister of Finance has not
hesitated even in the face of pessi-
mistic coufsel, to go into new fields
and tap new sources in providing the
money necessary for carrying on the
war. . And in every single instance
he has succeeded. And not only has
he succeeded but he has accomplish-
ed results exceeding his own esti-
In the case of the war loans
he has been offered two dollars for
every one that he asked.

By August, 1916,
111,000 men had been moved in this
-ay, and while trains arrived at all
hours of the day and night, not a
single wounded man has ever been
kept waiting. The hospital trains
provided in France bv the Frencn
Government and the hospital boats
provided by the society itself for the
transportation of wounded on the
Mesopotamia front have also to be
kept up. Tke hospital work is afh
immense provosition. In France 13
British Red Cross hospitals are main-
tained, 10 in Egypt, and 1,050 in
Great Britain, besides numerous offi-
cers’ and nurses’ convalescent homes.
Supply- depots are maintained near
every armyv hosnital which draws its
supplies from the Red Cross. Be-

sides these, the Red Cross Society
has many other smaller institutioas
and ‘departments, all of which cost
money to keep up.

great privilege to attend at the fra-
ternal delegate from this Congress,

exceeded all expectations in point of
number of delegates and trades uni-
onists represented. In weleoming the
delegates, Mr. Harry QGosling, J.P.,
L.C.C., stated that there were 668
delegates present, representing 2,-
850,547 members of trades unions,
or an inerease of 168,190 over the
membership represented at the con-
vention the previous year. In refer-
ring to the fact that the convention
had met in Birmingham in 1897, Mr
(osling pointed out that the mem-
bership represented was only 1,093,-
191, and only 381 delegates were
seated. In referring to the import-
ance of the 1916 -convention the
President stated that while all pre-
vious Congresses had been consider-
ed important from the standpoint
of the issues considered, he ecould
malke the indisputable statement that
in no previous instance had those
charged with representing labor’s
claims and aspirations been faced
with more absorbing problems or
challenged to meet more momentous
facts and circumstances than at the
present convention. He rejoiced in the
faget that internationalism was not
dead, there being fraternal delegates
present from the United States, Can-
ada, France, and Belgium, To the
overseas delegates the heartiest
greetings were extended. President
Gosling referred to the fact that the
Parlianientary Committee (Execu-
tive Council) of the Congress had
called a special Trades Union Con-
gtess to consider and determine
questions relating to the scandal of
inereasing food prices. The increase
in these prices was well over 60
per cent. when compared with the
prices that obtained before the war.
The outcome of this special congress
and its subsequent denuntation to
Yhe Prime Minister had been that
the Board of Trade had been definite-
ly instructed to go fully into the
matter of the available fond supplies
of the nation. Referring to the many
problems forced upon them by the
war, the President said that a Labor
Minister was absolutely imperative
to deal with such prohlems at the
close of the war. But this did not ex-
haust t*e demands of the trades uni-
onists. They were also calling the
State te take over the mines, rail-
ways, shipping serviees, and to ex-
ercise control over the great, cold
storage warehouses- -and - -granaries,
together with their contents, to put
an end to those speculative interests
which have done so-mueh to en-

my | meet upon the allowance of five shil-

lings a weak. This important matter

had been brought to the attention of
the Prime Minister, but his answer
had not been satisfactory to labor’s
deputation. It was expected that with
more pressure brought to bear upon
the government something would be
done. The President suggested that
the age limit at which pensions
could be received be reduced from
70 to 60 years and the pension in-
creased from five shillings to ten
shillings a week. He said the gov-
ernment had recently decided to
grant in certain cases an inecreased
payment of two shillings and six-
pence a week. Mr. Gosling’s address
also dealt with the outlook after the
war and said: ‘“When the govern-
ment an the resumption of peace,
suddenly lessens its gigantic payroll
—#he biggest the world has. ever
seen—and stops its colossal orders
for every conceivable commodity;
when millions of soldiers are ' dis-
banded at approximately the same
time that twe or three million muni-
tion workers are discharged; when
something like a third of the whole
wage-earning population of this
country will be simultaneously losing
their jobs, there is bound to be al-
most a flood of men and women
seeking new nositions.

Then it is we shall see whether
the Government has neen equal to its
task. Unless adennate preparations
are mad~ ‘v advanc~-—indeed, unless
proper stens g'~» not alreadv being
taken—the trade unions will fini
their funds rapidly depleted,and their
members standing unemployed by
hundreds of thousands. This will be
a moment of the gravest industrial
peril. It is not to be suvposed that
the employers will fail to grasp the
opportunity presented by millions of
men and women looking for situa-
tions to try to reduce the standard
rates. Some people are already
counting on large reductionk of
wages. Now, ‘we trade unionists—
who have already suffered much in
the war, owing to the failure of
wages to keep pace with prices—
must let it be known at once that,
whilst we do not seek industrial
iwar, we have no intention o* sub-
mitting quietly amid the rejoicings
of peace to apy further attack upon

our standard of life. There

We all can remember when we had
occasion ‘to visit Toronto and Ham-
ilton, that we had to go to Paris to
catech the train going east. Wel-
lington Smith, Dan Holmes or Alf.
Elerby were the conductors be-
tween Brantford and Paris, and we
would most likely meet Bob Gilkin-
'son, conductor between Hamilton
and Toronto, an old Brantford boy.
At this time, Leonard’s and Martin- ¢
dale’s coal yards were located on the
bank of the canal, the coal barges
coming up the canal from Buffalo.

We remember when the water-
works power house was built on Col-

way tracks, and Dave Webster of
the Waterous Engine Woerks was in-
stalled ‘as engineer of the. plant.

These were the days when Strat-
ford and Sons, Brendons, Masons,
L Bennetts and Tapscotis” drug stores
were in existence. At Stratford’s,
Joseph and Charley Stratford were
clerks, at Brandon’s, we mef Billy
Blackadder, at Mason’s we met Char-
ley, Doec.

“Open air possesses;a fascination
for the Canadian <youth unsur-
passed by any other attraction.
One result of this yemrning has
been the organization of the play-

|ground movement in’ many of our

cities and towns. Wherever estab-
lished, playgrounds have met
with immediate success. Regulated
play inculcates lessons of discipline
intermixed with pleasure, and cre-
ates a lasting impression upon the
young. ;

In the majority of cases the
playgrounds were originally es-
tablished by public spirited citizens
who had the welfare of the children
at heart. The success of the move-
ment has led to its adoption by
municipalities who are now making
appropriatiens for maintenance.

Qur winter, however, militates
against a long season for the play-
ground, and in the cold weather, a
substitute attraction, viz. the skat-
ing rink, should be provided. Muni-
cipal outdoor skating ' rinks have
many advantages, not the least
being the counter-attraction to the
pleasures of hanging on sleighs or
coasting on public streets, both
dangerous practices.

Open-air rinks can be provided
at very small cost. School grounds
vacant lots or other open spaces
may be used. The area should be
enclosed with boards eight inches
wide, set vertically, and supported
by wooden pegs driven .into the
ground on the outside. . The fire
department can flood the rigks and
a few of the street employes can
keep the ice clear of snow and pre-
serve order,

The municipal skating rink is a
wholly commendable investment of
public funds; it supplies pleasure
and recreation to the masses, as an
offset to the provision of good
roads for the owners of automobiles
or other conveyances for pleasure.
If, however, it serves no other pur-
pose than taking children off the
street, it well repays the expendi-
ture as a measure of public safety.

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NOTES O INTEREST IN
[HE  AUTOMOBILE  WORLD

Pointers for the Owners of Cars—
The Automobile in Western Canada

-

The first automobile was introdue-
ed into Western Canada in 1903,
when R. J. McKenzie, son of the
President of the Canadian Northe n
Railroad, brought in a Stanley
steamer. This car was followed by a
Knox bath chair model, tiller steer,
and the single eylinder Cadillac and
Oldsmobile.

In 1904 the business began to be
recognized as one of the great possi-
bilities of the future, and some of
the leading carriage manufacturers
and dealers took tentative steps to
prepare the way for the gradual dis-
carding of the horse-drawn vehicle

and its replacement with the new
mechanical horse.
For some years the automobile

met with a somewhat hostile recep-

tion from the farmers who regarded

it as a possible menace to their
business of breeding horses; but

with the aid of an educational cam-
paign instituted by the Winnipeg
Automobile Club, which was organ-
ized in 1904, they became alive t9
the fact that instead of working 0
their detriment, the automobiie
would improve their working condi-
tions, bring about the construection

of better roads and a

general in-
crease in property values so that to-
day the farmers of Western Canada
own practically fifty per cent. of the
39,630 cars licensed in the four
western provinees of Manitoba, Sas-
katchewan, Alberta and British Co-
lumbia.

During the eariy years of the busi-
ness a great deal of the agency re-
presentation was in' the hands of
curbstone dealers, whose  responsi-
bility to the purchaser ended the mo-
ment the sale was closed, and such
a thing as service was an undreamed
of luxury. This naturally resulted in
a few of the better makes of cars
that were handled by responsible
dealers, securing a foothold in the
territory that has never been lost;
S0 that at the present time the en-
tire volume of business is controlled
by such cars as the Ford, Buick,
Studebaker, Maxwell, Hupmobile,
Case, Paterson, Chalmers, Paige,
Gray Dort, Mitchell, Cadillac, Chev-
rolet, Dodge with other makes re-
presented by a scattering few cars.

The number of furiously steaming
gladiators to be noticed, even on
the coldest days, calls attention to
the fact that the average driver of
a motor vehicle has very vague ideas
about operating his engine—and
this is only one point in which he is
lacking. The prevailing ertor seems
to be in running with full throttle
and retarded spark, a sure method of
overheating the engine, and one
which would soon result in disaster
if the cooling appartus was not ex-
tremely efficient. Even as it is, such
practice does the engine no good
When the speed is to be reduced the
first operation is to check the throt-
tle unti] there are signs of knocking,
when the spark may be gradually re-
tarded; and -when increasing speed
the operation is reversed the spark
bejng first advanced, followed by
opening the throttle. Many a lowly
motor-cyclist, with his air-cooled mo-
tor, could give points to the superior
automobilist on ‘economical drivinz.

Complaints are often heard that
the action of the niston in an auto-
mobile cylinder tends to pump the
lubricating oil up into the combux-
tion space.
condition, which is said to be satis-
factory, is to round off very slightly:
the upper outside cover of the upper
piston ring, and the lower corner ol
the lower ring. This does not affect
the compression in the least, and
the action is to permit the upper
ring to pass the oil on the cylinder
walls on the up stroke, instead of
seraping it up to the top of the cyl-
inder; while on the down stroke the
surplus oil is seraped back. Cn the
other hand, the up stroke oi the
Jower ring tends to carry the neces-
sary oil for lubrication up the cylin-
cder wall,, while on the down stroke
the rounded lower corner of the ring
would pass over the oil thus distri-
buted and leave it behind. The in-
termediate rings should have both
upper and lower corners eased so as
to disturb the oil as little as pos-
sible, allowing it to remain and per-
form its function as a lubricant.
