Asquith Makes Statement

After the Speaket's ruling ‘it was
only a question whether the Cabinet
would announce its capitulation be-
fore or after the vote had been taken
on Sir Edward Gray’s amendment to
the franchise bill, calling for the
omission of the word “male” and
[thus practically introducing adult
suffrage. The  suffragettes loudly
clamored for the immediate with-
drawal of the bill, because they were

been against the amendment extend-
ing the franchise to women. Affer
several anxious Cabinet meetings the
amendment, the franchise bill would
Government also adopted this view,
and Premier Asquith, in the House of
Commons this -afternoon gave the
franchise bill the happy despatch.

After getting the Speaker. to state
again in more definite’ form that if
any of the women’'s amendments were
carried, except Sir Edward Gray’s
amendmbent, the franchise bill would
hecome substantially a new bill and
would have to be withdrawn. Premier
Asquith announced that the cabinet
had decided that it would be unreal
to prolong the discussion under the
circumstances, and it had therefore
resolved to drop the bill. The gov-
ernment would, at its own time, and
within its life, proceed with bills deal-
ing with electoral reform and plural
voting.

Premier Asquith repudiated the
suggestion that the government had
been guilty of sharp practice in re-
gard to the question of women suf-
frage. He assured the members of
the Cabinet he thoueht the proposed
amendments admissable,and that thev
had honestly endeavored to carry out
their pledge to challenge a difference
from the House on women suffrage.
The Government, he continued, had
now pledged itself to give to-a wo-
men's suffrage bill, introduced by a
private member next = session, the
same facilities that it had given to
the controversal - .government, allow-
ing members complete fréedom to
vote -in accordance with their indi-
vidval predilections.

TWQ BIG SCHEMES ON NON-
PARTIZAN LINES

It has belonged to the Ministers of
two. Conservative Governments to
launch big sechemes in the interests
of the people on non-partizan lines.

‘Fhe first was that of Hon. Adam
Beck, in connection with Hydro Elec-
tric. From the inception, he insiSted
that it was intended for public, and
not party benefit, and how rigidly,
badked by the Ontario Government,
this idea of things was maintained, is
a matter of common knowledge. So
broad were ihe foundations wupon
which the project was ‘based that
Liberal papers like the Toronto Globe
and Toronto Star, were hearty sup-
porters of the undertaking, and so
far as the Courier noticed, only two
Grif sheets, the Brantford Expositor
and the Stratford Beacon, were small-
minded enough to try and make the
thing a party issue. Both of them la-
mentably failed, as they richly deserv-
ed to do.

On top of this splendid illustration
of non-partizanship with regard to
the public weal comes the announce-
ment of the plan of Hon Mr. Burrell,
Minister of Agriculture in the Borden
Government, for the expenditure of
$10,000,000 ‘on behalf of that big in-
terest. His idea is also to keep mere
party as such, out of the proposals,
and he hopes to co-ordinate his plan
with the Agricultural Departments of
each Province, no matter which side
is in power. y

WHERE WOMEN VOTE

PARTIAL FRANCHISE IN MANY
PARTS OF THE DOMINION.

Municipal Vote Is the Only One Per-
mitted to the Gentler Sex Under
Canadian Law, But Wives Are De-
barred Except In Three British
Columbia Cities and In Nova Scotia

* When They “Keep the House.”

The cry of “Vctes for Women™ has
swept around the world and there are
few countries to-day where it is not a

burning question or an accomplished
fact. Eighty years ago women could
not vote anywhere, except to a very
limited extent in Sweden, and in a
few other places in the old world, but
pince othen the gains have been re-
makable, though usually accomplish-
ed one step at a sime—school suf-
frage, municipal suffrage, and finally
tLe full Parliamentary vote. China is
perhaps the only country where wo-
men have come into possession of
equal suffrage with men without go-
ing through the prelimiﬁary stages.
The other countries where women are
now fully enfranchised are: Austra-
lia, New Zealand, Finland, Norway,
Sweden, Iceland, the Isle of Man and
the American States of Wyoming,
Colorado, Uteh, Id4ho, Washington
and California. Ohio will probably be
the nex#, ag the bill for equal suffrage
has passed both Houses and béen re-
ferred to the people; while Kansas
and Oregon are expected to follow
soon.

It is important for Canadians tn
know just where they stand and what
powers they already possess, for we
are accustomed to hearing the rather
vague statement that “Women pos-
sess the municipal franchise in Can-
ada, but do not make much use of
it.” The limited municipal suffrage
we already possess varies in the dif-
ferent provinces of the Dominion.

In Prince Edward Island, Quebec,
Alberta and Saskatchewan, widows
and spinsters over 21 years of age
who own property are entitled to the
municipal vote.

In New Brunswick and Manitoba all
widows and spinsters who are rate-
payers to any extent have the muni-
cipal vote: :

In Ontario widows and spinsters
who .are assessed as owners or occu-
pants of property to the value of $400,
or income of not less than $400.

In the above-mentioned provinces
& woman on marriage becomes dis-
franchised and her husband acquires
the right to exercise the vote belong-
ing to her property either by itself
or in addition to his own; in Nova
Scotia, however, whenever a woman
actually supports her husband and he
has no rty or income of his own,
it is she who votes, while in all other
provinces the husband, under the
same circumstances, is entitled to
vote on his wife’s property or income.
In Nova Scotia, the qualifications for
widows and spinsters is property to
the value of $150, or personal and real
property to the value of $300.

In British Columbia wjdows and
spinsters whoown property are entitl-
ed to the municipal vote, and in addi-
tion  to this, the right to exercise fuli
municipal franchise on the same
terms as men has been granted to
women, married or single, in Vancou-
ver, New Westminster and Victoria.

No woman in any of the ‘érovim
of Canada may hold any municipal
office. This is very unusual, as in
almost all countries where municipal
suffrage for women exists, they are
entitled to hold office. In England
there are three women mayors and
three of the members of the London
County Council are women. In Birm-
ingham ten women were recently
elected to the Board of Guardians.
Of these two were unopposed, and the
rest, with one exception, headed the
polls. In Kansas there are 77 women
holding elective offices in the state,
two of whom are judges and one'a
mayor. Not a single instance of a
woman defaulter, of careless or incor-
rect books, has ever been reported
among women who hold county offices.

Widows and spinsters in all the pro-
vinces who are either Yolding inde-
pendent property, or who are ratepay-
ers, are entitled to vote for school
boards. In addition to this a woman

roperty owner in Ontario, Manitoba,
Alberta, Saskatchewan, and British
Columbisa, is not disqualified through
marriage from the exercise of the
school franchise, as she is in other
provinces.

British Columbia is the only pro-
vince where (with the exception of
Victaria, Vancouver, New Westmin-
ster and Nanaimo, where only women,
both married and single, whose names
are on the assessment rolls are en-
titled to vote) wives of voters in
school districts have the right to vote
for and to serve as school tfrustees
without having to possess separate
property or income of their own. It
is therefore the only part of Canada
where mothers, as mothers, and not
a8 property owners, have the right to
control the education of their chil-

The great argument against giving
women a fuller franchise is that they
do not make use of the privileges they
already possess. To this we may an-
swer that the majority of women pos-
sess that right only when they are
too young or too old to care about it.
At twenty-one few women—or men
either, for that matter—take an inter-
est in politics, and the majority of
widows are old or infirm, and having
been debarred of this privilege for the
greater part of their lives, have ceased
to care for it.
