RAILWAY TAXATION

e,

The question of railway taxation hes
been receiving an airing in the Ontar:
io Legislature. At present, railways
are taxed by the acre for their right of
way at'the same rate as the adjoining
lands. There sre about eight acres in
& mile, and ‘the Grand Trunk olaims
that it nows pays in taxes an average
of $20 per mile outside of the six prin-
cipal cities of the Dominion. The
representatiyes of farme1s’ associations
claim that the greater part of this $20
per mile was paid to towns and vill-
ages, that in a number of rural muni-
cipalities the tax' was ooly $3.00 per
mile, and that their average receipts
from this source would not excoed
$6 per mile. The new law which
the fa:mers are i termed the
Pettypiece bill, provides that railways
shall pay taxes not only on the right
of way, as at present, but on every-
thing that enters into the construction
of s road, the whole to be assessed st
actual valve. © The railway companies,
of course, are putting up a big fight,
as the bill would raise their assessment
per mile from $1,100 to $20,000.

As an inetance of the inequality
that exists hetween the taxes peid by
railways here and in the United States
the 8¢t. Clair tunnel is cited. In On-
tario it is assessed at $30,000. The
other end is 'assessed for $1,800,
000 and the Bupreme Court of Michigan
fixed the tax st $25,795.

When this subject is considered in
its local bearing the widespread inter-
est that its discussion has created will
be understood. - Under the Pettypiece
bill, Athens would receive in taxes from
the B. & W. evéry year from $250
to $300 and Rear Yonge & Escott
about $2,400.

AGMCULTURQL SCHOOLS

The Edncation Department has
decided upon an important innovation
in rural public school education. It
will introduce the study of agriculture
in an experimental and practical rasn-
ner, as a complement practically of
the mannal training in city schcols.
A small school farm for central schools
is contemplated in each municipality.
Traveling agricultural instructors, O.
A. C. graduutes, if they can be ob
tained, will visit the schools each week,
and give ibstruction on s two and a
balf acre school farm worked by the
pupils. The initiative is being taken
Ly Carleton County, and the ex

by the County Council. The salary
of a third will be paid by Sir William
Modonald.

The classes will be attended by the
senior boys from the surrounding.
schools. The subjects taught will
inciude the elements of horticulture,
forestry, entomology, the science of
agriculture, etc. The instructors will
serve about 25 to 30 school sections
by visiting five central “farm schools”
each week.

Other counties are already taking
an interest in the movement, Salt-
fleet municipality (Wentworth) is
making arrangements to engage a
travelling teacher of agriculture with
a special reference to fruit.gulture,

Itis expected that theWiinister of
Education will, ask for a ial grant
to encourage tlie movement this ses-
sion, \

This system has already been suc-
cessfully worked out in France, Russia
and Austria on a large scale. France
has 27,000 such schools.

U. S. EX-MINISTER TO RUSSIA.

Talks Abeut the Shocking Outrages on|

- Jews at Kishineff.

New York, May 25.—Oscar Strauss,
who was twice U.S. Minister to Tur-
key, gives the following views re-
garding the relations between the
'U. 8. and Russia; “No one can read
without a. shudder of horror the re-

Kisheneff on April 19, 20 and 21, |
upon the unoffending Jewish popu-
lation of that «ity, by a mob which
was officially incited and officially
protected. .

“The London Times states that the
number of Jews killed, men, women
and echildren, was between 60 and
170, and the number of those seriously
injured, men, women and children,
‘18 estimated at about 500. Most of
{the Jewish workshops, stores and
‘houses were ransacked and pillaged,
and the greater part of a communsg
'ity of thirty thousand has been ren-
dered homeless and penniless. These
crimes have been committed in
Christian Russia, by a Christian
irabblé, supported and participated
in by Russian officials.

“This barbaric holocaust which has
taken place in a populous city of
one hundred and Torty thousand in-
habitants appeals for redress, not
to the Jews throughout the world,
but to the civilized world; not to
those professing the religion of the
slaughtered, but to those professing

the religion of the slaughterers. It
is a. crime against civilization and
Christianity as well.

“Whenever Russian horrors reach
American ecars we constantly hear
about the long standing friendship
between Russin and the United
States. If we look beneath the
surface, which is not necessary,
when Russia is conceruned, we will
find that, underlying courtesies to
our nhaval officers and profuse dip-
lomatic professions of -friendship,
will be found a purpose to accen-
tuate hostility toward England.

“The Russia of to-day has noths
ing in common with the United
States, and she would, il she could,
caviar our declaration of independ-
eoce out of existence and wipe
liberty from the face of the globe.
The graphic forecast of her policy
by Britain’s greatest diplomatist,
Stratford Canning, i8 verified in
our day: ‘Rome of old.extended its
sway by conquest, but wherever
its eagles [lew the arts of civiliza-
fion followed. The Russian bird of
prey has no such commission. It
turns indeed toward the sun, but
the shadow of its wings is blighting
and moral desolation closés upon
its flight.’

“Let not a false or misplaced
gratitude chegk..the humane sym-
pathies of Americy for the despoile
ed Fians, the persecuted Christ-
ians and the oppressed and massa-
cred Jews.”

THOUSAND-MEN MUTINY.

Berber Tribesmen Leave the Sultan of
Morocco in the Lurch.

Tangier, May 235.—Teutan is still
threatened hy hostile ‘tribes. A
theusand men helonging to the pow-
erful Berher tribes of the Zimmu>i;
who were summoned to Fez to join
the expedition against the pre-
tender, and whose assistance _ as
cavalry was very important to the
Sultan, have mutinied.

The other troops were ordered to
fire upon them, whereupon the
whole body deserted to their own
trihe lands, carrying with them
the whole of their equipment- and
their horses, and pillaging on the
way. The revolt will have serious
results, damaging the government's
prestige and probably leading to
the revolt of other tribes.

GREAT METEOR SEEN.
Aerolite as Big :()il Barrel Cuts
Down Trees in West Virginia.

Parkersburg, W. Va., May 25.—The
largest meteor ever seen in  West
Virginia is reported to have -bheen
secn hy employees of the Felton Lum-
her Company near Grafton., While
in their timber camp Ilast night
they heard a peev'iar whizzing noise,
followedd by an 1ntensely bright
light. They rushed out and saw a
meteor;, which they deéserihed as 'a
hall of fire as big as an oil barrel,
whizzing in a southeasterly direc-
tiom.

It sped through the forest like a
bullet and mowed down tall timber
like a seythe. Many trees were cut
off as smoothly as il they had been
sawed down.

PENNY BANKS ARE COMING.

Finance Minister Gives Notice of a
Bill in the Lommons,

Ottawa, May 25.— The Finance
Minister gives notice of a bill “re-
specting penny banks.” It will pro-
vide for the establishment and in-
spection of such banks in Canada.
A request was recently made Lo the
Postmaster-General to establish
Government penny savings banks in
conneetion with the post-office on
a similar plan to that in voguo in
Englard. The plan suggested is to
issue cards with twonty spaces on
each. A five-cent stamp is to be
affixed on each square, and when ail
are filled the card is to be takew as
a deposit of $1.

EPIDEMIC ON REFORM SHIP

FIGHTING WAS HAND TO HAND®

London, May 25.—An official Wap
Office despatech from Adeu. Arabigy
under to-day’s date, gives details
of the desperate encounter which
took place at Burrilli, Sonialilandy
May 4th, between an Abyssinian.
force operating in conjunction with
the British agaiast the Mad Mullah
and a large force of the latter’'s
dervishes. After a hand-toFhand
fight lasting 45 minutes, the der-
vishes were driven off, with the loss
of 200 men killod and 200 wounded.
The Abyssinians had 21 men killed
and ten wounded.

Ottawa, May 11.—The House sat
to-day only till six o’clock out of
respect to the memory eof the late
Mr. Justice Mills. Geod progress
was made with routine oh the order
paper. Mr. Demers’ bill to indem-
nify those who sufiered damage by
fire from railways was referred ¢o
the Railway Committee after having
been read a second time. Mr. Put-
tee's bill to extend the idea of com-
ciliation of labor troubles was
read a second time and the House
adjourned.

Ottawa, May 12.—Mr. W. F. Mac-
lean’s bill to change the mame of
Hudson’s Bay to Canadian Sea was
read the first time in the House to-
day. On motion of Mr. Casgrain
the Treadgold concessions in the
Yukon got a long airing, but his
amendment was lost by a vote of
years 53, nays 95, Government ma-
jority 48. The House adjourned at
1.10.

Ottawa, May 13.—Imn the House
to-day some progress was made with
Mr. Mulock’s bill for settlement of
railway labor disputes, and there
was a long discussion on the alot-
ment of Cabinet positions, as be-
tween Ontario and Quebes.

Spiced Beet.

One piece of the round of beef
(known as the “pot roast”), weigh-
ing from three to five pounds. Put
two tablespoons of butter in a stew-
ing kettle over a hot fire; when
butter melts, brown the meat on
both sides. Remove the meat tem-
porarily and add flour to the butter;
let it brown and thicken, then add
three pints of boiling water, one bay
leaf, one sprig of celery, some pars-
ley, and one large onion with a clove
stuck in it, two carrots, one turnip,
one tablespoon of salt and one shake
of pepper. Replace the.meat in this
liquid at once and let it simmer for
at least six hours. Turn the meat
over and stir it oceasionally. ‘The
secret of the sucesss with this dish
is slow cooking. When finished it
thould be as tender as bread. Place
the meat cn a hot platter, strain
the gravy over it and serve garnished
with sliced boiled earrots and sprigs
of parsley. The gravy should be
thick and of a dark brown color.

Legislation Gives Sex Many Pri&lege'i

years, This tariy but gradual and in~
creasing recogpition of the legal
status of woman has evoked much
legislation in regard to the domesiit
relations, the result’ of which has
been to practically abolish the the-
ory ‘of entity of n and wife, s
long & popular fiction in.legal ter;
minology and practice. The philoso-
pher Hume etates that  “betweeg
married persons the cement of
friendshl)y is by the laws supposed
®0 stroug as to abolish all division
of poskessions, and has often in real-
ity the force assigned to it.” In his
criticism of this statement Huxley
speaks in the more moderate spirit
when he says, “Family affection in
the eslfhteenth century may have
been stronger than in the nineteenth,
but Hume's bachelor inexperience can
surely. alone explain his strange ac-
count of the suppositions of the mar-
riage law of that day and their ef-
fects. The law certainly abolished all
Civision of possessions, but it did so
by making the lhusband sole propri-
etor.” .

Under the old ‘Roman law. there
were three modes of marriages—con-
farreatio, a sacramental rite, only
permitted to patricians, where the
ceremony consisted of the two par-

It was in the summer
time and the dress was a thin ma-
terial made in ‘such a way that in
many places it was double. 8he put
it to 'soak ‘In a large pan of milk
and left it till the mnext morning,
when she feund that the milk , had
thickened io a solid mass, even in
the double parts where it easily pen-
otrated when fresh. That dress was
a curiogity for a while, but there
is little danger of one having a
similar experience at this season of
the lyear.—Hartford Courant.

INTERNATIONAL LESSON NO. IX.
MAY 31, 1903.

The Life-Giving Spirit.—Rom, 8: 1-14.
Commentary—JI. Freedom from sin
through Christ (vs. 1-3). 1. Therelore
—This relers' to the whole previoas
argument, and especially to the pre-
vious chapter. “Hitherto the episiie
Las' discussed and explained, froan
many sides, the great cuestiom  of
Justification and its immediate ve-
sults. The Iast topic thus considered
is the attitude of the law towacds
the soul—an attitude such that the
law" cannot subdue sin, but can only
oppose and condemn it. No condemua-
tion—As condemnation is the result
i of disobedience, this clearly implics
‘that the belicver can live without
s transgressing the law of God—he may
ilive free [rom sin. In Christ Jesus—
“The whole previous argument of the
epistle makes it plain that.those who
are in Christ are those who have bz2n
“justified through faith.” Tnis is no
mere legal dArrangenient ; it is a
‘ymion in life.

2. The law—A law is a rule of ac-
tion established by vecognized au-
thority to enforee justice and Jdirect
duty. — Standard Dictionary. he
word law here means tiat rule, 2om-
mand, or influence wiich tne “Spirit
of life” produces.—Buarnes. Spirit of
life—The close argument foliowing
impiies that the Spivi' of life here is
the same as the Spirt of Gisl and
of Christ in verses 9, 13, 1. and tais
can be no other than the Holy Spirit
in chapter v. 5. He )s the Spirit of
life, for all life sprisgs from nim, —
Beet. The Holy Spirvit is the Spirit of
life because he leads the soul to es-
cape the sentence of deu and then
“animates it with the energies of the
new life.” In Christ Jesus—Christ
Jesug is the meritorivus cause of jus-
tiflc&tion, the head of the justilied
and the giver of the Spirit. Law of
sini and death—"Sin and death are
partners of one tlirone and issue one
law. To obey sin is to walk in a path
marked out by death.”—Beet.

3. The law—The law of Moses—
the moral code, as is always meant
when not otherwise defined. Wenk
—The law, was powerless to deliver
from sin or to produce holiness. It
.could not fulfil its own fullilment.
The flesh—The term flesh has sev-
eral different significations. In this
tustance it has reference to man's
corrupt and fallen nature. Seunling
—This refers to Christ's birth and
plainly implies that Christ wuas
God's “own Son™ before He was sent
—that is, before He became incar-
nate.

4. 5. The righteousness—The de-
mands of (rod’s righteous law: which
could be met by us when we foilowed
the evil inclinations of a  corrapt,
sinfu! nature, are now fulfiiled in us
who live and act as the Spirit guides.
Flesh . . Spirit—"“Men must be
under the predominating influence of
one or the other of these two prin-
ciples, and according as the one or
the other has the mastery will be
the complexion of the life and the
character of the actions.” An evil
tree brings forth evil fpuit and a
&ood tree brings forth good fruit.

I1. The carnal gnd spiritual con-
trasted (vs. 6—8). 6. Carpally mind-
ed—To allow the earnal or corrupt
nature to gain the ascendency and
to be controlled and led by it, is
death—Not “wiil lead to death,” but
1s death.”

7. 8 Is enmily—This is stated as
R ‘:XS(‘HI why “the mind of the flesh
is death” (v.”6); it is opposed to
God and hates God. Neither . . ean
be—This is absoiutely certain, be-

ause it is a carnal mind and rel-
ishes earthly and sinful things and
livea in open rebellion against God.
S0 then—DBecause the *carnal miud
is enmity against God. therefore
*“they that are in the flesh”—those
who are led and controlled by the
dictates of their corrupt, fleshly na-
ture, “cannot please God,” and con-
sequertly are doomed to eternal
death.

Il1. The condition of those who fol-
Jow ‘the Spirit—vs. 9-14. 9. But—
Paul now gives the picture of the
regenerate state. The Spirit—The
8pirit of God and the Spirit of Christ
are merely dilferent expressions for

the Holy Spirit, the third person
of the Trinity. Dwell in you — The
Holy Spirit is often spoken of as
dwelling in the hearts of Christians. |

10. Body is dead—There are a va-'!
riety of opinions as to the meaning |
ot verses 10, ani 11. Some understand
this to mean that the hody is dead
in respect to sin, that is, that the
amyembers of the body no more per-|
form the worky of sin. Others think!
that the apostle means that the

hody ie doomed to death because of
sin, that is, hecause of Adam’s
transgression and the penal re-
sults of sin.

11. But if, etc.—Barnes thinks this
verse does not refer to the resur-
rection of the dead. He says: '“The
senge is that under the gospel, hy
the influence of the Spirit, the en-
tire man will he made alive in the
service of God.”

12-14. Delhtors—We are debtors
to the Spirit, hut to the flesh we
owe nothing. We disown its un-
righteous claims. Shall die—If you
live to indulge your carnal propen-
pities you will sink to eternal death.
—Barnes. Mortify—'" Put to death,
destroy. Sin is mortified whan its

er is destroyed and it ceases to
e active.” Deeds of the body—The
corrupt inclinations and passions,
called deeds of the body . because
they are supposed to have their Or-
igin in the fleshly appetites. Shall
live—Shall he saved. “Either your
sing must die or you must. No man
can he saved in his sins.” Led—Sub-
mit to his influence and control. Sons
of God—Children of God. This ex-
pression ig often applied to Chris-
tians in the Bible.

"Teachings—It is our privilege to
Jive and walk in Christ. It takes
the same power that raised Christ
from the dead to regenerate a soul
spiritually dead. Christians should
foNlow leadings of the Spirit.

PRACTICAL SURVEY.

The apostle in this lesson brings
out with great clearness the evi-
dences of a true Christian experi-
ence. At each step he ‘turns aside
from the main thought and shows
the moral necessity of each position
taken. 'The preceding chapter, we
believe, describes the condition of a
man whose conscience is thoroughly
aroused and awakened, who, in con-
sequence of this, desires to be saved
but hopes and tries to work out his
own salvation. H2 desires to be good
and do right, and attempis to be
what he sees he ought to be.

The third verse clearly teaches the
inability of anyone to do right with-
out aid from on high. Jesus Christ
condemned sin in the flesh because,
by divine help, He lived a sinless life.
His agonizing ery on the cross, “Why
hast thou 1orsaken me?” indicates
His dependence on help from above.
Sin in the {lesh was condemned be-
cause He thus lived. Thus by divine
help, the righteousness of the law.
may be fulfilled in us. 5

The fifth verse shows the differ-
ence between a sinner and a Chris-
tian, between an unconverted and
a converted man. There is much econ-
iroversy in these days even among
some preachers as to what consti-
tutes @ Christian. Our lesson says;
One follows “the things of the flesh,”
the other “the things of the Spir-
it.” The interest of ithe one is Bet
on the things of thie world, that of
the other on the soul’s eternal in-
terests.

The sixth verse gives a conclusion,
followed by the reason for such a
conclusion. Carnally minded means
death; spiritually minded means
life and peace. Christianity is a new
life in the world and in the convert.
Through its benign influence the soul
has peace. Spiritual death, with all
that term involves, reigns where sin
is dominant. J

Another corollary is thrown in, “So
then they that are in the flesh can-
not please God.” ‘Lest this state-
ment ghould discourage some one.
or be misunderstood, another
thought is addded, “But ye are not
in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so
be that the Spirit of God dwelleth in
you.” ' ‘

Assurance of the resurrection is
given, since the same Spirit that
raised up Jesus is in Christians and
