J. Crawford, aged 25 years, which 
took piece at Calgary, Alberta, on the 
the 24th inet.

Crawford, everything possible 
done, bat from the first his 
peeied hopeless.

Deceased was well and favorably 
known to the people of Athene, by 
whom hie kindness and courtesy 
is readily recalled. All remember the 
optimistic spirit with which, a few 
years ago, be contemplated hie removal 
to the West, and now, with success 
written on all his undertakings, he has 
been called away. This will be a very 
sore bereavement to bis family, and in 
their deep sorrow the friends in Athens 
extend heartfelt sympathy.

The Calgary Albertan of the 27th 
says : The funeral of late R. J. Craw 
ford took place on the afternoon of the 
26th from the residence of his brother, 
Dr Crawford, to the Union cemetery 
and was attended by a large number of 
the friends of the deceased. The pall 
bearers were four brothera-in law of 
the late Mr Crawford, Messrs W. H. 
McDonald, 8. M. Taber, A. Young 
and P. A. Sargent ; and two cousins, 
Dr A. J. Wearfc and C. McConnell.

The Hon. Geo. P. Graham, M.P.P., 
leader of the Liberal opposition in the 
Ontario Legislature, last week accept­
ed an invitation to join the cabinet of 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and has been 
assigned the department of Railways 
and Canals.

Simultaneously with this news came 
the announcement that Mr D. Derby- 
shire, M.P., had resigned in order that 
Mr Graham might represent the con­
stituency of Brockville in the House 
of Commons.

It was with mingled feelings of 
pleasure and regret that news of these 
changes was received by the people of 
Brockville riding. It is safe to sav 
that all, irrespective of party lines, are 
glad that this distinguished honor has 
come to one of our public representa­
tives. Morally above reproach and 
intellectually among the brightest of 
the younger generation of Canada’s 
public men, we cannot but feel that 
the honor has been wisely and deeerv. 
edly conferred on Mr Graham. His 
short tenure of the office of leader of 
Ontario Liberals served to prove his 
worth throughout the whole province, 
and his removal is viewed on all sides 
with regret.

Mr. Derbyshire’s act of self-abnega­
tion cannot be too highly praised, 
sacrifice was not a small one and was 
made unconditionally. An emergence 
came, in which the interests of the 
Liberal party were of paramount im­
portance ; Mr. Derbyshire at once arose 
equal to the occasion and resigned from 
an honorable position for which his 
talents abundantly fitted him. No 
constituency ever had a more zealous 
representative than Mr. Derbyshire 
and as a leader in the dairy business it 
was peculiarly fitting he should rep­
resent the famous cheese district of 
Brockville. He was not only popular 
at home but in the House of Commons 
his geniality and ability received 
recognition from the party leaders as 
well as from the members generally.

And so Brockville is now without a 
representative in either the Dominion 
or Provincial parliament. The Com­
mons vacancy is to be filled at once. 
The writ has been issued, fixing nomin­
ations for Wednesday, Sept. 18, and

FIREMEN POISONED.
FIVE IN HOSPITAL AFTER BLAZE IN 

DYE WAREHOUSE.

Many Others Affected—Cases That Pus- 
ale the Surgeon—One Man’s Blood 
Destroyed—The Fire Itself Soon 
Doused, Although It Scared the 
Syrian Quarter.

Berlin, Sept. 2.—Thousands of persons 
in the central Prussian Provinces have 
been suddenly seized with an acute form 
of religious mania.

Detailed telegrams from Cassel state 
.that the outburst, which is manifesting 
itself in all kinds of astonishing forms, 
was started by two fanatics, who pro­
claimed themselves divine emissaries, es- 
lecially sent by heaven to lead the in- 
îabitants of the adjoining Provinces to 

salvation.
Their principal lieutenants are two 

Swedish women, whose oratory exercises 
a^ strange fascination over the populace. 
Extraordinary scenes take place at meet­
ings held nightly in Cassel and many 
surrounding towns and villages. The 
participants at these meetings emit inar­
ticulate shrieks, throw themselves on the 
ground, roll on the floor, fling their arms 
and legs wildly about, beat their heads 
against the wooden benches, and amazing 
confessions of sin then pour from their 
lips. After this they declare they see 
visions of heaven, hell and other worlds.

Sometimes all those present at a meet­
ing prostrate themselves simultaneously 

the floor and groan in unison, with 
wild gestures. Suddenly a man springs 
up and graphically describes 
strange visions which he sees before his 
eyes.

Loud shouts of “Hallelujah!” greet the 
speaker, and when the vision has been 

^described men and women arise from the 
ground, embrace one another with ecsta­
tic fervor, and dance, with many amaz­
ing grimaces and erratic movements, all 
thiough the night till sunrise.

A spectator of one of these meetings 
states that there were over 200 people 
present. All of them seemed absolutely 
intoxicated with religious ecstacy. He 
says* “I heard wild cries, loud confes­
sions of sin, uncanny shrieks, groans and 
other unearthly noises. I saw distorted 
faces, men and women gesticulating like 
lunatic*.

“I saw them sink to the ground and 
kick out in all directions. Suddenly a 
young man sprang up and uttered sounds 
which the chairman described as being 
the result of a divine vision. No sooner 
had the chairman uttered these words 
than a great shout of triumph rose from 
the assembly. They looked as if hyp­
notized.”

At another meeting, after a hymn had 
boon sung, a young man sprang to the 
platform, threw himself about with ex­
traordinary vigor, made indescribable 
grimaces, and then shouted incoherently. 
One of the founders of the movement in­
formed the congregation that the youth 
was divinely inspired, and that his antics 
and noises were a divine revelation. The 
worshippers clapped their hands, knelt 
down, gesticulated, shrieked, groaned, 
and groveled in the dust.

Several worshippers shouted : “We see 
the blood of our Saviour.” Women em­
braced one another, saying: “We have 
seen our Saviour Hlfnself.”

The preacher then offered up the fol­
lowing prayer : “O Lord, let every one 
here kneel down. Whoever refuses to 
kneel, let him be thrown from 
midst.”
whereupon there were 
with him ! Out with Beelzebub!”

When the unbeliever left the hall the 
worshippers shouted : “The devil has row 
gone. The evil one has left our midst.*’

Alcohol Fuel Locomotive.

KIDNAPPED BY A TORNADO.

Baby The Two Years Old, Carried Away 
by Wind 18 Years Ago, Returns.

St. Paul, Sept. 2.—Edward Bennett, 
20 years old, who was kidnapped from 
Leon, la., by a tornado, has just learned 
his identity.

When he was two years old he was 
lifted by a tornado and was deposited 
in the hack yard of James Hudson. Hud- 

took the baby with him when he fled 
from the destroyed city the day follow­
ing the tornado, and moved to Louisiana. 
For eighteen years the boy lived with tho 
Hudson family, believing they were hid 
parents. Last week he learned for the 
first time that Hudson was not his 
father.

On Monday Bennett arrived in Leon. 
Qne of the first persons he met was his 
sister. She told him that his mother is 
living on a farm at Long Beach, Cal., tho 
family having moved there shortly after 
the tornado in 1889. His father is dead. 
A telegram was sent to the mother, who 
wired hack that her son must join her at 
once. For eighteen years she had believed 
that her baby had perished in the storm.

CURBS ENGLISH TIP.

'Carl of Sefton Prohibits Guests Giving 
Servants Gratuities. "ST

Paris, Sept. 2.—The full text of the 
report of the Senatorial Commission 
which was appointed to investigate the 
explosioifca^vhich, on March 12 last, de- 

tll^llmneh battleship Iena while 
t at T^k/n, was published to­

day. It charges that the disaster 
directly traceable to the system of irre­
sponsibility, general indifference and lack 
of harmony prevailing in the navy.

The report, which was written by 
Senator Monis, severely arraigns the ad­
ministrative policies of the navy, and 
demands the inauguration of several 
reforms.

The immediate cause of the explosion, 
which resulted in the loss of over one 
hundred lives, is found to have been the 
spontaneous combustion vf powder “B” 
in a magazine where the temperature 
was too high on account of its nearness 
to the dynamite compartment.

Continuing, the report says: 
the real couse of the catastrophe was 
the absence of accord, as well as the 
divisions and antagonisms existing in 
the different branches of the service. The 
marine artillery did not try to establish 
the* responsibility for the accident, but 
only sought to defend the powder manu­
facturers and conceal the powder so 
that it could not be examined, 
various Chinches of the service are di­
vided by jealousies. There is no super­
ior authority. Each branch works apart, 
resulting in a state of anarchy. Officers 
who complained of these conditions were 
not commended.”

Sept. 2.—The Earl of Sef-London,
ton, who recntly resign jd rom the mas­
tership of norse because of his disap­
proval of the policy of the Liberal Gov­
ernment, which appointed him to that 
office, has taken another step of vastly 
greater importance in English life.

NFOUR KILLED.A Toronto despatch : The need for the 
banding together of individuals and 
munities for the purpose of fighting con­
sumption, the white plague, was the 
watchward of his Excellency the Gover­
nor-General’s speech on the occasion of 
his opening the King Edward Sanitar­
ium in connection w*ith the Toronto 
Free Hospital for advanced cases of con­
sumption yesterday afternoon. The oc­
casion was also a unique one, for the 
new institution, in xvhich paying pati­
ents on whom the dread disease has ob­
tained a deadly grip can be treated, is 
the first of its kind, and therefore in 
that respect Ontario may be said to lead 
the world. It is chiefly through the mun­
ificence of Mr. H ,C. Hammond and Mr. 
Robert Mulholland that the new institu­
tion has been provided, for the txvo beau­
tifully arranged and fitted blocks of 
building, each cutting $10,000, connected 
by a glazed corridor, are the gifts of 
these gentlemen. Mr. H. C. Hammond 
lias presented the administrative block 
in which provision is made for the quar­
ters of the medical officer, lady superin­
tendent and a staff of five nurses, and 
Mr. R. Mulholland the patients’ quarter, 
in which there is all the necessary ac­
commodation for fifteen sufferers.
