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PROPOSITION MADE 
TO THE COMPANY.

Special Committee Make *
a New Suggestion.

Propose Five Per Cent, 
on Increased Earnings.

City Engineer Urged Not 
to Resign.

If the Street Railway Company will 
accept the city’s new proposition on the 
basis outlined yesterday to have the 
percentage remain at 8 per cent, for the 
entire franchise period on a sum equal 
to the earnings of the company in 1007. 
or $316,734), the company to pay 5 per 
cent, on the increased earnings instead 
of 8 per cent., the aldermen are prepare» 
to make a deal. The special conferenX 
committee had a session yesterday a ft/r- 
noon at which the matter was throned 
out and a decision reached to submit 
this proposition to the company. A copy 
was immediately sent to Colonel Gibson 
and it is likely another conference with 
the company’s officials will be held to­
day. The aldermen think this is the best 
proposition from the city’s standpoint 
that Las been figured out yet. It is es­
timated that it is better to the city 
than the company’s offer by about 
$500,000.

If the company declines tu accept the 
proposition, as is thought likely in sonic 
quarters, it may submit a new offer. 
This is the plan on which the aldermen 
are working. Their idea is to have each 
side submit counter propositions until 
something acceptable is hit upon. The 
question of getting the voice of the 
people on any arrangement that may be 
made lias been discussed but the aider- 
men agreed that there was time enough 
to take this up when a proposition was 
j-ettled upon. They say there is little 
doubt that a by-law will be submitted 
before a deal is closed with the company.

Although, on the face of it. the of­
fer looks as if the city was making a 
concession to the company o'f over $256.- 
666. members of the committee sav this 
is entirely conjecture and luised on the 
assumption that in twenty years Ham­
ilton will be as large as Toronto. If a 
settlement is not reached and the com­
pany for the balance of the contract 
does not make any more extensions than 
it is forced to make the aldermen say 
the city will 1m; in no better position as 
regards the revenue it will receive. With 
a new system and extensions the reve­
nue is bound to grow rapidly.

The company claims that it is paying 
the city yearly 16 per cent, on the cap­
ital investment while it is only receiv­
ing 4 per cent itself. It is estimated 
that the company earns about $1,000 a 
day. It has freely offered to permit the 
conference committee to make a rigid 
inspection of its books to show how the 
money is spent. It is very probable that 
before anything is done the committee 
will act on this suggestion and inspect 
the books.

City Engineer Barrow is being encour­
aged not to accede to Mayor Stewart’s 
request to send in his resignation. The 
Engineer lias received several letters 
and post cards urging him to stick. It 
is said that some of the aldermen are 
prepared to support Mr. Barrow and his 
friends are confident that he can win 
out'in a fight in the Council. Mr. Bar- 
row still refuses to discuss the matter. 
He says he has not made up his mind 
yet what he will do, and that he intends 
taking a few more days to consider it.

WHO IS HE?

Unknown Man Killed at Burlington 
Yesterday.

A fatal accident occurred on the 
Grand Trunk Toronto branch at Bur­
lington Junction just before 2 o'clock 
yesterday afternoon. Two men, one 
of whom gave his name as John H. 
Whitenus, his age as 22 and his ad­
dress Boston, and who says his com­
panion was named Rye, were walk­
ing on the track. A11 engine on a 
siding was letting off steam and they 
did not hear the C. P. R. express ap­
proaching until it was almost on 
them. Whitedus shouted and jumped, 
but Rye was struck and killed. Cor­
oner Speers was notified and made 
a thorough investigation. He decided 
that an inquest was not necessary.

The dead man was about 25 years 
of age. 5 feet 7 inches tall ; blue eyes 
and fair complexion; sandy mous­
tache. The middle finger of his left 
hand is off at the first joint and the 
next finger had been dislocated. On 
the back of his right hand two clasp­
ed hands had been tattooed and on 
the back of the left hand the bust of 
a girl and a shield. He wore a dark 
grey coat, blue shirt, dark pants, inoc- 

sins and a red and black tarn.

Chicago, March 4.—Lazarus Averbuch, 
the young Russian anarchist who at­
tempted to assassinate Chief of Police 
Shippey and was himself slain, was one 
of the body of men who called upon 
Corporation Counsel Brundage several 
weeks ago to secure permission for the 
parade of the “unemployed.” This per­
mission was denied because it was be­
lieved it would bring about a clash be­
tween the “reds” and the police.

Averbuch was not a member of the 
regular committee that accompanied Ur. 
Ben I* Reitman over to the City Hall. 
He was a sort of a “camp follower.”

Joseph Huhn, Mr. Brundagc’s secre­
tary, yesterday recognized in the dead 
man, who is still at an undertaking es­
tablishment, a man who had come 
with the Reitman Committee.

“I saw this man," said Mr. Huhn. 
‘‘He is one of several who came over 
with them. He was at the inner door 
of the vestibule leading to the private

"I no spake English.” he said, when 
asked him what he was doing there.

Afterwards he muttered something about 
looking for the Russian Consul.

Tile disposition of the body of Aver­
buch is presenting a puzzling problem 
to the authorities.

Despite his attitude of sworn enmity 
to society, there is no wish to deny him 
the privilege of the burial rite, provided 
it- be performed with the utmost privacy. 
No friends have called to view the body, 
however, and unless his sister informs 
the undertaker to-day that she is finan­
cially able to bury the body, it prob­
ably will be interred in the Potter’s 
field.

The police, when they arrested the 
girl, found in her possession a trifle 
over $19, which is believed to be all she 
had, and it is thought the county will 
l>e obliged to inter the body of Chief 
Shippcy’s would-be murderer.

Anarchists in the Ghetto district last 
night decided to ask the authorities for 
the body, the purpose being to give 
Averbuch an anarchist funeral. Olga 
Averbuch, sister of the dead man, will lx* 
asked to make formel demand for the 
body. It will then be takeit to a west 
side lodge room, and services held ac­
cording to anarchist belief.

Small groups of Gtaètto Anarchists 
met in the homes of t*eir members and

discussed the possibility of obtaining 
the body of Averbuch. The plan to act 
through the sister of the dead man 
was suggested at a meeting held at Max­
well and Canal streets.

Whole Town Threatened.
Chicago, March 4.—A despatch to the 

Tribune from Goshen, Ind., says: \Va-‘ 
waka, a town of 300 inhabitants, located 
in Noble county, has received a letter 
postmarked New York city, in which 
$750 is demanded from the town within 
two weeks.

The letter says that if the money is 
not delivered to a certain point in New 
York the town will lie blown to atoms. 
It is signed “Anarchists.”

It has been forwarded to the postal 
authorities at Washington, and steps 
are being taken to guard the town.

NOW ON TRIAL 
FOR HER LIFE.

New York Woman Accused of 
Shooting a Boarder.

Husband and Daughter Principal 
Witnesses Against Her.

Threw Herself From a Window Fire 
Storeys High.

THE MAN 
IN OVERALLS

New York, March 4.—With her hus­
band and young daughter seated at her 
side under subpoena to appear as the 
principal witnesses against her, Mrs. 
Theresa Stein, 37 years old, war" placed 
on trial yesterday charged with mur­
der. Mrs. .Stein is accused of having 
shot and killed Frank Gertinger, a 
boarder, and without the testimony of 
the husband and daughter, whose sym­
pathies are all with the defendant, the 
prosecution would lx* scarcely able to 
proceed. The ease of Mrs. Stein com­
bines many strange circumstances. Af­
ter the killing of Gertinger last August, 
as a result of a quarrel with her hus­
band, who asserted that Gertinger was 
influencing her, Mrs. Stein threw herself 
from a window of her home to the court 
fixe stories below. Her fall was broken 
by clothes lines, but for a long time 
her life was despaired of. Stein has 
stated that his wife fired the shot, al­
leging that she was not responsible, hav­
ing been struck accidentally on the head 
two years before.

Mrs. Stein has not fully recovered 
from the shock, which has so affected 
her that she cannot recollect what hap­
pened on the night of the tragedy. Coun­
sel has indicated that the defence will 
l»e insanity. A jury was selected in the 
case to-day.

Former Pngiliit Suicides by Gas 

Asphyxiation.

Dice Leaped From Brooklyn Bridge 
With Suicidal Intent.

He Fought McCarthy, Gee. Dixon 
and Oscar Gardner.

New York, Feb. 4.—lohn Grant, a for­
mer prize fighter, who had failed in six 
previous attempts to kill himself, in one 
of xvhich he jumped from Brooklyn 
Bridge, after gashing both wrists and 
sxx-alloxving carbolic acid, committed sui­
cide to-day by gas asphyxiation in his 
room in his brother’s home in Brook­
lyn.

Grant gained considerable prominence 
during his ring career by defeating Cal 
McCarthy and fighting long draws with 
Geo. Dixon and Oscar Gardner.

His escape from death in his leap from 
Brooklyn Bridge was marvelous. When 
h® took the ordinarily fatal plunge the 
rix-er xvas running full of ice floes, but 
narrowly missing txvo parsing tugs his 
laxly plunged into clear water, and he 
was only slightly bruised when rescued 
and taken to a hospital.

Action Was Taken.

Sergeant-Major Prentice 
Has Resigned.

New By-law re Carter* 
Passed To-day.

Joseph.Prentice is no longer sergeant» 
major of the Hamilton police forcé. Hie 
resignation xvas received and accepted 
by the Police Commissioner» at noon to­
day. The. action xvas not a surprise to 
anyone. Three months or so ago the ser­
geant-major, broken in health, secured S 
long leave of absence, and went south 
in the hope of being benefited by a rest. 
He sboxvcd very little improvement on 
his return, and the commissioners ex­
tended the time for a month. The ser­
geant-major at present is in a sani­
tarium in Guelph.

The commissioners had been discussing 
his case, xvhen Secretary Kent produced 
the following letter:

“I herewith tender you my resignation 
as sergeant-major of the Hamilton police 
force. This is a step that I find neces­
sary, owing to continued ill health, and 
my physicians have forbidden me to take 
up this xvork after my recovery. It is 
with regret that I find it necessary to 
resign my post, but in justice to myself 
and your board 1 feel that l should take 
this step at this time. In conclusion, I 
beg to thank you for the uniform cour­
tesy and kindness that has been shown 
me by the board during my service.”

The commissioners accepted t-hc re­
signation without comment, and nothing 
was said about appointing a successor.

The Sergt.-Major was one of the 
most familiar figure» in connection with 
the police force having been connected 
with it for thirty-fix'e years. In 1876 lie 
was appointed a sergeant and in 1895 
became Sergt.-Major. Before coming to 
this country he xvas connected xvith the 
police force in the old land. He was not­
ed for being a stickler on discipline.

Detective William Huckle, xvhose sen­
sational crusade on fortune tellers, has

“If it is in the nature of a complaint 
of the xvork done by the police it should 
come before us,” said the Magistrate. 
“Otherwise the presumption should be, 
and it has always been understood, that 
wc wish the police force to do its duty 
in every respect.”

“If it is anything that xve should look 
after xve had better hear it,” said the 
judge. “The right course for him to pur­
sue is to prosecute. If an information 
was laid 1 guess it would be followed 
up.”

Mr. Huckle, armed with the long peti­
tion, several affidavits and signed state­
ments and several trinkets, which he 
said the fortune tellers sold to their 
dupes at outrageous prices, told the 
Commissioners of his crusade. Some of 
the signed statements and affidavit* 
were shocking. Mr. Huckle referred to 
the fortune tellers as “home wreckers.”

INSANITY PLEADED.
ST. THOMAS MERCHANT CONVICTED 

OF FORGERY.

James A. Moore Signed His Brother’s 
Name to Bank Guarantee—Prisoner’s 
Aged Father Appears in Court to 
Testify on Insanity Plea.

St. Thomas, March 3.—The trial of 
James A. Moore, fur and hide dealer, 
for forging the name of his brother, a 
barrister, of Toronto, to a $3.000 guaran­
tee bond on the Dominion Bank, created 
considerable interest livre to-day because 
of the fact that the defence endeavored 
to show that tlie accused was nut men­
tally responsible for his actions. Moore 
last summer became identified xrith sev­
eral industrial concerns, and became a 
prominent figure on the streets with an 
automobile.

The evidence against Moore xvas 
strong. Manager Anderson swore Moore 
owed tlie bunk a« high as $19.000, and 
Moore’s stock of hides xvas represented 
to be $22.516, but inspection showed it 
to lie worth about $10.000. Mr. Ander­
son insisted on a guarantee bond, and it 
was given. Harry C. Moore, brother of 
tlie accused, ami Daniel M. Baxter, 
whose name appeared as witness, both 
declared they liad not signed the bond, 
ami \V. H. Shaxv. of the Central Business 
College, Toronto, said the writing was 
not that of H. C. Moore, but that of Jas. 
A. Moore.

Janies B. Moore, of Waterford, father 
of the accused, on the insanity plea, said 
the defendant had not been xvell since 
two years old, when he went through a 
severe illqess. He had been a failure at 
college and in several business undertak­
ings. ami xvas subject to breakdowns, ex­
citable and nervous.

Dr. Russell, ex-superintendent of the 
Hamilton Asylum, and Dr. Guest, city, 
both pronounced Moore as being far 
from well mentally, and irresponsible. 
Judge Colter, lioxvexer, held that, al­
though the accused was not perfectly 
sound mentally, the affliction was not 
sufficient to render him irresponsible. 
Moore xvas found guilty and remanded a 
week for sentence.

To-morrow he will appear and formally 
plead guilty to three other charges pre­
ferred by the bank.

IN CIVIC AFFAIRS.

Presbyterial Conference Takes Up Question of 
Church Life and Work.

Nobody Has Good Word For Race Track—Cards 
and Dancing Dealt With.

Under" the auspices of the Hamilton 
Presbytery a church conference was held 
in St. Paul’s Church school room last 
night. Rev. D. R. Drummond presided. 
At the outset a short address was given 
by Rev. Mr. Pigeon, of Toronto, who 
spoke on “Church Work.”

At the conclusion of the address Rev. 
John Young, for Rev. Mr. Muir, who 
was unable to be present, read the re­
port of the Presbytery Committee on 
‘‘Church Life and Work.” The report 
was based oil a number of questions sent 
to the various Presbyteries by the Gen­
eral Assembly, among them being the 
following:

"What, if any, organized effort is 
made by the congregations to improve 
temporal conditions in the community?”

“Is any change taking place among 
your people as regards business honor 
and integrity I if so, in what direction?

“How far is the greed of gain—<is 
manifested in betting, gambling, specu­
lating, graft or otherwise—becoming a 
vital'question in your community?

"Do your people seek intelligently and 
honorably to discharge their duties as 
citizens7 e. g.. By using their influence 
to secure Parliamentary candidates with 
ability and stainless character; purity 
in elections; the elimination of party 
politics in municipal affairs, the appoint­
ment to office of men with the highest 
qualifications, etc.?

"What are your views regarding the 
discussion in the pulpit of moral ques­
tions affecting the national welfare, 
when these question» have gut into par­
ty politics?’

1 he report presented was in the na­
ture of answers to the questions, with 
lengthy comment. Following are some 
extracts from the report:

"hi 50 per cent, of the communities 
described no marked change has taken 
place among the people in business honor 
or integrity. About 25 per cent, report 
an upward trend in so far as there are 
evidences of greater sensitiveness to 
questions of honor, and signs of a tend­
ency to improve the rising level or" mor­
ality among the people. In nearly a 
fourth of the places reported there is 
‘nothing to complani of,’ and the busi­
ness record and moral tone is good. But 
there are grave warnings of the pres­
ence ami activity of a spirit of specula­
tion among many, veiled in the form 
of an interest in stocks, of the race 
track and athletic competitions. City re­
turns especially confess an increase in 
speculation, growth of greed of gain, and 
of gambling, which is spoken of as a 
‘tremendous evil.’ To check and coun­
teract these evils both law and gospel 
are invoked.

"Partyism is strong in certain com­
munities, and its warping influences arc j 
deeply deplored. It is held to lie a mat- j 
ter of great regret that in some coni- | 
munities there has been a rebirth of j 
party politics, and that even in the elec­
tion of school trustees it is a determin­
ing factor. At the same time we are 
assured that though with too many 
politics is king, the people are increas­
ingly demanding and obtaining in their 
Parliamentary candidates men of char­
acter and ability. They are unanimous 
in the desire to keep politics out of 
municipal affairs. The views given con­
cerning the disc use ion iu the pulpit of 
questions of moral and national wel­
fare, when the>e questions have got iuto 
party politics, fall into a threefold clas­
sification :

“First and fewest arc those who think 
it best to let such questions alone. Sec­
ond, and more numerous, are those who 
would discuss such matters, but elimin­
ate quite their political aspect and rela­
tion-. And there is the third and much 
larger class who, recognizing the injur­
ious effects of an unwise, unintelligent, 
immoderate and biased utterance, yet 
claim that moral questions, whether in 
politics or not, arc a projier pulpit

"Some of the larger congregations 
provide means of recreation for their 
young people, but outside of these no 
systematic oversight of amusements is 
assumed by the congregation. Most of 
the churches have too few young peo­
ple to succeed if they attempted to d<* 
thi-.
left to other agencies. Apart from 
certs and social gatherings, the congre­
gation-. in this Presbytery (with the ex­
ceptions above named), may be said lo 
make no effort and feel no call to sup­
ply these. The attitude of our churches 
towards the recreative life of the com­
munity is little eongregationally, but 
individually the interest is heartv and 
fairly general ami sympathetic, espec­
ially towards clean athletics. We dis­
cover that in some congregation» the

members would seem to be only occas­
ional and irregular in their attendance 
and are not to lie classified with those 
from whom habitual supporters are re­
cruited. Some look upon the theatre 
with suspicion; some are satisfied that 
its tendencies and effects are morally 
unfavorable; and some would discrimin­
ate between a good and a bad theatre, 
a good play and a bad.

“Very much the same conclusions are 
arrived at regarding dancing. A few in­
dulge freely, many moderately and with­
out enthusiasm, and many refrain from 
reasons of moral expediency. The pri­
vate dance is best left to the decision of 
each person’s conscience. The public 
dance is commonly reprehended and by 
the morally more thoughtful and care­
ful quite shunned.

“Card playing appears to be quite pre­
valent in the homos of the people and 
tolerated as a form of recreation to be 
classed with such a game a-s chess. Cards 
are condemned when immoderately play­
ed or with circumstances of gain or 
gambling.

“Athletics freed from brutality and 
professionalism arc sympathetically 
viewed and engaged in. without detri­
ment apparently, to their good standing, 
by many of our best people.

BOGUS HALF DOLLARS.

Made With Counterfeiting Plant "Seized 
in Brooklyn.

New Y'ork, March 3.—A complete 
counterfeiting plant for making spur­
ious half dollars was seized in Brook­
lyn to-day. and four men and one wo­
man were arrested, charged with mak­
ing and circulating the imitation coins. 
Secret service agents have been search­
ing for two months for a band of coun­
terfeiters who have flooded the city 
with half dollars so nearly like real 
money that detection was next to im­
possible. They say that nexvly-moulded 
coins found in the Brooklyn house to­
day were made in the same moulds and 
from the same material a* those which 
have cause so much trouble.

The bogus coins, while almost an ex­
act reproduction of those turned out 
by the United States mints, were found 
upon expert examination to contain a 
considerable quantity of tin and also 
to be slightly overweight.

b Reference to St James’ Church 
Matter.

Presbytery Heard Letter But Took 
No Action.

Report on Church Union Adopted 
Yesterday Afternoon.

W hen the Hamilton Presbytery re­
sumed business yesterday afternoon the 
matter of choosing commissioners to the 
Presbyterian Assembly in Winnipeg 
next summer was taken up. The printed 
lists placed in the hands of the mem­
bers showed that according to rule of 
rotation these six have the right to go: 
Rev. Dr. Lyle, Hamilton ; Rev. Mr. Mc­
Intyre, Beamsville; Rev. Mr. Fisher, 
West Flam boro; Rev. P. Reith, North 
Pelham; Rev. Jas. Anthony, Waterdown; 
Rev. F. D. Roxbury, Smithville. The 
Presbytery had to choose two more min­
isterial delegates, and on the second 
ballot Rev. Dr. Fletcher and Rev. D. R. 
Drummond were chosen. The election 
of six lay delegates to the Assembly re­
sulted as follows: fc>ir Thomas Taylor, 
David Fraser, George Rutherford, Ham­
ilton ; Frank Reid, Simcoe, and Robert 
McQueen, Kirkwall.

Rev. Dr. Lyle then announced that 
Hon. J. M. Gibson was unable to be 
present in regard to the St. James-Cen­
tral Church matter, but that Mr. Geo. 
Hope was present, bearing a letter on 
the situation from Mr. Gibson. 1 he Pres­
bytery decided to hear the letter, which 
was read by Mr. Hope. It was in part:

-Nearly three years ago the Rev. Mr. 
MacDermott. then in charge of the 
Locke Street Church or Mission, went 
about soliciting subscriptions for the 
erection of a church to replace the pres­
ent frame building, and 1 believe a con­
siderable fund was subscribed for that 
purpose by members of the other Pres­
byterian Churches in the city. Some 
time afterwards Mr. MacDermott re­
tired from the Locke Street Church 
charge and no steps were being taken to 
fill his place, and it was generally un­
derstood that the congregation as such 
was in a somewhat moribund condition. 
The Central Church disaster by fire took 
place in June, 1900. and during the sum­
mer of that year the congregation had 
to decide between removal and rebuild­
ing on the same site, which could have 
been carried out at a comparatively 
moderate amount in excess of the insur­
ance .on the old church, and we would 
not have been obliged to erect a new 
Sunday school, with various rooms and 
other accommodations for the different 
societies and agencies of the congrega­
tion. At first along with others 1 was 
slronglv in favor of rebuilding as against 
removal. The close proximity to St. 
Paul’s and MacXab Street Cheches was 
urged as a reason for removal to the 
south or southwest, and those favoring 
a new site urged strongly that the gen­
eral interests of Presbyterianism in 

Hamilton should la* seriously considered 
in determining the course to be taken. 

'Eventually removal was decided on, and 
the general interest of the #Prcsbyterian 
Church in Hamilton was a very import­
ant element of consideration in reaching 
that conclusion, in which others, with 
myself, who would have preferred to 
remain where we were, concurred. There 
were those who desired that the removal 
should lie to situations not so far west 
as that chosen, but we thought if our 
location was changed at all it should 
lie decidedly to the southwest. While 
this question was being considered we 
were told that the Locke Street people 
would join in with us, and Mr. John 
Knox assured us that the fund subscriK 
ed for a new Locke Street Church, with 
its general resources, amounting to i 
>oiuc seven or eight thousand dollars in 
«11. would be put at our disposal. Mr. 
Knox was and is the treasurer of the 
fund. Others, assuming to represent 
the Ixxke Street people, were said to 
have given similar assurances. Not a 
few of°our congregation were dissatisfied 
with the church being taken so far to 
the southwest, and some have left the 
church, and others intend to leave when 
we move. We then purchased our new 
site on Charlton avenue, between Caro­
line and Heas streets, and the next thing 
we observed was the appointment by 
the Presbytery of the Rev. Mr. Fletcher 
and Rev. Mr. Drummond to take charge 
of the reorganization or resuscitation 
of Locke Street congregation and the 
call of a pastor. Having seen a state­
ment to this effect in the city papers, 1 
expressed my surprise to Mr. Knox and 
asked him what it meant. He replied: 
•You are not more surprised than 1 have

“Now it is said that the proposal is 
that the Locke Street or St. James’ 
congregation is to be re-established as a 
separate and distinct congregation un­
der a pastor devoting his whole time 
thereto, and subsidized partly by the 
Presbytery and partly by the Church 
Extension Union. Those of us who sub­
scribed for Locke Street, at Mr. Mac­
Dermott’s solicitation, and who subse­
quently were more or less influenced 
in removing to the southwest by the as­
surances to which 1 have referred, feel 
that we have been pretty badly fooled.

“It is only right that the Presby­
tery shoukl distinctly know that we 
thought we were occupying the south­
west field, that our congregation, in de­
ciding to go to the southwest, has lost 
very materially in financial strength, 
and that, while struggling with the fin­
ancial burdens we have assumed, we 
view with much concern the proposai 
that Presbytery funds and subscriptions 
of Presbyterians generally in the city 
should be devoted to the purpose of cut­
ting us off from the southwest, which, 
until the city grows further to the west, 
might have la-en conveniently and 
amply supplied by the church we are 
completing. 1 he Central Church is the 
parent of Erskine and the Sherman Ave­
nue churches, and likes to co-operate 
in church extensions to meet the re­
quirements of city extensions, but we 
think we would lie untrue to the inter­
est of our church and also of Presbyter­
ianism if we failed to call the attention 
of the Presbytery to the situation as 1 
have set it forth.”

“That letter cannot go on the min­
utes/* said the clerk.

Mr. T. J. Shanks then asked if the 
Presbytery would hear delegates from 
St. James’ Church. The moderator was 
slow to reply, and Rev. Mr. Drummond 
made a short speech. He said that there 
were some inaccuracies in the letter,

. which simply represented Mr. Gibson. 
If Mr. Gibson was present his state- 
» ente? would rat go in the minutes, 
therefore the letter should not.

Rev. Dr. Lyle said that Central Church

had been misrepresented .in the press, 
and denied the allegation that it had 
been selfish. He referred to the extep- 
feion work done by his Congregation.

On the suggestion of Sir Thomas Tay­
lor the secretary was instructed to make 
a minute of the receipt of the letter, and 
the matter was dropped.

Later on the Extension Committee 
was instructed to consider the question 
of making a grant of $300 a year to St. 
James’ Church.

The report of the special committee 
on church union was then taken up, and 
a short discussion toqjc place on it, some 
of the delegates speaking for it and 
some against. It was voted on clause by 
clause. The first clause was carried by 
a narrow majority, but the other clauses 
seemed to meet with the general appro­
val of the members, and the whole re­
port was declared carried. It was as 
follows :

“(1) That the Presbytery desires to 
put on record its conviction that the 
organic union of the Evangelical 
churches of Canada is desirable.

“(2) That this Presbytery is gratified 
with the progress made bv the Joint 
Committee on union, and with the spirit 
of harmony that has marked all their 
meetings.

“(3) That this Presbytery is of the 
opinion that in order to maintain the 
place of the church of our fathers, and 
to further her best interest, no union 
should be contemplated that would not 
be accented with practical unanimity of 
all our congregations.”

Rev. John Young announced that Rev. 
Mr. Muir, Chairman of the Committee 
on Church Life, had been called away, 
and had left his report with him. He 
asked if he would read it, but as the 
hour was late it was agreed that it 
should be presented at the Presbyterian 
Conference in the ex-enihg, a report of 
which appears in another column.

The resignation of Rev. D. B. Macdon­
ald as pastor of Haynes’ Avenue Church, 
St. Catharines, was received, and laid on 
the table, and the reverend gentleman, 
who has been ill for some time, will 
likely be placed on the list of infirm 
ministers.

LADY OF’THE LAKE.

Excellent Address at Centenary 
Literary Meeting.

The regular meeting of Centenary Lit­
erary Society last evening had a good 
attendance.

Edmunds said Scott had a tendency of 
introducing life, and laid special stress 
on the chase in which one by one the 
hunters drop out until one lone hunts­
man was left, and at last the “gallant 
grey’’ he rode stumbled and fell. This 
lone hunter was James Fitz James, and 
his meeting of Ellen at the beautiful 
lake was described. Roderick Dhu’s 
raids and the bloodshed that accom­
panied them were also dwelt upon.

Announcement Made In Commons—$300,000 
Appropriation for Plains of Abraham.

Ottawa, March 3.— In moving the 
lond reading of the bill providing for 

|m appropriation of $300,000 with the 
object of acquiring and preserving 
|he battlefields of Quebec, Sir Wilfrid 

aurier in the House to-night read a 
letter from Earl Grey announcing that 

Royal Highuess the Prince of 
^Vales had signified his willingness to 

present at the Quebec tercentenary 
elebrations, provided they could be ar­

ranged for the last week of July. The 
prearranged movements of the Atlantic 
ÿtleet, which would accompany His Royal

f
çhness, made it necessary that the 
nee should arrive at Quebec on July 
and depart on July 29. Sir Wilfrid, 
explaining the provisions, of the 

piill. said it was proposed to place 
*300,000 in the hands of a commission 
îàvith which to carry out the plans for 
§he celebration, the commission to be 
atomposed of Mayor Gameau, Quebec; 
^ir Geo. Drummond. Montreal; Mr. 
H$yron E. Walker, Toronto; Col. G. T. 
^Denison. Toronto, and Mr. Adelard Tur- 
geon, Quebec. There was a plan, he 
said, which would involve an expendi­
ture of two million dollars, but as to 
that the Government had no informa­
tion to offer. It would be for the 

^commission to determine the nature of 
the works which would be carried out. 
The bill was discussed in committee, 
and progress was reported. Earlier in 
the session the French treaty bill was 
passed by a majority of 103 to 5.

Ash Wednesday Adjournment.
On motion of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, it 

was agreed that t he House should not 
meet to-morrow, being Ash Wednesday.

Replying to Mr. Foster, Mr. Fielding 
sail! that ns soon as the French treaty 
had been disposed of he would make an 
announcement as to the date when the 
budget would l»e brought down.

The French Treaty.
On motion for the third reading of the 

French treaty bill. Mr. Monk thought 
■fit to explain that, although he and 
other members of the Opposition had 
offered some criticism of tlie details, they 
"were not opposed to the treaty. He 
complained that in some of the French 
journals his position had been misrepre­
sented. He claimed that lie had com­
mended the treaty, and then proceeded 
to criticize the agricultural provisions. 
He thought the Government should have . 
aimed at a shorter list of articles and j 
more substantial advantages. Then he 
"regarded the port-to-port clause as in- 
volved and calculated to restrict the 
mode of shipment.

Will Help Export Trade.
Mr. Zimmerman, replying to the doubt 

raised as to the correctness of the 
statement made by him on February 21 
as to the effect the treaty would havA 
on the French export trade of the Inter­
national Harvester Company, Hamilton 
branch, read extracts from all three 
ncwspajiers published in that city. These 
reported interviews with the officers of 
the Harvester Company, showing they 
anticipated as a result of the treaty that 
their export trade to France, now done 
from the United States, and totalling 
$1,000.000 to $2,000.000 yearly, would be I 
done from the Hamilton branch, and I 
would mean the employment of a j 
largely increased staff.

Our Own Negotiators.
Hon. Mr. Brodeur combatted the view 

that llie status of Canada had. not 
vhanged, and quoted from official docu­
ments relative to various treaties con­
cerning Canada, from 1S81 up to last 
year, in support of his contention that 
filch had never been exclusively nego­
tiated by representatives of the Do­
minion Government. Last year, how - 
ever,' tltere was a change, in support 
of his contention that for the first time 
in Canadian history negotiations of 
a commercial treaty bad been carried- 
but exclusively by C-anadian repre­
sentatives. be read a communication 
from Sir Edward Grey, dated July 4th, 
1907, in which he referred to the Mar­
quis of Kipon» despatch, in which it 
was laid down tlmt commercial nego 
tiations of the nature of the French 
convention should be conducted by lbs 
Majesty's representative in the foreign 
Country, and proceeded: *T do not, how­
ever, think it necessary to adhere in 
the present ease to the strict letter of 
the rule laid down by the Marquis of 
Ripon. the object of ‘ which was to se­
cure that negotiations could -not be 
entered into independently of his Ma­
jesty's Government. Under the pre­
vent circumstances it will be more prac­
tical that the negotiations should be 
left to Sir Wilfrid Laurier, or the Can­
adian Minister of Finance, or the Can­
adian Ministers.”

Mr. Brodeur maintained that the 
Foreign Secretary's communication was 
conclusive. Turning to the criticism of 
the Opposition, he challenged Dr. 
fiproiric. who supported the treaty of 
1893, to say that the present conven­
tion was not more advantageous.

Mr. Beeupariant, speaking in French, 
praised the treaty.

On a division the third reading was 
carried by 103 votes to five. the Oppo­
sition voting with the Government with 
fire exceptions, those being Messrs. 
Lancaster, ChkAolm. Marshall. Jack- 
son (Elgin) and Owen. The hill was 
passed amid the cheers of the liberate.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier moved the second

rk. jSir Wilfrid said the object of 
e bill was to give effect to the idea 
which lead impressed itself • on the 
minds of the |»ewpie, which bed been 

discussed in the press and on the plat­
form. ami which had engaged the at­
tention of patriotic clubs and associa­
tions everywhere. It had been re­
ceived with universe acceptance and 
favor. Tins year was the tercentenary 
of tlie city of Quebec. Within a few 
mouths 300 years would have rolled 
l>y since Champlain cut the ground on 
which the city of Quebec now stood, 
ami IL seemed entirely fitting in such 
circumstances that that anniversary 
should be duly solemnized. After pay­
ing a tribute to tlie memory of Cham­
plain. whom lie described as one of tlie 
most remarkable personages connected 
with Canadian history. Sir Wilfrid re­
ferred to the monument to his memory 
in Quebec, and said there was not 

?Ii more to be done in that direction, 
occasion seemed appropriate to

recall and celebrate the baptism of fire 
through ivhk-li the city passed in the 
lari, stages of the long struggle wlhich 
was maintained between France and: 
England on this continent, and to dedi­
cate and consecrate the ground which 
had been hallowed by the blood of so 
many noble men who gave their lives 
for the respective causes in which they 
were engaged. It was, he believed, an 
undisputed fact then the battles which 
took place around Quebec were among 
the most dramatic in modern hsitory. 
“It is our good fortune,” continued Sir 
Wilfrid, “that we in this House and 
country, tlie descendants of those who 
there fought and bled and died, can 
recall tiltose events in no other spirit 
tilran that of fraternity, and we can all 
worship the heroes of our respective 
races in tine common pride that ail did 
titeir duty, and ditl it in the fullest 
possible measure. Our object is to 
consecrate -that ground, to reclaim it, to 
redeem, as far as we can, the errors 
of the past, ami to set that ground 
aside as an object lesson for ourselves 
and our descendants. And our imme­
diate object is to have a grand cere­
mony of dedication.

The Commission Named.
“Further than this the legislation 

which 1 have proposed does not go. 
While we set forth the idea, we have 
no intention of carrying it out ourselves, 
hut intend to leave it to a commission 
to be created for that purpose. Tlie bill 
provides in its first section that a com­
mission of five members should lie ap­
pointed. It was essential that in that 
commission all shades of opinion in the 
country, all possible views, should be 
represented.” He might- announce "at 
once the names of those whom they pro­
pose to form this committee: Mr. George 
Gameau, the present Mayor of Quebec; 
Sir George Drummond, of Montreal; Mr. 
Byron Walker, of Toronto; Col. Geo. T. 
Denison, of Toronto, and M. Adelard 
Turgeon, of the city of Quebec. There 
was provision in the bill that if any 
Province contributed $100.000 it should 
lie entitled to be represented on the 
commission. There was also a provi­
sion that if the Government of tlie Unit­
ed Kingdom or any of the Governments 
of the colonies contributed a similar sum 
they should lie entitled to be represented 
on the commission. The powers of the 
commission were first to make a plan for 
the reclamation of the ground, and then 
to carry out such work as they might 
deem advisable. Such work might be of 
great magnitude or of smaller magni­
tude. There was a plan which would in­
volve an expenditure of perhaps two 
millions, but as to this lie had no opin­
ion to offer at this moment. It has to 
be left to the commission to determine 
what was the nature of the work there 
to be carried out.

Extent of Expenditure.
Mr. Foster—And the extent of the ex­

penditure?
Sir Wilfrid Laurier—The extent of the 

expenditure is simply this: At present 
we provide that an appropriation of 
$1100.00(1 should be placed at the disposal 
of the commission. 1 think that I have 
the authority of the Prime Minister of 
the Province of Quebec (Hon. Lomer 
Gouin) that the Legislature should ap­
propriate $100,000. I have the verbal 
assurance, but nothing more, of the May- 
of of Quebec that the city of Quebec will 
also contribute a reasonable sum. More 
than this 1 have nothing to say as to 
the contribution.

Mr. Foster asked whether the Govern­
ment would give $300,000 unconditional­
ly, or whether it gave it on the basis 
of an estimate of a certain sum to bo 
required, ami whether the $300,000, as 
the contribution of the Dominion of Can­
ada, provided the necessary full amount 
to be raised.

Sir Wilfrid—No,- when the commission 
prepare plans they will lie laid before 
Parliament. It will In* for Parliament 
to determine at the proper time whether 
the work as contemplated should be car­
ried out or whet lier a more restricted 
work should be undertaken, ami this 
will depend very much upon the re­
sources we receive. It is expected we 
shall receive private contributions to a 
reasonable amount, but at tlie present 
time we have not taken these into con­
sideration. It was proposed that the 
sum of $300,000 should be placed in tlie 
hands of the commission, ami that other 
sums which might come from other 
sources should also la; placed in the 
hands of the commission. If the commis- 
siou undertook all the work that had 
been contemplated, it was likely that the 
Canadian Parliament would be asked 
at a future date to contribute more

Prince of Wales Coming.

Proceeding, Sir Wilfrid said: “His Ex­
cellency the Governor-General has been 
in communication with the authorities 
in England. It was expected that per­
haps his Majesty the King would him­
self be present in person at the cele­
bration, and it was expected that the 
British fleet would be present, and that 
a French fleet, and perhaps an American 
fleet, would also be invited to be pres­
ent. His Majesty the King has signified 
that he could not come, but his Excellen­
cy the Governor-General has received 
assurance that the Prince of Wales has 
expressed his willingness to he present.

“'My Dear Sir Wilfrid,- It gives me 
great pleasure to inform you that his 
Royal Highness the Prince of A ales, 
in response to your invitation, has gra­
ciously signified his willingness to at­
tend the tercentenary celebration of the 
founding of Quebec by Champlain, pro­
vided it can be hold during the last 
week of July. The prearranged move­
ments of the Atlantic fleet, which will 
accompany the Prince of Wales to Que­
bec. make it necessary for his Royal 
Highness to arrive on the 22nd of July 
and to depart on the morning of tlie 
29th of July. His Royal Highness re­
grets that for this reason Ills stay in 
the Dominion must be curtailed, so ns 
to make it impossible for him to visit 
places other than Quebec on this occa­
sion. Lord Elgin, who is anxious to 
do everything in his power to make the 
tercentenary a success, wishes to con­
gratulate the Dominion on the import­
ant announcement which it is my 
privilege to request you to make to 
Parliament, of his Royal Highness* ap­
proaching visit. Joining most sincere­
ly in those congratulations, Î remain, 
yours very sincerely, (ïüguedj/.

PRINCE OF WALES,
Will represent King Edward at Quebec tercentenary.

“I have no other remarks to oiler to 
these,” said Sir Wilfrid, “but simply 
to congratulate Parliament on the 
hearty expression of good-will which 
has come from both sides in regard to 
this project.”

Information Asked For.
Dr. Sproule and Mr. Foster wanted 

information as to what lauds were to 
be expropriated, and some other de­
tails. The latter thought the House 
should have something definite before 
it. Everything seemed to be in tlie 
air now. “What,” he asked, “is the 
position of this previous lloss rifle fac­
tory, which 1 understand is somewhere 
in the saered region; is that a portion 
of the lands which have to be expro­
priated ?”

Sir \\ ilfrid Laurier could only give 
partial information. At present, be said, 
there were two ideas. One was t-> cele­
brate the tercentenary of the founding 
of Quebec, the other to reclaim the 
battlefields ol" tlie Plains of Alraiuun. 
As Canadians they luid all been guilty 
in having allowed a portion of the 
Plains to remain as nature mad) them 
or to l>e invaded by private concerns. 
The erection of the Quebec jail had 
been allowed almost on the very spot 
where Wolfe died. This ought' to be 
removed, and he had no doubt that at 
no distant date the Quebec Govern­
ment would be prepared to do their 
duty. The Ross rifle factory was be­
tween the Quebec Citadel, which the 
Government owned, and that portion 
of the Plains still held by the Gov­
ernment and consisting of ”> acres. 
The factory would have to be removed 
if the battle ground was to be reclaim­
ed, but this need not be done immedi­
ately. Time could be tak-m for that. 
Then Queliec Seminary ôcconied some 
of the land, and its acquisition would 
also have to be considered. The com­
mission, he went on, would have to 
prepare plans for the battlefields 
scheme, which would have to be sub­
mitted to Parliament. it might be 
that tlie whole $300,000 now under con­
sideration would be absorbed by the 
tercentenary celebration. He hoped 
not. But if all was to be devoted 
it was possible t lia t Parliament might 
be asked at a later date to vole a fur­
ther sum to reclaim the liattleficlds.

Other Historic Grounds.
Hon. Mr. Foster asked if the Gov­

ernment had ever contemplated :t pinn 
for the preservation, restoration, and 
lieautif leaf ion of other battlefields, 
forts, including that at Toronto, end 
spots historic in Canadian history. 
This was a goml time to consider it.

Messrs. Clarke, Zimmerman, 1 ogan. 
Barker. Gordon. Taylor, Bor-.len, and 
Dr. Sproule spoke in a similar strain, 
at the same time approving the 
Plaine V>f A lira ham scheme.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, while admitting 
the excellence of these ideas, thought 
that at present they should not depart 
from the purpose of the bill. He would 
rather have suggestions from the com­
mission as to whether a separate com­
mission should be appointed, or whether 
they should leave other battlefields to 
he dealt with by the parent cominis-

Mr. Coekshutt thought it would be 
lietter to concentrate efforts on the 
Plains of Abraham scheme, which he 
enthusiastically concurred in. More­
over, lie thought on effort should be 
made in every part of the country to 
induce private persons to support the 
appeal on behalf of the plan so ably 
launched by Earl Grey.

The motion was adopted, and the 
House went into committee on the 
bill.

It was decided that th> commission 
should be known as tin* National Bat­
tlefields Commission. During the dis­
cussion Kir Wilfrid Laurier said he 
had hopes that the British and On­
tario Governments would contribute to 
the reclamation scheme. The Quebec 
Government would, of course, and he 
would be glad if he could hear that 
all the Provinces would do so. At 
11.25 the committee rose and reported 
progress,* and the House adjourned un­
til Thursday.

May Make Invasion of United States 
and Europe.
