Midnight Disturbance That Had 
Whole Section Up

And Had the Police ScourinU 
Surrounding District.

It Was All Caused by Sick Horse 
Kicking Its Stall.

That little word expressed the disgust 
of three policemen, who Mara t honed 
several blocks early on Sunday morning 
to catch a crazy man, who, they were 
told, was battering in the rear doors of 
houses on Park sti'yet north, near St. 
Joseph's Convent.

It adequately described the feelings of 
a score of neighbors, who. in scanty 
attire, and with chattering teeth, stood 
at open windows waiting to see the 
strong arm of the law wrap itself 
around the rude disturber of their slum-

The hour was 2 a. m. Everything 
was so quiet and tranquil one could al­
most hear one's hair growing. Suddenly 
the silence was shattered to fragments 
by a pounding, smashing noise, as if 
someone was using a battering ram to 
knock down the side of a building.

A dozen windows went up with a 
slam, a dozen heads popped out. with­
drew almost as last, amt a dozen win­
dows went down with a bang. The noise 
had subsided. The rude disturber was 
frightened and “akiduoed.” So thought 
the people behind the window panes.

ANNEXATION 
WILL GO ON.

West End Coming in on the 
Same Terms as East.

Street Railway Company Accepts 
Additional Responsibil’ty.

Waterworks Pumps to he Deal 
With this Week-

The west end annexation deal by 
which the city will take in the West- 
mount survey will probably l>e closed 
this year, although, it was the.intention 
after the first petition was rejected to 
permit it to stand over until next year. 
W. D. Flatt. Who is acting for the pro­
perty owners, had a conference this 
morning with the annexation commit­
tee. and agreed to circulate a petition 
for the annexation of the divtrict on 
the same trt-ms as the recent annexation 
deal in East Hamilton. Mr. Flatt anti­
cipate» no difficulty in getting a majori­
ty of the people to sign. There are 
about 150 property owners in the dis­
trict. which covers about 75 acres. It 
will square the western limits of the 
city.

They are clapping the lid on at thfe 
City Hall again.._ City Engineer Macal- 
luni this morning informed the press 
that the secretaries of the Board of 
Works and Fire and Water Commit­
tee were not to be interviewed. Mr. 
Maeallum takes the stand that he is 
head of the department-, and should be 
the press censor, lie intimated that 
some of the clerks were getting peevish 
about having inquisitive reporters bom­
bard them with questions. Not one of 
the clerks would admit having made any 
complaint.

A local paper on Saturday, under a 
scare heading, printed a report about 
the company of which Aid. Peregrine is 
head, having a team on the Board of 
Works payroll. Aid. Peregrine said it 
was true that the city had employed one 
of the company’s teams since last May. 
“The city was badly in need of teams,** 
he said, “and the Board of Works chair­
man asked me if I could let them have 
some. One team was all that the com­
pany could spare. The report was print­
ed to injure me. The transaction was 
perfectly legal. One thing I have not 
done since entering the Council is to 
book orders for coal from civic employ­
ees, although I have a perfect right to 
do so. Time and again orders have been 
telephoned in from city servant* and I 
have turned their down. The team in 
question belonged to the Peregrine Coal 
Company, not 1o me.""

Chairman Allan of the Board of 
Work* admitted thaï he had asked Aid. 
Peregrine to let 1 lie city have team». 
“And, we were very glad to get one." 
he said. We advertised for teams for 
a long time and could not get them.’’

Chairman Clark, of the Fire and water 
Committee, stated this morning that 
the awarding of the contracts for the 
new pump» and motors wou’d be dealt 
with at tlie meeting on Wednesday 
night. Although the tender of the West - 
inghous Company is higher than the 
Swedish firm the chairman says he 
would be in favor of awardiug the con­
tract to the local companv. if it was 
52.000 higher. a= repairs can always be 
made quickly by the Westinghouse com­
pany. while it might take months to get 
new parts inn»'the Swedish firm.

The contractors who are building the 
new pump house at the Beach are not 
getting along with the work as rapidly 
as City Engineer Maeallum thinks they 
should, and lie went down then* this 
morning to stir them up.

W. I). Flatt has agreed to sell the 
city half an acre of the Lott ridge pro­
perty in the east end for what it- cost 
him. The land is wanted as a site for 
the pumping house for the new annex 
disposal works, and for the opening of 
the base line through.

Manager Coleman, of the Hamilton 
Street Railway Company, notified the 
city that where the devil strip is widen­
ed to five feet in the relaying of the 
tracks next year the company will 
accept the liability for the paring of the 
extra foot and for two feet outside the 
rails on the terms agreed to by the city. 
This point was raised in connection with 
the widening of the devil strip in To­
ronto. ami Hamilton desired to make 
sure ->f the local company’s position be­
fore the work proceeded.

The question was raised to-day as to 
whether the city’s five-year lighting 
contract with the Cataract Power Com­
pany is an exclusive one. City Solicitor 
Waddell says it is not. The company, 
however, is hound to supply as many 
lights as the city may Remand. *

The Board of Education has lost an­
other of its principals. W. A. Schofield, 
of the Caroline Street School, has ac­
cepted a position with the Toronto 
Board of Education.

KIDD--BURN.
Authenticity o/ Letter Said to 

Have Been Denied

A despatch from Toronto, dated 
December 4. says : For over a year the 
case of David* Kidd has been a mys­
tery to people of the city. A mouth 
ago Kidd, who changed his name to 
David Burn, left here for Vancouver, 
thence to sail on a C. P. R. .-teamer 
for Australia, where he said W. G. 
Burn, a Millionaire, had died and in 
return for Kidd’s having saved his 
daughter. Lucy Burn, from the down­
ward path, had left $125.000 to build 
a Lucy Burn memorial here; $400.000 
to endow it, and $1.500.000 to Kidd 
personally. Kidd was a lame evangel­
ist and itinerant tea merchant. Kidd 
wrote here that he had missed his 
first boat and would sail Dec. 3.

To-day a solicited cablegram was 
received by the Evening Telegram 
from the attorney-general of Australia 
denying the authenticity of a letter 
from him read by Kidd to a group of 
friends outlining the size of the $8,- 
000,000 estate and confirming the fact 
that he was left a fortune. If Kidd, 
now Burn, sailed yesterday for Aus­
tralia the case becomes more of a 
puzzle than ever. Plans had actuallv 
been drawn by local architects for the 
building.

USED FIST IN 
EXCITEMENT.

Cricket Ground Incident Led to 
Police Court Case.

Magistrale Firm In Support of 
Police Officers.

Mulholland Name Figured In 
Two Cases To-day.

For assaulting P. C. Myers, at the 
Cricket Grounds on Saturday afternoon, 
while that officer was in the execution 
of his duty,' H. Angus was fined $20 by 
Magistrate Jelfs, this morniug.

The case occasioned a vigorous defence 
by Mr. Arthur O’Heir, who contended 
that his client, being a victim of ner­
vous trouble, was excusable in view of 
the indignity he had been submitted to.

There was also a charge of drunk and 
disorderly preferred against defendant, 
but that was early dismissed, on the 
ground that the policeman merely as­
sumed that the defendant was intoxicat­
ed by his boisterous conduct toward» 
him, which the officer contended did 
not appear consistent with a sober man.

P. C. Myers said that on Saturday, at 
the football game, between the Alerts 
and Montreal, his duty was to keep the 
crowd from getting on the field, but 
when a portion of it got over the touch 
line he politely requested them to step 
back. They all complied, he said, with 
the exception of Angus, who rushed out 
and struck him on the right cheek.

The policeman said he used no vio­
lence in getting the crowd to stand 
back, merely putting out his hands as 
is customary in such cases. While the 
^officer was arresting defendant, the 
crowd cheered in support of Angus.

“Did you use Mr. Angus roughly?” 
asked Mr. O’Heir.

“If he did he was perfectly justified 
in doing so, after the assault,” said the 
Magistrat.

Mr. O’Heir spoke of the physical 
weakness of his cliept, but his worship 
said “When a man tackles a constable, 
the inference is he is a strong man.”

W. McAndrew said he saw Myers draw 
his baton on Angus, but not until after 
Angus nad struck the constable.

McAndrew wanfed to make a state­
ment, though he said it was not evid­
ence. He declared he was a friend of 
both Angus and the officer.

‘‘Do vou know Mr. Angus?” asked 
Mr O Heir.

GREAT STORMS.
Vessel* Wrecked Off Newfoundland 

and in Norik Sea.

Si x Persons Frozen to Death in 
Lifeboat Off German Share.

St. John’s, Nfld., Dec. 4.—A vivid 
idea of the disaster wrought by what 
the oldest residents along the west 
shore assert is Newfoundland’s great 
est storm, which has driven scores of 
fine schoners ashore, is given in late 
despatches to-day from Birchy Cove.

The schooner Clintonia, of Gloucester, 
Mass., is fast ashore on Wood's Island, 
where she is pounding heavily: When 
the ship's anchor had parted, Captain 
Norman Ross and his c*ew made their 
perilous way ashore through surf flung 
mast high from the cliffs.

After a terrific struggle with the 
tempest, the Stanley. Captain Argen- 
ault, was driven ashore at North Arm, 
Bay of Islands, where she is fast 
breaking up. For hours her crew were 
forced to cling to the hulk, at the mercy 
of wind and wave, the tremendous sea 
making it impossible to launch a boat. 
Finally, during a lull in the storm, 
they were taken off by heroic volun­
teers from the shore and were taken to 
Birchy Cove by the cruiser Fiena.

The Mabel R. Hines went ashore ft 
nearly the same place, and now lies 
on her beam ends, with great seas 
continually breaking over her. Her 
captain and crew managed to reach 
the beach in their own boat. The 
entire western coast is littered with 
wreckage from the uncounted New­
foundland schooners breaking up in the 
arms and coves along the coast to-night. 
Reports from the south coast also 
indicate great losses to shipping.

GERMAN COAST DAMAGED.
Cuxhaven, Germany, Dec. 4.— News 

of fatalities resulting from the storm 
continue to reach here. The fishing 
steamer Berlin has picked up the life­
boat of the small steamer Vegesaek at 
the mouth of the Elite. The Vegesaek, 
it is believed, has foundered, probably 
with the loss of all on board. Four 
men, a young woman, and a child, who 
were in the lifeboat were frozen to 
death. The torpedo boat “G 89.” while 
attempting to put in Husain harbor, 
went ashore, but her position is not 
regarded as dangerous.

The steamer Hans, bound for Eng­
land and loaded with iron ore. stranded 
to-day near Berkum. The entire crew, 
with the captain and a boy. were lost. 
The small Dutch vessel, Ora et I-obora, 
was wreked near Wfliielmshaven, and 
four of her crew were drowned.

Great damage was done about Wyk, 
a Prussian seaside resort. . The high 
water dykes in the Klein Marsh were 
broken down in places, and the coun­
tryside flooded. Tt is known that some 
lives have been lost, while the damage 
to property was great. Many casualties 
occurred among the fishing fleets in the 
North Sea.

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who is the sole head of a fam­
ily, or any male over lb years old, may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear in per­
son at the Dominion Land* Agency or sub- 
Agincy of the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency o.i certain conditions, 
by father, mother, eon. daughter, brother or 
fileter of intending homesteader.

Duties- Six months' residence upon and 
cultivation of the .'and in each of thfee years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
hi* homestead on a farm of at least 80 acres, 
solely owned and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, son daughter, brother or sts- tOf.

In certain, conditio--, a homesteader in good 
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside hi* homestead. Price $3.00 per acre. 
Duties—Must reside six months in each of 
six years from date of homestead entry (in­
cluding the time required to earn home­
stead patent ) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who hue exhausted the hojne- 
etend right t<id cannot obtain a pre-emption 
may take ». purchased homestead in certain 
.-î£lcts- PfIoe $3.00 per acre. Duties—Must 

reside six months in each of three years, 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a house worth 
$300.00.

RECIPROCITY IN CANALS.
O. S. Foster, of the Utica Chamber of 

.Commerce, recently read at the conven­
tion of the New York State Waterways 
Association at Albany a lengthy paper 
advocating a liberal co-operative and re­
ciprocal policy between the L'nrited 

StFtâtes and Canada in the use of inland 
waterways. Mr. Foster’s idea is that 
reciprocity and co-operation in this mat­
ter would result in great benefit to both 

’•countries. He, therefore, advocates that 
tfce United States should extend to 
Canada the privilege of using their in­
land waterways, Canada extending simi­
lar privileges in hers to the United 
States. At some length he reviews the 

. situation as to inland water transporta­
tion, dealing with the existing canals 
and those projected in both countries, 
including the Georgian Bay Canal, the 
proposed Chicago-New Orleans deep wa­
terway, and the New York barge canal. 

’His estimate of the Trent Valley route 
>to the Georgian Bay as being “less than 
100 miles” is hardly accurate. The route 
is in all 212 miles, but perhaps not over 
20 miles will be actual canal, 150)4 miles 
of it being now navigable.

; Mr. Foster's suggestion is one which 
might well, in the interests,of economy, 
bear consideration. There has been a 
wise and neighborly sharing of advan­
tages in respect to the Detroit River 
route which might, perhaps, be extended 
.with mutual benefit. Unfortunately, 
hwever, international business is not al 
ways done on principles of sound econ­
omy or neighborliness. One need look 
■ no farther than the history of tariff 
legislation as affecting the two coun- 
•tries, to obtain evidence of that. For 
about a generation reoiprocity in rights 
—not to mention advantages or favors 
:•—has been lailghed at by our neighbors. 
’More reasonable trade relations, propos­
ed time and again by Canada, have been 

Sworned and rejected. Canada was to 
'-be coerced, squeezed, treated as an in­
ferior. The result of this policy has 
gbeen that Canada is a little shy of pro­
positions like the one made by Mr. Fos­
ter. Only a short time ago the United 
States reimposed port dues upon ( ana 
dian vessels. Canada, of course, did not 
propose to permit United States vessels 
to enter her ports freely, when Cana­
dian vessels were taxed; therefore, Can- 
ids, too. imposed port dues. This is 
just an illustration of the many petty 
attempts to take small advantages of 
us, which has marked the course of 
United States politicians. Especially in 
tariff matters have the United States 
pursued an unneighborlv. a small, policy 
toward us. We are not blaming the 
people of the United States in this mat­
ter; they have a right to lie ruled by 
churlish politicians who treat their 
neighbors meanly, if tl^ev will. We are 
simply pointing out the fact that our 
experience of these politicians’ principles 
and methods has not tended to increase 
of confidence in their perfect neighborli- 
jiess. The reciprocity and co-operation 
which Mr. Foster pleads for would prob­
ably be exceedingly advantageous to 
both countries—it is,#at least, worth in­
quiring into; but we cannot help think­
ing that the success of such a move­
ment would be greatly facilitated by 
our neighbors furnishing practical evi­
dence that they have seen the error of 
their ways and turned over a new leaf,

The services in Victoria Avenue Bap­
tist Church yesterday were largely at­
tended, the day being the first anniver­
sary of the pastor's settlement, and the 
pastor, Rev. H. Edgar Allen, had help­
ful and inspiring messages for his hear­
ers. In the morning he selected as his 
subject “Our Brotherhood,” and pointed 
out that for a brotherhood it was neces­
sary to have an equality. Such an equal­
ity was found in the Baptist Church, 
said the speaker, as the members were 
on an equal footing—rich and poor. The 
churches were also on the same footing, 
one with the other. If one of the 
churches was in trouble the others would 
assist. For a brotherhood it was also 
necessary to have unity, and that7too, 
was found in the Baptist Church.

In the evening he spoke on "Past, 
Present and Future.” He said Paul, in 
speaking to the Ephesian Church, had 
said “For ye were sometimes darkness, 
but now are ye light in the Lord ; walk 
in the light.” If the Church of Jesus 
was to be a light in a darkened world 
some standard must be kept so that the 
church may be composed only of those 
who walk in the light. The supreme 
light of the world, Christ says, unto 
the combined body of His believers, “Ye 
are the light.” Christ was the source 
of light and allowed it to shine through 
his people to bring the whole world in­
to His domain. Paul never said to the 
heathen what is sometimes said to-day, 
that they are better off as they are, 
and should be left alone. Instead he was 
filled with a passion to carry the gospel 
to them. He was the greatest missionary 
the world had ever seen. Darkness stood 
as the supreme type of sin, and although 
it may be granted that a little child is 
free from the consequences of sin and 
that Christ gathered them to Him, say­
ing “except ye become as a little child, 
ye cannot enter the kingdom of God,” 
yet the unregenerate one who has reach­
ed the age of accountability is in a 
darkness as great as the heathen if he 
remains without becoming a follower 
of Christ. Light was a type of know­
ledge which was not yet learned by 
some of the greatest of worldly wise 
men, but known to some of the most ig-

1 hey were as lighthouses and should 
have the rays shine out into the world 
clear and bright. The worldling was in 
darkness and nothing but darkness was 
expected from him, but the Christian 
had the light of Christ and could easily 
pick a safe path. The Christian should 
walk so as to reveal Christ and not self 
for if self was predominant the light 
would not be pure enough to lead oth­
ers. In closing, he said the Christians 
should be careful to show their light 
to sinners so as to lead them out of 
darkness.

A solo was contributed by Miss Lang- 
ton. one of the members of the Welsh 
choir. In the afternoon the Welsh choir 
had a sacred song service in the church 
and the church was fill to the doora.

SEASON ENDS.
Tweity-Five Vessels Wrecked oe 

Lakes Tki* Year.

Detroit, Mich., Dec. 5.—At 12 o’clock 
to-night navigation on the great lakes 
for the year 1909 will be officially

With the end of the season comes the 
reckoning. Twenty-five vessels, with a 
total tonnage of 30,146 and valued at 
$1.144.000 have been wrecked the past 
season, and of those who operated these 
boats 62 have perished. Chief among 
the causes of disaster has been fog. 
Twenty-four collisions are recorded and 
at least 50 per cent, of these were caus­
ed by "fog. The greatest loss of life on 
any one vessel occurred when the steam­
er John R. Cowle was rammed and sunk 
by the steamer Isaac M. Scott near 
Whitefiah Point, in Lake Superior, on 
July 12. Fourteen men were drowned. 
Other large losses of life were: Steam­
er Adelia Shores. 13 drowned: steamer 
Eberward. 5 drowned; tug Floss. 7 
drowned ; barge George Hester, 7 drown­
ed : steamer (leorge Stone. 6 drowned. 
Last year’s record was: Sixteen vessels 
lost, "valued at $631.009. with a total 
tonnage of 26.250; total lnas of life, 33.

marriage was to be governed by

the laws of the Province of Quebec, 
as there was no ante-marriage con­
tract. He therefore claimed, as being 
the husband, that he was entitled to 
administer all his wife's property. 
During their stay in Montreal the 
husband was unable to hold various 
jobs, and his wife finally borrowed 
money and set up a boarding-house. 
Her husband became the star boarder, 
but she objected to his presence at 
her festive lioard, and he brought ac­
tion against her.

She said that the whole desire of 
the plaintiff, her husband, was to be 
supported by his wife. She said she 
had never refused to live with her 
husband as long as he furnished her 
with a suitable home, but he had 
never done so. The question was: Is 
this boarding-house a common domi­
cile? The answer is that it is, ac­
cording to the judgment. One of 
the judges dissented, but the majority 
condemned the wife to receive her 
husband in the house.

One must be inclined to pity the 
prospect of the average British elec­
tor, for it is likely to be a campaign 
of misrepresentation and mystification 
on both sides. He is utterly ignorant, 
for instance, of all tariff technicali­
ties, yet he will be called upon to give 
expert advice and opinion on this sub-

There is little doubt that a large 
■majority of Englishmen who are 
democratic would like to see a reform 
of the House of Lords on lines at 
least of a partially representative 
second chamber, yet how can they 
condemn the peer for merely de­
manding a popular verdict upon a 
radical measure?

Regarding the present state of pub­
lic opinion on the budget itself, there 
are signs of a considerable change 
since summer. There was some jus­
tification in the claim that the Gov­
ernment could have carried the coun­
try in August. The indications are 
now the other way. But it would be 
absurd to attempt to forecast the 
effect of six weeks’ canvassing. 

CHAMBERLAIN OPINION. 
Joseph Chamberlain has been de­

voting himself for months past to 
collecting information and studying 
the conditions and the trend of pub- 
lice thought in all parts of the coun­
try, with the result that he does not 
hesitate to commit himself to the 
statement that the Unionists will gain 
a working majority above the Lib­
erals and#Nationalists in the next 
Parliament.

This, of course, would mean an 
enormous overturn, and it must be 
admitted ' that the Unionists them­
selves would be surprised by so de­
cisive a result.
THE KING AND LORD ROSEBERY.

King Edward’s keen interest in the 
political situation has within the past 
few weeks develbped into action which 
has hail a marked influence on the 
course of events, although it has not 
averted what the King regards as 
•alamity. He is convinced of the 
truth of the doctrine laid down 
c« nltv by Frederick Harrison—namely, 
that the rejection of the budget 
by the House of Lords would fling 
the whole British constitution into the 
milting pot. One of the most 
markable incidents of the last fort­
night was directly due to King Ed 
ward's influence. This was Lord 
Rosebery’s action in refusing to vote 
for the rejection of the budget, which 
hv had denounced in unmeasured 
terms. After his speech at Glasgow 
the noble Earl had been confidently 
expected by the Unionists to join it, 
if not actually to lead, the Peers* on­
slaught on the finance hill, and prob­
ably no turncoat in British politics 
wa* ever more bitterly abused than 
he lias been for refusing to fight in 
a battle which he had helped to begin.

There is an excellent reason for 
stating that his change of mind was 
strictly due to representations which 
lmd been made to him by the King. 
Twice lately Lord Ktisebery had visit­
ed King Edward, and during both vis­
its they had been engaged in lengthy 
conferences, the outcome of which 
was that the Earl called on his fellow- 
Peers to pass the budget because he 
feared an appeal to the country on 
an unreformed hereditary Chamber. 
There were various passages In his 
speech that were only reflections of 
the Royal arguments that hart been 
addressed to him. One was his reference 
to the hereditary composition of the up­
per House of the British Parliament. 
King.Edward fears that an attack on the 
hereditary principle, as exemplified in 
the House of Lords, may he only a step 
to an attack on the hereditary principle 
on which his descendants* succession to 
the throne he now occupies will be bas­
ed.

But though disappointed in the 
potion of the Lords, His Majesty is 
far from having lost heart. In fact, 
the Royal minds have been made 
comparatively easy by Mr. Asqulht. 
In hte campaign now opening the 
House of Lords will, of course, bear 
the brunt of the Liberal attack. But 
when the time for action comes it 
will be seen that no real blow will be 
struck at the principle of hereditary 
succession to the House of Lords by 
the Liberal Government, assuming, of

On the othec hand, there will be no 
weakening of the hereditary princi­
ple. On the other, the King’s assent 
is already pledged to the Liberal Gov­
ernment’s plans for preventing any 
fresh usurpation by the Loads of the 
power vested in those elected by the 
people.

TRAFALGAR SQUARE MEETING.
London, Dec. 6.—While the local or­

ganizations are busy selecting candidates 
the leaders of the great parties are car­
rying on a general campaign. The Radi­
cals, who had long foreseen the fate of 
their finance bill, are not allowing the 
grass to grow under their feet. In Lon­
don yesterday afternoon one of their 
organizations, the National Democratic 
League, held in protest against the ac­
tion of the Lords one of the most not­
able demonstrations ever seen in the 
metropolis. A great crowd, mostly of 
the laboring and artisan classes, gather­
ed in Trafalgar Square, and cheered the 
Radical speakers, who condemned in un­
measured terms the members of the up­
per chamber.

The most significant fact of yester­
day’s protest was that the Liberals and 
Socialists were about equally prominent, 
indicating perfect co-operation between 
the dominant party and the most ad­
vanced element.

Heretofore the parties have not been 
in close accord with each other, but the 
crying need of a reform in the House of 
Lords has subordinated their differences 
and henceforth it is expected that the 
two will work in harmony, at least until 
the general election is over.
HOPES PEERS WILL BE DROWNED.

The Trafalgar Square speeches were 
uuite equal to the wildest utterances of 
any Socialist demonstrations iu that 
historic spot. Dr. Clifford, the Noncon­
formist leader, hoped the peers would 
be drowned in the Red Sea, as was 
Pharoah.

William B. Byles, member of the 
House of Commons from Salford North, 
said: “We have got the Lords by the 
throats and arc going to strangle them. 
If the men of England have the same 
spirit as they had three hundred years 
ago they will be ready for civil war.”

The favorite emblem uf the demon- 
trators was a turnip carved to represent 
an imbecile face stuck on a pole and 
surmounted by a coronet, with the 
words beneath: “The first born."

The crowds made a hostile demonstra­
tion before the Constitutional Club, and 
cheered at Premier Asquith’s residence. 
They then made for the Lansdowne 
house, which was guarded by the police, 
and broke ..p quietly.

THE SUFFRAGETTES.
The early divergent note here, as else­

where, came from the suffragettes, who, 
after a term of comparative quiet, again 
started to indulge in attempts to break 
up the Radical meetings. The Trafalgar 
Square crowd, however, was too great 
for their efforts to have any effect. They 
were more successful at Southport, 
where by climbing tu a roof and shout­
ing through the skylight they succeeded 
in interrupting Winston Spencher 
Churchill’s meeting, and at Leith, where 
aided by roughs, they created a diver­
sion by attempting to storm a meeting 
which Sir Edward Grey, the Foreign Sec 
retary, was addressing.

Foiled by the Leith police, who charg­
ed the crowd with batons, the women 
got their revenge by hurling bricks 
through the windows of the public build 
ings. Secretary Grey, whose speech was 
not interrupted to any extent, spoke 
strongly for the reformation of the up­
per chamber. He was glad, he said, that 
the House of Lords was barred from re­
treat, and that there would be no op­
portunity for repentance.

BRUTE FORCE AND CLASS HATRED.
Mr. Churchill was able to conclude his 

speech, and, undaunted by this experi­
ence, held a meeting at Liverpool in the 
evening, in continuation of his Lanca­
shire campaign.

GIRL KILLED.
Daughter of Rev. C. D. Draper of 

Beachville.

Her View Obstructed by a Freight 
Train While Crossing Track.

Woodstock, Dec. 5.—At Beachville 
this morning about 11 o'clock the life 
of little Lela Draper, daughter of Rev. 
C. D. Draper, Methodist minister in the 
village, was crushed out by a fast 
westbound Grand Trunk express. The 
àccident took place where the tracks 
cross the road that runs forth from the 
Governor's road through the village.

The child, who was only seven 
years of age, was on her way from 
her home to meet her father, who was 
in the northern part of the village 
across the tracks. She was alone. On 
the first track a freight train was 
shunting, and this apparently ob­
scured the view of the approaching ex­
press or confused her so that she did 
not realize the danger. She passed the 
first, track in safety and stepped on the 
north track squarely in front of the 
express, which goes through the village 
without slackening its speed. Two or 
three witnesses of the affair shouted 
warnings and ran towards the spot, but 
were not in time. The child was struck 
bythe engine and the body was tossed 
considerable distance, the head being 
completely severed from the body.

A jury was called at once, with Dr. 
J. B. Coleridge of Ingersoll as Coron­
er, and the remains were viewed. The 
inquest was then adjourned until next 
Tuesday evening at 8 o’clock in the vil­
lage hall, when it will be resumed, and 
the witnesses to the accident, the train 
crew and others called.

heathen country, yet the Chinese con­
tended the root of all virtue was in the 
obeying of their parents. He then pre­
sented Mr. Byron Smith with a WJ1 
brought from China. He said it was 250 
years old, and was used by the Chinese 
to call the attenthm of their god when 
they desired to worship him.

Mr. Smith thanked Mr. Slimmon for 
the gift, and said he would attach great 
value to it.

Following ia a brief historical data of 
St. Paul’s Sunday school : It was organ­
ized in 1836 by Mr. William McMillan, 
who was the first Superintendent.

In 18.37 the first teachers’ meeting 
was held.

In 1884, a new Sunday school building 
was opened, built largely through the ef­
forts of Rev. Dr. jjoidlaw. Messrs. 1).

The present building, re-opened yester­
day, after being remodelled and enlarg­
ed, has a drape! with seating for 100 
people and twenty-four class rooms. The 
roll »: Teachers and officers 64; schol­
ars 317; cradle roll 66; total 447.

The superintendents since 1861 are: 
Mr. Matthew Leggat, Mr. Geo. A. Young, 
Mr. John Alexander (deceased), Rev. 
Dr. R. J. Laidlaw (deceased), Mr. David 
Morton, sen., Mr. R. 8. Wallace, Mr. 
Byron Smith.

The bell on the school has a history. 
It has done various duties in the city 
for 75 years. It was originally the old 
City Hall bell, which combined the dut­
ies "of calling people to church and ring­
ing when there was a fire.

During the afternoon several children 
were baptized by Rev. D. R. Drummond. 
Mayor McLaren had two children bap­
tized.

Young, M. A., preached an appropriate 
sermon, taking for his text the society’s 
motto, "Nemo me impune lacessit” (No 
one injures me with impunity).

The motto, said the speaker, grew out 
of the religious convictions of Scotland 
and the followers of St. Andrew who 
adopted it must have had a knowledge 
of the Bible to suggest such a thought.

In speak­
ing of the life of St. Andrew, Mr. Young 
said that it was because he had Inen^ 
such a faithful follower of Christ that 
his name had come down to the present 
day as a patron saint whom all admire. 
After St. Andrew had brought Peter and 
many others to Christ he had left 
Palestine and had gone to Macedonia 
and to Greece, where he was crucified. 
His remains were taken to Constantin 
ople and later to the ea**t coast of Scot­
land, in the county of Fife, where St. 
Andrew’s Cathedral was erected, and 
the city of St. Andrew established. St. 
Andrew's aim was to prove helpful to 
those around him, and to be true fol­
lowers of him it was necessary to be en 
gaged in something that he was engaged 
in. While Mr. Young thought the Soci­
ety was helping the needy as St. Andrew 
did m Macedonia, still he thought they 
were not imitating him as much as they 
should. St. Andrew helped the body 
with a view to developing the spiritual 
life, and the speaker emphasized that 
all should strive to develop the whole 
character of man—not only the physical 
part. Every true member of St. An 
drew’s Society who was true to the 
patron saint "should work along tturse 
lines and prove to others that Christ 
was more than a model. He could give 
the power whereby evil tendencies could 
be overcome.

JAP SUICIDES.
After Identifyuu My of Wreck 

Victim ia Mergne.
Vancouver, B. C., Dec. 6.—An unusual 

tragedy happened in an undertaker' 
morgue to-day. A well dressed Japanese, 
speaking good English, named Hamomo- 
to, called and asked to see the uniden­
tified victims of last Sunday's accident 
at Kilby, when twenty Japanese labor­
ers were killed.

Hamomoto evidently recognised one 
of the dead, and asked to see the ef­
fects of the dead man. These were 
produced, including a loaded revolver. 
Without a word, his face torn by 
grief, the man picked up his dead 
friend's gun, and placing the muzzle 
in his mouth fired, and died instantly 
beside his dead comrade.

REJECTING 
GRACE OF GOD

Is the Cause of the Evils Which 
Stalk About

So Declares Rev. Father O’Con­
nor In St. Mary’s Cathedral.

Special Services Began There 
With Large Crouds Attending.

In an inspiring and thoughtful dis­
course at the opening of the mission in 
St. Mary’s Cathedral yesterday morn­
ing, Rev. Father O’Connor, of New York, 
a gifted speaker of the Dominican Order, 
declared that evils which stalked abroad 
through the la ml to-day, threatening to 
lay low the very structure of society it­
self, unless speedily and effectively 
remedied, were due to the fact that men 
rejected the grace of God.

Why is it?” he asked, "that society 
year after year demands a lower moral 
standard? Why is it that in high public 
offices, in places of trust, dishonesty is 
rampant? Why is it that evils are per 
milted that sap the moral life of the 
home? Because men reject the grace of 
God and essay a supernatural task with 
mere human strength.”

The missionary eloquently contrasted 
the fervor of the primitive Christians, 
who. inspired by the grace of God, stain­
ed and hallowed the ground of Rome, 
willingly paying the price demanded for 
their faith—death—to the apathetic 
feeling that seemed to dominate many of 
the professed followers of Christ to-day. 
Yfris he attributed largely to the mater 
ialistic tendency of the age. for an im­
mortal soul ransomed on the cross, he 
declared, was as dear to God to-dày as 
it was at the tragedy of Calvary.

If the grace of God.” he said, “could 
be minted into the coin of the realm, 
that men jingle it in their pockets with 
their loose change, if it could be convert­
ed into negotiable bonds, it would ap­
peal more to their sordid and material 
tastes. But it is not the coin^ of the 
realm; it is the coin of heaven."

The missionary rebuked those Catho­
lics who were indifferent to their faith.

“Why is it,” he asked, "that so many 
Catholics help to swell the record of 
crime, that vice numbers in its ranks so 
many who call the church mother, that 
hell "is the habitation of so many who 
professed to be followers of the faith? 
Because they reject God’s grace and sink 
into the depths of moral oblivion.”

Good Rally of Temperance 
Workers at Headquarters.

A large number of temperance work­
ers were present at a meeting of the 
Citizens’ Campaign Committee held 
on Saturday evening at headquarters, 
39 James street south. The special 
speaker was Rev. P. W. Philpott, who 
stated that the outlook for the com­
ing campaign was the brightest he 
had ever seen during his thirteen 
years’ residence in this city. He had 
a number of reasons why this was 
so. First, party prejudice and pol 
tics had been losing their grip on 
civic elections and this year it was 
more manifest than ever. People 
realized that the temperance aldermen 
in the Council this year had demon­
strated that a person could be a tem­
perance man and still be capable of 
attending to every other matter. He 
gave a word of warning to the work­
ers present to take great care in choos­
ing their candidates so as to nut men 
in tlie Council that were business 
men from every viewpoint. His sec­
ond reason was the economical one. 
The f-tople, he said, were losing their 
fear that the reduction of licenses 
would increase the taxation. They 
were beginning to realize that it costs 
a great deal more to take care of the 
criminals, resulting from the traffic, 
than the revenue received. He re­
ferred to the fact that fieople realized 
that the reduction of licenses would 
reduce the sale and consumption of 
liquor. He had spent four or five 
weeks in Georgia and during his stay 
did not see liquor in any form or a 
drunken man. All were prosperous 
and there were first-class hotel. In 
conclusion he said there were many 
people who had not taken any in­
terest in the campaign heretofore, but 
were willing to help now ns they 
realized that the only remedy was a 
reduction of licenses. If he were a 
hotelkeeper he would want the in­
sistent law breaker condemned out 
of respect to the business he was in.

Aid. I^es emphasized that the key­
note of success was to unite and stand 
together. He urged all present to 
work for the controllers as well as the 
aldermen. If there was not a major­
ity of temperance men in the council 
this coming year he did not care 
whether he was elected or not.

Aid. Morris urged the workers to 
strive hard and stated that it was nec­
essary to have fourteen temperance 
men in the council if they were to 
have any power.

Critics from all over the States will see the 
exhibition, and if they are favorably impressed the Canadian game may he 
adopted by the American colleges.

Is the game of football as played by the colleges of the United States to

In the last season thirty-three young men have been killed while playing 

the "American Rugby” game and 210 seriously injured.
Some colleges have abolished football, others are considering seriously the 

question of changes in the rules that will do away with mass plays and the 
opportunities they.give for slugging and rough mass work.

With the idea of showing the American people a game that its supporters 
say is faster, cleaner, safer and more interesting than the game played by col- 
leges here, The Herald has invited two of the most famous teams of Can­
ada to give an exposition of “Canadian Rugby" in New York City and has 
invited the captains, coaches and faculties of the American colleges and uni­
versities to be present and see how the game is played. The general public is 
cordially invited to attend. There will be no admission fee.

Ottawa and could not be expected to 
play two such brilliant contests in 
one season. To be sure. Varsity was 
off color in the initial half, but the 
Parkdalers were off color in the sec­
ond when twenty-one points were run 
up against them. Try as they would 
Varsity did not have a thing on the 
Paddlers in the first half and were 
only able to score at all in that period 
by virtue of a fumbled punt. The O. 
R.F.U. champions played just as good 
football as the Dominion champions— 
while they lasted—but when the 
break-up did come the rout was com­
plete.

Overcoming the Friction.
According to the Scientific American.

NEW YORK HERALD
MAKES A BIG DISPLAY.

Devotes a Page ef Its Snedaj Paper te Tiger-Ottawa Game, ledetiq 
.Picture of the Jungle Kings.

The following despatches were clipped 
from a page of matter run by the New 
York Herald regarding the Tiger-Ottawa 
exhibition game next Saturday:

For the purpose of playing an exibhi- 
tion game of Canadian Rugby football in 
New York city the Ottawa Amateur 
Athletic Association and the Hamilton 
Tigers have accepted an invitation from 
the Herald.

They will meet at Van Cortiandt Park, 
New York city, Saturday, December 11. 
These teams arc two of the best in Can­
ada and are capable of demonstrating 
the best features of Canadian Rugby, 
which is fast and vigorous without being 
« dangerous as the American collegiate

The widest interest is felt in Canada 
in the statue of American football. The 
large list of deaths and casualties mark­
ing the season just closed in the United 
States has aroused anxiety here lest the 
American game should tall into disfavor.

Canada is devoted to football. Its col­
leges and its cities maintain football 
teams which play a much longer season 
than the American teams, but which suf­
fer nothing like the number of broken 
bones recorded in the States. The Cana­
dians confidently believe their game su­
perior both as a sport and as a specta­
cle. The latter advantage would seem 
to be attested by the fact that the Cana 
dian public is able to understand and 
follow the game just as the American 
public comprehends and follows baseball.

The Ottawa team holds the provincial 
championship of Canada. Hamilton is 
the second team in the Ontario Rugby 
Football Union. Both teams have held 
the Canadian championships frequently 
during the past. They are supported by- 
amateur athletic organizations and play- 
match games iq all kinds of iports with 
the great universities of the Dominion. 
They have tremendous followings in 
their respective homes, which are red 
hot sporting centres.

The past football season in Canada 
.has proven the most interesting and suc- 

in the history of the game in 
the Dominion, and the exhibition match 
which the Ottaw% and Hamilton teams 
are to play in New York next week will 
come As a climax to a remarkable scries 
of games between the Canadian teams.

With a view of impressing upon the 
hiinds of New York people the advan­
tages to be derived from adopting part 
if not all of the Canadian rules, the 
Herald has arranged to bring two of the 
best teams in the Dominion together.

Five years ago football was oil the de- 
rline in Canada. The close formation of 
the scrimmages, on account of the faulty 
rules, which allowed one team to hold 
the ball for hours if they wanted to and 
the scragging between the rival wings, 
brought the game down to a low ebb. 
People grew tired pf sitting and watch­
ing players struggling together in a mas­
sive pile. There was little spectacular 
about the play, and slowly but surely 
Rugby was sinking.

"'Give us more for our money.” the 
“fans” kept repeating. “Cut out the 
constant scrimmaging and tot us see 
more of the play. -Give, us speed and 
brain work instead of exhibitions of 
brute strength.”

Eventually the demands for a change 
induced the officers of the Canadian 
Football Union to consider a proposition 
to alter the rules. It was decided to 
keep the scrimmage and wing men five 
feet apart and to prohibit scragging. "A 
rule was also enforced making it neces­
sary for. the team having possession of 
the ball to gain ten yards on three 
downs, failing in which they must lose, 
possession. Tacklers were ordered to 
give, men catching the ball three yards 
in .which to do so. and the flying wing 
was done away with, thus limiting the 
teams to fourteen men each.

And what was the result? Immediate­
ly play became more spectacular, tlie 
scragging ceased and football became 
more popular than ever before. Now 
the Canadian game is more open than 
ever. There is more kicking, more lim­
ning. a greater amount of tackling and 
seience. Trick plays abpund. signal work

is the strong point of each club, and the 
game has been revolutionized to such an 
extent that it hardly resemble» that 
played in Canada ten years ago.

Of course there is no off-side interfer­
ence or forward passing as in the Ameri­
can game. The points are pretty much 
the same, nevertheless, a touchdown 
counting five and a goal from the try, 
one. A rouge counts one, a safety touch 
two, a kick to the dead line one, a touch- 
in goal one, and a goal from field three.

If a player ft»Ks to give an opponent 
three yards in which to catch the pig­
skin play is called back to where -the ball 
was kicked and given to the opposing 
side. The touch line rules are identical 
with th<x*» in the American game.

Fourteen men compose a. team in the 
Canadian game, a full back and three 
half backs and a quarter back comprising 
the back division. There is also a trio of 
scrimmagers, left, right and centre, and 
three wings, left and right inside, left 
and right middles and left and right out­
sides. A referee and umpire handle the 
matches, having practically equal pow­
ers.

Woven olwely into the history of Can­
adian. football, almost since the time 
when the game was introduced into the 
Dominion from England, is the name of 
the famous Hamilton Tiger#. That team 
Iras at one time or another won the 
premier honors of Canada on the grid­
iron in senior, intermediate and junior 
series and they occupy the sajne rela- 
tive positron in Canada as Yale and 
Harvard in the United States.

For tlie last twenty years the Tigers 
have Irad to be reckoned with when Can­
adian football honors were apportioned. 
The club is an organization in itself and 
is backed by no athletic club or other 
body except* the public. It has invariably 
worked its way to the topmost pinnacles 
for the country's football by sheer ten 
ncity and surpassing ability. It to cus­
tomary to revert to the Tiger teams of 
other years when discussing gridiron 
heroes who have won places in niches 
of football fame in Canada.

In 1883 Hamilton made its debut in 
football as introduced from England. 
Since that time, however, sweeping 
changes have been made i nthe playing 
rules of the game, until to-day it is more 
like the game played in the United 
States than that seen in England. The 
open play, long passing and frequent 
kicking in the English game has been re­
tained to large extent, but the Tigers 
have always kept abreast of the changes 
and^ have never failed to avail them­
selves of opportunities for advanced 
styles of play, made possible by the revi­
sion of the rules, which has brought 
about a type of football now recognized 
as distinctly Canadian.

It was the Hamilton Tigers who were 
selected by Walter tamp, the famous 
Yale coach, several years ago, when he 
desired to see an exhibition of the game 
at its best in the Dominion. Mr. Camp 
expressed himself at that time as being 
amazed at the speed and open play of 
the Tigers.

They were opposed to the Toronto 
team on the day on which Mr. Camp 
came to Canada and the national cham­
pionship was at stake. The Yale ath­
letic director realized in a moment that 
Hamilton's decisive victory was due to 
plays, spectacular in the extreme, made 
possible by the rules of the Canadian 
game. Forthwith he introduced the ten- 

j yard rule in its entirety to American 
l football, and he also evolved tlie on-side 
j or forward pass from a play used by the 

Tigers.
Captain Ben Simpson, of that team, in 

a recent interview expressed the opinion 
that, there are many desirable features 
in the Canadian game which might be in­
troduced with instantaneous approval 
into the game in the United States. 
There is not ou record in Canada the 
death of a player in a game or as the 
result of injuries received on* the field 
of play. The Tigers occasionally use 
mass plays, such as are used in almost 
every American game, but only by way 
of variation to mislead tlieir opponents.

Misplays arc not effective in the Can­
adian game, the rules l>eing such as t<i 
encourage the passing and kicking style, 
which is the principal factor in the free­
dom of the game here from serious in­
jury to players.

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THE P1GOTT 
CASE SETTLED.

C P. R. and Contractor Get To­
gether and Settle.

Mr. Pigott Said to Receive 
About $175,000.

Mr. Pigoti’s Remarkable Mem­
ory—Building of a Railway.

Toronto, 1)<m\ .15. -A surprise was 
sprung at the Assize Court this morning 
when it was announced that the action 
brought by M. A. Pigott. of Hamilton, 
to recover $500,000 from the Guelpli & 
Goderich Railway, controlled by the C. 
P. R, had been settled out of court. 
The litigants got together on Saturday 
afternoon and came to an agreement. On 
the strength of this agreement Justice 
Britton this morning dismissed the ac­
tion, each party to pay its own costs. 
While both sides refused to make public_ 
the particulars of settlement, it is un­
derstood that Mr. Pigott receives about 
$175,000. In some respects the action is 
unique. Mr. Pigolt's marvelous mem­
ory in the witness box has been more 
than once remarked upon. lie 
was on the stand for sixteen, 
full days answering questions under 
examination and cross-examination, 
which is a record in Canadian law circles. 
The action was entered in April, 1008, 
and covered a total of 5*2 months. Of 
this 28 days were occupied in court-room 
proceedings of the actual trial. The ac­
tion was brought by Mr. Pigott to re­
cover extra cost of work done in con­
structing the railway from Guelph to 
Goderich. The principal points ■ under 
dispute were the classification of mater­
ial removed, extras for overhaul, and ex­
tra charges for pumping water from 
foundations. In all these questions the 
railway claimed that originally the con­
tract covered the entire cost, while Mr. 
Pigott maintained that there were ex­
tras.

Some idea of the nature of the action 
is shown by the exhibits entered by 
both parties. In the defence alone there 
were 50.000 letters, 1.2Q0 plans. 60 pro­
file nlans. a box of 000 books containing 
records of levels, pictorial representa­
tions of cross sections of the line at 
every 100 feet of the entire 40 miles 
between (iuelph and Goderieh. official 
records showing the force of men %uul 
teams employed every day from the fall 
of 1004 to 1007 on each class of work, 
of» which there Were sometimes six 
classes living carried on at once, and all 
estimates ami calculations from start to 
finish of the work.

YOUNGMEN.
Ministerial Association Discusses 

Problem of the Day.

At the regular meeting of the Minis­
terial Association this meaning Rev. 
John Young introduced the following 
motion, which was carried unanimously.

“That this Association endorse the ac­
tion of the Moral Reform Council, of 
Canada, amending the criminal code 
with a view' to prohibiting race track 
gambling in the Dominion, and that 
a copy of this resolution be forwarded 
to the city representatives in the Dom­
inion Parliament.

T. F. Best read a paper dealing with 
the young man problem of the city, and 
gave a number of suggestions whereby 
the interest of the young men could be 
aroused in the work of the church. The 
pastors of the churches, he sa id, should 
show more interest in their young men. 
There should be more complete organi­
zations for lielding and interesting 
them. He also suggested mass meetings, 
to l)e held for men at different periods, 
and that the work of the Laymen's Mis­
sionary Movement lx* made especially a 
young men’s undertaking. The paper 
brought about a long discussion and the 
Association passed a hearty vote of ap­
preciation to Mr. Best.

Rev. C. E. Burrell. Barton Street Bap­
tist Church, Rev. J. H. Howe, of Crown 
Point, Rev. U. W. Hewitt, a retired 
minister from the Toronto Conference.

His Honor said that after considering 
the case and the authorities cited he 
was of the opinion the provisions made 
were a gratuity and no contract to re­
pay them had !>een made and there ex­
isted no liability on the part of the ad­
ministrators to pay the township for 
the old man’s keep.

HEAVIEST MAN DEAD.
(Special Wire to the Times.)

Ottawa, Dec. (5.—James J. Muldoon, 
postmaster of Muldoon. Que., near Ot­
tawa, the heaviest man in Canada, died 
yesterday, aged 54. He weighed 461 
pounds.

Question of Beach Taxes Conies

Wentworth oounty legislators met this 
morning for the final session of the year.

Hie damage cates were first taken up. 
and resulted in the Council taking a firm 
stand in the matter. The first was that 
of Malcolm G. McPherson, who claimed 
damages lx? cause" his lior.se became 
frightened at an umbrella in the hands 
of a child who was walking along a road 
where he was driving, about a quarter 
of a mile from Freeltou. He claimed his 
buggy was damaged to the extent of $2.5. 
his horse to the extent of $50. and his 
clothes to the amount of $7.

Councillor Hills asked if the county 
should be held responsible for mush­
rooms that grew up in a night or for 
umbrellas in people's hands. His opinion 
was that McPherson should not go out 
driving on a rainy day, if his horse was 
going to shy at umbrella*.

It was explained that the matter com­
plained of was a ditch which the driver 
said was seven feet deep, near the 
Freeltou cheese factory.

“Do you think it shied at the smell of 
the cheese?” asked Councillor Hills.

The matter was referred to the Road 
Superintendent to report, when the mat­
ter will again he taken up.

R. W. Elmore asked for darnag- s fur 
injuries to himself and wife, which he 
elaimed were eaused bv a. defective cul­
vert in the neighborhood of Mount Hope. 
He intimated his intention of taking 
legal proceeding* if he was not reeoni

Councillor French, who lives in the 
einity of the culvert, said the culvert 
was all right, but that Mr. Elmore, an 
old man. drove off the side, and as he 
had a drop of a few feet, the wagon 
turned over and his wife had her arm in­
jured.

An amusing occurrence was that two 
of the county constables had claims to 
the $20 reward for the arrest and con­
viction of Warren Mallory on a horse­
stealing charge. The first was that of 
Constable Laid man. who outlined how 
lie had followed the culprit and tele­
phoned to Constable Williams at Dunn- 
ville to apprehend him.

Constable Williams claimed the re­
ward on the ground that he had made 
the actual arrest. The councillors were 
nonplussed, and although many of them 
fa vored giving Laid man the reward, they 
could offer no suggestion as to how 
Williams should lie paid.

The by-law in regard to the question 
was looked up, and was to the effect 
that the person who apprehended or 
eaused to be apprehended the thief was 
entitled to the reward, and the treasur­
er was instructed to pay the $20 to Con­
stable Laid ma n.
