FARM AND FIRESIDE.
Timely Hints Useful to the Fermer and 

His Household.

There is no better time than September 
for sowing permanent pasture land, the 
exact date depending upon the condition 
of the land and the state of the weather. 
To sow upon good land, the rain coming 
soon after the sowing hastens germination 
and quickens the growth. Of varieties 
we will name the June grass or Kentucky 
blue grass, as very early feed, as is also 
sweet vernal grass and the Rhode Island 
bent grass. For later sorts the white 
clover should not be omitted, or the 
orchard grass, and meadow fescue and 
meadow foxtail should also go in, along 
with red top, and if the land is moist the 
fowl meadow grass, timothy and rough- 
stalked meadow grass. Almost any seeds­
man can give the proportions in which 
they should be mixed, which must vary 
according to the number of kinds of these 
seeds that can be found, as many seeds­
men do not have them all, and the 
character of the land may make it dear- 
able to drop some of them and substitute 
others, as using oat grass or rye grass and 
thé crested dog-tail grass upon very dry 
soils, or where sheep are to be pastured, 
instead of some of those named above for 
moist soils. We have not named the red 
or crimson clover, because we should pre­
fer to sow the seéd of that in the spring 
very early, and allow the melting snow 
or spring rains to carry it down among 
the roots of the other, and because if fall 
sown, cattle when they get to it are apt 
to pull it up instead of biting it off, or 
gnaw it so closely that it winter-kills. 
And, by the way, if the cattle cannot be 
kept off it this fell it may be an advan­
tage to sow a little rye, or a mixture of 
oats and barley, for them to feed upon 
this fell, which will protect the grass, help 
as a mulch during the winter, and by their 
roots keep the cattle from poaching np 
the ground to some extent. The mistake 
of getting on too much seed may cost an 
extra dollar, but getting on too little seed 
may cost many dollars’ worth of feed 
while the pasture lasts.—American Cul­
tivator. _____________

SOIL FOR HOUSE PLANTS.

The first few inches of soil under the 
sod of an old pasture, says Vick’s Maga­
zine, will supply the basis of a good pot­
ting soil. Experience has shown that the 
addition of some leaf mold— more or less 
— will improve the character of the soil. 
The leaf mold is the vegetable soil or 
mold found on the surface of the ground 
in woods and is formed by the decay of 
the leaves which fell from year to year. 
A general rule which gardeners some­
times observe is to increase the quantity 
of leaf mold for fine-rooted plants and to 
use less, or none of it, for those which 
make strong, coarse roots. The nice pro­
portions, if worthy of notice, are to be 
learned only by experience. As soil 
which will suit a great variety of plants 
may be composed of three parts loam 
from an old pasture, as described, and one 
part leaf mold, and another part of sand 
to make the soil porous and ensure free 
drainage. Now to this mixture may be 
added more or less manure, according to 
what is desired to be accomplished with 
the plants. For ordinary house plants 
one part of well-rotted cow manure may 
be used and the whole compost will be 
suitable for most purposes. When fuch­
sias are wanted to be pushed into a strong 
growth in the spring, add more manure; 
so, also, with chrysanthemums when a 
strong, vigorous growth is wanted. The 
plant grower most learn how to increase 
or decrease the amount of both manure 
and water used, according to circum­
stances. _______________

REMINDERS.
Two beeves can never be made fet on a 

pasture that has only grass enough for 
one.

To keep the poultry free from vermin, 
their quarters must be kept absolutely 
clean.

Do not expect to sell butter at top price 
to private customers, unless it is top 
quality.

The only way to grow heavier crops 
each year is to make the land continually 
richer.

Few farmers are so situated that they 
can afford to keep a cow merely to raise 
her calf.

To determine whether green-soiling 
really pays, let us suggest that you try it 
for yourself.

You can never grade up your stock 
until you begin to use better animals for 
breeding.

The fastest way to make money in the 
dairy is to keep always weeding out the 
poor cows. _______________

KITCHEN HINTS.

Scrape all greasy plates before putting 
them into the dish pan ; it keeps your 
sink free and helps the grease pail.

Always keep an old whisk broom in 
the sink, with a small piece of soda and a 
little hot water ; the whisk will save the 
hands many a parboiling.

Cover your kitchen tables with zinc or 
white oilcloth ; it saves scrubbing and al­
ways looks clean, for a wash with soap 
and hot water removes every soil on it.

Never scrape your baking board or roll­
ing pin with a knife. Scrub with soap 
and hot water. Scraping soon makes 
them hollow in the centre, and when a 
rolling pin becomes that shape it is useless.

Keep an old dish in your sink to empty 
tea leaves, coffee grounds, peelings, etc., 
into ; it will save gathering them up again. 
Punch some holes in the bottom of the 
dish so the water will run freely from it.

Keep ajar of coarse salt near the sink, 
so you can rtib a burnt stain off a pudding 
dish, or a dark tea stain from cups and 
saucers. Use granite ware instead of iron 
or tin ; it is lighter to handle, cleaner to 
cook in, and prettier to look at than the 
great iron pot that fell to the lot of our 
mothers to wrestle with.

Have a small shelf put up in your kit­
chen and holes of various sizes bored in 
it for holding your whisk, pancake turner, 
strainer, butcher knife, chopping axe, 
wooden spoon or any utensil that usually 
lies in the kitchen drawer or cupboard. 
It is easy to step to the rack and take the 
article out, compared to the trouble of 
searching through a drawer or cupboard.

The public are often very unjust but 
never consciously so.

TO MAKE FRENCH ROLLS.
An Excellent Way to Prepare These 

Ever Popular Bella.

Boil four potatoes of ordinary size, hav­
ing peeled them first, and mash them up 
fine in the water in which they were 
boiled. Stir the potatoes into a quart of 
flour, adding the usual quantity of yeast 
Make the dough thick, as hard as it will 
hold together. In rising, it softens so 
much that it can just be kneaded without 
sticking.

The kneading is an important part of 
the operation. A quarter of an hour’s 
kneading ought to suffice for a small 
recipe like the one here given. Knead by 
drawing out one end like a rope, and roll­
ing the other portion over and over. The 
object of making the dough thick and 
stiff to begin with, is to avoid putting in 
flour after the dough is light, for the mass 
softens so much by putting potatoes in 
that it will be just right when fermented.

After the kneading, put the dough away 
to ferment again, and when light, knead 
as before. A third kneading still im­
proves it, but it is not necessary. No 
butter should be put in these rolls, or in 
bread either, as it makes it like a short­
cake in grain, which is precisely what one 
desires to avoid.

Good rolls ought to be puffs of wheat 
flour baked ; they ought to tear in shreds 
or strips, have a fibre or grain like the 
husk of a cocoanut, and a fragrant wheat 
smell ; and lastly, have a rather tough 
spring or tear to them, and a crackly 
crust. In form they are round at the 
sides and bottom, and this is attained not 
by rolling them up between the hands, as 
many suppose, but from the potatoes, and 
the way in which they are kneaded. 
Each roll must be cut off of the mass 
of the dough ; that is to say, the dough 
must not be kneaded and then shaped 
into rolls, but must be kneaded and put 
back into the pan again to rise in a lump. 
When raised and kneaded the last time, 
turn it all out on the board, cut off each 
roll from the mass without tearing or dis­
turbing it, or even touching it with the 
hands (a little practice will enable one to 
do it) and place them gently in the baking 
pan about an inch apart. After standing 
a few minutes—say five or six — they 
will be ready to go into the oven, and ten 
minutes ought to bake them if they are 
light.

Before they are put into the oven they 
should be cut down the middle with a 
knife dripping with melted butter. This 
prevents the cut sides from coming 
together and makes the cleft dear and 
well defined.

As to the trouble involved in the pro­
cess, I leave that to the judgment of house­
keepers. At six in the evening we set our 
rolls, at nine they are ready to knead. 
They are left all night to rise again, and 
the first thing in the morning, before the 
fire is made, are kneaded again. When 
they are light, which will be in an hour, 
they are ready to bake.

WHY DO THE LEAVES FALL

It is generally supposed that leaves fall 
in the autum because they die. This is 
not a correct view. If we break off a leafy 
branch, the leaves will soon wither, but 
not drop off. In fact, they will cling to 
the dried branch with greater tenacity 
than when they were green and alive, re­
quiring some force to wrench or twist 
them off. In tropical climates they re­
main green much longer than in temper­
ate countries, and their fell, when it does 
take place, is not just before the cold sea­
son, but during the hot dry season. Many 
of our own trees, as oaks and hornbeams, 
retain their leaves dried and withered 
till the pressure of the new distending 
bud in spring displaces them.

As in man, the seeds of his decay are 
born with him, so in the leaf-bud there 
may be discovered the rudiments of a 
very delicate layer of cells, whose plane 
is at right angles to the plane of the leaf. 
When the time comes, this upright 
growth of cells enlarges, pushing from 
above downwards, cutting through the 
woody fibres of the stem like a knife blade. 
Thereafter,
“ At every gust, how the dead leaves fell!”

HOW MOORS EAT BUTTER.
A Queer and Amusing Letter From the 

Consular Agent at Casablanca.

A Western butterine company recently 
wrote to the United States consular agent 
at Casablanca, Morocco, asking if it would 
be feasible to introduce their product into 
that country. They received the follow­
ing very curious and interesting letter in 
reply:

U. S. Consular Agent. \ 
Casablanca, Morocco, July 19,1892. / 
Messrs : Your favor of June 22 to hand 

and contents noted ; and in reply I am 
sorry to say that nothing can be done in 
in this locality with the class of goods 
you speak of. Native butter is too plenty 
and too cheap to undertake to compete 
with it at the distance you are writing.

And, again, you give your goods a very 
bad recommendation to sell to the natives. 
You say it won’t turn rancid ; by that the 
Moors would imagine they could get no 
stink out of it, in which case it would be 
quite tasteless to them. They say of but­
ter : No stink, no good ?

The Moors never put salt in butter, and 
to prepare it for use they press it into 
coarse stone jars, containing from ten to 
forty pounds, the aperture just large en­
ough to pass their fist through ; when full, 
or nearly so, they plaster the top over 
with soft cow manure, then bury it in the 
ground, and when it has been there from 
three to five years it is taken out all ready 
for use. It then contains all the colors of 
the rainbow, and has many different 
tastes and scents. Butter is of no use to 
the Moor until it is toned up to that pitch 
and unless you can conjure up an article 
that will outetink the Moorish batter 
when prepared for use, don’t write me 
any more on that subject. Ever at your 
command.

HISTORY AND MYSTRY OF THE 
COMB.

It would be curious to know what 
mystic meaning our forefathers attached 
to the simple act of combing the hair. 
We learn from old church history that 
the hair of the priest or bishop v. as 
combed several times during services by 
one of the inferior clergy. The comb is 
mentioned as one of the essentials for 
use during a high mass when sung by a 
bishop ; mass combs of precious metals 
are reckoned among the costly possessions 
of most European cathedrals. Besides 
those made of gold and silver, the poorest 
churches have them of ivory, while in 
some the more common kinds are used. 
Among those especially known to history 
are those of St. Neot, St Dunstan and 
Malachiae. That belonging to St. Thomas, 
the martyr of Canterbury, is still kept in 
the church of St. Sepulchre, Thetford ; 
that of St. Cuthbert, the “ woman hater,” 
at Durham cathedral. From sundry re­
ferences in old legends to the use of 
the comb in divinations and from its 
appearance in combination with pagan 
emblems on rudely-sculptured stones in 
varions parts of Scotland,it seems probable 
that this was one of the objects of pagan 
veneration which early Christain teachers 
deemed prudent to adopt, investing it 
with some new significance.

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UNION IS STRENGTH. x

The constant aim of the present local 
legislature since its accession to power, 
has been to further the interests of the 
agricultural population. Realizing strong­
ly that the prosperity of the farmer 
meant proeperty to the merchant, the 
manufacturer and all the various ranks 
and conditions of men throughout the 
province, enquiries were made and infor­
mation sought as to what would best 
secure to the tillers of the soil the fullest 
compensation for their labors.

It was seen that the old order of things, 
when each man built his own house, made 
most of his farming implements and gen­
erally carried on “a one man system,” 
had to be changed, that the farmers had 
to combine, that working together as a 
unit they could not only keep pace with 
their brothers in the other provinces, but 
by taking advantage of their peculiar 
surroundings lead the van instead of 
being a forlorn hope in the battle of life.

The secretary of agriculture has im­
pressed on the farmer that their duty is 
to organize, to combine ; not for the pur­
pose of “ forcing a corner ” in any agri­
cultural line, but by united effort making 
the most of the circumstances in which 
they were placed. Dairy associations are 
now either folly organized or steps being 
taken to organization in all sections of 
New Brunswick and encouraging reports 
are continually coming in as to the 
benefits derived. Those associations that 
have got at work have accomplished much 
good and are stimulating farmers who 
have not enrolled themselves.

Sixteen cheese factories and creameries 
are at work and from these reports are 
most satisfactory. At Kingsclear where it 
was extremely difficult to secure two hun­
dred cows now six hundred are offered. 
Farmers have learned that in the product 
of cheese and butter they can find a rich 
profit, while in the raising of beef, only 
in very rare cases, has the income ex­
ceeded the expense. In the old world 
markets the beef raised on the western 
prairies of the United States at five dol­
lars per head, distanced all competition 
from our farmers who could not at the 
beet raise cattle under twenty dollars per 
head. It is useless then to think of rais­
ing beef for export, but the circumstances 
surrounding the export of cheese and 
butter is very different. The provincial 
government to stimulate this manufacture 
and export, directed prof. Robinson to 
secure two hundred boxes of cheese in 
Carleton county and to place them on the 
English market The result has been not 
only carrying off the highest price, but 
the winning of a silver medal in a com­
petition where Oarleton county cheese at 
three months old contested with the best 
English manufacture at nine months. 
Had the contest been equal, experts say 
that the gold medal would have shown 
the superiority of the Carleton product.

Recent government importations of cat- 
tie have placed in almost each neighbor­
hood the best classes of cows and many 
good herds attest the wisdom of the 
step. It is now for the farmers to make 
the most of the opportunities presented. 
With good cows, a market in Britain for 
cheese and butter that cannot be over­
stocked, and all possible aid from the 
legislature, there is no reason why that 
within a very few years New Brunswick 
may not become one of the leading dairy 
centres of the world.

Perhaps at no former period of pro­
vincial history have there been so many 
prophète as at present. Day after day 
papers opposed to the present govern­
ment have their half column of prognosti­
cations nearly all beginning with that 
phrase of so much portent “It is rumored.” 
If one journal predicts the resignation of 
a member another journal must increase 
the agony and fortell the resignation of 
two and so on through the whole coterie. 
It may be a pleasure to the editors en­
deavoring to emulate the wizards of 
olden days but their readers would will­
ingly do without such reading and take 
something substantial instead. All elec­
tion talk is but rumor at present, there 
have been no indications that such a 
thing has been considered ; while it is a 
positive fact that the government as a 
body has taken no action in the matter.

Slowly but surely cholera has made 
its way across the ocean and cases that 
leave no doubt as to their nature have 
broken out at New York. The most 
stringent regulations are in force and it is 
thought that the disease may be kept 
from spreading inland. Quebec is ex­
cited over the matter, the local govern­
ment taking a firm grip with the federal 
government as to what shall be done 
to ward off the danger. At St. John 
quarantine matters are not such as would 
be most satisfactory but steps are being 
taken to grapple with the disease should 
it spread thus fer. Here we have not 
much to do but to look after our surround­
ings. Let all care be taken to clean the 
city and should an attack come, despite 
the frosts of approaching winter it will be 
comparatively light. On the other hand 
should no care be taken we have only 
ourselves to blame for a terrible visitation.

Three of the lately constructed United 
States war vessels have been ordered 
tinder sealed instructions to proceed to 
the mouth of the Orinoco to make a de­
monstration in favor of Venezuela in the 
dispute with Great Britain respecting 
jurisdiction over certain territory. The 
vital point in dispute is as to whether 
Great Britain will command the mouth 
of the Orinoco and by so doing control 
the whole of Venezuela. Three British 
vessels, of the Barbadoes squadron, have 
been ordered to rendezvous in the neigh­
borhood and it is difficult to foretell what 
the outcome may be. England having 
assumed authority will not likely with­
draw her claims on account of any bluster 
on the part of the United States. It is, 
however, probable that the dispute will 
be decided by arbitration.

So far elections in the United States 
show that the republicans are in majority 
end that they will send their nominee to 
the white house when the presidential 
contest is on. The prohibition party 
have made gains since the last contest 
and may in the distant future carry a 
candidate but have no hopes of it at 
present. Various blusterings are being 
made by Harrison’s followers to catch the 
jingo vote and as their acts are about as 
audacious as the British can put up with 
they will likely succeed in their mission. 
It is well to know that it is all election 
moonshine or we would begin to feel that 
a rupture between the two countries was 
imminent. As it is, however, there is no 
fear of such an issue.

BUCK AND JIM.
Steadman Murder Case and the Chatham 

Bobbery.

The trial of Buck and Jim, the mur­
derers of the late policeman, Steadman, of 
Moncton, was commenced at Dorchester 
on Tuesday afternoon, judge Fraser, pre­
siding. Hon. H. R. Emmerson is asso­
ciated with attorney general Blair in the 
prosecution, and David Grant appeara for 
Buck, and R Barry Smith for Jim. The 
judge charged strongly against both 
prisoners. The grand jury after being out 
several hours brought in a true bill 
against Jim on seven counts, first, felon­
iously, unlawfully and maliciously dis­
charging a pistol with intent to kill Stead­
man; second, shooting with intent to 
maim ; third, shooting with intent to dis­
able ; fourth, shooting with intent to dis­
figure; fifth, shooting with intent to 
wound; sixth, shooting to do grevions 
bodily harm; seventh, to prevent the 
lawful apprehension of one Robert Olsen 
or Buck.

Both pleaded not guilty, and when 
asked by the judge if ready for trial, Buck 
replied in loud tones : “ About as ready 
as I can ever be.” Buck rose a second 
time and asked the judge if he could get 
change of venue out of this county, and 
the judge replied the matter was in the 
hands of the counsel. The court then 
adjourned.

It is said Jim’s counsel was engaged a 
few days ago by a rough, strange man, 
who appeared to have plenty of money, 
indicating that he has friends interested 
in his behalf. Jim still refuses to give 
any further name. Evidence goes to 
show that Buck’s real name is Robert 
Olsen.

Buck and Jim appeared unmoved. Buck 
especially having the appearance of being 
one of the most unconcerned persons in 
the court.

All the evidence so far elicited is as 
follows :

Thos. Buckley swore that he saw the 
man in contact with Steadman, raise 
his arm in the direction of Steadman and 
saw the flash of two shots fired.

Ira Germain testified that he was in 
the Donnelly house with the prisoners 
when the police came.

Maggie Donnelly, a thirteen year old 
girl said that Buck drew his revolver 
when he heard that the police were 
around.

The Witness, in an 
article lately, claimed that Mr. Curran 
had used undue influence in regard tq a 
custom house appointment, and insinu­
ated that Mr. Curran was a political 
broker.

Prof. Hoffkine, of the Pasteur institute, 
in Paris, who discovered anti-cholera 
vaccine, declares experiments on himself 
and Dr. Jawein, of St Petersburg, and 
Dr. Tamameher, of Tiflis, prove that the 
vaccine is without danger to health, and 
that it gives immunity from cholera six 
days after inoculation.

J. H. Manley telegraphed Chairman 
Carter of the republican Maine" national 
convention Monday night: “We elect 
all four congress men, carry fourteen out 
of sixteen counties, have two-thirdfs-of 
the members of the legislature and elect 
the governor by 11,000 majority over the 
democratic candidate.”

In the race for a special purse of $300 at 
St. Stephen, Edgardo secured two heats, 
Speculation and Eddie Wilkes one each 
when the race was called on account of 
the darkness. Edgardo proved that he 
was the champion by going nnder the 
wire in 2:27 2-5, the fastest heat ever 
trotted in the province.

Woodstock, Tuesday, was held up by two 
men who attempted to take possession of 
his team. He made motions as if to draw 
his revolver, and at the same time ex­
claimed, “ D— n you I’ll fix you fellows.” 
Thereat the men took to the woods, and 
this was the last seen of them.

Amos Brown, 25 years of age, of Can­
aan, was instantly killed, at Joggins Mines 
last Thursday. While in the act of haul­
ing a number of loaded cars up the slope, 
the rope to which the cars were attached 
broke and allowed the cars to rush with a 
terrific speed to the bottom of the pit, 
striking Brown who was standing near 
the track, killing him instantly.

Wakefield Mott, an employe in the 
railway works at McAdam, had a very 
narrow escape from drowning one night 
last week. He had fellen face downwards 
in a pool of impure water while in a fit. 
He was found by G. A. Haggerty, who 
chanced to pass. This is the third life 
that Mr. Haggerty has saved during the 
last three years, which is certainly de­
serving of recognition by the Royal 
Humane society.

The Lost Child.—No tidings have been 
gleaned as to the disappearance of the Smith 
child at Doak settlement, although some 
twenty men, under the guidance of the 
city council, made a thorough search on 
Saturday last. Considering the difficulty 
surrounding the finding of a dead child in 
the dense woods at present when the leaves 
are on the trees, it would be more charitable 
to suppose the child there than to make in­
sinuations as to the disappearance of the 
child through the guilty agency of one or 
both of the parents.

Prince William Railway.— The work 
of survey on the proposed Prince William 
railway is completed. James Manchester, 
of St. John, one of the company has been 
on the surveyed route visiting several of the 
farmers with respect to making arrange­
ments for the right of way. It appears 
from report that there are a few who think 
the road will go anyway and that they may 
as well get all possible. It is rumored that 
steps are now being taken towards the ad­
vertising for tenders and that some con­
struction will take place this fall.

On Monday about half past four the first 
funeral service was held at Bishopscote over 
the remains of the late Bishop Medley. At 
its conclusion, mourners, clergy and choir 
formed in procession and proceeded to the 
cathedral, a recessional hymn being sung. 
The cathedral was surrounded by hundreds 
of people who were much impressed by the 
solemnity of the occasion. First in order 
came two clergymen carrying the lid of the 
casket on which reposed the Metropolitan’s 
staff and other insigna, then followed the 
clergy, two deep, with bishop Kingdon 
in the rear. Then came the choir of 
the cathedral followed by six junior clergy 
carrying the casket with the body. After 
the remains followed Mrs. Medley on the 
arm of judge Wilkinson, of Chatham ; 
other immediate mourners were Sir John 
Allen, chief justice and judge Peters, of St. 
John.

The casket was a very fine one, the pall 
being of purple velvet. The late bishop 
was robed in the vestments of his high 
office and appeared as though asleep. Reach 
ing the cathedral, the casket was deposited 
above the choir steps, between the reading 
desks and in the rear of the lectern and 
pulpit. It was placed at an incline. At the 
head of the coffin was a magnificent floral 
cross, at its foot a wheaten sheaf bearing 
the words : “ At Rest.” On either side three 
tapers threw a light over the dead clergy­
man, and near these stood three prelates in 
purple stoles. Sidemen were stationed at 
the foot and to the right and left of the 
casket.

All the pulpit furniture was draped and 
adorned with beautiful floral emblems, 
purple being the prevailing tint. It was 
most magnificent. About nine o’clock the 
remains were removed to the sanctuary and 
there guarded by relays of clergy and lay­
man through the night.

The Burial.
At eight on Tuesday morning and at 

eleven, communion service was celebrated 
at the cathedral, the solemn burial service 
commencing at noon. Before that hour a 
special train had arrived from St. John with 
five completely filled cars and many clergy 
and others arrived on the regular C. P. R- 
By noon the grounds surrounding the 
cathedral was one dense mass of moving 
humanity, the cathedral itself being packed. 
As the clergy, numbering nearly one hun­
dred, marched in, the audience rose. St. 
George’s society of St. John to the number 
of sixty followed the ministers. Rev. F. 
Alexander, sub-dean of the cathedral, canon 
Brigstocke, canon Ketchum and canon 
DeVeber led the services. Bishop Kingdon 
pronounced the benediction and then the 
procession formed on the march to the grave 
as follows :

The route of procession was out of the 
west gate to Church street, along Church to 
King, down to Brunswick, up Brunswick 
to the south gate of the cathedral grounds 
to the east end where the body was laid to 
rest, beneath the shadow of the building he 
had been the means of erecting and where 
many of his most delightful hours were 
spent.

The services at the grave were especially 
impressive, being led by Rev. F. Alexander. 
The choir and clergy sang the hymns and 
bishop Kingdon pronounced the benedic­
tion. The children of the C. of E. Sunday 
school each threw into the open grave a 
bouquet of flowers as token of their esteem 
and love for a departed friend, and the 
solemn service was over.

Thus ended the grandest obsequies that 
were ever observed here —the collections of 
flowers that reposed on the coffin and in 
the church being strong testimonials of the 
place which the dead prelate had in the 
hearts of the people, not only of this city, 
but all over the province.

Normal School Opened
The public exercises at the regular open­

ing of the Normal school took place on 
Wednesday morning. On the platform 
were Sir Leonard and Lady Tilley, chan- 
cillor Harrison, sheriff Sterling, mayor 
Beckwith, the teaching staff and principal 
Mullen, who presided. Among the many 
visitors present were Rev. Messrs. McDevitt, 
Crawley, Weddall and McDonald. Princi­
pal Mullin in his opening address said that 
every county and nearly every parish of the 
province were this term represented at the 
school, the enrollment of 204 being the 
largest in the history of the institution.

Sir Leonard Tilley made a very interest­
ing address which was much appreciated by 
the students, many of whom had looked 
upon a lieutenant governor for the first time. 
He gave the student teachers some good 
advice gleaned from his life work in the 
realm of politics, and said that the large 
enrolment spoke plainly of the efficiency 
of the common schools of the province- 
Chancillor Harrison was introduced and 
dwelt particularly on the importance of the 
teacher securing the best practical training. 
He said that the staff of the University 
would be pleased to render the Normal 
school students any possible service.

— During the week 
young men have gone from almost every 
parish in York to work in the Maine and 
New Hampshire woods. They say that 
more men are employed on the same job 
than is-the rule here, and so they do not 
have to work so hard for the same or a lit­
tle better pay. The worst of this is that 
after a few trips they invariably settle down 
on the wrong side of the line.

Centreville Railway.— The dominion 
government has extended the time for 
beginning the construction of the Wood- 
stock-Centreville railway until 1894. It is 
now believed that all necessary arrange­
ments will be made and contracts for build­
ing will be let at once. The road will pass 
through a fine section of country and wjll 
stimulate the building of the Prince William 
railway. ________________

Low Water.—The river is at the lowest 
it has reached during the summer and care 
has to be taken that vessels do not get 
aground. Several of the coal leaden vessels 
could not get through the bridge on ac­
count of the lowness of the water. It makes 
it extremely difficult for the tugs engaged 
in towing rafts and for the Hunter and her 
deal scows.

For Farmers.— Thompson’s mill at 
Nashwaaksis, under its new manager, Chas. 
E. Hill, is turning out first class work in 
carding and cloth dressing. A competent 
man fully up to the business from Nova 
Scotia has assumed charge of the cloth dress­
ing department and is giving excellent satis­
faction. Farmers should visit the mill and 
satisfy themselves.

Social.—A very successful tea and lecture 
was held at Bear Island on the 7th inst. 
under the auspices of the sewing circle. 
Rev. Mr. Parkenson delivered a lecture on 
the battle of Waterloo. There were other 
interesting features. A very large crowd 
attended.

Wounded.—Joshua Wood, of Stanley, 
had two fingers severed from his left hand 
on the 7th inst. in Sanson’s mill at that 
place. He was attended by Dr. Moore. On 
the same day Rainsford Forman cut his 
foot very badly while working on the Ryan 
brook. ________________

In Charge.— James Patterson, of Freder­
icton Junction, has been in charge of the 
trains on the Fredericton branch of the 
C. P. R. for the past fortnight, during the 
illness of conductor Hagerman. He has 
done his work satisfactory to all.

Neat Residence.— Charles Clark, bridge 
foreman on the St. John-Vanceboro section 
of the C. P. R., has about completed the re­
pairs to his house at Fredericton Junction, 
and will have a residence that he can 
justly be proud of.

Pulp Mill.— M. MoSiiey, of St. John, 
with a gang of workmen, bricklayers and 
carpenters, has gone to Chatham, where an 
addition is to be built to the pulp mill. 
Work on these lines is being pushed 
rapidly.

THE CHIEF SUPERINTENDENT
Ylslt$ the Schools of Kings, Westmor­

land and Northumberland.

The ..chief superintendent of education 
tiaejuet returned from an official visit to 
the counties of Kings, Westmorland and 
Northumberland. At Sussex he attended 
the meeting of the Kings county institute, 
and addressed a crowded public meeting 
at ’which much interest in the work of 
education was shown by the leading 
people of the town. The superintendent 
inspected the schools in Sackville, Dor­
chester and Moncton and was greatly 
pleased by the evidences of activity and 
progress which he saw. In all these 
places the schools are crowded, and the 
teachers enthusiastic in their work. In 
the city of Moncton out of an enrolment 
of 1530, there were in attendance on the 
day of the superintendent’s visit 1387 
children. This was not higher than the 
usual attendance, as the official visit was 
unexpected by either teachers or children. 
The Northumberland county teachers’ in­
stitute was held at Chatham. Over eighty 
teachers were enrolled. A public educa­
tional meeting was held on Thursday 
evening addressed by the chief superin­
tendent, inspector Mersereau, the rev. Mr. 
Marshal and the surveyor general.

Dr. Inch visits the counties of Glouces­
ter and Restigouche next week, and the 
counties of Victoria and Madawaska the 
following week. The Restigouche county 
institute will be held at River Charlo on 
the 23d inst., and the institute of Victoria 
and Madawaska at Andover on the 29th 
inst.
