“A COLUMN OF SMOKE.
Theodore F. Van Wagenen writes
of “The Viotoria Fslls” in the Jane
Century: “The Zimbesi Valley,
for a hundred miles or more in
every direction from the cataract, is
a rough and brokeun plateau, covered
with low brush and stunted trees,
with bere and there sn ountcrop of
sombre basaltic rock, all thoroughly
apioteresting, The herbage is but
faintly greer, nnd the tropical sky
only fainuy blae. It is a hsz,
balf-tone  landsoape, wanting in
clearscut lines in every direction,
and lacking above everything else
that elemont we always unconscious
ly sesk in a nature pioture—life.
The absence of this produces in the
mind a fecling of loneliness and
often of fear. Across this 8 lemn
scene appears & river that in flood=
time is perbaps half a mile wide.
If a deaf man were following down
one of its banks, he would notice
little but the quiet water, and the
odd-looking column of smoke ahead,
As this column was approached, he
would expect to see the river-banks
bending, and the water flowing
away to oneside of the conflagration,
and might glance to the right and
left to note the direction taken,
But the panorama changes as he
gezes, The river is no more. And
there, where it should be, is only
the brown plain, as lonely, brush-
covered, and monotonous as ever.
One must go twenty miles farther
before the vanished water and the
surface of the land again commiogls,
before it will be possible to walk
long the bank in company with
the river, So sudden and startling
is the transformation.

Dominion Parliament.

In Committee of supply in the
House of Commons, on June 9th,
the following resolution was
under consideration :

Steamship subventions—for a
line or lines of steamers to run
between St. John and Halifax or
either, and the West Indies and
South America, $80,700.

During the discussion of the
item the members for Queen’s
County pointed out the Island’s
rights and claims in the matter,
as the -following from Hansard
shows :

Mr. A. Martin.—I would like to
remind the premier that during
the session a delegation from my
province waited on the Minister
of Trade and Commerce to see if
ib were not possible to extend to
the province of Prince Edward
Island a service somewhat similar
to the one that obtains with the
province of New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia. The provinee of
Prince Edward Island labours
under a great many disadvan-
tages. In this respect I suppose
it labours under more disadvan-
tages than any other province of
Canada. Before it can have a
share in the cheap freights which
follow these anbsibized boats, its
produce has to be shipped over
the Prince Edward Island Rail-
way, over the straits, and then
from Pictou to Halifax—three
short hauls over a railway on
which the rates are exorbitant.
I do not know that there is any
district in Canada of the size of
Prince Edward Island which does
more basiness with the West
Indies than that province—in fish,
in horses, and every other product
which the West India market
requires; and if the object is to
develop trade with the West
Indies, surely you are not going
to leave that province out of your

Mr A Martin.—Then subsidize
both.

Mr. Fielding.—The hon. gentleman
is 8o anxions to be a martyr that he for-
gets the good things his province
already epnjoys. They have several
steamers running between the island
and the mainland to bring them into
touch with the other lines. Of course,
it wounld be very nice to have lines of
steamers running from every port in
the Dominion. That of course, is
1imposaible, all you can do is to take the
main ports. The hon. gentleman says
that they have soms lines running
between Prince Edward and the West
Indies, that receive no subsidy. I
suppose that what he means is that
somsetimes a steamer makes & special
voyage over the roate, but there is no
regular line.

Mr. A. Martin.—I did not suggest
that there wae.

Mr. Fielding —I thought the hon.
gentleman suggested that we were
sabsidizing steamsrs to complete with
existing lines. Of course, the sending
out of a special steamer may happen
anywhere. But such a trip is under-
taken at the will of the owner, and
having no fixed time is not much
accommodation to the public. We
realize the position of Prince Edward
Island. and if there were reasons to
believe that a subsidized line from that
province to the West Iadies could
promote business, there is every
inclination on our part to consider it.
Mr. A. Martin.—In this large sum of
monsy—over $1,000,000—for steamship
subsidies, the province of Prince
Edward Island shares toa very small
extent indeed. As to the minister’s
suggestion that you cannot subsidize a
vesgel from Prince Edward Island to
the Weat Indies, I would remind the
minister that he is doing that very
thing in another case—giving a subsidy
for two or three trips from Prince
Eiward Island to Great Britain. This
is not a regular line. I feel sure that if
he would do the same thing to improve
communication between Prince Edward
[sland and the West Indiss, it woal!
increase the trade of Prince Elward
Island considerably. Years ago the
trade between Prince Edward Island
and the West Indies was a very large
and locrative one.

Mr. Fielding.—Does the hon. gentle-
man (Mr. A. A. McLean) mean special
. | railway rates ?

Mr. A. A. McLean.—Railway and
steamer rates. As there iz a subsidy
given to the steamer, the Minister of
Trade and Commerce could regulate
that. It is & recognized practice with
the railways to grant a cheaper rate on
goods intended for exportation than on
goods intended for consumption in
Canada. If that principle were applied
to the trade between Prince Edward
Igland and the West Indies, it would
be a great boon.

Mr. Fielding.—I wag under the im-
pression that the railway rates in that
region were pretty moderate, and that
no grievance could arise on that
account either as against either the
Intercolonial or the Prince Edward
Island Railway. Sometimes the
criticism is made that the charges are
too low.

Mr. A. Martin.—I do not think the
minister (Mr. Fielding) was in the
House when I made a statement which
he will find can be verified. Take a
car of cattle from Prince Edward Island
and land them in Halifax. Yet the
freight on those cattle to Halifax will
amount to $85. The distance is abont
200 miles. You can take a car of
cattle from Guelpb, Oatario, and land
it in Halifax, after a trip of 1,000 miles,
for $65.

Mr. A. Johnston.—What is
1ntercolonial portion of that?

Mr. A, Martin.—That has nothing to
do with the question I am discussing. I
am simply showing the minister that
we do not get the benefit of the short
haul to Halifax. We want a rate per
mile over those 200 miles tbe same as is
charged over any other part of the
Intercolonial, both for long and short
hauals, especially if these goods are
intended for export. [ do not think
that is an nnreasonable 3uggestion, and
I hope the minister will try to have it
carried ount.

Mr. A, Martin.—Who was it that
appeared here, and what was the
proposition ?

Mr. A. Jobnston.—The propositfon
was to establish a rival line of steam-
ships, a rival line of transportation
between Prince Edward Island and the
mainland, snd delegations appeared
before the Railway Committee from all
parts of Prince mdward Island protest-
ing against any interference with the
present system of transportation.

Mr. A. Martin.—I do not know what
the hon. gentleman’s remarks have to
do with the question under discussion.
I think a transportation company was
incorporated, the Act passed this House
and was sent up to the Benate, where it
was given a three months’ hoist. The
hon. gentleman says the Intercolonial
is not responsible for these rates; I
think it is. I know that the Intercolonial
is the route over which this freight
goes, and I know the Intercolonial is
the road which charges these rates.

Mr. A. Johnston.—Does the hon.
member mean to say that the Inter

colonial charges a $85 rate from
Charlottetown to Halifax ?

Mr. A, Martin.—A part of that rate
is pald to the boats, about $I5 or $20
wounld be the water charge, the Inter-
colonial would charge the rest. It is
the short hauls which make the rate
from Prince Edward Island so high.
It is the short haul rates which we
complain of. As to Prince Edward
Island being an island, the province
can’t help that. We joined the con-
federation at the urgent request of the
other provinces, bat I do not know that
they appreciate us now, they do not

show it in the treatment they give us.
On our side we are Josing our popu-
lation, we are losing our trade, and I
am sore the Finance Minister does not
desire that. I think thisis one of the
means that will check i*, and if the
Minister will take that means, he will
do a sarvice to the province; if he does
not, the population will continue to
decrease. We have lost 18,000 people
since -the census of 1891, taking into
account the natural increase.

Mr. A, Martin.—I have here a
copy of a resolution passed at the
annnal meeting of the Maritims Board
of Trade. I suppose my hon. friend
the Minister of Fipance wounld pay a
good deal of respect to the opinion of
the Maritime Board of Trade on a
question of this kind ?

Mr. Fielding.—Certainly. I respect
my hon. friend’s opinion too.

Whereas, sbippers on the Inter-
colonial Railway from points on the
mainland to stations In Cape Breton,
notwithstanding the ferry service at
the straits or Gat of Canso, are only
charged a continuons railway haul—
How is that? From points in Nova
Scotia. the province from which my
hon. friend the Minister of Finance
comes, to Cape Breton across the Gat of
Canso, there is no such thing as a short
hanl railway charge. A long hanl rate
is charged for goods shipped to Cape
Breton which happens also to be an
island. It appears that the hon.
Minister of Marine and Fisheries has
some antipathy towards Prince Edward
Island, but in the case of Cape Breton

the antipathy does not show itself ¢
such an extent as it does in the case of
my own province.

Mr. A. Johnston.—I would ask my
hon. friend (Mr. Alex, Martin) whether
the cars of the Intercolonial Railway
ran over the Prince Edward Island as
they do to Cape Breton and whether
in his opinion thatdoes not make a
differencs.

Mr. A. Martin.—~Oar complaint is
that they do not. We hope they are
going to do that very soon.

Whereas, shippers on the Intercolonial
Railway from points on the mainland
to stations in Cape Breton, notwith-
standing the ferry service at the straits
or Gat of Canso, are only charged a
continuous railway haul, the resulting
evercharge on shipments to and from
the island on fifteen ton carloads of
eighth-class produce on an eighty-mile
baul is equal to the difference between
$45 and $28.

There is quite a differerce on a 15
ton car; you pay $45 in Prince Edward
Island and it goes to the island of Cape
Breton which is attached to the pro-
vince of the Finance Minister and it
gets there for $29.

Mr. A. Martin.—This inclades the
ferry charge because the resolution
says 8o. It says:

The resunlting overcharge on ship-
ments to and from Prince Edward
Island on fifteen ton car loads of
eighth-class praduce on an eighty-mile
haul is eqnal to the difference betweesn

28 and $45, as compared with an equal
haul on the Intercolonial. Rates ®n
first-dlass goods show s much greater
injnstice against Prince Eiward Island
shippers to the mainland than main-
land shippers to the island.

Therefore, resolved, that in° the
opinion of this board the rates of freight
from all points on the govercment
railroads to and from Prince Edward
Island should be adjusted on the bagis
of a continunous rail haal.

Tkat is what I suggested before; put
it on the basis of a continuons rail
haul in place of three sbort hauls.

Resolved, that the same principle
apply to shipments originating at
Prince Edward Island points and
transferred to the Intercolonial Rail-
WAY.

Resolved, that copies of this resolutien
be sent to the Minister of Railways snd
our maritime representative at Oitawa.

Isuppose that that was sent to the
Minister of Finance, and I am not
astonished he hss overlooked it in the
multitode of business he has to attend
o. Thatis what the peopla of Prince
Edward Island want, and if they had a
proper rate from Prince Edward Island
to Halifax for export to the Weat Indies
they would be satisfiad without a
nbsidized boat at all. We are at
present handicapped with these high
inland rates and shut oat of the market.
We woald depend on the specalative
genins of the people of Prince Edward
Island to do for themselves a satis-
factory trade with the West Indies,
whereas the people of New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia are doing it at the
public expense.
