His Grace the Archbishop of St.
Bonifsce has been presented by Rev.
Father Gillis of 8t. Andrew’s, Sask.,
with the first Ciborium used in tbe
Eccleaiastical Province of St. Boni-
| face, and bas writtea its history in the
following document ;

To His Grace the Most Rev. L. P,
Adellard Langevin, D. D., Atch-
bishop of St. Bouniface. :
My Lord Archbishop,—

This Ciborium was given to me by
His Grace Archbishop Tache in
Angust 1883, and he at the same
wkﬂd me it was the first Oiborium
B2t had been ured in the Bcclesits-
tical Province of St.,Boniface; that
it bad been used in giving Com-
munfon to Napoleon Booaparte on
tbe Island of St. Helena in April
1831. He then turned to the Rev.
J. A. Dabandes atd spoke to him in
French sbout the Oiborium. I was
youog at that time, and my beart
beat responsive to the anmimation
aroused by the deecription so well
given, but so imperfectly understood
by me. When we left the room [
iovited Rev. Father Dabandes to visit
me at my house at Bt, Andrew'’s.
‘He did visit me and spent two weeks
with me. I got from him the grester
part of the history I koow relative to
the Ciborium. The history is as fole
lows :

 Albert, gog of M. le Comte dela
Ferronays, was on bis deathbed at
No. 13, Rue de Madame, Paris,
Fraoce His wile, who was a con-
vert, was about to receive her first
Oommaonion. Albert desired to re=
ceive Commuolon on the same day
that his wife made her first Com-

New Regatations in Charch
" Muasie.

Archbishop Ireland of St. Paul, in
a recent letter to the clergy of bis
diocese, lays down strict injunctions
as to compliance with the sacred
rubrics in the matter of music and
chant on the oocasion of funerals and
of marriages. His Grace’s iostruc-
tions are as follows :

* Dariog the High Mass all chant
in other languages than the Latin is
forbidden by the rubics of the Church;
this rule .must be obeyed to the
letter.

‘ Before or after the High Mass, or
duriog the Liow Mass, cbants in other
languages are permitted, lovariably
however, those chants must be such
as are given io authorized Catholic
byma books. Chants of all other
kiad or origin are strictly forbidden.

“The music to be made use of by
the otganfst, in the form of incoming
or outgoiug marches, must be such as
to accord in origin and rone with the
spirit and iatent of the rabrics of the
Obuarch.

‘ The pastor will hold himself per-
sooally tesponsible in all matters
concerning music and chant on the
occasion of Reqiiem aod Nuptial
Masses, Nothing in this regard will

be left to the free choice of organist
or chorister; and no concessions,

not auathorized by the spirit or fbe
prescriptions of the rubrics, will be
made to requests coming from parties
immediately oconcerned in the Re-
