The Transvaal, S. Africa

The Traasvsal farncms for its
gold and diamond mines, is a
mission country, in Spite of its
large white pepulation, and its
Vicar *Apostolic is Bishop Cox,
Oblate. He says of the country :

£t Throughuub the Transvaal,
where there are no churches 3pe-
cially for them, some natives are
daily communicants. In this new
country much remains yet to be
done. Funds and priests are
needed for the work of evangeli-
zation, Here are our most im-
portant posts :

“ At a distance of two miles
from Pretoria City, and c¢om-
manding an extensive view of it
and of the surrounding hills, is
St. Teresa’s Native Mission. The
Sisters of the Holy Cross have a
very busy time there.

At a distance of six miles,
from the same city, is the Leper
Asylum. Here thdre is a very
good church, built in 1916. Help
towards the* building expenses
came largely from distant places.
Ths_eonverts, all tatives, < and
those who have received baptism
on their death-bed, number about
100, and the good work con-
tinues. Two Sisters of the Holy
Cross visit the asylum twice a
week, and give catechism classes,

“ At Vluschfontein, sixty-two
miles north of Zeerust, Father
Goodfriend and Brother Kribs

[occupy the mission buildings. Of

the 940 natives about 600 are

Catholics. There are always a .
certain number of catechumens

under instruction. The school is
taught by Sisters of the Holy
Family.

“ At Johannesburg there is a
native church for natives. This is
attended by the house-boys and
domestics of the town. Catechism
is taught, and there are always a
few mnatives
This mission has been long estab-
lished.

A Glut of Weeol

The world has never seen such
a glut of wool as exists at the
present time. What to do with
it is & great economic -problem.
There is enough on hand to meet

all possible needs for two years.

has an en store ; so has
Argentina, and American pro-
ducers have not been able to sell
more than a quarter of their out-
put since 1819.

Meanwhile, to make matters
worse from the standpoint of the
wool growers, many mills are
shut down because of lack of or-
ders; They are selling their cloth
by auction. This will inevitably
mean cheaper clothings but it
must be remembered that not
more than five pounds of wool
enter into a suit of clothes, and
therefore other factors in $he cost
of producing cloth must be re-
duced before consumers may hope
to see a return“to pre-war con-
ditions.

Folly and shortsightedness are
thus meeting with retribution.
The artificial conditions created
by the war were capitalized by
both wool growers and the manu-
facturers of- woollen fabrics. It
is also known now t\.hat the Gov-
ernments of both Great Britain
and the United States purchased
cloth far in excess of their actual
needs, which elearly aggravated
market prices. Consumption was
quite naturally curtailed.

People are now buying as little
as they can help, in the expecta-
tion of & decline in prices to'what
they regard a normal basis ; but
they may in some degree be
nursing a false hope. They are
alao punishing the retailer, who
has himself had his worries over
the sitnation.while exempt from
direct blame for high prices. It
will take "time to adjust all the
factors in the problem.

A Change In The Right
Direstion

Canada is apparently beginning
to make a little headway against
the tide of trade with the United
States, which has been running
so unfavorably in this country
for such a long time.

The December figures are very
encouraging. According to Ot-
tawa, we bought almost ten mil-
lion dollars worth less in the
United States dyring that month
than we did in December a year]
ago,-and sold ten and a half mil-
lion dollars worth more. g,

That is good hearing. If we can
keep it up it should not be long
before there is a favorable turn
to the exchange. situation. Of
course it is not all ‘straight gain.
The duty upon this ten million
dollars worth of American goods
would be just so much ready
mmoney in the (overnment’s
pocket. But fundamentally the
change is certainly for the better.
We cannot continue indefinitely
to run up bills in a neighboring
country, failing at the same time
to square ‘the account in kind
and maintain pational prosperity.

It is too soon to crow yet. The
December figures may be due to
some temporary cause not yet
apparent. But the change is as-
suredly in the right direction.
