For some weeks back it was known in
tinderich that a large party of American
wheelin s purp ssed starting from Detroit
and making a tour of Western Ontario
over the gravel roads for which this
section of the Duominion has become
justly famous.  The Jay for the 65-mile
ride by the uicyclists between London
and  Ooderich hsd been announced
Thursday, July 5th, and on that day
averyone in town was on the tiptos of
exciteent to view the large party who
had essayed to flit through the country
on the ‘* big, big wheel.” When a tele-
geam arrived in Golsrich on Thursday,
stuting that, owning to a heavy rain in
London, the tourists would not be able
to leave that city until the following day
a slight dsmper wns thrown upon the
ardor of our towasfolk.

FRIDAY MORNING

broke clear and bright, and three of our
local bicyclists, Geo. B. Cox, Harry Me-
Lean and J. McCullough, left tor Bruce-
field to meet their American brethren
at that point, and spin the intervening
miles in company with them. Through-
out the afternvon the Square was dotted
with expectant people gazing down
Kingston street, in hope of catching the
rat glimpse of the riders on the wheel.

This was of itself a relief to the watch-
ere, and enabled them to take intermis-
sicn for refreshments. By 6.30, how-
ever, the crowd was in ita place on the
Square, only in larger force, and the
cagerness had become morn intense.
Along the sidewalk from the British
Exchange to Kingston street the jam
was exccedingly heavy. And when the

arose frum the onlookers at that portion
of the Square looking tosard the Bay-
tield road, a rush was iimnediately made
by nearly every one to oltaina view.

As the procession ou wheels entered
the roadway around the Court House
Square, cheer upon cheer rose on the air
from the assembled multitude, and this
was continned durlng the parade around
the Square. The sight was the most
novel ever seen in Goderich. Over fifty
wheelmen, with military precision and
perfect order, spinning swiftly and noise-
lessly along the street, was a spectacle
never before seen in the town, and was
duly appreciated by all who saw it.
Reaching the British Exchangs hotel,
the road captain ordered the

“‘DISMOUNT,”
and instantly the wheslmen werc standing
erect on the ground with thuir bicycles
beside them.
“‘STACK BICYCLES'
was the next vrder, and the wheels were
soon linked together two-by-two,present-
ing a very preity appearance.

After supper had been partaken of the
wheelmen formed two by two and head-
ed by the town band, proceeded to the
council chamber where a strawberry and
ice-cream festival had been arranged for.

was occupied by Dr. McLean, president
of the Goderich Bicycie club, and on his
right was American Consul Chilton, and
on his left Mayor Horton, the captain of
the visitors, E. F. Brown, of Chicago,
being on the left of Mayor Horton, and
Dr. Pruyne, president of the Chicago
Club being on the right of Mr. Chilton.

Goderich may be, feel as much at home
as I do now, although I have been a resi-
dent here but a few weeks. But the
hospitality of Canadixns is not a new
thing with me, for I have experienced it
in other parts of the Dominion for more
than twelve years. It is not necessary
for me, gentlemen, to state that T am
not a bicyelist, (wouid I were !) but1 am
not insensible to the ease and grace with
which I have seen our friends froma
distance revolve this evening aound the
hub of this beautiful town. I waas in
\\'as‘ﬁington lately and the streets there,
as I dare say you know, are admirably
adapted for the bicycle, and I was gladto
notice how general the employment of
the véhicle has become there, not merely
as a pastime but for use by profossional
wen and others—aye, and in the form of
the tricycle for women also. And to be
accomnplished as a bicycle rider seems to
be as necessary for a young man now-a-
days as graceful hLorseback riding used
to be. Indeed bicyeling has become so
much the rage at the present time, that
it seems likely to change the very form
of our language of compliment when
speaking of another, 8o that instead of
saying, so-and-so is ‘‘a gentleman and a
scholar,” we shall be heard saying ‘‘he is
a gentleman and a bicyclist !” In con-
clusion, gentlemen, let me express the
hope that your journey may terminate
pleasantly, and that you may be greeted
everywhere with the same cordiality that
you have met with here. (Cheers )

*“ The Visitors,” brought to his feet to
raspond, Dr. Pruyne, of Chicago, presi-
dent of the Chicago club. He thanked
the mayor and peop'e of Goderich not
only for the hearty reception, but for
the kind words which had been spoken
to-night. Since coming to Canada they
had experienced kind treatment vn every
hand, but it was left to Goderich to give
the magnificent reception accorded them
to-night. The speaker then cntertained
the company by narrating the adven-
tures which he encountered in mastering
the bicycle, and during his remarks
stated if another machine could not be
purchased by him, no money would be
able to purchase from him the *‘ wheel’
which henow had.  The touring wheel-
men of 1883 were composed of represen-
tatives of many States of the Union, and
to-night there were present bicyclists
from as far east as Worcester, Mass,,
to as far west as Minnesota and Wiscon-
sin, and north, from Detroit and
Chicago to south from Louisville, Ky.
He was glad the partv had taken in
Goderich on their trip, and felt assured
the American wheelmen would ever re-
member with pleasure the fine roads and
hospitable people of Goderich. (Ap-
plause.)

“The League of American Wheel-
men,” was next propused, coupled with
the name of Mr. L. J. Bates, president
of the Detroit club. In responding,
Mr. Bates thanked the people of Gode-
rich for the hearty reception accorded
the team. This was not his first visit
to Goderich, nor would it be the last, if
the hospitality of the people or the ex-
cellent bicyeling roads were of any avail.
(Hear hear:) Bicycle riding, was a com-
paratively new feature in travelling, but
was getting more popular every days
and as the benetits derived from it by
¢ame more known, the'number of wheel-
men would increase. The exercise of
wheeling improved men physically and
mentally, it developed the head as well
as the legs—and was even instrumental
in giving good looks to otherwise home-
ly-looking men, in illustration of which
he would call upon the gentleman from
Ovid, Mich., to stand up. (The gentle-
man from Ovid stood up amid loud
cheers from the audienco.) He (Mr.
B.) was delighted with the roads in
Canada, which were suner: 1 to those on
the other side ot the li nd his great-

tbo/friendly interchange of visits by the
numerous societies existing here and in
the United States are tending toward
the cementing of those friendly ties,and
to-night we havé amongst as many,who,I
am sure, will add another spoke in the
wheel of our friondship, and when they
return home will not forget to say a good
word in favor of our pretty town and its
residents. Hoping we may have many
more such happy visits, I wish our
friends a happy and prosperous touring
trip through the banner province of our
Dominien.

““ Fair Canada” was sungin a very
fine manner by Mr. John Robinson, and
on being encored, that gentleman favor-
ed the assemblage with that popular,
devil-may-care Irsh ditty, ‘* McSorley's
Twins,” in his own inimitable style.

After repeated calls, Mr, Tollman, of
Worcester, Mass., addressed the meet-
ing. —He, in common with the other
wheelmen, was much impressed with the
beautiful appearance of Goderich, the
magnificent roads of the town and vici-
nity, and the hearty friendliness of the
people. He was one of the oldest bicy-
clists, rud was one of that party of
tourists which in 1879 made what was
known in bicycle circles as ‘‘ The Wheel
'round the Hub” at Boston. Since
then he had been down in the She-
nandoah valley on the wheel with
another party, and was pleased to know
that the old animosities and bitterness
engendered by the war had entirely dis-
appeared. There was no ‘*Reb” and
no “Yank” when they met their
brethren on the wheel. To-night inter-
national barriers had been broken down
and the “Canuck” and the ** Yank”
were hand-and-band — brothers all.
(Cheers.) He hoped the friendship
would be never ending, like the *‘big.
big wheel.” (Loud applause.)

Mr. Doolittle, of Aylmer, the guide
through Canada, also spoke,thanking the
Goderich peop'e for the kind reception.
He had been written to by the American
whoeelman concerning the trip when it
was first proposed by Mr. B.B. Ayers, of
Chicago, the ‘‘father” of the team. In
reply he had stated that the route should
take in Goderich if the bicyclists wished
to see the best roads in- the Province.
(Hear, hear.) They had taken lLis advice
and today were satistied that he had not
riisled them. (Applanse,)

Mr. B B. Ayers, of Chicage, the pro-
jector of the tour, was next called
upon. He had, 1t was true originated
this summer’s tour, and when mak-
ing the preliminaries had decided that a
trip through Western Ontario would te
the most enjoyable. Although a resident
of Chicago he was a Canadian by birth,
and it gave him pleasure to see the kind-
ly good feeling which prevailed amougst
the representatives of the two countries
tonight. The American wheelmen would
ever have kindly memories of the hearty
welcome which Goderich had extended
to them, and would not fall to give a
good account of the beautiful roads
which they had traversed to-day. (Hear,
hear.)

Tuesday, July 10.

The directors of Goderich horticultu-
ral suciety met this evening, the vice-
president, J. H. Williams in the chair.

The following alterations were recom-
mended to be made in the prize list for
the fall show :—A collection of dianthus,
both double and single ; 4 coxcombs in
place of 6; 2 baskets and 1 basket, in
place of 3 and 2; and a prize of 7bc.

Ven. Dean the Very Rev. Jas Murphy,
P.P.; of Irishtown, will celebrate s sil-
ver jubilee on the 25th inst.
day he will have completed a quarter of
a century passed in the vinyard of his
Lord and Master. What trials and lab-
ors have been his during this long period
is only truly known to himself and to
Him whose eye penetrates the recesses
of the human heart. How faithfully and
with what holy zeal he has performed the
many sacred duties incumbent upon him
as a priest of the Catholic church is pat-
ent to the many people over whom he
has, like the good Shepherd, so paternal-
ly watched during this length of time.
This day then will be a red letter day
for the rev. gentleman. His confreres
trom the different parishes in the Diocese
will assemble in Irishtown to congratu-
late him on this his silver jubilee, and
present him with tokens of their deep
respect and esteem. His good people,
whom he has so wisely counselled and
served for the last eighteen years, will
no doubt also on this joyous oceasion
manifest their love and esteem for their
revered pastor. The rev. gentleman is
80 well known in the Huron district and
through Ontario and Quebec that it is
needless to say much. However, the
following particulars concerning him and
his career may be of some interest to
some of our readers. Father Murphy
was born in the vicinity of Montreal P.
Q. At an early ago he entered the Sul-
pictian college in that city, finished his
classical course there in a short time,and
chose the ecclesiastical state for his voca-
tion. After four years spent in the Sul-
ictian Seminary in the study of theo-
ogy, and having received minor orders
therein,he was ordained priest on the 4th
of July, 1858, in Sandwich, which
was then the. Episcopal See of the

Diocese, by tie late lamented Bais-
hop Pissoneault. He had not much
time to rest after his ordinatien.

Immediately he was appointed procura-
tor to the college of Sandwich. A year
being-spent by him in this office, he was
transferred to Stratford, where he be-
came assistant to the late reverend Bis-
hop Crinnon. An idea may be formed
of the intense work he had te perform as
assistant, when we consider that at that
time the following missions had to be at-
tended from Stratford, viz: Mount Car-
mel, McGillivi v, Bothwell, St. Marys,
Mitchell and Kinkora. In September,
1859, he was prcmoted by his Bishop to
the pastorate of Biddulph. Here he be-
gan to show his ability as an administra-
tor. Here he built a handsome brick
church. In 1861 he also erected a f-ame
church and established a separate schoel
in Mount Carmel. In May, 1865, he was
transferred to the mission of Irishtown.
Here he has been for the last eighteen
years. His labors and duties while here
havo been manifold. 1In 1869 he erected
the Seaforth church, a large, handsome
brick building, which strongly bespeaks
his talent as a builder of churches. In
June, 1872, Zurich saw a handsome little
brick church spring up under his guiding
hand. In the same year the French
settlement on the shores of Lake Huron
rejoiced in the same good fortune. In
1876 the yillage of Blyth  had its beauty
enhanced by a lovely frame church built
by him. The same year the ha::dsome
town of Mitchell saw looking down on it
from the neighboring hills a beautiful
church, also the work of the reverend
Dean. In the years 1876-7 he greatly
enlarged the Irishtown church and in-
creased its beauty both externally and
internally. 1In 1878 the town of Wing-
ham also saw rise in its midst a brick
church, the work of the reverend Fath-
er. But a few years ago he erected a
handsome brick presbytery at Irishtown,
from whose lofty tower one can enjoy
the benuteous scenery of the surrounding
country. Truly the reverend Dean has
been a worker 1n the true sense, and his
twenty-five years have not been spent in
