A number of very im-
portant resolutions were passed look-
ing to the extension of the work of
the Union. A perfmnent paid sec-
retary was appointed to arouse inter-
est in the work of the Union. The
membership fes was greatly increas-
ed, and the provincial government
were asked to give substantial
grant to tho Union Affiliation with
the Union of Canadian Municipali-
ties was decided upon In addition
to these extensions of the scope of the
Union, several important resolutions
were passed asking the gevernment
to change legislatinn affecting muni-
cipalities.

REDISTRIBUTION
BILL INTRODUCED

Edmonton and Calgary to Have
Two Members-—38 Constituencies
in New Legislature.

The legislature met for a brief ses-
sion on Tuesday aiternoon and ad-
journed until today at 3 o’cloek.

J. W. Woolf, member for Cardston,
presented a petition re the Cardston
club.

A “bill respecting the Alpine Club of
Calgary introduced by E. J. Riley,
member for Gleichen, was read a first
time and set down for a second read-
ing on Thursday next.

A bill, introduced by E. J. Riley,
member for Gleichen, respecting the
Royal Collieries Railway « Co., was
given a first reading and set down *or
a eecond reading on Thursday next.

Hon. C. W. Crpss introduced a bill
réspecting the Legislative Assembly cf
Alberta, which was given a first read-
ing and set down for a second reading
on Friday next. This is the election
bill of which the following are import-
ant clauses:—

1—Each - of the electoral districts
nominated or defined or constituted in
or by schedule 1 to this act shall re-
turn one member except the electoral
district of Edmonton and Calgary,
which shall retarn two members.

2—Every Legislative Assembly shall
continue for five years from the date
of the return of the writs of election.

The bill is a revision of the Auton-
omy act and although much the same
in a general way. contains many im-
portant amendments.

It is understood  that the bill will
provide for 38 constituencies in the
new- legislature. Just what these con-
stituencies will be named and what
territory they will cover will be de-
cided by a joint committee of the
House which will prebably be named
at the sitting this atternoon.

An important point to be noted in
connection with the constituencies is
that each will be entitled to elect one
member to the legislature with the
exception of Edmonton and Calgary,
which will elect two members. This,
however, does not mnecessarily mean
that the two cities will each:-have two
members representing one .constitu-
ency. There is nothing to prevent
the cities being formed into two con-

BULGARIA IS VERY SAUCY.

Tell the Powers Turkey's Attitude Is
Most Reprehensible.

Sofia, Jan. 30.—The Bulgarian gov-
ernment last night delivered a mote
to the representatives of the powers
complaining of the irreconcilable .t-
titude of Turkey and declaring that
the Porte must be responsible for the
consequences. The note does not ro-
licit the intervention of the powers
but draws their attention to the ten-
sion of the situation, For several
days past relations between Bulgaria
and Turkey again have been exceed-
ingly strained by reason of the fact
that Bulgaria had mobilized her re-
serves, and brought up to its war
strength of 25,000 men, the eighth di-
vision of her army on the Turkish
frontier.

“Unable to Agree on-indemdity.

The present situation is a result of
the failure of Bulgaria and Turkey to
rcach-an amicable agreement concern-
ing the amount of the indemnity Bul-
garia shall pay to. Turkey.

PHILLIPINE VETERAN
EXECUTED IN RUSSIA

Czar May be Called to Account for
Court Martial of U. S. Regular
Who Was Visiting Land of His
Birth on Furlough.

Philadelphia, Feb. 1—A vigorous
resclution was passed at a mass meet-
ing held at the German theatre yes-
terday afternoon, in which the United
States government was called upon to
take immediate action to secure from
Russia an apology and reparation for
the death of Fritz Strombach, a regu-
larly enlisted soldier of the United
States army, a veteran of the Philli-
pine war, -who, according to informa-
tion received, was executed by the
Russian authorities while on a fur-
lough. The meeting. was held under
the auspices of the German Trades
unions. Strombach’s execution by
shooting took place on October 19,
1907, but the facts have only been
learned by his {friends in this ecity
during the past iew days.

It was declared that the Russian
government had been istrumental in
having the matter .suppressed: Before
sailing for Europe Strombach came
here to bid his friends good-bye and
was warned against returning to his

PREMIERS REPLY
TO GRAINGROWERS

Will Undertake Control of Elevators
If Legislative and Financial
Obstacles Are Removed.

For - constitutional. financial and
legislative reasons the premiers of the
three western provinces find they are
not in a position to accede to the re-
quests of the western grain growers
as submitted in the recent confexences
concerning the grain trade, more par-
ticularly the proposed.lofking to- the
government ownership of intérnal ele-
vators.

In the reply to the grain growers,
which is- signed by Premier Ruther-
ford, Alberta; Premier Scott, 8as-
katchewan, and Premier Roblin, Man-
itoba, it is pointed out that the pow-
ers of provincial legistatures are lim-
ited, and that the parliament of Can-
ada reserves to itself the duties and
responsibilities towards industry -and
the right to establish confidence, ered-
it and commerce in' salutary laws ¢f-
fecting the Dminion-as a whole. Pow-
ers which the parliament of Canada
has and which the provinces have not
are defined by concrete examples, and
the - conclusion is that the premiers
are confronted in solving the elevator
question by the absence of provincial
jurisdiction in the matter. Amend-
ments to the British North American
Act would have to be made before the
scheme of government ownership of
internal elevators could be carriad
into operation.

The Financial Difficulty.

The financial considerations show
that the initial outlay to be provided
for by the provinces to establish. and
equip an adequate elevator system or
to acquire that already  in existence
would be between seven and ten mill-
ion dollars, and that-this could only
be - accomplished by issue of bonds.

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MIDDLE STATES IN GRIP

Telegraphic Wires Down and Great
Difficulty in Transmitting Mes-

Chicago., Ills., Jan. 20—With bliz-
zard conditigns in some sections and
»0ld sleety rain in the middle west
and parts of Colorado, Arkansas, Ok-
lahoma and Kansas last night . a gen-
eral intérruption of wire communica-
tion west and south of the Missouri
river was caused.

The telegraph companies experiénc-
ed great ‘difficulty in transmitting mes-
sageés to the Pacific_ coast owing 'to
\ trouble between Kansas City
nd Denver. A severe wind ran and

sleet storm raged in a huge circle
around Omaha this worning. The
wind blew with a velocity of fifty-

t miles an hour. Only six tele-

wph wires were working out of Om-
aha in any direction. The reports in-
licate the storm in many parts of
Nebraska has developed into a bilz-
zard.

Dust Storm in Oklahoma.

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GIGANTIC ELECTRIC MERGER.

Private Companies in East to Fight
Beck's Niagara Power Scheme.

Toronto, Jan. 20—There are persists
ent reports. in provineial circles that
two months will see the formation of
a gigantic electric merger, having as
its object the preservation of all the
present - independent electrical con-
cerns threatened with great loss of rev-
enue by the initiation of the govern-
ment’s power echeme. With an im-
mense capitalization it is claimed that
this merger will take in all private
elecfric interests ‘in’' the territory
bounded hy Quebec, Niagara and Port
Arthur. o

Such companies as the Toronto Elec-
tric- Light’' company, and' the ‘Toronto
street railway, which two are control-
led by the Electric Development com-
pany, the Cataract Power company of
Hamilton, the 'General Electric com-
pany of Peterboro, and the London

'E‘.vrtric company, will be the control-

ling forces in Ontario, while in Quebec
the Montreal Light, Heat and Power
company will be the most active body.
In the east St. Lawrence river and
Niagara will be used to generate
power, and in the west the natural
waterfalls of  Port Arthur and Fort
William will be drawn vus.

The organizers oi the merger hope
to rival the Hydro-Electric commis-
sion, This, if is claimed, will put the
government at a disadvantage in sal-
ling power. The big trust will, it is
claimed, make great sacrifice if ne-
cessary, on the outset to drive muni-
cipaiities and the hydro-electric com-
mission out oi business, when it wiil
have to itself the entire power market.

ONTARIO TO ASSIST C. N. R.

Mackenzie & Mann ‘Are Looking for
Subsidy or Guarantee.

Toronto, Jan. 29—William Macken-
zie, president of the C. N. R., laid be-
fore Premier Whitney this afternoon
plans for extending the company’s
svstem in Ontario. Mr. Mackenzie ex-
pressed his readiness to .build a branch
to the Gowganda silver field, in the
event of the government not building
the T. & N. O. railway to that point.

A map showing the route of the C.
N.R. through the clay belt and around
Lake Superior, a distance of 560 miles
irom Sudbury, was exhibited. Mr.
Mackenzie, who made explanations of
the proposed route, will later on sub-
mit to the government a formal mem-
orandum of what he expects to do.
All this is recognized as preliminary
to application for aid from Ontario
to the C. N. R. system. Whether this
will take the form of land or cash or
guarantee, is not to be learned.

NEWFOUNDLAND MAY DECLINE.

To Give Consent to Fisheries Agree-
ment Between U. S. and Great
Britain.

EASTERN MILLERS COMPLAIN.

Allege C. P. R. Discriminates Against

Toronto, Jan. 28—The Dominion
railway board concluded its sitting
in Toronto by instrueting the Domin-
joon Millers’ association to file a
new complaint alleging that the C. P.
R. is unjustly discriminating against
eastern millers in dealing with grain
and flour shipments for export from
Fort William and Owen Sound. It
will be considered in March. The
complaint had been filed in the late
Judge Killam’s regime, but G. B.
Watts insisted that the same discrim-
ination that existed in 1906 and 1907
exists now..

“There is nothing in the report of
the officials to support the charge of
discrimination, and the complaints
of delay and poor equipment are sur-
rounded by such climatic conditions
as we hope will not occur again,” said
Chairman Mabee.

A Youthful Elopement.

More than 5,000 persons were
atiracted to the scene, but the expes-
tations of the people were disappoint-
ed, for the machine failed to fly. The
experiments will be continued for 2
week.

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PREMIERS’ REPLY
T0 GRAIN GROWERS

(Continued from Page Une.)

of the United States, in dealing
with transportation companies doing
an inter-state business, found them-
selves unable to accomplish their
desire and federal action was invok-
ed to meet their difficulties. These
states, while occupying a somewhat
identical position with the provinces,
possessed much more power re-
latively to their federal government
than the provinces do to the federal
government of Canada, The foun-
ders of confederation clearly intend-
ed that the' federal parliament of
Canada should hold and possess the
residuum of power and clearly and
unmistakably define the lines which
should sevarate federal and vrovin-
cial legislation, and such division
has clearly continued down to the
present time. Wherever power is
given to the federal parliament and
not to the provincial assemblies it
is incompetent for the provincial as-
semblies to trespass wupon such
powers. It must therefore be admit-
ed, without question, that powers of
provincial legislature are limited.
The parliament of Canada has ex-
clusive jurisdiction to deal with cer-
tain classes of subjects. One of the
objects of the constitution of Canada
was to create a strong federal gov-
ernment charged with duties and res-
ponsibilities towards industry, and to
establish confidence, credit and com-
merce bv salutary laws affecting the
Dominion as a whole and the nations
with which the Dominion and its
people would from time to time deal,
to be enforced by the power of the
whole Dominion. It was not, we be-
lieve,. ever intended that both the
federal parliament and the legisla-
tures of the several provinces should
have and exercise identical or simi-
lar powers respecting certain classes
of _.duties and powers to be perform-
ed. Therefore, it was manifest that
when certain powers are given solely
to. the federal government it meces-
sarily implies a prohibition on the
part of the province to act on the
subject so solely assigned to the Do-
minion.
Contrary to B.N.A. Act.

One of the piovisions of the Bri-
tish North America Act is as fol-
lows:

“It is specifically declared that
any matter coming within the classes
of subiects as to which the parlia-
ment of Canada is given control shall
not be deemed to come within the
class of matters of a local or private
nature compriged in the enumera-
tion of the classes of subjects as-
signed.”

The subject upon which the pro-
vinces are asked _by your executive
to take action, that is to say, the
monopolistic establishment and
operation of grain élevators and
handling of grain in the three pro-
vinces as a public utility, can hard-
ly be claimed, Yo bé purely of a
local or private character, and in-
volves in its gHrrying out the - con-
lition precedent of ‘the provinces be-
ing possessed. of the necessary power
and authority in the premises which
unfortunately, from the standpoint cf
carrying out the wishes of your
executive, is not the case, and it fol-
lows that. any legislative action
taken by the proyinces along. }he
lines suggested would, in addition
fo being exterritorial in effect, be
dealing with spme of thé matters as
to which the parliament of Canada
has: exelusive jurisdiction to deal
with and bevond the power of the
local authorities to enact. ;

We have 1n a general way given ex-
pression to our views respecting the
absence of provincial jurisdiction 1n
the premises. We, however, desm"tﬂ
briefly. particularize the powers which
the parliament of Canada has, and
which the provinees have not, and
which are necessary for the latter to
have, in order to fully and effectu-
ally deal with the' matter in ques-
tion.

Exclusive Jurisdiction.

It is provided by the British Nor‘ﬂ\
America Act that the exclusive legis-
lative authority of the parliament of
Canada  shall ' extend to certain
classes of subjects, among the num-
ber being, ‘“The regulation of trade
and commerce,” and “weights an"l
measures,” ‘““National railways’ (fuch
as .C.P.R., CN.R. and G.T.P.). The
provisions .are clear and  distinct.
that in all .matters respecting . and
affecting the trade and eommerce of
the Dominion and the weighing .apd
measuring of the several commodities
of the country, the parliament of
©anada shall have exclusive author-
itv to deal Laws have been soO
enacted and relate and 'apply not
to any portion’ but to the Domin-
ion oi Canada as a whole.. The man-
ner of administration, the responsibili-
ties imposed, and privileges extended,
are uniform througheut. We cannet
find that any of the provinces have
ever attempted to deal with matters
affecting either of the classes of sub-
jects abowe mentioned. The power cf
the parliament of Canada with regard
thereto has always been considered
supreme. Applying this. view to the
present application or requests of your
executive, we are in full accord in ex-
pressing the opinion that in the pres-
ent econdition of the constitution of
Canada the consummation, either
wholly or partially, of .the.desires of
your executive, can only be given el-
fect to in one of two ways: i.e., either
by legislative action.of the parliameént
of Canada (which now possesses. the
amplest powers of dealing therewith)
or, oy securing  amendments to th2
British Nerth America-act by the im-
perial parliament conferring full and
absolute control and. authority upon
the provinces in the premises, that is
to say:—

1—To wholly and absolutely control,
regulate and govern the storage and
hendling oi graid.

2—To prescribe, control and regulate
the weights and grades of grains, sub-
ject to no alteration or review by any
other authority. :

3—To fully control all transporta-
tion companies, railways, ete., in the
matter of expropriation of” elévators

fand sites, the distribution of cars; and

in other respects to proyide such reg-
ulations and - restrictions respeéting
these companies as shall be esesntial
for the convenient and satisfactory

hundiing of grain.
4—Generally, all such other powers

‘and authority as to trade and com-

merce and the weighing and grading
of grain as may be necessary to give
the provinces compléte inherent and
exterritorial jurisdiction in the prem-
ises in~ every Tespect; that is to say,
full authority within the provinees,
and also outeide where the grain may
be handled at terminal points.

Financial Considerations.

There is also to be considered the
financial sides oi the case. Charles C.
Castle, warehouse commissioner, has
furnished official statements to us,
showing abong other things  herein-
after set forth, the following informa-
tion, i.e., that the number of elevat-
ors under operation last season was
1,334, with a storage capacity of 39,-
724,000 bushels. To put into effect any
practical scheme of public ownership
of elevator facilities and complete gov-
ernment control over fhe handling and
shipment of grain would involve the
provinces in a very large financial
undertaking. It would be mecessary
to provide, in the first place, the re-
quisite number of elevators to handle
the business; not any part, but the
whole of it, for the monopoly should
be absolute in all respects—and, in
the next place, for the cost of main-
tenance and management. Mr. Castle
states that the cost of constructing an
ordinary standard 25,000 bushel ele-
vator is between $5,000 and $5,400.
The initial outlay, therefore, to be
provided by the provineces to establish
and equip an adequate elevator sys-
tem or to aequire that already in ex-
istence would be between seven and
ten million dollars. Then would arise
the question of providing the neces-
sary funds. This eould only be ac-
complished by issue of bonds by the
province. We are of the view that
without the provinces possessing the
fullest power to legislate in the prem-
ises, the proffered securities would not
be deemed desirable’ in the money
markets of the world. It is, therefore,
apparent that a solution of the prob-
lem is not only complicated in. detail
financially, but presents, as before
stated, grave and constitutional’ diffi-
culties.

Beneficial Legislation.

We are not insensible to the fact
that at times in the history of the
west there has -existed (and may still
exist) justifiable grounds for complaint
23 to the manner in which grain was,
or is, being handled; but we believe
that the parliament of Canada are de-
sirous of relieving the grievances, and
have to a considerable extent remov-
ed unfavorable and undésirable con-
ditions, or in a large measure ameli-
orated them. In our opinion the pro-
visions or features of the Dominion
Grain ‘aet have on the whole done
much in this direction, and we believe
the parliament of Canada would favor-
ably consider any further provisions
or features that would tend in & like
direction.

The building of loading platforms,
ihu§ facilitating the shipmént of
grain by car lots, has proven a great
step in advance, and every year, eith-
er in legislation or administration,
some improvement is noticeable.

Mr. Charles; €. . Castle; Dominion

cially states to us that for the twelve
months ending” the 3ist of August,

voluntarily or by virtue of legisla-
tion, erect shipping houses especialiy
for direct shipment, we feel that
continued improvement in conditions
for the handling oi grain can be con-
fidently expected.

Question in Abeyance.

We have at some length pointed
out the constitutional and other
difficulties involved in the ecarrying
out of the suggestions of your exécu-
tive and the smendments necessary
to the British North America ‘Act be-
fore aection can justifiably be taken
by ‘the provinces.

We fully appreciate the magnitude
and importance of the whole ques-
tion and are fully alive to our res-
ponsibilities in the matter, and in
conclusion beg to assure your as-
sociation of (1) Our willingness at all
times to consider any grievances of
the ‘agriculturistg of our respective
provinees, our 8ympathy with them.
and our readiness to eco-operate with
them in any meagire or measures
that will place them in a more ad-
vantageous position to carry on their
labors: (2) That upon the - procure-
ment of the necessary amendment to
the 'British North America Act, giv-
ing to the provinces the powers
hereinbefcre indicated, to completely
e~4ublish and control a public mono-
poly in the storage, handling and in-
specting o¢ grain, that we are qui'e
wi ling” to endeavor, subject to ihe
approval of our respective assem-
blies, to frame a scheme financially
safeguarded for the giving of effect
to the lesire of your executive.

Zayas became seriously strained today
over the appointment of a man to fill the
pest of chief of the secret police. The
friction is so acute that it is rumored
that Senor Zayas has threatened to tend-
er his resignation as vice-president
should Gomex insist on the appointment
of hizs nominee for the position. This
afternoon Jose Jerez, the chief of police,
tendered his resignation in respanse to a
demand of the secretary of the govern-
ment, Nichels Alberti, who explained
that President Gomez has appointed as.
his ‘suceessor Ricardo Arnauto, former
editor of El. Reconceutrado, for “po-
litical reasoms.”

Jerez as an official has an excellent re-
putation. He had been chief of the secret
pclice for the:last ten years. Senor Ar-
auto has been, since the beginning of the
first period of American intervention,
editor of a long succession of publications,
such as El Rebelde, El Reconceutrado, El
Batalla, and El Debate, most of ‘ which
have heen suppressed by the authorities.
Under the first period of American in-
tervention a paper of which Arnauto was
the editor was suppressed for the attacks
on the wife of Gig General Ludlow, t]mi
military Governor, and other American'!
ladies. General Ludlow at this time or-|
dered the police to arrest Arnauto dead
or alive. He was given immunity under
a pledge that never again would he pub-
lish .a newspaper in Havana.

Almost the entire force of the secret!
service tonight tendered their resigna-|
tions declaring that they declined to
serve under Arnauto. A wholesale dis- |
charge of employes in all departments of |
the government was made today and to
these vacancies, it is said. Liberal parti-
sans of the government will be appointed.

PLOW CAUSES TRAIN WRECK.

Five Men Narrowly Escape Death in the
Derailment.

Moorhead, Minn., Jan. 30—Five men
narrowly escapeéd death early today by
the derailment of a snowplow on the
Northern Pacific, near Muskoda station
east of this city. The men went down an
embankment with the snowplow. First
reports were that two of ‘thein had been
severely injured but later advices say
they escaped with slight scratches and
bruises. A wrecking crew. was sent to
Muskado from Dillworth, Minn., and the
wreck will be cleared away in a few
hours. Westbound passenger trains Nos.
3 and 5 are bheing “held at Stockwood,
Minn., and Nes. 2 and 4 from the west
will remain in the yards at Fargo until
the snow and wreck embargo’is lifted.

Burglars Fired Ganoneque Block.

Ganonoque, Que., Jan. 31.—Fearing
that a fire in the Turner block, situ-
ate in the business district, would
sweep the town, at 3.30 this morning
the mayor phoned Mayor Cooper of
Kingston for a fire engine and fire-
men, Within 40 minutes the engine
was loaded and at Kingston Junection,
but it was found that the fire was
under control.

ago, was. completely destroyed,. Loss
$250,000, .The Turner block was de-
stroyed, loss $40,600. A number of
store buildings were burned. The o1-
igin of the fire is a mystery. A jew-
elry store was found burglarized and
$500 worth of jewelry taken. It :s
supposed the burglars set fire to the
store to eover the" burglary. The po-
lice are after two suspects.

G.T.P. Sub-Contractors Killed.

Vancouver, January 31.—The stea-
mer Rupert City arrived on Saturday
with the bodies of Peter Burglund,
25, Seattle, and Eric Lindstrom, 26,
Tacoma. Both were sub-contracting
on the G.T.P. Burglund was kill-
ed by a premature explosion of dyna-
mite, and transporting the remains
from forty miles up the river was
extremely difficult, as the river is
piled higth with ice and there is six
or seven feet of snmow on the banks.
Lindstrom was killed in bed by a
landslide.

AMERICAN ROADS IN

A STRENUOUS FIGHT

Hill and Harriman Are After Lines Into
the Crow’s Nest Pass Country—Great
Northern to Shorten Distance to
Butte, Smelters.

Vancouver, Jan. 29—With an enorm-
ous stake at issue, a three-cornered fight
for the privilege of tapping thie coal and
lumber districts of the Flathead River
Valley, in southeast Kootenay, will be
waged by American railway interests
during and following this session of the
provincial legislature. The Great Nor-
thern, which already taps the Crow’s
Nest district by a hranch from the
main line north, via Elk river to Michel
and Ternie, seeks to build into- this re-
gion, at present without transpertation
facilities. The other precspective invaders
of Canadian territory are Hill’s: great
rival, E. H. Harriman and D. C. Corbin,
the Spokane millionaire, who co-operated
with the Canadian Pacific Railway in
building the Spokaue International Rail-
wav, the new link connecting Spokane
with the Crow's Nest Pass Railway. and
forming with the O. R."& N. . Ry. a
through route - between Portland and
Minneapelis and Chicago. :

The forces of these rival interests have
already begun to assemble in Vancouver
and Victoria in order to organize for the
legislative campaign, which will soon be-
gin in earnest. The nominal applicants
far the privileee of bnilding Iines through
the Flathead River Valley are British
subijects, but in reality they are merely
acting as agents for the American trans-
contfinental roads. Hill plans to bmild
branch lines north from Belton station
on the main jine in Montana.

ARRESTED FOR H{GH TREASON.

Former Chief of Russian P3lice Bureau
a Traitor.

St. Petersburg, Feb. l—Lopukins,
iormerly hcad o the police bureaw in
the ministry of the interior, has been
arrested on a chirge of-high treason,
in_ eonsequenca of rev>lations reeently
made in Paris, when Azef ,the chief of
the fighting ocganization ef the Rus-
sian - seocialists, was convicted of be-
ing a paid agent of the Russian secret
police.

The formal accusation is that Lopu-
kins belonged tuv a rebel organiza-
tisn. The speeific charge is that he
furnished to Curtzeff, the leading Rus-
sien socialist rebel in Paris, the in-
formation on which Azef was denounc-
ed, thereby handing over a governs
ment agent to rebel vengeance, It iz
also charged that he furnished Curt-
reff with two highly important docu-
ments, betraying the whole organiza-
tion of the Russian political police.

His arrest was demanded by . the
public prosecutor.

MONEY BELT SAVED HiM.

Monday Salvatore Victim of Murder-
ous Attack by Brother-in-Law.

Szcramento, Feb. 1.—A money belt,
containing 596 silver dollars, around

Degardi has mot yet
b2en arrested, and Salvatore’s cendi-
fion, while serious, may not prove fa-
tal.

STARVING IN ASIA MINOR.

Failure of Crops Results in Great Dis-
tress in Country Districts.

Constantinople, Feéb. -1—There is
widespread suffering owing to the fail-
ure of the crops in many districts of
Asia Minor. From Ezrieroun come dis-
tressing appeals for aid from towns
and villages between there and Ritilas,
from pastors who report that in fnany
places there is lack of food, clothing,
fuel and seed for spring sowing.

No; I recognize that
the origin and cause for the feeling
which prevails and predominates in
3ritish Columbia is to be found in
economic laws which would produce
the same result in any other place in
which the.conditions were similar to
those of British Columbia. The races
of Asia, whether they be Japanese cr
Chinese, East Indian, have been for
many generations, .as we know, sub-
jected to despotism which has redue-
ed them to a condition of penury. in
their lodgings, in their food, in their
garments, they are content with the
most simple nec2ssaries of life which
can be supplied with only a fraction
of the wages necessary to maintain
a workingman in respzctability in
this ‘country. 'So, when these races
come to this country in such large
numpyers as to compete with white 1a-
bour, they accept wages so low that
they create at once an economic dis-
turbance. ' And all ecoromic disturb-

[uncrs are far-reaching in their con-

sequences. Sir, if that we:e the only
aspect of the questiomn, it would be
easy’ of solution according to our
friends from British Columbia. But
there is another aspect of the ques-
tion which, unfortunately, is too often
forgotten, and as to this aspect of the
question I would especially ask the
attention of our friends from British
Columbia. Our neighbors on the Pa-
cifie coast are next door, so to ‘speak,
to those very Asiatics whom we are
now asked to treat with so much con-
tempt. The Asiatics have lain dor-
mant for ages in respect to civiliza-
tion, but they are now awakening
from their léthargy and adopting
western' methods and western modes
of living. They offer immense facil-
ities for trade, and we see the greatest
commercial nations of the warld, Eng-
land, Germany and the United States,

| vieing with each other in order to ob-

tain a ghare of that commercial abun-
dance.

Asiatic Trade

Now, sir, what shouid be our atti-
tude'in regard to that matter? Should
we not seek to obtain a share of that
ebundance? Should we not take every
possible advantage that our propin-
quity gives us over our less favoured
competitors? - It is sufficient to put
the question for the answer to suggest
itself. 1 may say that in this duty
we have not been remiss. Shortly, or
immediately, before the construction of
the Canadian Pacific Railway, we
took measures to extend it across the
continent to the Pacific Ocean in or-
der to reach the Asiatic trade. This
parliament acting in conjunetion with
the ‘mother country, subsidized a line
of steamers in. order to engage in that
frade with Asia. That service has
been well performed during the last
twenty years by the Canadian Pacific
Railway Company. Their steamers
have been ploughing the ocean during
all these years between British. Co-
lumbia and- -Japan and  China, and
from these countries back to British
Columbia. Well, sir, some five years
sgo-Japan invited the nations of the
earth to a world’s fair. We were urged
to take part in that fair, and we did
so. Just before the fair was conclud-
ed we were, deluged with petitions
coming from all parts of Canada ask-
ing us to make a treaty with Japan in
order to obtain, if possible, a share .
the immense trade ‘that would devel-
op with that country in the future.
We negotiated a treaty and laid it he-
fore parliament. It was received: in
this House without a word of dissent
or criticism. Our friends opposite
were-eager for it, But we knew theré
was a difficulty, and that - difficulty
was®with respect to Japanese immi-
gration.- At that time we had an un-
derstanding with the Japanese govern-
ment, accomplished through the Jap-
anese consulate here, to the effect that
the Japanese government themiselves
would undertake to. restrict their own
immigrants. Unfortunately after the
treaty had been ratified there was ‘n
influx of Japanese immigration into
British Columbia, as if the treaty “had

superceded the understanding.. We
sent one of our colleagues to Japan to
protest. - He had no difficulty in get-
ting the Japanese authorities te agree
that they would respect the under-
standing we had eniered into with
them; and that they themselves would
restrict: immigration from Japan to
‘this ‘country. ‘The matter came up for
review in this House. We presented
our peliey to the House, and it was
not accepted, by the opposition. The
opposition held, on the contrary, that
instead of having a treaty we should
take the matier into our own hands
and restrict all Asiatic immigration.
My hon. friend the leader of the oppo-
sition, moved this resolution:

Bribing a Province.

My hon. iriend, in the course of his
observations, has referred again to the
statements which he had made in the
last elections on purity. The last
elections were fought upon the purity
ery, and one of the worst forms, my
hon. friend says, of political corrup-
tion is what he calls the bribery of
constituencies. have to say to my
hon. friend- that 1n this respeet he is
the most inveterate sinner in this
House. He does not bribe constituen-
cies, but he bribes provinces, and in
the last election he attempted to bribe
the province of British Columbia. The
question is mot.new; we had it last
year, but we had ‘it in a werse form
than last year and that was bad en-
ough” Heaven knows.

My hon. iriend is aware and so in-
formed the House last session, that
for years the people of British Célum-
bia have eclaimed an increased sub-
sidy. That is true, the people of Brit-
ish Columbia have .had a claim for
an increased subsidy. On that ques-
tion my hon. friend in 1904 addressed
the people wof British Columbia in these
terms :—

Let me say that I have given much
thought. tq the.conditions. in. British
Columbia which in your opinion, call
for special attention in considering
the financial relations between the Do-
minion and that province. You claim
not only that these conditions are ex-
ceptional and peculiar to the situa-
tion and physieal character of your
province, but also that they are per-
manent in their nature. In my opin-
ion they are such as to command. im-
mediate inquiry and investigation to
the end that any injustice clearly es-
tablished” may be immediately re-
lieved.

That wes in 1904, In 1906 a confer-
ence oi all the provinces was héld in
order to readjust the subsidies of the
provinces. The premier of British
Columbia. attended that conference
and presented. a claim on behalf of
British Columbia. That claim was
not admitted by the other provincial
premiers. After having presented 1t,
Mr. McBride wanted to have an ar-
bitration upon it, but the premiers
there assembled declared against the
arbitration, passing a resolution in
these terms:—

That in the opinion of the confer-
ence it is unasdvisable that the claim
in the way of subsidies, of any pro-
vince be referred to arbitration.

The premiers there assembled, with-
out any consideration of politics and
unanimously, except for the premier of
British Columbia, determined that the
matter should be then and there de-
cided and in addition to the general
subsidies which were adopted in favor
of all the provinces, British Columbia
was given a special subsidy of $100,600
a year for ten years. This matter was
brought before the House; in the ses-

1 of 1907 ‘an address “was passed
praying the imperial parliament to so
amend the British North ~America
act as to give these increased subsi-
dies to the provinces. Not one word
agaitist  that petition’ was'then utfer-
ed- by my hon:friend. It seems to me
that if in 1904 the claim of British
Columbia for an increase of subsidy
was to be considered and if it was of
such a nature that it should be arbi-
trated upon in a special manner, the
proper time to raise the question was
in 1907, when we asked-for imperial
legislation to give to British Columl
more subsidy. If the treatment which
we then gave to British Celumbia wuas
not suffieiently generous, in'the opin-
ion of my hon. friend, that was the
time to say: British Columbia does
not receive enough, you should do
something more for British Columbia.
But my hon. friend did not say a
word, he was satisfied with the settle-
ment which had been made and which
was accepted by all the premiers as-
sembled in conierence.

Mr. R. L: Borden—May I correct
my right hon. friend in one respect?
When that motion went through the
House in the session to which he has
alluded.I was not in the House; I was
absent through indisposition and I
certainly understood and I still un-
derstand that protest was made on
behalf of British Columbia by hon.
gentlemen who wére present here.

Sir Wilfrid Lautrier—My hon. friend
may not have been present when the
resolution was finally passed, but he
was cognizant of it; it came before
the House not once but on two: diffcr-
ent oceasions and on one oceasion he
certainly was present after [ had leit
for Great Britain, and, as T under-
stand, he never raised a word of pro-
test. That was the time te protest,
but if a protest was made it was very
mild. I never understood it to take
the form of a protest at all. I know
that my hon. friend, during the whole
session when the question was before
us, never raised a word against the
settlement we had offered to British
Columbia. Bdt he went to British Co-
lumbia in the summer following that
session and then he ifell under the
magnetic influence of a very astute
politicien in the person of Mr. Rich-
ard McBride, the premier of British
Columbia.

CASTRO REFUSES THE
ROLE OF LIBERATOR

Former President of Venezuela Says
True Fre#€edom is a Chimera and Lib
erty Degenerates Into License—He
Himself Wants Only Peace and Quiet
to Enjoy the Millions He Has Pilfer
ed from People.

Berlin., Jan. 29—Cipriano Castro, the
former president of Venezuela, has heen
interviewed regarding certain reports
recently made public to the effect that
he was planning a counter-revelution in
Venezuela and. that it was his ambition
to become the “‘mew liberator” of the
people of Venezuela.  Senor: Castro re-
ceived' his questioner seated at a desk.
He wore a black skull cap decorated with
gold braid and was still looking rather
weak as a result of the confinement that
followed his recent eperation.

Refuses to Accept Role.

He said: “I cannot accept the role of
liberator of the Venezuelan people as-
signed me, because my experience of nine
vears as president has taught me that
true freedom is a chimera and when we
believe we are about to "attain it, the
people’s ideas of liberty degenerate into
license.

“Unhappily it seems that new nation-
alities, like Venezuela, are doomed to He
the slaves of the passions of their own
sons or the slaves of another nation. T
am convinced more than ever todav of
the wisdom of words of Simon Bolivar.
the great liberator. when he was about
to die, ‘T have sown in the sea.” These
were prophetic words, whose meaning re-
peatedly has been proven true.

Rest and Quiet for Him.

“T .repeat what I said on another oc
casion. T do not complain of anything
or anyvbody. What I desire most is peace
and retirement.”” Senor Castro will leave
the private hospital where he now is on
Saturday and return to the hotel Esplan-
ade.

THE GRAIN CONFERENCE.
The grain conference which has
been called in Calgary for Wednesday
wnd Thursdav of this week, will un-
loubtedly prove to be the most impor-
‘ant of its kind that has ever been
1eld in the provine> of Alberta. Prem-
er Rutherford has called the confer-
'nce in the hope that the outcome of
t may be a better understanding be-
ween all parties concerned in the
rain trade. It is not proposed 4o

make this a big convention, but
zathering together of from 50 to 75
"epresentative men to discuss the
whole grain situation. This number
will include farmers, track buyers, el-
railway officials, grain
nspectors, bankers and others inter-
sted in the growing, purchase, sale,
svorage and shipment of grain.

The predominating idea that will
un through the convention will be
'hw Wwestern grain route. but there will
)2 lue internal situation to be dis-
>ussed. The first item on the pro-
ram deals with the mutual interests
f the grain men of the province. The
1ext covers the neczssary changes in
he TInspection Act with regard ‘o
western shipments. These will have to
be laid before Parliament at Ottawa
for incorporation nn the Grain Act.
Other subjects deal with the advan-
‘ages to be gained by the western
route, such as the opening up of the
market and shipping facilities for
welve months of the year., It also
means that the rush to.get grain to
the lake head before navigation closes
and the consequent shortage of cars
will gradually be done away with as
far as this province is eoncerned.

A great deal of trouble arises in the
*ocial and business world on account
of misunderstandings and misconcep-
tions that arise between those whose
mutual interests are identical to a
surprising degree. So it is with the
grain situation in Alberta. There has
been a certain mistrust and a failure
to see the common viewpoint on the
part of the great body of men engaged
in the intricacies of the grain trade.
When more harmony exists there
will be a greater facility of business
and better business returns. The
opening of the western grain route has
prompted the Premier in calling the
convention, but the possibilities “or
welding the various factors in the
grain business into one united whole
will not likely be overlooked.

CROPS ARE REDUCED
BY POOR FARMING

Final Crop Revoort of Saskatchawan
Department of Agriculture Shows
Over a Million BusHels of Grain
For 1908.—This is Less Than
Previous High Average.

Regina, ‘Sask., February 1.—The
Department of Agriculture today pub-
lished the  final' repért dealing with
the crop of last year. This  shows
the province produced 105,589,543
bushels of wheat, barley, outs and
flax.

“Compared with 1207,” says the re-
port, “the returns of last year are
almost twice as large both in acre-
age and in vyield. THe average
vield of each c¢rop, however, was
emaller and somewhat less than in
1907, with the exeception of barley.
It is plain, however, that the yields
of the past two years are much be-
low the possibilities of the province
and unless it can be demonstrated
that former seaszons were more favor-
able for plant growth than was the
past summer, it may be assumed
that the modes of cultivation, parti-
cularly those in vogue in some of
the newer districts, should be held
responsible to a certain extent for
the failure io reach the ' old-time
high average yield.” :

The report briefly summarises an
analysis of threshers’ returns, on
which wheat statistics are based,
showing how variablé - are the re-
sults obtained by different farmers
even in the same locality, and de-
ducting therefrom that the low aver-
age of 13.68 bushels of wheat to the
acre last season was due to bad farm-
ing.

“The logical inference,” says the
report, “is that for each farmer whose
crops exceeded the average yield for
the province, some other farmer or
farmers must have had crops of
which the average yield was cor-
respondingly less than the average
for Saskatchewan.” In. a word.
careful afrming 'would restore the
average vield to its old-time supre-
macy. While the report suggests no
remedy, it makes out the strongest
kind of case that the enormously rich
and fertile province of Saskatchewan
is being retarded and damaged by_bad
and slovenl yfarming. With 3,708,-
563 acres seeded to wheat last year,
the total vield might have been nesr-
ly double the 50,654,629 bush :'~ ac-
tually produced, an average of 13.68
bushels, as against 13.52 hus};ul.s_ for
1907, when the acreage of‘2,044<"7‘2«4
produced 27,691,601 bushels. 'l.x.e
oats average was 27.29 bushels last
vear, against 29.09 the previous year.
The total is 48.379,833 bushels

"WHOLE FAMILY BURNED.

Four Occupants of a House Near
Lynden, Ontario, Overcome by
Smoke and Lose Their Lives.

Increasing the Fees.

In order to carry out the schemies of
the Union cn a large scale it was decided
in connection to incréase ' the fees of
municipalities belonging to the Union
and to ask for a government grant. This
would permit of the employment of a
paid secrefary and of extending the work
of the association. By the new stem,
introduced -the fees paid by municipali-
ties will be in proportion to its size. Bd-
monton, with a population of 20,000 will
be required to pay a $260 fee, or $10 for
each 1,600 inhabitants. The resolution
dealing with this matter was as follows:

The following shall bhe the scale of
vearly fees to ba paid by mémbers, cities,
tewns and municipalities, 2 minimum 1ee
of $10; and that in addition to this sum
the further sum of $10 be charged for
2ach thousand of population over one
thousand and that paragranhs T and 8 be
amended by striking out the word “hon-
orary,” Wherever it occurs therein.”

The resolution asking for government
aid was:

“Resolved that the provincial govern-
ment be asked to contribute yearly to the
funds of the union ,the sum of $1.000.”

Want School Act Amended.

The matter of having a better check
nlaced ¢n the expenditures of scheol
hoards, as having a very imporiant rela-
Hion to the municipalities which have to
raise the money required which was dis-
cussed earlier in the coanvention, was
lecided by the following resolution ask-
ing the government to make provision
far the advertising and ratification of
the issue of school debentures as of mu-
nicipal debentures. The resolution was

“Resolved that whereas it has heen
fonnd that the relations betwecen school
hoards and municipal councils in cities
wind towns, under the existing provisions

f the Scho and ! laws are
onducive of frieti een  such
wxlies, especially in relatic y the rais
‘ng of moneys by the issue of debentures
ird otherwise:

Therefore be it resolved that it is the
opinion of this union that the legislature
should be urged in considering amend-
ments to the municipal and school legis-
lation to brine the same into closer har-
mony, especially to make provision that
the issue of debentures for scheol pur-
noses should be surrcunded with the
same formalities as to advertising and
ratification by the ratepayers as are
municipal debentures.”

Favor Business Organization.

In connection with the proposed muri-
~ipal bill to be introduced at the present
sessien of the Alberta legislature, the
nnion made the following important re-
solution with respect to the question ¢
municipal government;

“Resolved that this wunion fully en-
lorses and commends to the provineial
rovernment the idea of the orga g zation
f Alberta municipalties on a basis ap-
proximafing to that commen to business
~orporaticns, making a clear destinction
hetween the legislative and administra-
‘iva bedies.

That the legislative body should be
~omparatively small elected for a term of
"“we vears, and the appointment of the
wdministrative officers on a basis of mer-

WILL BUILD LARGER SHOPS.

Within the next two years large
extensions - will - be  made to the
Canadian Northern Railway shops in
Edmonton.. As the line is’ extended
westward and branches are built in
every direetion from Edmonton, this
city will: become an important rail-
way centre. Larger shops will be
built here, where the engines, cars
and general rolling stock of the line
in Alberta may be kept in repair.
The enlarged shops will employ in
the mneighborhood of 200 men. At
the present time there are about 85
men at work in the O:N.R. shops.
About 20 have been laid off during
the month of January while busi+
ness is slack. 'These will be taken
on again about the last of February.
The remainder of the force will be
kept steadily at work  throughout
the winter. ,

THE FILTRATION SYSTEM.

By the first of May the people of
Edmonton, whe have long complained
of the muddy water of the Saskatéhe-
wan, will no longer be troubled with
that at times discolored fluid, but
instead will receive from the water
taps the clearest ‘““aquya qura’’ that
filiration tanks can produce. The
filtration svetem, which is to be
installed at the power house by the
Roberts 'Wood ~ Tank Company, of
Philadelphia, at a cost of over $20,-
000, has many advantages over other
systems of a similar kind. The cost
of operation will be approximately
$7.50 per million gallons, and the
capacity of the plant to be installed
will Be four million gallons per day.

A Complicated System.

The  system of filtration wused by
the Roberts manufacturers is a com-
plicated one, but it is contended
that it furnishds a most camplete
method of water purification. '_Ihe
question has been very theroughly
gone into. by . Superintendent -Mec-
Lean, of the waterworks department,
ani he has given the Bulletin. repre-
sentative a detailed deseription of
the new tanks and the manner ..of
their operation.

East of Power House.

The new plant will be located east
of the ecity power house and adjoin-
ing the present sedimentation basin.
The tanks will likely oceupy a cor-
ner of the exhibition groupds. and
it is possible may interfere with the
race tracks in the south-west corner.
Their definite location has not yet
been decided upon.

The pumping outfit reeently order-
ed by the city and the new wells will
be placed just. east of the sedimen-
tation tank. In these wells; which
are to be sunk during the next' few
months, the new intake will run
from the river. There will -be two
discharges, one direct to the city,
which can be used in ecase of the
water in the river being eclear, and
the other into the sedimentation
tank now in use. This tank is to be
divided into two ports by a  fafile
wall.

The Coagulation Basin.

Before the water, which comes from
the river through the intake, enters
the sedimentation tank, which will
then be known as a coagulation basin,
is treated with a coagulant compound
of one and a half-to three grains of
sulphate of elumina to each gallon of
water. In the first half of the basin,
which is divided into two parts, the
water is allowed to stand for .about
five hours, when the muddv.sediment
in great part gathers together and
sinks to the bottom. After a great
part of the solid material has sub-
sided, the water passes to the second
chamber through a mnarrow - passage,
where, by means of its swift running,
more of the solid matter is left be-
hind. -

Passes to Filtration Tank.

From this second chamber the al-
ready partly filtered water passes tv
the filtration tanks, eight in num-
ber, each with .a capacity of ~500,-
000 gallons of water per 24 hours.
These tanks are partially filled with
sand, have cement bottoras and are
constructed of wood. Here the
water passes .through a series of
filters till at the end it passes out to
a clear water tank, having a capa-
city of 175,000 gallons. Each of
those tanks are the special manufac-
ture of the Roberts - Company and
differ greatly from other eystems,
which are thought by the local
authorities to be considerably in-
ferior.

The company supplying the filters
will also bring to Edmonton abodt a
hundred  tons of sand. This .is
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thought to be sufficient for the city
