“Women go In­
to practically ev­
ery line of work 
these days,” you 
you often hear 
people say.

In a suffrage 
publication I read 
the statement 
that whereas in 
1840 there were 
but six occupa­
tions in which 
women could en­
gage — namely 

—teaching, ne'edlework, taking board­
ers, work in cotton factories, type- 
seting and domestic service, women 
could now be found in all but two 
walks of life, which two are telegra'ph 
lineman and United States soldier or 
sailor.

And yet when you come right down 
to it, how very few women compara­
tively go beyond the beaten tracks.

At college the commonest answer 
when a girl was asked what she was 
planning to do when she finished her 
course was, “Oh, teach I suppose. 
There doesn’t seem to be much else 
to do.”

School teacher, librarian, typist, 
stenographer or private secretary, 
musician, or artist, manicure or sham- 
pooist, telegraph operator, clerk, fac­
tory worker, waitress, or housework 
girl—how many women do you know 
who are not one of these things?

Very few I reckon.
Therefore it seems to me that it 

ought not to be uninteresting if I de­
vote this column occasionally to( tell­
ing a few of the other things women 
can do and are doing in this world.

Perchance 1 may convey a sugges­
tion to some woman who has her liv­
ing to earn and yet to whom none cf 
the more beaten paths _ particularly 
appeal.

Beginning with April 10, 1910, a 
new census of the United States is

Howley presented the petition which 
was sent to a Select Committee for 
consideration, made up of Mr. How- 
ley, Minister of Justice, Mr. F. J. Mor­
ris, Mr. Kent and Mr. Clift. Other 
petitions were presented by Hon. S. 
Blandford from Salvage Bay seeking 
to be made a port of call; from Cow­
ard’s Island for a ferry; from Greens- 
pond and St. Brendan’s about bridges, 
and from Fair Island about the seal- 
fishery; by Mr. Devereaux from Ar­
nold’s Cove about education; from St. 
Bride’s for a road, and from Lance 
Cove for a bridge.
Commercial Cable Company Contract.

In reply to the following questions 
the Premier read written replies. The 
questions and answers were as fol­
lows:—

1. If the Contract entered into be­
tween the Government of this Col­
ony and the Commercial Cable Com­
pany, under date February 19th, 1909, 
has been repudiated by the Govern­
ment?

ANS.—No contract was entered in­
to; consequently, there could be no 
repudiation.

2. If not. Is it the intention of the j
Government to take such action in 
the premises as may be necessary to 
carry out the said contract? |

ANS.—This is answered by my re­
ply to the previous question. |

3. What are the present relations 
between the Government and the 
said Company in respect to the said 
contract?

ANS.—The present relations are ! 
simply these: The alleged contract 
was perfectly valueless without the : 
approval of the Legislature. Both 
parties to the alleged contract were I 
aware of the fact. The present 
Government upon its accession to , 
office, adopted the only course com­
mensurate with the rights of the 
Legislature, and the interests of the 
Colony, and, at the same time, con­
siderate and straightforward towards 
the Commercial Cable Company. That 
re, when they became aware that the 
Commercial Cable Company was pre­
suming upon the validity of an al­
leged contract without the sanction 
of the Legislature behind it; without 
the approval of the House of Assem- ! 
bly; which created a monopoly for 
twenty-five years; making frcee 
grants of Crown Lands and free 
rights of way over Crown Lands; 
agreeing to the remission of taxes 
provided by special Acts of the Leg­
islature; and, notwithstanding the 
Revenue Acts, importing certain goods 
without payment of duties and, the 
Contract being one which the Govern­
ment were satisfied was not in the 
best interests of the Colony, they 
immediately warned the Commercial 
Cable Company of the real nature of 
the situation. There was no repudia­
tion. There was nothing to repudi­
ate.

4. If the Contract has formed the 
subject of correspondence between 
the Government and the Secretary 
of State for the Colonies; and, if so, 
to lay upon the table of the House 
a copy of such correspondence?

ANS.—The Contract has formed the 
subject of correspondence between 
the Government and the Secretary of 
State for the Colonies, but it has not 
reached the stage when the consid­
eration of laying it upon the Table of 
the House can be taken up.

The House went into Committee on 
Resolution for the Encouragement of 
Woollen Manufactures in the Colony 
by paying a premium of 5 per cent, on 
wool raised locally or abroad, which 

manufactured here into apparel, 
blankets, rugs, carpets, etc. Woollen 
textile machinery is also exempted 
from duty.

The Premier commended the reso­
lutions to the favourable considera­
tion of the House. The Committee 
then rose and reported some pro-

treated differently on that account as 
to the Augmentation Grant.

It is an Inter­
esting landmark in the history of 
hospital construction and adminis­
tration.

His Grace the Arch- 
Bishop Preaches Bis 
Third Lenten Sermon.

The third in the series of Lenten 
sermons was preached by His Grace 
Archbishop Howley at the R. C. Cath­
edral last night in presence of a 
large congregation. The text was: 
“Come Unto Me all you who Labor 
and are Heavily Burdened and I will 
Refresh you." These words of our 
Divine Lord, said the Archbishop, 
were addressed to the people living at 
the present time as well as to the Jew 
and the Gentiles of the day on which 
they were uttered. The invitation 
was intended for sinners to whom 
special graces and privileges are open 
during the season of Lent. There 
was no peace and no joy greater than 
that which came to the soul of the" 
sinner after a sincere confession of 
his ,sins and absolution from the 
guilt of the same in the Sacrament of 
Penance. The Archbishop then went 
on to give a clear explanation of what 
the Sacrament of Penance was and 
the way to receive it worthily. One 
of the principal essentials was a 
hearty and sincere sorrow for (he 
sins committed. Sorrow on account 
of temporal loss would not do. One 
should have supernatural sorrow for 
sin on account of the injury done to 
God by rebelling against his holy 
law. If the penitent is only sorry be­
cause his sins has caused him to lose 
friends, pleasures, money, health, etc., 
be has not the right kind of contrition 
to ensure forgiveness of his sins. 
Confession, or declaring one’s sins to 
a Priest duly ordained was also es­
sential to the Sacrament of Penance. 
Some people declare that it is enough 
for the sinner to throw himself on his 
knees in the privacy of his own room 
and say Lord have mercy on me a 
sinner that this is a confession full 
and valid, and that their sins would 
he forgiven. All things are possible 
with God, but he has instituted an­
other way to accord to the sinner the 
forgiveness of his sins, and that is 
the Sacrament of Penance and aricu- 
lar confession practised in the Cath­
olic Church from the very beginning. 
In order to forgive sins it is neces­
sary that they be declared or con­
fessed to another duly and validlj 
ordained. As a Judge in a civil 
court cannot decide on a case unless 
he has the evidence, in like mannei 
the Judge in the confessional musi 
hear the penitent’s case before th< 
conditions of the Sacrament of Pen­
ance is fulfilled. Our Divine Lord, 
forgave sinners on several well 
known occasions during his life on 
earth when they avowed themselves 
to be sinners. This is quite true but 
as Christ was God as well as mai 
he knew the most secret sins of the 
hearts of those who expressed theii 
penitence in this way, and there wai 
ne necessity for detailed enumera 
tion of sins. Moreover this was prioi 
to the formal institution of the Sacra­
ment of Penance and prior to tha; 
occasion when he said to the Apostles 
‘ Receive Ye the Holy Ghost, whose 
sins Ye shall forgive they are forgiv­
en them, whose sins Ye shall retain 
they are retained.”

Only those who had recourse u 
auricular confession knew the gréai 
peace and spiritual consolation tha 
came into the soul on such occasions 
His Grace exhorted the congregatioi 
to prepare well to make a good con- 
fesson during the Lenten season am 
not fail to receive Holy Communioi 
before Lent is over.
