Shooting Rector 
Prominent Figure 

At Bisley Meeting
ROSSLAND, Aug. 27.—It is said 

that one of the most interesting fig­
ures among the competitors at the 
recent meeting of the Xaitonal Rifle 
Association at Bisley was the Rev.

Tea is made in Japan by barefooted 
hired .men, who beat it into a state of 
Insensibility with their feet, after 
which it is shipped to this country and 
served to the accompaniment of a 
high handshake.

Tea growers are used as horrible ex­
amples of foreign pauper labor and 
become very effective in bolstering up 
a high protective tariff, as they seldom 
pay over 15 cents a day gross.

The Housing 
Problem and 

Householders.
The problems which Morris has 

refused to 'tackle' are those which af­
fect the homes of the people. He has 
failed absolutely to carry out the pre­
election pledges which make for the 
comfort and well-being of the home, 
aiid what he is doing is adding hard­
ships and discomforts to those same 
homes. He promised to see there was 
a proper housing of workmen at 
mines and other industrial centres. 
He has made absolutely no provision 
whatever to carry out this pledge. Ou 
the contrary, the problem is much 
more acute to-day than it was four 
years ago. when the pledge was given. 
Moreover, the problem is also more 
difficult of solution owing to the high­
er prices which prevails, and the con­
séquent increase in cost of building. 
Morris will get a black eye when he 
goes to the country next time. His 
principal legislation has been to pro- 
vied for Branch Railway building. 
When he made that contract and 
when he put it through the Legisla­
ture. why did he not embody in that 
contract and enact in that legislatioa 
provisions for carrying out this prom­
ise:—

"T also propose the enactment of 
Legislation requiring the proper 
bousing of workmen at mines and 
«(her industrial centres, and the pro­
vision of adequate measures of sani­
tation ?”

His railway building is likely to 
prove a boomerang and is calculated 
to hit him hard next election.

Instead of proving a vote winner it 
will work out a vote loser. The 
workmen and their friends will want 
to know why he forgot a housing 
clauses in the contract and act. and 
remembered to put in the clause about 
paying the Contractor in cash instead 
of bonds.

Another broken pledge of ' Morris 
relates to the comfort of the home. 
He promised to cheapen coal. He said 
the high price of coal had created a 
serious situation in 1908. He declar­
ed the situation affected ,every fire­
side and that it had become a national 
grievance. Four years have passed

since that promise was made and the 
price of coal has been rising all the 
time. To-day it Is much higher than 
it was in September 1908. Istead of 
the grievance being redressed, it is 
more afflicting to-day than it was 
Then, and the outlook for warm homes 
during the coming winter at a reason­
able cost is more gloomy than it ever 
was.

Thus far, we have shown that Mor­
ris has failed absolutely to keep his 
promise to enact legislation requiring 
proper housing. We have shown also 
that he has failed to keep his promise 
to take steps to cheapen coal. We 
shall see also that he has failed as 
signally to cheapen the other creature 
comforts of the home. He promised 
to put on the free list tea. sugar, pork 
end other prime necessaries of life 
on which heavy taxes are imposed.

He has failed to do so. The buoy­
ant revenue has afforded him full 
opportunity of doing this. Instead of 
this he has thrown away that oppor­
tunity by frittering away public mon­
ies on all kinds of devices to catch 
votes. He has not only failed to carry 
rut his promise to reduce taxation, 
but he is exacting more money from 
taxpayers than ever a Premier did In 
the history of the Colony. He is tak­
ing advantage of increased prices on 
imported goods to take more money 
cut of the people. In the case of a 
manufacturer's price going up a 
hollar on an article on which there is 
an ad valorem duty.jof 40 per cent, he 
is exacting an extra 40 cents. Not 
only is the consumer called to pay the 
■ -Id price and the old tax. he has to 
ray the extra dollar, the extra duty, 
s nd the extra profits on the extra out 
of pocket expenditure of the import- 
- i s.

No wonder is it that merchants are 
growing anxious about the piling up 
of the public monies. No wonder is 
it that householders are getting con­
cerned about the increasing cost of 
living. No wonder is it that the pub­
ic view with disgust timber scandals, 

new jobs for heelers, picnics for poli­
ticians, grabs for supporters and 
general wanton waste of public 
money. No wonder is it that voters 
■ave determined to oust the Adminis- 
.ration which has failed to insist on 
oroper housing to cheapen coal and 
'o reduce taxation as they promised, 
hut have carried on a policy which is 
calculated to bleed the country white.

Across Greenland 
From West to East

Copenhagen. Sept. 13. — Greenland 
hu been crossed tor the first time 
from weef'to east over the barren ice 
by the Swiss Expedition under Dr. 
Deuervaio, Joint director of the Swiss 
central Meterological Institute, who is 
now at Reykjavik, the capital of Ice­
land. All the members of the party 
are well.

Members of the expedition started 
from Jakobahawir. in Danish North­
west Greenland, and marched for 
thre months over the ice wastes. They 
made the cast coast on August 2nd, ten 
miles from Anglnagsalik. which was 
their goal. Many valuable scientific 
résulta were achieved.

The greatest height of the inland 
measured 2.500 metres, lpt1 the party 
siw higher peaks and discovered 
mountains on Christian IX Land, near­
er the east coast.

Dr. Deuervaln will hold the material 
he has collected until he Is able to 
make comparisons with the results of 
the Danish expedition under ('apt. J. 
P. Koch, which will cross from west 
to east In 1913, but by a more norther­
ly route.

Experts 
say that the problem la now one of na­
tional feeding and treatment. In 
Western Kansas alone 20,000 horses 
have died.

BELFAST, Sept. 20.
The third anti-Home Rule demon­

stration was held at Londonderry to­
day. The troops were confined to 
barracks in anticipation of rioting, 
and special trains were held In readi­
ness at military centres to rush rein­
forcements at short notice.
