The other day, at the request of a 
lfttle friend of mine, I went with her 
tô call on some people whom she ad­
mires but stands in awe of. She is a 
veiy bright little girl, but nervous and 
self-conscious. . Before we made the 
call we had been discussing a new 
book and she had given me a most in­
telligent appreciation of it. The same
book came up for discussion ai. her

friend's home and what was my sur­
prise to hear her say that she did not 
like it, and make a childish comment 
upon it which was exactly opposite to 

what she had previously said.
Afterwards I asked her what had 

made her change her mind so sudden­
ly. “I didn't change my mind at all,” 
she answered; “that was just because 
I was nervous. She asked me about, it 
unexpectedly and I said the first thing 
that came into my head.. C . di.in’t 
mean to say that and I was .ishamed 
afterwards. But that’s the way I do 
when I'tq nervous. I say the first 
thing that comes into my head and 
I’m often surprised at the things I 
hear myself saying.”

Now, poise was what that gil l need­
ed. With a little better balance, a 
proper hold on herself, and a r.ore

thorough control of her faculties she 
could have made a good impression. 
As it was, I am afraid she made,a poor 
one, for she showed her lack of poliA 
net only by saying things she didn’t 
mean, but by talking too fast and too 
much, by laughing too loudly, and by 
moving restlessly about in lier chair 
and playing continually with a chain 
she wore instead of sitting at ease and 
letting her hands rest qiiietiy on thé 
broad_ chair arms as her gracious and 
well-poised hostess did.

I think a great many 'young people 
—and older people, too, fail to do 
themselves justice at critical times be­
cause of this nervous lack of po=se. 
They say things they don’t mean and 
fail to say the intelligent things they 
are capable of; they make taelless re­
marks and commit breaches of eti­
quette; and all simply because they 
lose hold of themselves and scarcely 
know what they are doing.

Learn to get hold of yourself. !• is 
a necessary foundation for social suc­
cess. When you see'that you are
losing yourself, stop, take a long'
breath and force yourself to regain
ycur poise. Pause, if necessity, be­
fore speakipg till yoti can collect your 
thoughts and know just wnat you 
went to say. Speak slowly but get 
the right words. Don’t fidget, don’t 
laugh or speak loudly, and DON’T be 
afraid ; nobody is going to eat yru. 
Remember that underneath, these peo­
ple of whom you are so much afraid 
are nothing but just, folks.

If you know the simple rules of 
etiquette (and if you don’t you should 
get a book to-morrow and study teem) 
and if you cultivate the habit of poise, 
you will soon cease to do yourself in­
justice when you most desire to ap­
pear at your best..

Lance-Jugular 
Vein and Save 

Man’s Life.
New York, Dec. 16.—After having 

been carried into the Beth Israel 
Hospital at Jefferson and Cherry Sts. 
in'a comatose condition suffering from 
a brain trouble that threatened mo­
mentarily to end his life. Morris 
Tessier, forty-five, of No. 16 Suffolk 
Street, walked out yesterday with his 
wife and son. He was saved by an 
operation remarkable for skill, d:ii- 
cacy and daring.

Tessier had suffered for many years 
with an ear trouble that finally 
brought about a congestion of one side 
of the brain. This so seriously inter­
fered with the entire circulation of 
the blood of his body that death vas 
imminent. The congested condition 
robbed hint of his senses and had be­
am to spread ^downward toward the 
aeart.

The remedy to prevent death was 
necessarily heroic. It necessitated the 
lancing of the jugular vein. A knife 
wound in the jugular vein, as is gen­

erally known, is inevitably iatal. In 
this case the physicians had to make 
an incision and then most carefully 
guard the flow of blood and in the 
right instant close the wound.

The operation was wholly suncess- 
ul. the coma into which Tessier had 

beerf sunk being instantly relieved and 
his circulation made normal. Ke- 
cuperation followed swiftly, and when 
Tessier left the hospital yesterday, 
fourteen days after he had been on 
the operating table, it waa without 
the slightest indication of weakness. 
His color was good and his srep firm.

Prof. Samuel J. Kopetsky perform­
ed the operation, assisted by Dr. I. 
E. Bronfin. the house surgeon of Beth 
Israel, and Dr. Solonran Seldes, the as 
sistant house surgeon.

Vase of Widow Whose Husband Had 
Left Her.

The House of Lords has just decid­
ed a most interesting case under the 
Workmen’s Compensation Act. The 
widow of a" Welsh minor who was 
killed while working in a pit sued the 
proprietors for compensation. The 
action was defended by the insurance 
company on which the loss would fall 
on the ground that the husband had 
deserted the plaintiff two years be­
fore and had not contributed since 
that time to her maintenenee nor to 
that of the children.

The House of Lords decided in her 
l'avor holding that it is inequitable 
that a widow should be demnitied for 
a wrong.dyne to her. The widow has 
at least the satisfaction that her pec­
cant spouse is of more value to her 
dead than alive.

High Life.
Polish Vomit, Friend of Emperor

William, Shoots wife and Nephew.

Graetz, Germany, Dec. 20. — Count 
Matthies Mielzynski. a Polish noble­
man and member of the German im­
perial parliament, shot and killed his 
wife and his nephew during last night 
under tragic circumstances.

The count who is residing near 
here at Castle Dakowymokrz, one of 
his many country scats, heard sounds 
which he thought were caused by 
thieves who had entered the cist.Ie. 
He seized a rifle and made a search, 
during which he found his ,vife and 
their nephew together in her room.

Without a word of warning or ask­
ing for an explanation, Count Metlzyu- 
ski shot both of them dead. A wo­
man' companion of the congress was 
the only witness of the affair and she 
also was seriously' wounded by one of 
the bullets.

This morning the count nofifed the 
public prosecutor of the tragedy. The 
count who is forty years old was mar­
ried ou Sept. 15, 1896, to Countess Fe- 
liciavon Potak Potoeka who was bom 
in 187». For some years the couple 
were separated but became reunited a 
short time ago.

He has been a member of the im­
perial parliament since 1903. He was 
one of the Polish aristocrats who din­
ed with the emperor during his visit 
on August 27 when his majesty came 
to dedicate the new city hall and the 
chapel in Posen castle.

On that occasion the function was 
boycotted by the Polish populace as 
a protest against the Prussian gov 
eminent .policy of the Germanifica- 
tion of the Polish' provinces.

The count’s carriage was stoned 
and its inmates drenched with water 
while they were on their way to the 
castle.

The count to-night is a prisoner in 
the castle, one pf his many country 
seats, under a guard of gendarmes.

Stories of the shooting are contra­
dictory. The one most generally be­
lieved is that the count, who for some 
time past is reported to have been 
suspicious oC his wife, pretended to 
go on a journey. Returning unex­
pectedly at four o'clock in the morn­
ing he is said to have gone to his 
own room, and secured a rifle. Then 
entering the bedroom of the countess 
he fired two shots, killing his wife 
and his nephew instantly.

The infatuation of the countess and 
the count's nephew, who were 40 and 
24 years of age respectively, for each 
other, had long been rumored in the 
neighborhood.

A lady companion of the countess 
who was reported wouiyied by the 
count was not present.

Three children were born to the 
count and countess.

As we have 
already pointed out, no one is better 
fitted by experience and knowledge 
to assist such a movement than those 
who have been through a term or 
more on the Municipal Board. They 
know from actual experience the 
problems they have been up against, 
and they are best fitted to tell what 
to their mind is a good way of solving 
such problems and surmounting oth-

such as outlined by Mayor Ellis, 
would be well worth an annual 
charge of $25,000. The suggestion of 
the Mayor that the improvements 
shall be undertaken on capital ac­
count, is in accord with the custom 
that has prevailed here in the past, 
and it is also in accord with the Eng­
lish custom. For instance, we fin* 
that in the year 1909-10 that about 
£45,000,000 was raised in the United 
Kingdom by loan to be spent by the 
different Local Government authori­
ties. There can be no doubt that the 
chief handicap of the Municipal au­
thorities in the past has been lack 
of means to make necessary civic im­
provements. People now-a-days are 
calling for healthier surroundings, 
better public facilities .generally, and 
they have to pay for them. Much of 
the revenue for local government pur­
poses Is raised by direct taxation of 
rent values. This taxation is known 
as rates. The Daily Mail Year Book 
for 1913, shows how civic improve­
ments are raising the rates. We 
quote a paragraph:

“To show the increase of rates, it 
may be mentioned that the amount 
received in 1901-2 was £46,438,764, as 
contrasted with £63,260,940 in 1909- 
10. This marked an increase of £1,- 
987,482 over the previous year 1908- 
1909. The borough councils were re­
sponsible for £554,651 of this in­
crease.”

Counterfeiters Had 
$28,300 of the “Queer” 

Printed and Ready.
A brilliant and clever coup on fie 

part of half a dozen agents of the 
Federal Police, following weeks upon 
v icks of persistent, weary, but ever- 
v atchful trailing, brought to an abrupt 
end yesterday afternoon a counter- 
kiting scheme alleged to have been 
framed up by a sextette of Montreal 
men, before a single one of the $10 
American bank notes said to have 
been found in their possession could 
be placed in circulation.

As soon as the final plate had been 
engraved, and the coiners had com­
menced the manufacture of their won­
derfully perfect product, they were 
surrounded in a small farmhouse near 
•Toliette. P. Q.. by Inspector James 
Parkinson of the Secret Service', Chief 
of Provincial Dctectives Peter McOrs- 
kill. and four or five assistants acting 
under orders from Colonel Sherwood.

Every piece of paraphernalia invol- 
ved in the photographing, engraving, 
printing, etc., proof pf the “queer" was 
siized; in feet these in autaority 
state that never before in Canada has 
such a compute plant for printing 
American money been discovered.

The men alleged to be Involved in 
the affair are all reslGents of ?iou­
tres 1. it is asserted, and are now in 
custody at the jail in Joliette. Five 
are detained there, including B. Caron, 
P. Bousquet, E. Pinchaud, E. Gallic r, 
and F. Eaton, and a sixth, A. Grenier, 
arrested in a local newspaper office in 
Montreal yesterday, is likely to be in­
carcerated in the same prison to day.
Police Got “Tip” Two Months Ago.

The story telling of the arduous and 
at. times tedious rounding-up of the 
counterfeiters has as yet been only 
partially disclosed, but those facts 
which were told last night to a S tar 
reporter read like one of the yarns 
y. illiam J. Burns tells of his famous 
exploits while in the employ of the 
United States Secret Service.

The first “tip” on the case came 
from a Montreal man seven or eight 
weeks ago, and since that day, when 
Colonel Sherwood was notified, the 
Dominion agents have been on the 
jel night and day. One of their 
“Pigeons” or spies in this city is said 
to have been “in the know” almost

from the start, and by careful sleuth­
ing all the loose ends were gathered 
up.

Inspector James Parkinson, one of 
the quietest, yet cleverest, agents in 
the dominion Service, pre-eminently 
for such a task by education and tet.i- 
perament, was given the assignment .if 
carrying the job through.

An engraver and artist in Montreal 
were watched without cessation, and 
every iota of progress made, as they 
spent their time at first printing the 
face of the bill, was accurately noted 
and reported.

A few hours after the face of the 
bill had been reproduced with a won­
derful fidelity on the metal block, it 
was in the hands of a Secret Service 
man.

His identity was not suspected, gnei, 
as he held the masterpiece in his Hand, 
and up before a mirror, he says tint 
it was with perfect ease that he was 
able to read the reflected figures and 
letters engraven thereon.

The “artists" next set to work on 
the back of the note, and spent weaiy 
heurs of toil on this half of their jcb. 
For some reason or other it proved 
more difficult than the first, and when 
almost completed a flaw- was discov­
ered when careful examination under 
microscope w?s made. This meant 
doing a great deal over, but with 
dauntless perseverance worthy of a 
more honest cause the engraver went 
back to his task to eradicate the blot.

Work in Lonely House in Woods.
The work was principally cone in a 

small farmhouse in the bush about 
eight miles from Joliette. This place 
was stocked up with provisions, so 
that the men could remain there for 
days at a time, unmolested, if they 
feared to run into danger by venturing 
into more settled hgunts. Two men 
originally were the only ones involved 
in the proposition, but they took in 
later three or four others, one of whom 
owned, it is said, the house where the 
bulk of the work was done.

Every step of the work was known 
to the Secret Service men, every move 
of the men was followed. The men 
were shadow-ed. all unknown to them-

.Night after night, at times a.lmout 
frozen to the marrow as they lay In 
the windy, cold hollows of the sandy 
hills around the rendezvous, or as 
they crouched behind the C. I». R 
right-of-way, the operatives kept 
faithful track of the movements cf 
their quarry. They even stealthily 
stole up to the shack on several occa­
sions, and witnessed the actual wink,

it is said.
Counterfeits Best in Canada's History.

The men apparently chose; to eotvi- 
terfeit American money in the belief 
that it would be less known to Cana­
dians, and, therefore, the more eastly 
circulated. But so accurate was their 
engraving and printing that a Do­
minion Government agent who has 
handled the product within the past 
couple of days says that it would take 
an American bank teller, armed with 
a misroscope, to discover the .east dis­
crepancy. Experts who have been en­
gaged on the case asservate that 
tever has as perfect a counterfeit 
been manufactured in Canada.

Five men, plant and everything 
complete, were seized, and taken info 
custody by Inspector Parkinson, Chief 
McCaskill and his aides. The men 
were taken to Joliette jail, where 
they arrived shortly before neon.

An inspector of the Montreal police 
and another official well known in 
this city, worked on the case, and did 
work of great value, though for obvi­
ous reasons their names are not t.) no 
made public.

Secret Service Man Plttjetl Xer»y 
Game.

If it is announced within the next 
few days that one of the counteifet­
ors has slipped through the police 
cordon, it may be taken as reasonably 
certain that this man is actually an 
employee of the Government, whtsc 
nervy work in insinuating himself in­
to the councils was a prime factor In 
the success of the whole affair, lie 
was treated it is said, as one of them­
selves by the men and is not to t ils 
moment suspected of complicity in 
their incarceration.

It was stated around town y.-ster- 
da that $5 and $100 bills also were 
printed, but this is not corret, $10 
bills being the only denomination re­
produced. A large number of these 
were printed within the past two or 
three days, it is said, but not a single 
one got into circulation, according io 
a elate ment made to the Star list 
night.

No further arrests are expected, a id 
a final report on the matter to Colonel 
Sherwood is about to be turned in by 
the men of his department who have 
worked so assiduously and indefav.g- 
ably to bring the case to a successful 
conclusion.

No announcement has yet be ,.n 
made as to the* location of the pre­
liminary hearing. Police officials at 
Joliette stated over the long-distance 
phone last night that the men were 
held in the local jail, and no arrange- 
mcrits had been made, as far as 
known, for bringing them to Montreal. 
It. is believed here, however, that y ith­
in the next tw-enty-four hours eve' y- 
thing may be brought to this ci'.v.

Department at Ottawa Receives ’Plume 

Message.
Ottawa, December 20.-—The Domin­

ion Police have not received any de­
tailed report of the arrest of the al­
leged counterfeiting gang near .toi­
lette yesterday beyond a telephone 
message from Inspector Parkinson to 
the- effect that it had been successfully 
carried out.

Col. Sherwood, C.M.G.. Commission­
er of Federal Police, told The Star last 
night that there had been suspicions 
for some months of counterfeiting 
operations being carried on, but lie 
denied emphatically that the circu'a- 
tion of bogus notes had been at all 
extensive. The Commissioner would 
not discuss the clues upon which fils 
men worked, but it is known that the 
chase has been long in progress and 
has involved a great deal of search­
ing and investigation in different parts 
of the country. Instructions have com 
sent to move the whole outfit to Juli­
ette to-day for the preliminary trial.

The latest example to, per­
haps, the Society of Medical Officers of 
Health, which has recently installed 
gag on Its premises, after experience 
with the electric light—Dr. Jamieson 
B, Hurry.

He would merely add that no mem­
ber who had experience of their meet­
ing room under the Old conditions 
could deny the improvement that had 
taken place since gas had been sub­
stituted for the electric light and the 
new system of heating and ventilation 
had been Installed.—Dr. Reginald Dud- 
fleld, before the Society of Medical Of­
ficers of Health.

I have in my mind’s eye, at the mo­
ment, a hall which, In the old days, 
was lighted by gas, and in which a 
large audience could, with comfort, 
sit through an hour’s lecture, or with

In our present day schools Euclid 
Elements of Geometry,"’ written 

more than two thousand two hundred 
years ago, is used as a text-book.

Our clocks and dials were invented 
in the Orient. The finest linen in the 
world has come out of East Indian 
looms: and we gratify out taste in 
the way of personal adornment, as 
the Orientals taught us, with pearls 
rubies, sapphires and diamonds.

The Rocky Mountains.

Author of “At Good Old SlwaMi.”
The Rocky mountains form the moat 

prominent feature of America. Even 
man. who in this thunderous country 
has built 800-foot skyscrapers, 1,0-jO- 
acre factories and private residences 
so large that the butler answers the 
door-bell on roller skates, stands 
abashed and considerably impressed 
when he views these mountains, and 
dees not even try to figure whether it 
would pay to remove them and plant 
the ground to turnips.

The Rocky mounladns begin in 
Alaska and end at Cape Horn. The 
southern half, however, are under dif­
ferent management, and are incor­
porated under the name of the Andes. 
The Rocky mountains proper are con­
fined mostly to the western part >f 
the United States, and for many years 
were about the only proper things -n 
that section. They are not as veil 
advertised as the Alps, and tourists lo 
not spend so much time in pessimisme 
endeavours to climb them. But they 
are much more expensively built, ’.n 
fact the material used in constructing 
the Rocky mountains is of the very 
highest grade. Millions of tons of sold 
and silver have been worked into the 
designs of the various peaks regard­
less of expense. This has made the 
Rocky mountains very popular among 
miners of all nations and some of ti.rir 
majestic flanks in Colorado are mo 
badly pitted with prospect holes as *o 
make the casual tenderfoot wonder if 
niountains are subject to smallpox.

The Rocky mountains first begin to 
dawn upon the casual traveler at tne 
western edgfe of Kansas and Nebraska, 
at which point they look like strips nf 
baby ribbon on the horizon. As the 
traveler aproaches they become more 
prominent until they finally congest 
the landscape and infringe consider­
ably upon the zenith. Colorado is i ill 
of snow-covered peaks from two to 
almost three miles In height and ti e 
rankest amateur can go out from his 
hotel in many a Colorado town and 
cl'mb far enough in at few minutes to 
fall 800 feet in no time at all. The 
Rocky mountains occupy a great tie'll 
of what would otherwise be valuable 
farm land in this country and compel 
the transcontinental railroads to climb 
around their dizzy sides like cats no­
on a tin roof. But they keep th» na­
tion supplied with pocket money, wild 
west literature, grizzly bears, ozone 
and scenery and now that the govt i li­
ment is harnessing up the mountain 
streams, we may expect to sea the day 
when the Rockies will do most of the 
heavy work for the nation. Much use 
can be made of a mountain it it is 
dare fully tamed and taught to do such 
simple tricks as turning a tut bina 
power wheel.

LONDON. Dec. 28.
Representatives of the British and 

foreign press gathered to-day at the 
country home of Lord Burnham, “the 
grand old man of the British press,” 
to present him with an address on 
the occasion of his eightieth anniver­
sary of his birth. Lord Burnham is 
still active in his control of the Daily 
Telegraph, of which he is chief own­
er. His services to the newspaper 
world are suitably recorded in the 
address, signed by leading English 
newspaper men. as well as by re­
presentatives of the Canadian, Aus­
tralian, New Zealand, South Africa, 
American and European press.

ATLANTA CITY. Dec. 28.
Bulkheads smashed, tons of lum­

ber washed up on the beach, and 
other damage of a minor character 
have been caused by a storm which 
has been raging here. For five miles 
the meadows between this city and 
the mainland resembled a turbulent 
sea all day. The tide was three feet 
above normal. Hail, snow and rain 
fell; thunder pealed forth and light­
ning flashed.

were children, of the frightful panic
on Christmas Eve in the Italian Hall. 
This panic followed a false alarm cry 
of fire during progress of a Christmas 
Tree entertainment arranged for fami­
lies of the copper strikers.

All bitterness and ill-feeling that has 
existed in this strike-ridden comm un­
ity during the past months is wiped 
away by one great, common afflic­
tion. To-dày the people of Calumet 
can see only their neighbours, their 
brothers, their sisters, and their little 
children, staggering under an almost 
unbearable burden of distress and 
grief. ,

A Terrible Scene.
While several hundred miners a.id 

their wives looked on, the children 
pressed eagerly towards the stage to 
receive Christmas presents. in an 
instant a man put his head iu at tlie 
door of the hall and yelled "Fire.”

The cry was taken up by those in 
the hall. Everyone started for the 
doors. The weaker were thrown to 
the floor and those behind tried to 
climb over those ahead of them.

The stairway and other avenues of 
egress were blocked so effectually 
that those inside could not get o-it. 
and those without could not get in­
side the panic-stricken crowd in tie 
hall. It was some time before the 
panic subsided.

The principal exit was a narrow 
stairway at the back of the hall. 
When this had been cleared of .he 
bpdies that filled it to the top, and a 
quick counting Nad been njad". it was 
seven girls, nineteen boys, thirteen 
women and five men. The exriVrd 
women stood about the building, some 
dazed by the suddeh change from lioli I 
day festivities to tragedy, others cell- I 
ing hysterically for a missing child, | 
and a few threatening violence to the j 
rescuers for keeping them back from 
long rows of bodies.

^ An Awful Scene.
There was not much work for tae 

many doctors who hurried to thè 
scene as soon as the alarm was 
spread, for those who were not killed 
in the first rush were help upright 
and safe by the heavy force of the 
onrush toward the exit. Only three 
injured persons were taken to hospi­
tals, -and a few went home, with the 
assistance of friends.

Policemen and firemen hurried to 
the building, to find the hall congest­
ed. Several officers climbed the lire 
escapes and entered- by the windows. 
In a short time the uninjured and the 
faint had been pulled from the tangle 
of human beings and placed in front 
of the hall. Other men began to pall 
the bodies of the dead and helpless 
from the stairway and lay them in a 
row beside the building. This dis­
position of crumpled bodies was 
found inadvisable, because of the 
hysteria it caused among the specta­
tors. and corpses were carried back 
into the hall as soon as it was emp­
tied of the frightened persons.

During the confusion several bodies 
of children were wrongly identified 
by mothers and taken away, only to 
be returned later by the parents who 
had found their own offspring safe. 
In other cases parents ran about far 
some time uncertain whether their

children were dead or alive. Mothers 
found that seventy-two corpses had 
been .piled up bçside the hall building.

The dead include, thirty fainted, 
while fathers cursed all those who in­
terfered with their mad search for
their lost girls and boys.

hall, more than three-fourths we* 
children, many of them having gone, 
without parents. Parents soon rush­
ed to the scene and added to the con­
fusion. They did not understand 
what had taken place, and hindered 
the rescuers by insisting to know 
what was the matter.

• Stairway Filled With Dead.
The greatest number of dead in any 

one place was at the bottom of the* 
stairs. Those who reached the stairs 
first were evidently hurled to the bot­
tom by those behind, and in this fash­
ion the stairway was filled-' to the 
ceiling.

That death in most, instances was 
due to suffocation under the weigh tt 
of those who fell last was indicated 
by the fact that few of the corpse bore 
marks of injuries. The shoulders 
were crumpled and broken, but the 
faces were not cut or bruised.

Great Mass Meeting.
A great mass meeting of Calumet 

citizens was held this afternoon to ex­
press their sympathy and devise ways 
and means to ameliorate the suffer­
ings of those on whom death had fal­
len so heavily, a committee of twelve 
was appointed to visit each individual 
home of the bereaved families and as­
certain what financial assistance is 
necessary. Unlimited funds are as­
sured and no outside aid will oe 
necessary. “With the kindest feeling 
for those who offered it, we ask no 
outside help,” says the resolution of 
sympathy adopted. "These 'are our 
own people, and this is ou.- sacred 
privilege to care for our dead and 
comfort to the living."

The statement of President Moyer 
of the Western Federation of miners 
that no benefits from the citizens 
would be accepted, was disregarded. 
The strikers also met this afternoon 
and named a committee, comprising 
representatives of the nationalities of 
the victims to call upon .the stricken 
relatives and ascertain their wishes 
regarding the funeral. This comm-’t- 
tee will meet to-morrow morning to 
make arangements.

Raised Cry of Fire.

The authorities have so far been 
unable to trace a man who is said to 
have gone np the stairs of the hall 
and raised the cry of fire, which is 
supposed to have started the panic 
which led to the fearful crush in the 
stairway and caused the death of 
nearly four score men, women and 
Children, there seems to be little hope 
he will be apprehended. The other 
theory that the cry of fire originated 
within the hall was substantiated to­
day by Matt Sari, a striker, who lost 
his son in the disaster. He declared 
the cry came from a group of men 
and women toward the front of the 
hall.

Dead Totals 72.
A fourteen-year-old girl, who died 

this morning, brought the official re­
vised list of dead up to seventy-two. 
All have now been identified. Five 
injured are now in the hospitals, all 
of whom, it is said, will recover. Four 
little girls in Calumçt and Hecla 
Hospital ^-ere able to-day to be up 
and about, and they romped about the

Xmas Tree set up for the patients of 
the hospital, unaware of the fate 
which had overtaken some of their 
brothers and sisters, and the father 
of one of them. A boy of seven or 
eight years of age who was taken to 
one of the morgues showed sign of 
life soon after, but no restoratives 
and no physicians was immediately 
available, and death ensued. One 
couple entered the Town Hall, where 
all the bodies had been gathered, to 
look for their missing child. Their 
hopes ran high when they had look­
ed at seventy of the bodies and fail­
ed to find their loved one, but the last 
body they viewed, the seventy-first, 
was that of the missing one.

Members of the Calumet Fire De­
partment relate many instances of 
heroic attempts to rescue the panic- 
stricken people in the hall. Patrick 
Ryan arrived on the scene a few 
minutes after the crush occurred at 
the foot of the stairway. He estima­
ted that there were about, one hun­
dred bodies piled on top of one an­
other when he reached the entrance.

The pile of crushed and smothering 
humanity reached to about half the 
height of the stairway. They were 
Wedged in so tight that it was impos­
sible to extricate any from the foot 
of the stairs. A boy of about six 
caught hold of Mr. Ryan's hands and 
begged to be rescued. The firemen 
succeeded in pulling the boy partially 
out, i but he was unable to extricate 
the little fellow's legs. The human 
mass kept pressing down, and it was 
impossible to save the boy, whose 
life was soon snuffed out. A girl of 
eight or nine grasped the hands of 
4ngelo Curto, a fireman, kissed them, 
and implored him to save her. He 
made a heroic effort to pull her out, 
but the crash was so great he wajS 
compelled to give up the attempt, and 
she perished.

Some Rescued, Others Killed.

Mrs. A. Neimela, one of the victims, 
was suffocateed while standing up; 
John Burrill, a fireman, who witness­
ed her death, took a six-months old 
infant from her arms atad carried it 
to safety. Leonard Wilman, a fire- 
fnan, pushed his way into the stair­
way, and too.k out a crying boy of six 
Uninjured. Near by his mother and 
sister lay dead. An eleven year old 
boy rescued his brother of nine by 
carrying him down a ladder. There 
were other similar rescues.

A child hurled from the front of the 
building was caught by a spectator. 
Chief Trudell, of the fire department, 
caught another child thrown out of a 
window by à frantic father. John Sari, 
killed h1s hoy of five by falling on him 
and he, too, perished. Scores escaped 
by passing from a small rear balcony 
On an adjoining houfe.

President Moyer, of the Western

0( Miners, received a mes-
sage from Governor Perris this after­
noon stating he was at his command 
for rendering all possible assistance 
to those stricken by the disaster. 

Many tales of the fierceness of the

crush during the height of the panic 
were told to-day. One man went to 
stoop to pick up his little daughter, 
only to be pushed on and forced to 
trample her beneath him. A woman 
who ran to the aid of three small 
boys was crushed to death with them.

When the rush began a woman went 
.to the piano and began playing. An­
other woman stood in the center of 
the stage, on which the Christmas 
tree had been erected and started to 
sing. Their efforts to quell the panic 
were futile, as they were not heard 
above the tumult.

All Killed To-gether.
Matti Kotzjarwi, h"i§ wife, and two 

daughters, were ail killed. John
Perickfa and Henry Manly and their 
children were all killed together. Mrs. 
Henry Isola; who is believed to be. 
dead, held her little son and daughter 
by the hand when the panic started. 
The boy was torn from his mother 
and escaped but the little girl was 
killed.

A large number of families lost 
Children. Most of the dead were
about ten years of age.

I>ocal headquarters of the Western 
Federation of Miners anxiously await­
ed a reply to telegrams sent last 
night by President Moyer to President 
Wilson.

President Moyer decried attempts 
which he said had been made locally 
to interpret his statements on the cat­
astrophe as efforts to make capital 
for his organization out of the cal­
amity. He stated emphatically that 
he merely offered testimony of eye 
witnesses for what that testimony was 
worth and that the persons who told 
him that the miscreant who started 
the panic by calling "fire" wore the 
insignia of the Citizens' Alliance 
would he produced as witnesses at 
the coroner’s inquest.

Offers of Assistante.
Offers of assistance from Union lab­

or sources came in rapidly this morn­
ing, William Green, Secretary of the 
l nited Mine Workers at Indianapolis, 
telegraphed $2.000 would be sent to 
the Union - Relief Fund. A message 
irom Butte, Mont., said that Federat­
ion members in that city could be 
called upon for any amount up to $20,- 
000.

President Moyer said he had, with 
difficulty, kept in bounds the parents 
and other relatives of victims of the 
panic. The report that an enemy of 
the Union led started the panic 
spread rapidly among the strikers, 
and there were many threats of re­
prisals.

He pointed opt that the absence of 
any untoward act was an example of 
the restraint which he said had 
characterized the action of strikers

from the beginning of the trouble five

New Things in Hazing
German Soldiers Made to (’lean 

Rooms With Toothbrushes.
Berlin. Dec. 15.—Through the pub­

lication in the Mannheimer Volks- 
stimme of the letter of a soldier in 

rGrenadier Regiment 119, an unusual 
instance of hazing of recruits by offi­
cers has just come to light.

According to the writer, one officer, 
in case any recruits during instruc­
tion were unable to give the names of 

j their superior officers, made them 
turn a choir upside down and sit on 
one leg for a quarter of an hour. In 
the same regiment the soldiers were 
once compelled to clean ' the entire

non-commissioned officers' quarters 
with toothbrushes and fill their wash 
basins with teaspoons.

An inquiry has proved the charges 
to be perfectly true, and the colonel 
has announced that he is going to 
have the officers severely punished.

Oil Fields in Turkey
Great Britain Has Taken Them—Sup­

plies Used for Navy.
London, Dec. 15.—Although English 

interests failed to obtain oil fields in 
Colombia. Great Britain will get im­
portant concessions under a new 
treaty with Turkey shortly to be sign­
ed.

According to the correspondent of 
the Daily Teiefrrph, at Constantino­
ple, the clauses include a grant to 
Great Britain of all oil wells in Ara­
bia, Mesopotamia and perhaps Syria.

The supplies will be used for the 
British navy, which in future will bo 
largely propelled by oil.

The concession is a sequel to First 
Lord of the Admiralty Winston 
Churchill’s recent utterances regard­
ing the importance of the navy’s pos­
sessions of a good supply of oil.
