- Vein and Save
Man’s Life.

New York, Dec. 16.—After having
been carried inte the ‘Beth Israel
Hospital at Jefferson and Cherry Sts.
in'a comatose dondifion suffering
a brain trouble that threatened
mentarily to end ~his  life,
Tessler, forty-five, of No. 14 Suifolk
Street, walked out yesterday with his
wife and son. He was saved by an
operation remarkable for skill, G:li-
cacy and dz ring.

Tessler had suffered for many yca-s
with an ear trouble that finally
brought about a congestion of 611:3 side
of the brain. This so seriously inter-
fered with the entire circulation of
the blood of his body that death was
imminent.

William, Mmots Wite and Nephew.

Graetz, Germany, Dec. 20.—
Matthies Mielzynski, a Polish
man and member of the German
perial parliament, shot and killed his
wife and his nephew during last nigat
under tragic circumstanccs.

The count who is residing near
here at Castle Dakowymokrz, one of
his many country secats, heard souuds
which he thought were caused by
thieves who had entered the castie.
He seized a rifie and made a s2aich,
during which he found his wife and
their nephew together in her room.

Without a word of warning or ask-
ing for an explanation, Count Meilzyn-
ski shot both of them dead. A wo-
man’ companion of the countess was
the oflly witness of the affair and she
also was seriously wounded by on2 of
the bullets.

public prosecutor of the tragedy. The
count whoe is forty years old.was mir-
ried on Sept. 15, 1896, to Countess ¥e-
liciavon Potak Potocka who was born
in 1875.. For some years th2 couple
were separated but became raunifed a
short time ago.

He has been a member of the im-
perial parliament since 1903. .He was
one of the Polish aristocrats who din-
cd with the emperor during his visit
on August 27 when his majesty carie
to dedicate the new city hall and the
chapel in Posen castle.

On_ that occasion the function was
boycotted by the Polish populace as
a protest against the Prussian gov-
ernment poliey of the Germanifica-
tion eof the Polish: provinces.

The count’s carriage was stoned
and its inmates drenched with water
while they were on their way to the
castle.

The count to-night is a prisoner in
the castle, one of his many ‘country
seats, under a guard of gendarmes.

Stories of the shooting are contra-
dictory. The one most generally be-
lieved is that the count, who for some
time past is reported to have -been
suspicious of his wife, pretended to
o on a journey. Retlurning unex-
pectedly at four o'clock in the morn-
ing he is said to have ‘gone to his
own room, and secured a rifle. , Then
entering the bedroom of the countess
he fired two shots, killing - his wife
and his nephew instantly.

The infatuation of the countess and
the count's hephew, who were 40 and
24 years of age respectively, for each
other, had long been rumored in the
neighborhood. ‘

%the past in regard to loans, will preb-
i ably be the best for the immediate
| future. Colonial cities cannot raise
! money 2s easily or as cheaply as
' Colonial Governments, and at the
hn'esent time it is difficult for Colcn-
ial Governments to raise money, and
!they cannot do it as cheaply as they
i have done in the past. If the city
can get half a million dollars at an
annual charge of $25,000, through the
Government, it will do well, and we
have no doubt that the improvements
such as outlined by Mayor Ellis,
would be well worth an annual
charge of $25,000. The suggestion of
the Mayor that the improvements
shall be undertaken on capital ac-
count, is in accord with the custom
that has prevailed here in the past,
and it is also in accord with the Eng-
lish custom. For instance, we find
that in the year 1909-10 that about
£45,000,000 was raised in the United
Kingdom by loan to be spent by the
different Local Government authori-
ties. There can be no doubt that the
chief handicap of the Municipal au-
thorities in the past has been lack
of means to make necessary civic im-
provements. People now-a-days are
calling for healthier surroundings,
better public facilities generally, and
!they have to pay for them. Much of
the revenue for local government pur-
poses is raised by direct taxation of
rent values. This taxation is known
as rates. The Daily Mail Year Book
for 1913, shows how  civic improve-
ments are raising the rates. We
quote-a paragraph:

“To show the increase of rates, it
may be mentioned that the amount
received in 1901-2 was £46,438,764, as
. contrasted with £63,260,940 in 1909-
10. This marked an increase of £1,-
987,482 over the previous year 1908-

Days Past—362 To Come—2

GLADSTONE born 1809. The great
Liberal Statesman of the latter part
of the 19th century. He was elected
to the House of Commons, as a Tory
member when only 23. In 1852 he
severed his connection with the Peel
Party and on the death of Palmers-
ton became leader of the House in
1859, being appointed Premier for the
first time in 1868.. In 1874 he was in
temporary retirement for -a short
period, but stirred by the “Bulgarian
Atrocities” he comenccd a -ampaign
of denunciation in which he carried
the country with him being returned
to power in 1880 with an overwhelm-
ing majority. He introduced “Home

Rule” in 1886 and again in 1893, and
in the second attempt, succeeded in
passing it through the House of

Commons. Besides his fame as a
Statesman, Gladstone has left behind
him a great reputation as a writer,
especially on Homeric studies and
theological subjects.

THOMAS a BECKET murdered
1171. As Archbishop of Canterbury,
he quarrelled with Henry II. over the
question of the government of the
clergy by the State, which led the
King -to express the wish that he
could get rid of ‘this turbulent
priest.””

CALUMET, Mich., December 25. —
On the day, which throughout all
Christendom set aside as a day of re-
joicing over the birth of the Saviour,
Calumet, stricken to the heart by an
almost  unbelievablg catastropay,
stands mourning by the side of. s

deed, the 72 victims, most of whom

were children, of the frightful panic
on Christmas Eve in the Italian Hail.

This panic followe_d a false aiarm cry
of fire during progress of a Chrisimas
Tree entertainment arranged for [aini-
lies of the copper strikers.

All bitterness and ill-feeling that has
existed in this strike-ridden commuin-
ity during the past months is wiped
away by one great, common aillic-
tion. To-day the people of Calumet
can see only their neighbours, faeir
brothers; their sisters, and their little
children, staggering under an almost
unbearable burden of distress and
grief, .
A Terrible Scene.

While several hundred. miners aad
their wives looked on, the children
pressed eagerly towards the stage to
receive Christmas presents. In an
instant a man put his head n at the
door of the hall and yelled "Fire.”

The cry was taken up by those in
the hall. Everyone started for the
doors. The weaker were thrown io
the floor and those behind tried o
climb over those ahead of them.

The stairway and other avenucs of
cgress were blocked so effectuiliy
that those inside could not get o:t,

and those without could not get in-
side the panic-stricken crowd in tie |
hall. It was some time before the
panic subsided.

The principal exit was a narrow
stairway' at the Bback of the h2ll
When this had been -cleared of ihe
bpdies that.filled it to the top, and a
quick counting had been made, it was
seven girls,” nifietéen boys, thirteen
wocmen and five men. The excitzd
women stood about the building, some
dazed by the sudden change from holi i
day festivities to tragedy, oth2rs coll-
ing hysterically for a missing cniid, |
and a few threatening violence to the I
rescuers for keeping them back from
long rows of bodies.

\ An Awful Scene,

There was not much work for tae
many doctors who hurried to the
scene as soon as the alarm was
s?)read. for those who were not kiilzd
in the first rush were help upright
and safe by the heavy force of thé
onrush toward the exit. Only three
injured persons were taken to hospi:
tals, and a few went home, with the
assistance of friends.

Policemen and firemen hurriel to
the building, to find the hall congest-
ed. Several officers climbed ihe {fire
escapes and entered- by the windows.
In a short time the uninjured and the
faint had been pulled from the tangie
of human beings and placed in front
of the hall. Other men began to pall
the bodies of the dead and nelpless
from the stairway and lay them in a
row beside the building. This dis~
positign of crumpled bodies w a s
found inadvisable, because of the
hysteria it caused among the specta-
térs, and corpses were carried back
into the hall as_soon as it was cmp-
tied of the frightened persons.

During the confusion several bodies
of e¢hildren were wrongly identified
by m_othe;rs‘_ and taken away, only to
be returned -later by the parents who
had found their own offspring save.

* Stairway Filled- With Dead.

The greatest number of de€ad in aby

one place was at the bottom of uvne'f

stairs. Those who reached tie stairs
first were evidently hurled to the but-

tom by those behind, and in this fash- |

io1: the stairway was filled” to the
ceiling.

That death in most instances was
due to suffocation under the weigh:t
of those who fell last was iudicated
by the fact that few of the corpse hore
marks of injuries. The sioulders
were crumpled and broken, bur the
faces were not cut or bruised.

Great Mass Meeting.

A great mass meeting of Calumet
citizens was held this afternocn o ex-
press their sympathy and devise ways
and means to ameliorate ths suilfer-
ings of those on whom death had fal-
len so heavily, a committee of tweive
was appointed to visit each individual
home of the bereaved families and as-
certain what financial assistance is
necéssary. Unlimited funds are as-
sured and no outside aid will pe
necessary. “With the Kindest fecling
for those who offered it, we ask no
outside help,” says the resorution of
sympathy adopted. “These ure our
own people, and this is ou- sacred
privilege to care for our dead aad
comfort to the living.”

The statement of President ioser
of the Western Federation of mineis
from the citizens
would be accepted, was disregarded.
The strfkers also miet this afterncon

. and named a committee, comprising

representatives of the nationalities of
the victims to call upon .the stricken
reiatives and asecertain their wishes
regarding the funeral. This comm’‘t-
tee will meet to-morrow morning to
make arangements.

Raised -Cry of Fire.

The authorities have so far been
unable to trace a man who is said to
have gone up the stairs of the hall
and raised the cry of fire, which is
supposed to have started the panic
which led to the fearful crush in the
stairway and = causeéd: the death of
nearly four score men, women and
¢hildren, there seems to be little hope
he will be apprehended. The other
theory that the cry of fire originated
within the hall was substantiated to-
day by Matt Sari, a striker, who lost
his son in the disaster. -He declared
the ecry came from a ‘group of men
and women toward the front of the
hall.

Dead Totals 72.

A fourteen-year-old girl, who died
this morning, brought the official re-
vised list of dead up to seventy-two.
All have now been  identified. Five
injured are now in the hospitals, all
of whom, it is said, will recover. Four

One
couple entered the Town Hall, whare
all the bodies had been gathered, to
look for their mis‘,sing child. Their
nopes ran high when they had look-
ed at seventy of the bodies and fail-
ed to find their loved one, but the last
body they viewed, the seventy-first,
was ‘that of the missing one.

Members of the Calumet Fire De-
partment relate many instances of
heroic attempts to rescue the panic-
stricken people in the hall. Patrick
Ryan arrived on the scene a few
minutes after the erush occurred at
the foot of the stairway. He estima-
ted that there were about one hun-
dred bodies piled on top of one an-
cther when he Teached the entrance.

The pile of crushed and smothering
humanity reached to about hailf the
height of the stairway. They were
Wedged in so tight that it was impos-
sible to extricate any from the foot
of the stairs. A boy - of about six
caught hold of Mr. Ryan's hands and
begged to be rescued. The firemen
succeeded in pulling the boy partially
out,sbut he was unable to extricate
the little fellow’s legs. The human
mass kept pressing down, and it was
impossible to save the boy, whose
life was soon snuffed cut. A girl of
eight or nine grasped the hands of
Angelo Curto, a fireman, kissed them,
and implored him to save her. He
made a heroic effort to pull her out,
but the crash was so great he was
compelled to give up the attempt, and
she perished.

Some Rescued, Others Killed.
