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Cheering News.

Yesterday we pointed out that we
had good reason to feel satisfied with
the stand made by the allies against
the smashing blows.delivered by the
gigantic German army. We pointed
out that the admitted tactics of the
German General Staff were to strike
a crippling blow at France, before the
Russians could mobilize in any great
force in the East, and then having
smashed France, to turn their armies
round, transport them across Ger-
many and smash the partly mobilized
Russian army. Forty days have elap-
sed since the war began and these
tactics have failed. Not only have
they failed, but according to the news
which is now coming in, the pressure
is now being put on the Germans.
The Russians have crushed the Aus-
trians in Galicia, and another Aus-
trian army is reported to be in a per-
ilous condition. If the Russians
succeed in their operations against
the second Austrian army, the Rus-
sians may attempt to outflank ' the
German armies in German Poland,
with a view to forcing their way to
Bertin. Not only is the pressure of
the Russians being felt by the Ger-
mans in the East, but’ the cheering
news of the past 24 hours is that the
zllies in France are pushing back the
Germans all glong the line in the
North and‘ BEast of France, and that
they are threatening them in the rear
from the neighborhcod of Boulogne,
Dover and Ostend. It is a long lane
that has mo turning, and it looks now
as if the turning point has come~and
our-allies are fceling their stremgth
and finding that they can push the
Germans hard in both the Eastern
and Western theatres of war.

TWO DAYS’ FIGHTING SATISFAC-
TORY.

LONDON, To-Day.
* The British Official Press Bureau
issued the following announcement
last night: The general position con-
tinues satisfactory, the allies gaining
ground on their left all along the line
of the Ource and Pefit Merin Rivers.
The British have driven enemy back
ten miles. Fighting has been in pro-
gress further to the right along the
line, which includes Montmirail and
Sompuia, neither side gaining advan-
tage. Further to the right again from
Vitry le Francois to Sermaize le Bains
the enemy has been pressed back in
the direction of Rheims. At Inneville
an attempt by the Germans to advance
has been repulsed. The pressure
against the enemy continues all along
the allied front. The British force
was engaged all day, but the ‘enemy

opposite it after a stubborn resistance
retired and is now crossing to the
North of the Marne. The Fifth French

army has advanced with equal suc-
cess and reports many captured. The
Sixth French army on the Ource has
been heavily engaged but there also
the enemy has been driven back. The
German army has suffered severely
all along the whole line, the advance
having been resolutely pushed home.
The British forces have again sustain-
ed some casualties, but the number is
small in relation to the nature of the
fighting. The result of the two days’
operations to the present is very sat-
isfactory.

ENEMY DRIVEN BACK ALL ALONG
THE LINE,

PARIS, To-day.

The following official communica-
tion bearing on the fighting now in
progress was made public to-day. The
left wing of the allied armies com-
prising certain portions of forces now
defending Paris continues to make
progress against the enemy. ~The
French advance reaches from the
banks of the River Ourcy into Mont-
mirail region, Montmirail - is about
48 miles east of Paris.

GERMAN DEAD PILED HIGH.

LONDON, To-day.

A correspondent to the Daily Tele-
graph at Ghent says the ~expected
German’ occupation of Ghent is not to
take place. The Bourgemaster was
summoned at Cordegem last night to
confer with the German Commander
and the latter intmated that the town
was not to be occupied nor any money
contribution levied on condition that
the inhabitants would furnish requisi-
tions in accordance with the list
handed to the Bourgomaster. Later it
was agreed to, on behalf of the citi-
zZens. The correspondent at Paris
says an eye-witness told me of hav-
ing seen in the plains of Northern
France piles of German dead as high
as .a man could reach with uplifted
arm, all evidence showing that Ger-
man losses were enormous. In its
frantic march on Paris the™ German
column was not even stopped to bury
its dead, they lie there still heaped
in French fields.

A PLUCKY DUKE.
LONDON, To-day.
Another incident is reported re-
garding the Duke of Westminster who
was recently mentioned as among
those whose bravery on the field of

action had atitracted attention. The
Duke, it is said, is serving as aide de

camp to Field Marshall French. He'

encountered a patrol of Uhlans while
he was carrying orders by automo-
bile. He put on the utmost speed but
numereus shots from the Germans
struck the machine and mortally
wounded his companion, an officer.
The wounded officer half rose at-
tempting to salute and-fell back dead.
The Duke, seeing his companion col-
lepse, rose in the car saluted the dy-
ing man -and -said, “Good-bye, 'my
boy.” A steamer brought here by the
Glory, the Spanish ship Montserrat,
bound from New York for Cadiz had
gixty-eight German reservists ' taken
off and now are prisoners of war here.
There is no charge against the ship
whieh resumes her voyage to-day.

WASHINGTON, To-Day.

American officials were interested
in the report that the Spanish steamer
Montserrat has been  conveyed into
a Canadian port by a British cruiser,
but only on account of precedent it
was likely to establish in present war,
although the right to search freely
is accorded belligerent vessels in
time of ‘war and neutral ships ‘are
bound to submit to it. International

law “has mnever definitely settled whe-

ther passengers can be removed from
such ships on the high seas and taken
to belligerent ports. In the Civil War
the United States removed Mason and

Slidell, agents of Confederacy, from
an English vessel, but surrendéred

them later to British authorities,iad-

mitting that it had no right to take
passengers from neutral vessels. Bel-
ligerent ships have right to convoy
neutral -ships to their. own ports if
suspected of carrying contraband, and
it is presumed here that the Montser-
rat was taken to Halifax on that
theory. i

Sydneham of Combe, G.C.M.G
is one of the best of living authorities

on military  works in general. He
started well for he passed first into
and first out of the - Royal Military
College and then in 1868 entered the
Royal Engineers and has been in ar-
my work ever since.

SIR WILLIAM GOSCHEN RELATES
STORY OF RUPTURE OF DIPLO-
MATIC RELATIONS BETWEEN
GERMANY  AND  ENGLAND.—
BROKE HIS WORD—VIOLATED
THE NEUTRALITY OF BELGIUM
WITHOUT A' WORP OF WARNING

London, Aug. 27.—The British For?
eign Office issued to-night, in a white
paper form, the report of Sir William
Goschen, the former ambassador at
Berlin, on the rupture of diplomatic
relations with Germany. The report
is dated August 8, and says that, in
accordance with instructions of Au-
gust 4, from Sir Edward Grey, secre-
tary of State for Foreign Affairs, the
ambassador called on thé German
Secretary of State, M. Von Jagow, and
inquired whehther Germany would
refrain from violating Belgian neu-
trality.

“Her Von Jagow,” the report con-
tinues, “at once replied that he was
sorry to say his answer must be ‘No,’
as in consequence of the German
troops having crossed the border thdt
morning, Belgian - neutrality had al-

. ready been violated. Her Von Jagow

again went into the reasons why the
Imperial
aobliged to take this step, namely,
that - they had to _advance into France
by the quickest and easiest way, so as
to be able to get. well ahead with
their -operations, and endeavor to
strike some decisive blow as early as
possible. It was a matter of life or
death for them, as, if they had gone
by the more southern route, they
could not have.hoped, in view of the
condition of  the roads, and the
strength of the fortresses, to have got

through without formidable opposi-
tion entailing great loss of time,

“This loss of time would mean time
gained by the Russians for the
bringing up of their troops to the
German frontier. Rapidity of action
was the great German asset, while
that of Russia was the inexhaustible
supply of troops.

“I pointed out to Her Von Jagow that
this fait accompli of the violation of
the Belgian frontier, rendered, as he
would readily understand, the situa-
tion- exceedingly grave, and I asked
him whether there was still not time
to draw back and avoid possible con-
sequences which both he and I
would deplore.

“He replied for reasons he had
given me, it was now unpossible for
him to draw back.”

Second Appeal Made to Germany.

The British ambassador proceeded
to the German Foreign Office again
the same afterncon, and informed the
Secretary of State -that unless the
Imperial Government could give as-
surances by 12 o’clock that night that
they would proceed no further with
the violation of the Belgian border,
and stop their advance, he had been
instructed to demand his passports,
and to inform the Government that

His Majesty’s Government = would

have to take steps in their power to
uphold the neutrality of Belgium and
the observance of the treaty to which
Germany was as much a party as
Great Britain. !

“Her Von Jagow,” says the report,
“replied that his Government could
give no other answer than which he
had given me earlier in the day, that
the safety of the Empire rendered it
absolutely neeessary that the Imperi-

al troops should advance through-

Belgium.

“I gave His Excellency a written
summary of your telegram, and point-
ing out that you had mentioned twelve
c¢’clock as the time when His Majes-
ty's Goverqment would expect an
answer, asked him whether, in view
of the terrible consequences which
would necessarily ensue it was 'not
possible, even at the last moment,
that their answer should be re-
considered, He replied that if the
time given were 24 hours or more his
answer must be the same.

“I said that in that case I should
have to demand my passports.

“The interview tock place- about 7
oclock.  In & short conversation
which ensued, Herr Von Jagow: ex-
pressed his grent regret at the
crumbling of his entire plans and that
of the Imperial Cba,ncellor which had
been to make friends with Great Brit-
ain, and then through Great Britain
to get closer to France.

“I said that. this sudden end to my
work in Berlin was to me also a mat-
ter of deep régret and disappointment
but that He must understand that un-
der the circumstances, and in view of
our engagements, His Majesty’s Gov-
ernment could not have a.cted other-

Government had been’

steps taken by Great Britain was ter-
rible to a degree. Just for a word,
‘neutrality’—a word, which in’' war
time\ had been so often disregarded;
just for a scrap of paper, Great Brit-
ain was going to make war on a kin-
dred nation, who desired nothing bet-
ter than to be friends with her. All
his efforts in that direction had been
rendered useless by this terrible step,
and the policy to which, as I knew,
he had devoted himself since his ac-
cession to office, was tumbled down
as a house of cards. :

‘“What he had done was unthink-
able. It was like siriking a man from
behind while he was fighting for his
life against two assailants. He held
Great Britain responsible for all the
terrible events that might happen.”

Great Britain’s Honor at Stake,

“I protested strongly against this
statement, and said that in the same
way as he and'Herr Von Jagow wish-
ed me to understand, that for strat-
egical reasons it was a matter of life
or death to Germany to advance
through Belgium and violate the lat-
ter’s neutrality, so I-would wish him
to understand that it was, so to speak,
a matter of life or death for the hon-
or of Great Britain that she 'should
keep her solemn engagement to do
her utmost to defend Belgium’s neu-
trality, if attacked. A solemn com-
past simply had to be kept, or what
confidence could any one have in en-
gagements given by Great Britain in
the future?

“The Chancellor said: ‘But at
what price will that compact have
been kept? Has'the British Govern-
ment thought of that?

“I hinted to His Excellency as easi-
ly.as I could, that fear of consequence
could hardly be regarded as an ex-

cuse for breaking a solemn engage-
ment. But His Excellency was 80 ex-

cited, so evidently overcome by the

news of our action, so little disposed

to hear reason, that I refrained from

adding fuel to the flame by further ar-

gument.

Herr Von Jagow the Excuse Maker.
“As I was leaving he said that the

blow of Great Britain joining Ger-,

many’s enemies was all the greater
because, up to almost the last mo-
ment, he and his Government had
been working with us, and supporting
our efforts to maintain peace betweenr
Austria and Russia. :

“I said that this was part of ‘the
tragedy that saw two nations fall
aparf, just at the moment when the
relations between them were more
friendly and cordial than they had
been for years. Unfortunately, not-
withstanding our ‘efforts to maintain
peace between Austiria and Russia,
war had spread, and brought us face
to face with a situation which entail-
ed our separation from our late. fel-
low-workers. He would readily un-
derstand that no one regretted this
more than 1.”
