Iteed for More
United Effort.

Lloyd George has given 
us a cold douche, and it 
is to be hoped it will 
prove exhilarating, and 
stimulate the country to 

the effort required. Just as it has 
been found necessary to made read­
justment. of righting forces and trans­
fer troops from Anzac and Suvla, so 
he points out the need of readjust­
ment of workers to meet the demands 
for guns and explosives. The first 
call was for the Navy. The ultimate 
success of the Entente depends not 
only on an overwhelming superiority 
in ships and men, but in^ an over­
whelming superiority in explosives.

Until last May, three quarters of the 
factories were working on naval,mu­
nitions, the balance of effort went to 
supply land forces. At present there 
are 2,000 factories, employing 1,000,- 
000 men under the control of his de­
partment, but the output is not equal 
to the demand. There is a need of 
more men ; 80,000 skilled and from 
200,000 to 300,000 unskilled men. 
Moreover, the main trouble is due to 
the fact that skillem men are employ­
ed on work which unskilled men can 
do. This he states is due to Union re­
gulations, and he calls on the Union 
to modify their regulations so that the 
trouble may be surmounted. He dis- 

| tinctly* states that the enemy still re­
tain a superiority in the turning out 
of guns and munition, and hopes to 
bring that superiority to an end by 
the patriotic co-operation of the Un- 

I ions. It is up to the Unions to rise 
; to the occasion. Without a superior- 
! ity of munitions, every offensive 
! movement will entail a needless sac­
rifice of the life of soldiers at the 

! front. The history of the past 
i twelve months on the Eastern front 

is an object lesson that all who run 
may read. Russia has all along had 
a superiority over the Cèntrai Powers 
in mere men, but a lamentable in­
feriority in guns and explosives, and

we "have been forced to watch with 
what fortitude we could, the immense 
drives which the Huns have effected 
against our allies. The shortage in 
munitions has forced our Russian al­
lies to abandon some 70,000 square 
miles of territory. Lloyd George has 
exposed clearly the insufficiency of 
the output need by the munition de­
partment, and he has pointed out a 
way to supply that shortage and made 
a call upon the Union to co-operate 
in surmounting the difficulties to give 
us a distinct superiority on the me­
chanical side of war in order that the 
lives of the men we send to the front 
may not be unnecessarily sacrificed, 
and we may the earlier bring the war 
to a successful conclusion.

BRITISH SALLIES ON THE TIGRIS.
LONDON, To-day.

Parties of the British Mesopotamit 
army, that is holding positions on the 
Tigris River at Kutelamare. have 
been sallying forth to attack the 
Turkish advanced trenches, was an­
nounced officially last night as to the 
operations of this expeditionary force. 
The losses of the Turks since Dec. 1st 
are estimated to have been at least 
2,500.

• LONDON, To-day.
The Rotterdam correspondent of 

the Daily Mail telegraphs that the 
Germans got a bad beating in their 
gas attack near Ypres yesterday, 
their death roll was very heavy and 
their men were dismayed by the ter­
rific British artillery and machine 
gun fire. The German attack on the 
British line at Ypres, which is offi­
cially declared " to have been a com­
plete failure, is believed to have been 
the beginning of a general German 
offensive in the west expected for 
some weeks, and is strongly indicated 
by the regrouping and reinforcing of 
the German lines.

WITHOUT KNOWLEDGE OF TURKS
LONDON, To-day.

Operations in other sections of the 
front -in Gallipoli Peninsula than 
those from which the troops have 
been withdrawn are continued, it is 
intimated in the official statement is­
sued last night. The withdrawal was 
effected without the knowledge of the 
movement on the part of the Turks 
it is declared. Further details of the 
evacuation of Anzac and Suvla zones 
have been received, says the official 
statement. Without the Turks being 
aware of the movement, the great 
army has been withdrawn from one 
of the areas occupied on the Gallipoli 
Peninsula, although in closest con­
tact with the enemy. By this con­
traction of the front, the operations 
at other points of the line will be 
more effectively carried out. Sir 
Charles Monro gives great credit for 
this skilfully conducted transfer of 
forces to the Generals commanding 
and the Royal Navy.

LONDON, To-day.
With the problem, describing the 

steps taken to speed up the output, 
Lloyd George mentioned particularly 
the purchase of machinery in America 
and the acquisition by the Govern­
ment of raw material for many mon­
ths to come for its Allies as well as 
for itself. He emphasized the unex­
pected success which has attended 
munitions work in Ireland, thanks, 
he said, to the assistance of John Red­
mond. Turning to new national fac­
tories which, he said, now. numbered 
33, he declared they had been con­
spicuously successful, minimising 
labor difficulties and enabling the 
Government to check prices. There 
were also hundreds of private fac­
tories under the co-operative scheme 
that previously had not been engaged 
in munition work. These factories 
alone, he said, were now making 
three times as many shells as the 
whole United Kingdom was making 
last May. Referring to American or­
ders Lloyd George said David A. 
Thomas comes speaking in the high­
est possible terms of the service ren­

SHORTAGE IN MUNITION WORK­
ERS.

LONDON, To-day.
Lloyd George, Minister of Muni­

tions, .gave an account of his steward­
ship in the Commons last night. Be­
ginning with the oft-repeated story of 
the insufficiency of munitions in the 
early days of the war and the history 
of the establishment of his depart­
ment as a remedy to this situation, 
the Minister gradually warmed to liis 
subject and reached the climax with 
the declaration that the success of the 
Allies in the war depends upon the 
attitude of organized labor, 'whether 
it will allow the Government to re­
cruit a sufficient number of skilled 
men for the factories, which the mu­
nition department has brought into 
being. We want eighty thousand 
skilled men, from two to three hun­
dred thousand unskilled men for 
these new factories. He said we must 
reduce, the proportion of pur orders, 
which go abroad, to develop our home 
resources. Upon the supply of labor 
depends, I think, our success in this 
war. Upon this depends whether we 
can reduce war cost by scores of 
millions of pounds; upon this de­
pends whether we can supply our 
troops with the right sort of guns 
and enable them to make the next 
year’s campaign a success. Here on­
ly organized labor can help us. We 
have done our best to get skilled la­
bor by a system of munitions volun­
teers. It is no use my going into the 
question, why we got only five or six 
thousand men, although that ' story 

,may have to be told later. The whole 
question depends upon organized la­
bor. Unless it allo’w us to put un­
skilled xvofkers on work whicli lias 
hitherto been the monopoly of skilled 
labo?, we capiipt perform this task. 
There can hd only one gppeal. name­
ly to patriotism. ' Victory depends 
upon this.' ’ Hundreds or thousands of 
precious lives depends upon labor's 
answer. It is a question whether we 
ai e going td’:bhrig wfc# tè*1 tin end in a 
year or Tiii&er hlVvng 'ftt* the* blood- 
stained 'path.
