They prefer to import all ma-
terial, much of which has been
and could now be manufactured
in this country. By importing
these articles the Railway Com-
mission ag/d)epriving the me-
chanic and laborer of his right-
ful due, and, to quote the words
of a resolution of protest passed
by the N.I.LW.A. at the last
meeting of that body, ‘“general-
ly favoring a policy detrimental
to the best interests of this Do-
minion, its manufacturers and
its workers.” That is the kind
of encouragement the Squires-
Coaker programme of expendi-
ture has given the tradesmen,
mechanics and laborers of New-
foundland in a little over one
year of power. Mr. Coaker is,
we believe, Chairman of that
Railway = Commission. Mr.
Coaker takes credit for any
benefits aceruing to Newfound-
land, but repudiates injuries
done, blaming others. There is
a lesson in all this for the vot-
ers of Harbor Main. Let them
con it carefully.

Gunning Accident

- at Fermeuse.

Sir  Michaél Cashin Has Victim
Brought Along by Ingraham.

Sir Michael Cashin had a messagé |
last night from John Brophy, of}
Fermeuse, advising that his  brother
Thomas Brophy had accidentally shot
himself in the head while bird hunt-
ing, and that Dr. Freebairn, who had
been called to the case, reported the
man in a serious condition and re-
commended his immediatje despatch
to hospital. The railroad lines and
the road being blocked there was, of
course, no chance of getting the man
along by land, and the only tug
available, the Ingraham, had pro-
ceeded to sea yesterday in quest of
the schr.

sible, and return to-morrow or next
day for her tow. This promptneszs on
Sir Michael’s part will be greatly
appreciated, not alone by the unfor-
tunate man and his relatives but by
the public generally. It is this #n-
ceasing vigilance on behalf of his
constituents that has made him the
valued representative of Ferryland
for the past thirty years. The inci-
dent also goes to emphasize the
manner in which the present Govern-
ment has fallen down with its prom-
ises to protect the lives of our people
around the coast, by securing ocean-
zoing tugs and other agencies. This
laxity was made clear by the fact
that there was nothing to help the|
Elizabeth Fearn when she went
ashore in Quidi Vidi on Saturday
while at the same time there is lying
in the centre of the Harbor the
‘worthless disused warship which Mr.

St. George’s Coal Fields, Limbted.

The adjourned meeting of the
of the St. George’s
Coal Fields, Limited, was held in the
Board of Trade Rooms last night and
was attended by some three or four
hundred shareholders, Mr. J. J. St.
John, Sr., in the ehair. The. state-
ment read by the Secretary, Mr, T.
J. Freeman, was of a very satisfac-
tory character and was enthusiasgc-
ally received. Mr. W. A. O’'D. Kelly
presided and Mr. E. J. Berrigan acted
as Secretary for the election of offi-
cers. o

As will be seen by the report which
will be published later, facts and
figures are given of the size of seams
profitably worked in other countries,
in fact, we regard this report as one
of the finest papers on coal possibly
ever read before a public gathering
in this country.

“The stories we have been told and
the statements that have been pub-
lished by those whose aim and object
it is to cripple as far as possible
coal-mining in Newfoundland must be
forever set aside, that is, with regard
to the width of the seams.

Speeches were -made by Messrs.
J. J. St. John, J. T. Meaney, J. H.
Dee, W. A. O’'D. Kelly, T. J. Freeman
and others. Mr. Freeman, in the
course of his remarks, said that it
was the intention to go straight
ahead with the proposition as the
property was now in good shape for
examination, and as will be seen by
the statement, the concessions grant-
ed them by the Government are most
encouraging, that is, a bounty of 75c.
per ton for the first five years. of op-
eration up to 100,000 tons, and 50c.
per ton for a second period ,of five
yvears, but in no one year to exceed
$75,000.

Letters were read by Mr. Freeman
from several of the leading ‘citizens,
including His Excellency the Gover-
nor, who spoke in the highest terms
of the quality of the coal; being of a
clear burning and in many ways akin
to hard coal. His Fxcellency also
expressed the hope that Newfound-
land would in the near future look
upon this proposition as one of its
most valuable assets. Letters were
also read from Hig Grace, the Arch-
bishop, His Lordship Bishop White,
Hon. R. A. Squires, Prime Minister,
Hon. Jas. D. Ryan and several others,
all of which spoke in the very high-
est terms of the quality of the coal.

The old Board of Directors was
unanimously elected, viz., Mr.
St. John, Capt. Edward English, Sr..
J. A. Hiscock, T. J. Freeman, William
Campbell, also Hon. D. A. Ryan and
Franklin Hamlin joined the Board.

It was decided to issue the balance
of the Stock something over One
Hundred Thousand Dollars, and about
two thousand dollars was subscribed
after the meeting.

George’s Coal Fields, Ltd.. which was
in dispute, the appended letter con-
tains a complete relinquishment of
any claim that may have been enter-
tained by the Reid Newfoundland
Company. with regard to the areas of
the Coal Company:

Convention of

Lay Agencies.

FIRST SESSION HELD.

The first session of lay Convention
of Lay Agencies of the St. John’s Dis-
tricf of the Methodist Church was held
at Gower Street Church last night,
commencing at 8 o’clock. Rev. Dr. Fén-
wick, President of the Conference, oc-
cupied the chair and | conducted the
proceedings. The number present was
not at all in proportion to the In_lpor-
ance of the timely subjects under
review. The session consisted in the
main’ of three addresses, first by Mr.
Georg: Janes, supject: “The adapta-
tion of the Class Meeting to present-
day conditions”; second by Rev. E, W.
Forbes, subject: “Catechumen Class-
es”, and third by Mr. Albert Soper,
“Local Preachers and Recruits for Lhe
Ministry.

Mr. Janes, in what was considered
a very practical address, said that the
class-meeting was originally organized
by John Wesley to look after and take
care of the first fruits of Methedism, |
that the need for its maintenance
and support was as great or greater
to-day than ever it was.
reeting, when led by men of sancti-
fied common sense, could reach drift-
ing elements of the congregation that
no other agencies could collect and
bring together. The membership of
the class-meetings kept the doors of
the week night services open. He
trusted that the day was far
when the class-meeting would for any
reason be discarded, as it must ever
remain the medium through which re-
cruits are found for the Ministry and
is one of the strong arms of the
Church.

Dr. Curtis and Dr. Bond in the dis-
cussion which followed spoke, strong-
ly endorsing a continuance of class-
meetings as an essential agency for
good in the life of the Church.

Rev. Mr. Forbes in his address quot-
ed at considerable length from the
Discipline 1918 edition and showed
that the Catechumen classes formed
a most important branch of the work-
ing of the Church, embracing youths
from the ages of 5 to 18, which work
consisted of instructing its members
in the elementary principles of the
christian life. It forms the missing
link between the adult member of the
class, which stage he reaches at the
age of 13, to actual Church member-
ship. Mr. Forbes said it was no
trouble to get pupils for the “Catechu-
men Classes”, but great difficulty was
experienced in securing leaders with
common sense enough to make this
class all that it might and should be
in the spiritual development of the
youth of the church.

After the singing of hymn No. 151
“Breathe on me breath of God”, Mr.
Albert Soper took up tthe subject as-
signed to him. His address was full
of intcresting information. He show-
ed that the work of the local preacher
in Newfoundland was not very much
in evidence, but in- England the local
preacher occupies a most important
position, and does a great Work. A
Minster in the old land may have
twelve appointments and he is assist-
ed in his work by Local Preachers,
which enables him to discharge his
duties in every appointment through
the aid which he thus receives. In Eng-
land lawyers, doctors, college profes-
sors. farmers and many other swell
the ranks of the Local Preachers, who
as a rule preach a sermon forged upon
the anvil of their own experience
rather than tamely reading prepared
sermons from books.

With regard to the call to the Min-
istry, one’s decision is largely the re-
sult of his environment. He feared
that the programme of the Church did
not lay sufficient emphasis on the
equipment and development of Local
Preachers, men with high ideals and
noble purposes, to aid the Church in
fulfilling her mission.

The benediction by the chairman
broughi. the- first session of the Con-
vention to a close. Last night’s session
should and doubtless will be produc-
tive of much good. A larger assembly
is hoped for at to-night’s meeting.

A revolution has broken out in the
Indian State of Tonk, in Rajputana
says Reuter’s despatch from Allaha
bad.

KING GEORGE ON IRELAND.

LONDON, Feb. 15.

“Violence will not solve the Irish
problem,” King George declared to-
day in his opening speech from the
Throne to the two Houses of Parlia-
ment in formally opening the session.
“The situation in Ireland still causes
me distress. A misguided section of
the Irish people persists in resorting
to methods of erimingl violence, with
the object of establishing an independ-
ent republic. Neither Irish unity nor
Irish self-goverhment can be obtained
by this means,” he said. Referring to
the coming Near East Conference, in
London, His - Majesty said: “I earn-
estly trust that by this means further
progress may be made in giving ef-
fect to treaties of peace, in establish-
ing congord in Europe, and restoring
tranquility in the Near East.”

Obltuary

REV. CANON JOHN MONK NOEL.
(H. F. SHORTIS.)

Mr. William Noel of the napgrtment
of Agriculture and Mines received a
message at 10 o’clock last ni‘ht an-
nouncing the ,sad news that his wen-
erable” father, Rev. Canon Noel, for
many years Rector of 8St. Paul’s
Church, Harbor Grace, had passed
away. For some time the aged cleric
had been an invalid and the end was
not unexpected—the reverend gentlée-
man having attained the patriarchial
age of 80 years.

Canon’ Noel was born in St.'James’
Parish, Westminster, London, England,
on the 4th June, 1840, received his
education at Archbishop Tenison's
Grammar School, London, and arriv-
ed in St. John's in 18360, entefing
Queen’s Theological College in 'this
city. He was made deacon in May 2864,
and ordained to the priesthood in 1867.
In 1864-67 he was incumbent at Ferry-
land, and had to travellon foot from
Petty Harbor to Renews in carrying
out the duties of his sacred calling.
From 1868 # 1876 he was priest in
charge of the church in Upper Island
Cove, where his name is still highly
venerated by all classes of the com-
munity, and from 1876 to 1915, he was
Rector of St. Paul’s Church, Harbor
Grace, until his retirement in ihat
year. Although retired from his active
Sacred duties, he officlated on special
occasions; in fact, it may be said tMat
he died in harness. In 1895 he was
promoted to the high and dignified
position of Rural Dean of Conception
Bay, and in 1897 was made Canon, be-
ing given the stall of St. Boniface in
St. John the Baptist Cathedral, St.
John’s. During all those'years, he was
absent from active duties in his par-
ishes for only three months, when he
visited the scenes of his childhood and
early manhood in London in 1908.

The deceased cleric was married to
Miss FEliza LeMessurier, daughter of
Peter LeMessurier, Esq., for many
years accountant of the Anglo-Ameri-
can Telegraph Company in Newfound-
land, who, with one son, William and
four daughters, Mrs. Smart, wife of
Rev. Canon Smart, Heart’s Content,
Mrs. John T. McRae, Misses Floss and
Trixie of Harbor Grace, are left to
mourn their great loss.

The venerable octogenarian, zealous
and faithful patriarch of the minisiry
was “constant in season and ott of
season,” as the faithful shepherd, and
resigned a life that had been devoted
to the cause of his Divine Master. The
virtues which shed their halo around
the name of this tried and zealous
laborer in the Lord’s vineyard, will
long be remembered in this country,
and throughout Conception Bay in
particular, proverbial as it was for
that holiness, which, with beacon-
light, guides the world’s wayfaring
children o’er the scene of their earth-
ly pilgrimage. Assured we are that
amongst all classes the memory of the
deceased will be cherished. with a
veneration due to the exalted piety and
to the virtues which adorned a patri-
archial and advanced age.

Amongst the long list of priests who
officiated in St. Paul’s for the past cen-
tury, Rev. Canon Noel was, by many
years, the clergyman to hold the posi-
tion. for such a lengthy period—forty
years. Historic St. Paul’s is the oldest
church built of stone erected in the
Colony. From old records it is gather-
ed that three buildin®s of wood, pre-
ceded it, each of which was successive-
ly burnt down through conflagrations
which swept the town. After the last
disaster the congregation made an ef-
fort to build with stone. Enterprising
owners of brigs and schooners quar-
ried and brought from Kelly’s Island,
a large amount of blue stone for the
walls. The lime-stone for the window-
facings and goigns, and afterwards for
the nattlements of the tower, were im-
ported from the West of England. The
portion then erected included only :he
Nave. A Tower was-added at a'later
date. The following items may be of
interest:—

of St. Paul burned to the ground.

1835—July- 28th: Foundation stone
of a new Church laid by Governor
Prescott.

1837—July 9th: St.

1860—June: Transepts and Charcel
added and dedicated by Bishop Edward
Field.

1897—May 24th: Foundation stone
of new Tower laid by Sir Wm. ¥.
Whiteway, K.CM.G.

190t—Sept. 8th: A new bell dodlcat—
ed, which afterwards cracked. '

1909—Sept. 22nd: Dedication of new
wmdows in the Nave by Blshop Ly
Jones.

1912—Oct. 4th: Dedication ot the
Bell presenud by the late Mrs. R. D.
McRae.

Hague Peace Conference. The Unit-
ed States and Japan would each re-
turn a similar answer to this ques-
tion. The navy is necessary to pro-
tect the nation’s commerce.

That would be a fair answer, but
surely the seas are free to the com-
merce of all nations. A Danish tramp
is as free on the ocean )s a Cunard
liner; that yawl which sailed from
Halifax to Cowes is as safe as the
most luxurious liner.

Of course the reply is that com-
merce is safe only during peace time
and therefore the point is establish-
ed that these huge navies are being
assembled for wartime.

The war to end war has been won;

FIRES.

The Peking and Tientsin Times

| publishes some details of the atroci-

ties committed by the Japanese troops

iin Chientao' from reports it has re-

Eceived. From one report the follow-

iing details are given:—

An eyewitness saw on November
3rd the body of an old man, who for
twenty years had been 2 leading mem-
ber of a Christian Church at Put-cha-
kod, and who had had no dealings
whatsoever with the Korean “inde-
pendents,” who with six others,
equally innocent, had been removed
from their houses at 1® am. and
butchered. Their throats were cut
from ear to ear. Their families were
told that if they touched the bodies
they would be shot. 'The attitude of
the Japanese troops is revealed by
the reply of their Commander-in-
Chief tp a Foreign Missionary who
asked for a pass which would ensure
his personal safety. He was told:
“My men .are very angry just now,
and even a British subject might be
shot. If you go outside the town it
will’ be at your risk.”" The harrow-
ing details of Japanese atrocities in
Chientao would require more space
than we have at our disposal. But
we print, herewith, a partial list of
the crimes. It must be emphasized
that in the-majority of cases the
people killed were shot without any
preference at an inquiry, and irre-
spective of age, usually at daybreak,
and that the Korean “independents”
for whom the invaders were seeking,
| were concentrated seventy or eighty
’miles away from the rcenes of these

Not
content with these harbarities the
Japanese on November 2nd compelled
all Koreans in the neighbourhood to
display the Japanese flag, because the
Commander-in-Chief was returning.
In one village, an old man of eighty
who saw his two sons shot and flung
into the flames of their burning home,
jumped in himself, to die with them.
From another quarter we have re-
ceived a letter from which we make
the following extracts:
| “About 40 1i from Lungching-ts'un,
Norei Bokie was visited at 1 a.m. on|
October 30th. The soldiers called out |
every man in the place, and as each
man came out of his house he was shot
dead. Two or three shots in each.
The bodies were then piled up and
set in fire. Then 19 houses were
burned, including the church and
schobl. A foreign doctor later counted
the thirty graves and saw the widows
and children standing around crying.
Their clothing and food was, of
course, all burned and the people are
destitute. The very few of those who |
had really taken part in the political |
work (mostly harmless talk) had
left the village when the Japanese
first entered Chientao; so the inno-|
cent, together with the old men had |
to suffer.

Took Ship Through
Raging Inferno.

GREAT BRAVERY OF GLASGOW
SKIPPER.

A fine story of the courage and de-
termination characteristic of the
British sailor is told in.the Galveston
Daily News” of December 24 last re-
garding the saving from certain de-
struction by fire of the Britisn
steamer Aschenburg, 6,394 tons.

The skipper of the Aschenburg,
Captain Wallace Mackenzie, a Glas-
gow han, found his ship surrounded
by walls of fire while lying in dock
at Galveston through an explosion on
board a barge. The Ascheuburg was
trapped in the extreme south end of
the ship. When the explosion took
place many members of the Aschen-
burg’s crew sought safety ashore.
Captain Mackenzie kept his place
aboard his vessel, and when her bow
became enveloped in flames, and hope
of securing assistance from a tug
was given up, he determined to take
her out himself—and under her own
steam. Some of his seamen, realiz-

fire department, who had volunteered
to fight the fire, offered to take the
trip, as did also Albert Goudge, som
of Captain Edwin Goudge, local steve-
dore contractor. With the chief en-
gineer at his post and six members
of the engine-room crew to assist the
captain, the vessel got under way.
Swinging her bow off the docks, the
big _yessel, loaded to her Plimsoll
«sarks with grain, headed fimto the
seething mass of flames. The cap-
tain, acting as pilot of the craft, got
her straightened out in the slip. and
plunged aheadq. Forked tongues of
flame licked the vessel fore and aft.
Again and again highly inflammable
materéal on deck caught fire, only to
be whipped out. The woodwork of
the cridge caught in several places.
Flames shot wickedly from the fore:
peak, where the vessel was already
burning fiercely. The Union ‘Jack,
which had hung proudly from ‘the
staff aft, caught fire and came
through an unrecognizable mass of
Standing erect on his bridge,
and giving an occasion direction to
the helmsman, the captain headed
his ship out of the blazing slip into
the open channel.

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The Speaker of
the British House.

The Rt. James Lowther,
Speaker of the British House of
Commons, announced the other day
that he hopes to visit Canada about
Easter in'connection with the presen-
tation of a new Speaker’s chair to the
Canadian House of Commons by the
United Kingdom branch of the Em-
pire Parliamentary Association. lti
is expected the chair will be ready for |
the opening of the next session of the !
Dominion Parliament, and it had been
suggested that Speaker Lowther
should go to Canada during the
Christmas adjourqment of the British
House. But as the Speéaker remarked,
Christmas holidays for the British
Parliament seem to be gradually re-
ceding, and it was impossible for him
to spare the time, He hoped, how-
ever, to be able to visit  Canada at
Easter or Whitsunside. Having oc-
cupied the British chair for fifteen
years he thought that he was well
qualified to explain its advantages
and disadvantages to his Canddian
colleagues.

Sir James Lowther is a distinguish-
ed member of an ancient and dis-
tinguished family, associated for cen-
turies with Cumberland and Westmor-
lapd. For twenty-five years his father,
the late Hon. Wm. wtler, repre-
sented Westmorland in the House of
Commons, and since 1886 the son has
represented the Penrith Division of|
Cumberland, and since 1905 Le has
been the Speaker of the House— a
worthy successor of a long line of
able men who presided over the deli-
berations of the elective branch of
the Mother of Parliaments.

His college career was brilliant.
From Eton he passed to King's Col-
lege, London, thence to Trinity Col-
lege, Cambridge, where he won high
honors im classics and in law. He
was called-to-the Bar.in:1879.

~ Massacre Story.

On the 4th of November, Rev. Mr,
Foote, accompanied by a young
Korean who speaks Japanese, vigited
Norapawie, taking with ‘him some g1a-
terials for clothing, Bibles and HymN\
Books Books and money to help im
a small way the destitute.

On the following day se'\anfeen
Japanese soldiers and three *police-
men (one a Korean) visited the vil-
lage. The terrified people, mostly
women and children saw them com-
ing and with a feeling of dread and
horror, decided to stand their ground..
The soldiers sent a messenger to a
neighboring village from where six
people had been shot, that a certain
number of men were to come to Kan
Chang Am (Norapawie) immediately.
While these men were on the way. the
soldiers began razing the remaining
walls of the burned dwellings. When
the men arrived from the other vil-
lage tley were ordered to gather the
bodies of the thirty-one shot a few
days before from the varicus graves
and bring them to one place. Some
had already been removed to the
family burying ground and were some
distance away. The day was cold and
the ground white with snow so that
only thirteen of the charred remains
were brought in. The remaining
timbers of the destroyed hcuses were
gathered together to serve as fuel,
the bodies were. placed on top of
these and then more wood heaped
over the bodies and the whole set on
fire. The shivering and poorly clad
mourners witnessed with aching
hearts the re-burning of their loved
ones. To the Korean mind this was

There seemed to he no young
men to go save the Elder's eldest
son—the next two had been shot. He
has not been released yet and we do
not know where he is. Sometimes our
friends are supposed to be in prison
and we find out later that they have
been deported or done to death.

Riga, which was known before the
war as the Pearl of the Baltic and
ranked as Russia’s second port, is
one of the saddest monumcnts to the
destruction wrought by six years of
ceaseless fighting. Half a million
persons lived in Riga, before the war,
and over four hundred large factor-
ies kept it busy and prosperous. Now

there are only about twe hundred

Ithousand inhabitants and less than a

score of factories are operating. Great
rubber plants, car shops, woodwork-
ing shops and sawmills stand idle
awaiting capital to buy machinery.

For many
years he was one of the leaders of
the English Bar, and was noted for
his searching examination of witness-
es and for the clear and convincing
nature of his addresses to juries and
to the Bench.

The post of Viceroy and Governor-
General of India is one of the highest
as well as one of the most onerous
under the British Crown, and the long
lime of men who have filled it since
1774 contains many of Britain's fore-
most statesmen among them having
been the Marquis Wellesley, Lord
Ellenborough, the Marquis of Dal-
housie, Lord Canning, The Earl of
Elgin, the Marquis of Dufferin, the
Marquis of Lansdowne and the Earl
of Minto.

The Proposed
War Memorial.

DR. BLACKALL’S OPINION.
/Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,'-—Some time ago there
appeared in the public press a com-
munication from Father Nangle con-
cerning the Memorial of the Sailors
and Soldiers who gave their lives to
the defence of the Empire in the
great World War. I have not a copy
of the communication by me and,
therefore, in dealing with it I have to
trust to my memory.

I am corry .that I cannot compli-
ment the Padre upon the general
tone and style that he thought —it
proper to adopt in writing upon the
solemn subject of the Memorial. He
has gone out of his way to offer
gratuitous insults to the Superintend-
ents of Education—of whom I am
one—and for this reason I have hesi-
tated to take any notice of his letter.
It is my practice to treat with silent
contempt gratuitous insults that may
be permitted to apepar in the press,
and I do not propose now to deal
~ith the insulting portion of Father
Nangle’s communication. I can only
hope that upon reflection he will
conclude, that in spite of his holy
office, he has shown to my colleagues
and myself a most uncharitable mind,
and that he will make the amende
honourable.

I feel, however, that some one in a
position to do so should say some-
thing about the Memorial. Father
Nangle is irate that no memorial has
yet been erected, and while he cen-
sures the Patriotic Association for
considering some other form of me-
morial than the proposed figure of a
caribou on a mound, he proceeds to
offer some other form himself.

He seems to. think that the Super-
intendents of Education are to blame
for the delay that has taken place in
the perfecting of plans for the erec-
tion of the Memorial. If he knew
the truth, he would know that if the
Committee had consisted of the Su-
perintendents only, it is likely that a
Memorial would now be in course of
erection and possibly completed; but
the Superintendents have, possibly
fortunately, not been able to hasten
the deliberations of the several com-
mittees of which they have been
members.

While, however, I deprecate un-
- necessary delay in this matter, I think
it better to go slowly and surely ra-
ther than fast and faultily. The de-

gire presumably is to erect something
that shall, for generations to come,
move with hallowed feelings those
who behold it. It i8 supremely im-
portant, therefore, that we consider
well what we erect, for when once
erected the memorial must stand-—

approvoriate or inappropriate —a |
monument to command reverence and!
incite patriotism, or an object of no |
effect. Festina lente is probably a
( safe motto to follow. I do not think
that as time passes we are likely to
become less mindful of our debt to!
the men who fought and to the men |
who died for us; rather do I feel that
each day that we reflect upon the
great victory they won, and the great
disaster from which they saved the
world, we shall realize more fully
how much we owe to them.

May I express a few thoughts on
the form the monument should, in
my opinion, take? Father Nangle,
much moved as he witnessed the
burial of the unknown warrior in
Westminster Abbey, and viewed the
scene at the Cenotaph near by, sug-
gests that we shall organize here a
kind of replica of the ceremony that
stirred so deeply the multitude not
only of England but of all parts of
“the Empire—for surely we have all,
in heart and mind, taken part in the
grand ceremony even as though we
had been present. I have two
thoughts in relation to this proposal;
the first is that it would be a great
mistake on our part to attempt any-
thing of the kind. The ' unknown
warrior buried in the Abbey stood for
every soldier of the Empire who fell
in action; indeed he may have been a
Newfoundlander. To attempt any-
thing of the kind here would be to
duplicate in a sense what has already
been done so grandly at the heart of
the Empire. My second thought is
that the Cenotaph in London i3 not of
the nature of a National Memorial,
and that a tomb or sepulchre in our
midst would be entirely insufficient
as a Memorial. >

T have all through the war—and, I
may say, all through my own great
trial--felt that we ' err in thinking
only of death in relation to the brave
men who gave their lives in the war.

Would Father Nangle be blind to
their victory—for every soldier won
a victory? Would he keep out of the
sight of the bereaved ones the.glory
of resurrection? Shall we have no
thought of incense? It seems to me
that w ehave had enough of fears; let
us be encouraged to taste the joy of

It would be a living reminder for fu-
ture ages to all who might work
within its walls of the sense of _duty
which compelled the men of these
years to go forth to war, of the sacri-
fice they made, of the victory - they
won, of the crown they wear. And
the inspiration would through them
find its way to every child within our
borders. The plan submitted in out-
line by Mr. Scott is grand, is inspir-
ing and even if it were to cost quar-
ter of a million, it would be none too
much.

Over quarter of a million is spent
Yearly in Newfoundland on drink of
various kinds; a similar amount on
tobacco and no less a sum again on
other luxuries. We shall surelycover
ourselves with shame if we do mnot
make a real sacrifice a self-denial, to
erect as a memorial of the sailors
and soldiers of our country a monu-
ment that is worthy of all they suf-
fered and all they accomplished.

Mr. Morine’s Reply

to “Aviator.”

Dear Sir,—Mr. Collishaw has not

! honored me or interested the public

by replying over his own name to
my letter to you, published on . the
7th inst.; but has confided his case to
an anonymous ooyrospondent. appar-
ently, for his close association with
Mr. Coaker justifies me in holding him
responsible for the seven columns of
more or less scurrilous abuse which
appeared in Coaker’'s Advocate on
Saturday last, over the name “Avia-
tor.”

It is insinuate® by “Aviator” that
I wished to discredit Mr. Collishaw by
pointing out that he was not, as he
claimed, a member of the “Fish Ex-
port Board,” but of the “Fish Export-
ers’ Association,” as a representative
of the Unlon Trading Co., Ltd.,, ap-
pointed by Mr, Coaker. My reasons
were two-fold, (1) It was important
to fix Mr. Collishaw’s standing ac-
curately, so as to give his writings
their proper weight, and (2) In
weighing Mr. Collishaw’s claims that
crdeit be given to*Mr. Coaker, it was
proper that it should be known that
he was Mr. Coaker’s personal repre-
sentative.

Commenting upon my remark that
if it were not for the Regulations our
fish would have gone to market, and
been absorbed in the regular way,
“Aviator” quite properly points out
that the products of other countries
have not recently found a ready mar-
ket in European countries. It is, of
course, a question of degree, how
much of the depression in the price of
fish abroad is due to genmeral condi-
tions in the purchaser countries, and
how much to our Regulations, and T
did not mean my, words to imply that
without the Regulations, all would
have been rosy in our markets, but
merely that they had made a bad
matter worse. I have not read of any
other country which under existing
circumstances has attempted official
price fixing of its exports to foreign
markets. - The untimeliness of our
Regulations was one of their worse
qualities.

The “Aviator” cannot see why the
public should know all the facts about
Coaker’s “gigantic sale” in Portugal,
or why the Exporters should publish
the terms thereof, and what I meant
by saying “the taxpayer has to pay
the piper” for Mr. Coaker’s dancing.
1 shall try to-explain: (1) Mr. Colli-
shaw complained that the newspapers
had suppressed the facts, and had not
given Mr. Coaker the credit due to
him. Coming from Mr. Coaker’s per-
sonal representative that justified my
demand, “publish the facts yourself—
all of them.” (2) The Minister of
Marine and Fisheries, and a host of
trade commissioners in public pay,
are engaged in this matter, and their
Masters—the people—are entitled to
know what they are doing in return
for their salaries. (3) A very large
sum of public money was used last
fall to buy fish, and the loss will fall
on the taxpayers, who are, therefore
entitled to know the truth of events
as they occur.

The proposals made by Mr. Coaker,
now being considered by the Fish
Exporters, threaten this Colony with
a great disaster, and therefore con-
cern all citizens. Italian markets
have been lost to us this year, per-
haps permanently, by Coaker’s’ war-
fare with the Consorzio. He has now
entered upon a new war with the fish
importers of Portugal. They threaten
to combine against this Colony. If
they do so, and create new ties with
our competitors, great permanent
harm, perhaps irremidiable harm,
will be done to us. Coaker is run-
ning amuck with our customers. The
fish catchers of this Colony are as
vitally concerned in this matter as the
fish exporters, and it is the personal
business ‘also of every intelligent
citizen.

Of one thing I am convinced by Mr.
Collishaw’s sudden lapse into, silence,
and by “Aviator’s” bluffing denial of
the right of the public to knowledge
of the facts, and it is this, -that the
claim that a “gigantic sale” has heen
made in Portugal is absolutely un-
true. There has béen no such sale.
The proposal made through Mr. Coak-
er has not even purported to be a
sale. It has merely been a scheme to
obtain control of shipments, and it
will not bear the light of day, and
the searching criticism of those who
are not willing . to be hoodwinked.
Not a “sale” but a “sell” has been
attempted.
