Yesterday communication was estab-
lished with Bonavista, and the Reid

i Newfoundland Company received the

following message last night, telling
of the storms ravages:—

“The storm"felt very heavy here.

* destroyed, motor boats, stages,
flakes, stores, etc. Some old land-
marks that have been on same
site for over 40 years, were wash-
ed away.

Hon, 8ir Ernest Cassel, the millionaire
philanthropist, a friend of kings, and
jone of the most remarkable figures
among the greatest financiers of the
i world, -

Born in Cologne, and .of JeWisn
parents,-he came to  England as a
youth, and rose from a clerk in a
Liverpool 'office at 128 a week to be-
come the master mind in many of the
greatest schemes of high national
finance, his fortune, ten years ago,
when he retired fram City life, being.
estimated at £10,000,000. Sir Earnest
gave very freely to charity, and his
total benefactions amounted to close
upon £2,000,000. He was also a well-
known figure on the Turf.

During the war objection was taken
to his membership of the Privy Coun-
cil on the ground of German birth and
Jewish parentage, but the decision was
in His favour.

One of his most able financial ac-
hievements was the amalgamation of
the Vickers-Maxim Company with the
Naval Construction. Company at Bar-
row-in-Furnness, and the extraor-
dinary financial genius he displayed
gradually attracted many large cap-
jtalists towards him. Perhaps his
greatest work, however, was his share
lm the construction of the Assuan Dam
on the Nile.

Sir Earnest Cassel himself asserted
that he never made any struggle for
wealth; it came quite naturally and
normally to him as a result of his
capacity for seeing further ahead than
most men, for discovering undevelop-
ed financial possibilities which otheri
people do not see. One of the financial
possibilities which he thus saw was
the advent of the “Tube” railway in

life will be recorded.

The losses sustained by private pro-
perty owners are serious, especially
when these losses follow in the wake
of two extremely bad years, when
planters sustained great losses on the
fruits of their toql. !

The ‘damage done to public property
such as roads, bridges, wharves, break
waters,etc., may prove to be a blessing
in disguise.

It is common knowledge that scat-
tered all over the country there are
to-day October 31st, thousands of
families absolutely unprovided for, and
winter almost upon us. These people
are in this condition, not through.any
fault of their own—but because of a
poor fishery, and no other employment.
These conditions are not confined to
any particular section of the country,
but are general throughout the whole
Island. As far back as August 26th my
colleagues and myself wrote a strong
letter to the then acting Premier point-
ing out what conditions were like then
and what they would be by the end of
the year. In the letter we asked that
the Government provide a substantial
grant to be expended on public works

all over the district. By this expeudi—l

ture most necessary work could be
done, and the most obnoxious pauper’s
dole could be avoided. We also recom-
mended that all such moneys should
be expended under the joint comtrol
of the Resident Clergy, Magistrates
and Road Boards, as this would ensure
good value for the money spent, and
prevent Road de Luxe repetitions.

Now that our public highways, whar-
ves, etc., have suffered so much by the
recent storm, I trust that the Prime
Minister, (who I understand has visit-
ed points in Conception Bay where
much havoc was wrought and has had
opportunity to see for himself
the damage in this section) lose no
time in arranging for a loan of say
two million dollars to repair the dam-
age done to these public utilities and
in doing so he will be able to provide
employment for those poor people who
are to-day facing starvation. No time
should be lost. and I think that Sir
Richard and his associates will have
the backing of the whole House of As-
sembly in this matter.

.| ridge, the steamship pitched head
foremost and sank beneath the waves.
Capt. Fitzgerald then squared away
on ‘his little véssel and arrived in Gib-
raltar on January 11th, where the cap-
tain and crew of the ill-fated Cassan-
dra were handed over to the German
Consul, to whom Capt. Fitzgerald
made a statement of what had: occur-
red, and received the hearty thanks ot
that official in return.

PREFERRED A WATCH.

The Rose 'of Torridge then proceed-
ed to Leghorn, thence to Trapani,
whence she sailed for Newfoundland,
with a cargo of salt. The Newfound-
land coast being surrounded with ice,
Capt. Fitzgerald thought it prudent to
put into St. John’s, and upon his ar-
rival was informed by the German
Consul, R. H. Prowse, that the Ger-
man Government had written him to
know which Capt. Fitzgerald would
prefer—a watch, sextant, binocular
or a medal—as a recognition of his
heroic services in saving the lives of
twenty-six of the ex-Kaiser’s (who s
now vegetating or wood-cutting in
Holland) subjects, on the high “seas,
at the time of the sinking of the steam-
ship Cassandra. After a little con-
sideration Capt. Fitzgerald decided in
favor of the watch. Time passed on,
and again the good ship Rose of Ter-
ridge was ploughing her course ac-
ross the Atlantic, and arrived in Ply-
mouth on the 28th February, 1895, over
a year after the saving of the ship-
wrecked crew of the Cassandra. Upon
his arrival at Plymouth, Capt. Fitz-
gerald was notified by the German
Consul of that port that the Kaiser,
William II. of Germany, had been
pleased to forward to him a gold
watch, which was sent to Governor
Sir Terence O'Brien, Newfoundland,
through Lord Kimberley, Secretary for
the Colonies, and which would be pre-
sented to him on his arrival. The Rose
of.Torridge was sold in Plymouth, and
Capt. Fitzgerald and his hardy crew
returned to Newfoundland by the
steamship Assyriall of the Allan Line,
arriving on the 15th April. A few hours
after his arrival in St. John’s, he was
notified by the Governor, Sir Terence’
O’Brien, to appear at Government
House, at six p.m., when the presenta-
tion of the watch would be made pub-
lic; but unfortunately Capt. Fitzgerald
had to hurry to Carbonear, and made
the necessary excuse°to His HExcel-
Jency.

On
December 21st,’ 1893, Capt. Fitzgerald
sailed in the topsaxl schooner “Rose of
Torridge” bound to Gibraltar. Every-
thing went well, with fair wind and
full sail; until'in latitude 36° north and
20° west, he sighted a large steamship
with a signal of distress flying which
read “the ship is sinking and wish to
abandon.” A tremendous sea wWas run-
ning at the time, anq nothing but the
utmost skill on the part of Capt. Fitz-
gerald could enable him to bring his
little vessel near enough to accomplish

, the task of taking the captain and

crew' from the doomed steamship.
After six hours sailing .around -the
steamship, the crew being busy in
dropping bags of oil in the water to
keep the sea smoth, the boats of the
steamer were floated in the _water,
and the crew of twenty-six men were
taken on board the Rose of Torridge,

.notwithstanding the great gale blow-

ing at the time, and the imclemency of
the weather, which is not surprising,
as the event occurred on the 4th Jan-

;uary, 1894. The ship proved to be the
enger on her, as was also his parents ‘

“Cassantira,” bound from'Lagos, South
Africa, to Rotterdam, Holland. . The
greatest diffiuclty was experienced .in
getting the twenty-six men from the
boats, over the side of the Rose of
Torridge, more especially the captain,
as he was a man weighing nineteen
stone.

This was not the only time that Capt.
Fitzgerald saved life dt sea. He also
saved the remaining portion of the
crew of the steamship Wolverston,
1158 tons—ten being drowned. I have
seen the watch presented by the Kaiser
a hundred times, which was of solid
gold, having on the back of the case a
bust of the Emperor in relief and on
the inside an inscription detailing the
circumstances for which the watch

fac simile of the signature of the Em-
peror. How, affairs have changed since
then! At that time ‘if the ‘“military
madman” but stamped his foot,” the
whole world stopped to listen—and
now, “none so poor as to do him
reverence.” Sic transit Gloria, I could
give scores of similar cases in which
the men of our mercantile marine
proved themselves heroes, and receiv-
ed honors for their bravery in saving
the lives of their fellow-men.

LOSS OF THE LIZETTE.

But the pluck and heroism of New-
foundlanders are not confined to those
following a sea-faring life. In em-
ergency our landsmen also exhibit a
courage and contempt for danger, that
wotild do honor to any body of men—
no maatter what their avocation may
be. An example of this was shown at
the loss of the brigantine Lizette, Capt.
Buttner, on a passage from New York
to St. John’s with a cargo consisting
of pork, flour, etc. This ship was lost
at Petty Harbor Motion (Dick French's
Rock), on the 6th February, 1882. The
captain and three men were drowned
and three were saved. The men. on
shore at Petty Harbor threw a cod
jigger and line to the three men who
were saved, after being washed off the
wreck. The manner in which they
were saved is well worth describing.
The mate caught the line to-which was
attached a large rope and took a half
hiteh round his body, holding the end
‘of the rope in his téeth, and the other
two men holding on to him, they were
‘thus pulled ashore by the fishernten.

off their inside shirts), they recovered,

{and two of them were able " to walk

three miles to Petty Harbour. One of
the rescued men gave out, when the

Dear Sir,—Referring to the . state-
ment in your editorial in yesterday’s

_issue regarding the Canadian protest
against the imposition and collection
by Newfoundland of Customs dut.le31
on that section of the Coast of Labra-
dor extending to the bottom of Hamil-
ton Inlet, I think I am in & position
to cite a precedent even stronger than
the one to which you refer. For nine
years, from 1881 to 1889 I was Col-
lector of Customs for the whole of
Labrador, north of Red Bay. During
that period I collected Customs Duties
not only for North West River (at the
bottom of Hamilton Inlet) but also
for Ungava at the bottom of Ungava
Bay, which is situated on the west side
of the Peninsula which terminates at
Cape Chidley. While I was Collector
the only protest against this collection
was made to me, annually, by my old
friend Mr. Fortescue, then. chief Fac-
tor for the Hudson Bay Company at
Rigolet, and this protest was more in
the nature of a joke between frjends
than a serious objection.

But the precedent I seek to estab-
lish is this—and I consider it an im-
portant one: The Hudson Bay Com-
pany bought their pork, flour and to-
bacco in Montreal and the Nova Scotia
Traders theirs in Halifax. The pork
and flour were imported from the Unit-
~d States, the tobacco was manufac-
lured in Canada. All of these, pork
and flour. when coming into Canada,
and tobacco, when manufactured, were
warehoused. If required for Canadian
home consumption they were taken
out of warehouse and the Canadian

duty paid there and then, or as the | -

Customs term goes, they were “enter-
ed for Home Consumption. If they
were required for exportation, a bond
was entered into, called an export
bond, in which the exporter guaranteed
the delivery of these goods in some
place outside .of Canada. In or-
der to ensure compliance with this
agreement the Canadian Customs au-
thorities, in the case of goods shipped
to Labrador generally, North West
River and Ungava, at Montreal and
Halifax, issued a ceftificate which was
addressed to the Newfoundland Cus-
toms authorities giving the quantity
and value of the shipments, etc. These
certificates I cancelled when I had col-
lected our duty on the goods and re-
turned them to the Canadian Customs
@uthorities. This had to be done before
the exporters could be relieved of their ,
bond. You will notice that this applied |
to Ungava as well as North West
River. At that time the former place
was looked upon as a kind of no man’s
land. We did not collect duty on Eng-
lish goods or unbonded Canadian or
U.S. goods going there, neither did
Canada. She maintained no -Customs
* officer there, and if she considered it
as -being in her territory she would
most assuredly have insisted on the
payment, in Montreal or Halifax, of
ex-warehouse duties for home com-
sumption on goods sent there coming
out of bond. I can conceive of no bet-
ter evidence that Canadian authori-
ties, at that time at all events, did not
consider that the Dominion had any

territorial rights at either North West | s

River or Ungava. If they did they.
would naturally have said to the Hud-
son Bay Company—these goods which
you are taking out of the Custom’s
warehouse are for consumption in
Canadian territory and as there are no
Canadian Customs officials at North
West River and Ungava, you must pay
duty on them here and now. They ask-
ed only for a guaranteed form to com-
plete the warehouse transaction and
left Newfoundland to collect her own
duties on them. It is true that the
duty on pork, flour and tobacco was at
that time less under our Tariff than
under the Canadian, and consequently
an inducement was offered to the ex-
porter to-ship in bond, but this did not
affect the position so far as the Can-
adian Customs authorities (and infer-
entially the Canadian Government)
were concerned. If they considered
Ungava and North West River as be-
ing Canadian territory and consequent-
ly under their Customs laws, they
would not be altruistically influenced
to the extent of foregoing their just
rights to profit a trading concern, even
though it were as powerful a one as
the Hudson Bay Company.

Had it not been for the establish-
nient, at ‘the head of Hamilton Inlet,
of the lumbering interests of the W. C.
Edwards Company, Benjamin . and
others, and the furring establishments
of Revillon Freres we would never
have had anything from Canada in the
shape of a protest against the collec-)

tion of duties; not even that to which |

you refer.

After perusal of the above letters,
the only conclusion we can come to
is that we are either being bluffed or
else that the Government intends to
pay the bonus but will pay only when
it wishes. It seems as if the well being
of the men who put Newfoundland on
the map at the price of their limbs are
thought of such little importance that
matters pertaining to them can be put
off time after time while the smaller
things receive full consideration.
These men are dragging themselves
through life minus limbs and mest of
them are incapacitated from pursuing
their pre-war avocations. We know'and
everybody knows that there is very
little sympathy. except with some kind-
hearted people, shown the returned
man now that the war is over. Even if
it were shown there should be no need
for such sympathy, these men should
be placed on a scale of pensions that
would be adequate to keep them in
reasonable comfort and not have them
dependent upon)the public for the
wherewithal to maintain them and
their families. Now what do we find?
The Leader of the Government goes
away to Washington, perhaps, upon
urgent business, but *he in the mean-
time forgets to give the necessary au-
thority to the Pension Commissioners
to pay this bonus, with the result that
the Auditor General takes over the un-
expended balance of last year’s pen-
sions-and it reverts to the general

+| funds. Nothing could be done until the
Sir,—Referring to your note of the

Prime Minister returned, and we are
now told that-a special Minute of
Council had been passed handing this
unexpended portion of the Pension
grant back to the Pension Commis-
gioners for payment. This is suppesed
to have taken place a week ago but no
authority has as yet been given to pay
it out and we cam® g}t no definite in-
formation on the point. Is this what
we, of the G.W.V.A. have fought for?
Has not the Govérnment broken faith
with us? Three months and still no-
thing happens. It is now over two
years since the question of pensions
was first taken up and during this time
the Government have been repeatedly
asked to redeem their pledges that the
Newfoundland Pensioners would be
placed upon the same scale of pensions
as their Canadiah Brothers. The result
has been the granting of: :

1. A 10% bonus to all Pensioners ex-
cepting totally disabled for 1920.
2. The paymient of a 20% bonus to
totally disabled, ang widows, etc.

We, in Newfoundland, havé been
fighting for the past two years for the
adoption of the Canadian Scale, the
cost of which for the ensuing year
would be some $294,660.00. (Board of
- Pension Commissioners). We have rea-
son to believe this amount to be much

preciation in pensions since this esti-
mate was submitted last year.

Another matter which will have to
be decided concerns amounts charged
up to Pensions. We understand that
amounts covering administration, etc.,
are charged up to this grant and that
the total grant.is mot paid‘in pensions.
It seems to us as if everything which
has been obtained so far for those 'des
serving cases, who ‘are suffering now
through wounds received in the Great
War, has been obtained through force
and not given in the ready manner
which one would/expect from a Coun-
try which sent its sons to battle with
such a flourish of trumpets and such
wonderful promises. It is easy for his-
torians to write of the glories achieved
by Newfoundland in the Great War,
it sounds good for public men to forth
praises on the immortal honor aghiev-
ed by the Royal Newfoundland Regi-
ment and the Royal Naval Reserve;
but it would be far better, more in
keeping with a-good public spirit and
more Christian to pay honour—and to
do so in the gest way—to those ex-
soldiers and ex-sailors who are inca-
pacitated by wounds by aiding them
in the struggle for existence which is
becoming harder day by day. ‘“The
survival of the fittest” should mot be
allowed to apply to men who lost their
fitness by giving up so much in the
great ‘struggle for liberty which has
turned so many strong men into phy-
sical weaklings.
