In the drifts of tbe North Atlantic 
are two marked features. First, from 
the Equator on the south to the par­
allel of 43 .deg. on the north, there to 
a vart whirl that encloses a wide 
waste of waters between the Trade 
and anti-Trade Winds. Here is to he 
found that strange growth the Gulf 
w«ed. and part of the waate to known 
as the Sargasso Sea, much favoured 
as. a setting by writers ot sea adven­
tures', and through which tbe histor­
ians of old stated that mariners had 
to chop their way with hatchets. Sec­
ond, there is an extenaiqu ot the Quit 
Stream, which moves from the main 
eddy In the neighbourhood ot 30 deg. 
W„ and continues on to skirt the 
coasts ot Scotland, Iceland, and Nor­
way.

To shew something ot the extent ot 
these drifts, a bottle thrown out in 
mid-ocean between Brest and New­
foundland was picked up at Antigua 
after travelling nearly 6000 miles In 
two years. It had passed close to the 
Azores, Canary Isles, and Cape Verde. 
Another of “Neptuns’s Malls” hovered 
6000 mllee to four years, and a third, 
sent off near Sierra Leone, under the 
Influence of the current setting east­
ward on the African coast, reached the 
Shetland Isles, after a drift ot 8000 
miles, in just over 1000 days.

Derelict and waterlogged ships take 
similar routes to these bottle mes­
sengers.

An interesting bùt tragic feature to 
the study of drifts is-the strong erat- 
erly set of the sea from Cape Ftnla- 
terre to the Scillles. This dangerous 
current, the source ot ranch wealth to 
the old “wrecker*” on the coasts ot 
England and France, has to conse­
quence ot its insidious motion towards 
the rock-bound barriers of Land’s

It is the sum of the per 
capita debt that coûnts. And if 
Canada did increase her debt bv^j 
as many hundred per cent, as 
the Advocate claims, the in­
crease was in the cause of Em­
pire and was patriotic. It is quite 
correct that Canada’s war debt 
mounted by leaps and bounds. 
The reason is not far to seek. 
But the debt all round is Fed­
eral, and not Provincial or Muni­
cipal. The sum of that debt di 
vided amongst the population is 
two hundred and seventy-five 
dollars per head. The assets of 
the Dominion, natural and 
otherwise, go against that. The 
Provincial and Municipal debts, 
notwithstanding the per contra 
opinion of the wiseacre of the 
Advocate, are separate from 
this. Each Province, each Muni­
cipality has its own debt, and 
against their liabilities go all 
the assets and resources of such 
Province and Municipality, and 
each has to bear its own burden. 
We did not state that Provincial 
and Municipal debts were not 
borne by Canadians. That as­
sertion was conceived in the tor­
tuous mind of the writer of the 

"Advocate’s article. What we did 
say was that for purposes of 
comparison the Provincial and 
Municipal debts of the Provincial 
and Municipal administrations 
In Canada, should be left out of 
all calculations of computation 
in figuring tjie per capita amount 
bf the National debt of that 
country. We have advanced^ the 
reason previously. There is no 
bccasion to labor the point. In­
telligent people will readily per­
ceive it.

Despite 
this discouraging state of affairs tbs 
dally cry goes up from housekeep­
ers who want domestic servants and 
want them badly. Every time the 
figures of women’s unemployment 
are published, letters pour In from 
overworked mothers who cannot ob­
tain domestic help and who find It 
an added irritation that unemployed 
factory workers should not at once 
seek this form of woman’s employ­
ment, the oldest form of all women’s 
work. While sympathy pm? be 
largely with the housekeeper in her 
cry for help in the kitchen and nurs­
ery and dining-room, there is an­
other side to the question. Before 
the war the factory worker would 
not for a moment have been consid­
ered as a possible domestic servant. 
The household worker was of the 
gentler class; the factory worker- was 
herself usually the child of factory 
hands or unskillled laborers. The 
idea of recruiting workers from 
these girls is a new one. It has 
been done, with the aid of a brief 
training in spite of many difflculties, 
by the Central Committee on Wo­
men's Employment, supplemented by 
a grant from the Government, but 
that training will have to oesse on 
March 31, unless the Minister of La­
bor can see his way to the allocation 
of a further grant.
UNSUITABLE FOB HOUSEMAIDS.

"Hew difficult it would be to take 
unemployed women without training 
Into an ordinary house and expect 
them to grasp in a moment its work 
and its routine can perhaps be rea­
lized from a few particulars regard­
ing London’s unemployed women," 
says a correspondent of the Times. 
"Many of them have never lived in a 
house; one room has been the circuit 
Of their lives—eating, drinking, rest­
ing and sleeping; they know nothing 
of the apmblties of family life, of the 
laying of table-cloths, the meal of 
several courses, or of the prepara­
tion of other than coarse foods. Their 
ideas of bedmaking are often most 
primitive, and the carp of many pos­
sessions is unknown to them. The 
trades in which they have been em­
ployed are often rough. In the Bast 
End there are at present 860 unem­
ployed women ropemakers, as many 
rope firms are only working one 
week in three. There are 300 women 
makers of upholstery buttons who 
have been out of work for two years; 
many of them are widows with chil­
dren dependent on them; and some 
have been in the trade tor thirty 
years. They have exhausted their 
unemployment benefit and are exist­
ing as best they can on Poor Law 
Relief.
