Thus
there were 130 students ip the literary
and theological classes pursuing - their
studies,

In the evening a very successful tea
wmeeting, in connection with the day’s
procsedings was held in Knox Church,
when several able addresses wera given.

The College, now in course of erection,
is on the Crescent, « little north of Col-
1age street and opposite Spadina Avenue,
is desigued in the Gofhic style of archi-
tecture, and in plan is in the form of the
letter K. The facade fronting the Avenue
is 230 feet in length, and the wings run-
ning north aro each 150 feet in length,
The main entrance i€ under a lofty tower
of 180 feet in height, and is flanked on
each side with stone pillars with carved
stone, capitals, tracery heads, and sur-
mounted with moulded pediments and
carved stone finials. The main entrance
lobby under tewer will be groined with
oak, moulded ribs resting en carved
stone corbels. The floor will be laid
with encaustic tiles, .

The main entrance hall is 15 feet wide,
with a heavy oak staircase opposite it,
leading to the library, museum, reading-'
rooms, &e.; then to the right and left
of this main eantrance are the corridors,
10 feet wide, with arches at intdrvals,
leading to the various class-rooms, Pro-
fessors’ room, lecture-room, and dining
hall.

There are two' class-rooms ,holding
80 students each, and two holding 50
each.

On the ground floor are also the Sec-
retary’'s rooms, four Professors’ rooms;
Senate room, visitors’ reom, kitchen,
laundry, washroom, housekeeper’s apart-
ments, &c. ; over these are the servants’
roome, and under are the cellars./

On the first floor in the centre of the
building is the library, 50 feet long and
30 feet wide, with reading rooms opehing
out of it at each end,

Over the library is the museum, with
a handsome timbered roof.

T'here are 36 rooms for the students,
each room averaging 14 feet by 20 feet,
thus giving aceommodation for about 80
resident students.

The building is being erected with
white brick, with stone base courses, &o.

The whole of the roofsare to be covered
with slates lail on felt.

It is expected that the building will be
completed this fall, as most of the wood
and stonework is already preparéd, and
on the premises.
