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THE BLUEFIELDS DIFFIOULTY.

There is trouble still at Bluefields, The
Government -of Nicaragua insists upon ita
claim to the Morquito; territory and con-
tinues to deal summarily with those whether
white, black or copper oolored who hesitate
to acknowledge its sovereignty. It isaeen
that peither the United States nor Great
Britain places any obstacle in the way of
Nicaragua obtaining complete possession of
the Territory. The reason of this is simple,
The country belongs of right to Nicaragua,
The Motquito Territory was nominally” in-
dependent during the first half of the Ppres-
ent century. Great Britain, for many years,

exereised a kind of protectorate over it. Bub!

by the Clayton: Bulwer treaty in 1850 Great
Britain surrendered this protectorate and
it subsequently conveyed to Nicaraguas all
her right and title to the territory, guaran-
teeing at the same time the native chief the
powers he possessed. Nicaragua allowed
him one thousand dollars & year, bt the ar-
. rangement was to end in 1870. So that for

-the last twentyifour years Nicaragua has'

‘been the rightful owner of ‘the Mosquito
-Territory. ~ But the country was in an un-
quieb condition, and it was not until this
year that Nicaragua conid find time and
means to effectively assert her sovereignty,
over the Moequito Coast. It has during the
interval been almost indepéndent, the na-
tive ehiefs, of whom the last is named Clar-
enoe, exercising a kind of sovereignty overit.
Clarence somewhat feebly resisted the
attempt of Nicaragua to get possession of
the country. -He, it appears, believed that
the British would aid him in bis resistance,
But he ‘finds himself mistaken. All that
Great Britain did was to offer him and some
of his followers protection. The United

Among these
was the British consul, who is now in con-
finement at Bluefields, and some American
raders, who are also under arrest. But it
is more than likely that when the authority
of Nicaragus is acknowledged by the whole
populstion of theterritory, the prisoners will
beliberated and peace will reign in Bluefields
omece more.

It is probable that steam will be raised to-
day in the cold storage and ice works just
completed by Mesers. R. Dunsmuir & Sons.
The plant is situated at 26 and 28 Store
street, and is the most complefe on  the
Northern Pacific cosst. The cold storage
warehouse itself is &  three-story - building
built of sione, with walls two feet thick.
At present only two floors have ‘been com-
pleted ; these are divided up into small com.
psriments, three-quarters of them being
piped. to s temperature of 20 ° Fahrenheit,
and the remainder te 34° Fahreuheit.
