SILVER IN THE PHILIPPINES.

Mexican Dollar Now the Standard and
to Make Any Alteration Would
Be Unpopular.

Washington, Dee. 2.—Mr, Bdward T.
Harden, who as United States commis-
sioner, investigated the financial and in-
dustrial conditions in the Philippines,
has made a report to the secretary of the
treasury.

The report says silver is the basis of
currency in the islands. There has been
no gold in circulation for more than
twenty years. The Mexican dollar is
practically the only money in general cir-
culation. The question of the future ear-
rency of the islands is one of vital im-
portance to all business interests. Well
informed men in Manila are unanimously
of the opinion that under the &resent con-
dition the silver currency is the only one
snited to the islands, The natives of the
islands are conservative to a degree in
the matter of their currency and it would
be 'a hard matter to educate them to:a
dollar which v:]puld be worth twice that
now in circulation.

Practically all the export and import
trade of the islands is in the hands of
foreigners, There are a few Spaniards
engaged in trade but the bulk of the
‘business is done by British, German, Bel-

1.—Decidedly the most
interesting part of ~ Wednesday’s evi-
dence in the bank robbery case was that
of Arthur Gravelle, proprietor of the
Renfrew Journal, an amateur expert on
safe combinatigns. He is a graduate of
the Ottawa ‘¥lniversity, where he spent
much time_ i e study of mathematics.
He has devoted himsélf to the study of
combinations for twenty-five years, but
does ‘not call; himself an expert nor use
his ‘knowledge for the purpose of mak-
ing money. 'He explained his system,
which is peculiarly his own. It is based
on the geometrie relationship of num-
bers. He divides all possible combina-
tions, say forty millions, into five
classes, according to the difficulty of solv-
ing them, putting the easy ones in one
class. In this he found 75 per cent. of
the locks set. He would work throngh
the combinations, exhausting one set be-
fore proceedipg to another. The first
class would be exhaus‘ed in about three
hours; the others being increasingly diffi-

S1MPSOY AND SHAFTER

How Eaeh Commander Urged the
Other to Go in and Possess
Santiago.

History of the Disputes Before the
Enemy’s Gate and for Possés-
sion of Spoils.

Washington, Nov. 30.—The navy de-
partment to-day made.public a report
from Admiral Sampson, covering the
operations of his blockading fleet off San-
tiago, after the destruction of Cervera’s
squadron. The report begins with: a
despatch dated on the flagship New
York, July 15, and winds up with one
from the same flagship, dated Guantana-

mo, August 4. In the first report Ad-
miral Sampson tell of the demonstration
made against Aguadores by the Michi-
gan troops under Duffield, the point of
which was that as soon as.the ships took
part in the firing the Spaniards disap-
peared. - He says the bombardment of
Santiago on the 2nd of July served no
particular end, because Shafter’s attack
had been postponed.

He quotes despatches from himself to
Shafter, stating it is impossible to force
an entrance to the harbor until the mines
have been removed, and that work eould
be accomplished only after the troops
had taken the forts. Shafter 1cplied he
could not tell when he could take the
batteries. If they were as diijcult as
those against which he was pitted, it
would take some time and a great loss
of life. Said he: “I am at a loss to
sce why the navy cannot work under
a destructive fire as well as the army.
My loss yesterday was over 500_men.
By all means keep up the fire until the
heights are demolished. I expect, how-
ever, with time and sufficient men, to
capture the forts along the bay.”

An hour later on the same day, July
2, Shafter again appealed to Sampson to
immediately force the harbor entranees,
so as to avoid further loss among his
men, already heavy. :

He said: “You can operate with less
loss than I can.” 5

In reply on the same day Admiral
Sampson pointed out that the channel of
the harbor was well strewn with mines,
which would certainly result in the sink-
ing of one or more of his ships it he at-
tempted to enter the harbor, and that by
ginking them the harbour would be block-
ed against the entrance of others. He
had hoped Shafter would take the bat-
teries from the rear, so he might drag
for the torpedoes, but it was Shafter’s
earnest desire that he should force the
entrance. He would prepare to_qnder-
take it, thinking, however, the position of
both the army and the navy would be

made more difficulty if they failed in the a

attempt. He promised to use mines at
Guantanamo to counter-mine those at
Santiago, which would consume c_onsxd-
erable time. Said Sampson: “It is not
so much the loss of men, as the loss of
ships which has until now deterred me
from making a gdirect attack upon the
ships -within the "port.”

Admiral Sampson says that after the
destruction of Cervera’s fleet Shafter re-
newed the request that he should force
an entrance to the harbor, and it was
arranged by them that the outside forts
should be taken by the marines and Cu-
bans after the fleet had shelled them.
Then the harbor was to be forced by the
fleet. Admiral Sampson says he does
not know why this plan was abandoned,
and still believes time and many. lives
might have been saved had it been car-
ried out.

“Thus,” says Sampson, “I have been
surprised to see published in the papers
any statement of a refusal on my part
to endeavor to force my way into the
harbor and cannot understand—in case
the newspaper report has been a truth-
ful statement of what was sent by him
—Gen. Shafter’s sending any report of
this kind. 4

“I here, moreover, would animadvert
upon thé apparently extraor Ty open-
ness with which every detail of ‘hope, ef-
fort, or suggestion on the part of the
army has been published. The unwis-
dom of such a procedure is too mani-
fest for discussion.”

Continuing, Admiral Sampson says:
“The navy has been placed in such an
invidious and false position bgfore the
country through the very unwise publi-
cation of Gen, Shafter’s telegrams that
I think this matter in some way should
be made ‘clear to the public.”

On July 14, Admiral Sampson sent
the following to Secretary Long:

“The published telegrams of General
Shaftér in the Herald of July 6 reflect
on the navy. - I.wish the department and
the President to understand the first re-
quisite to opening the harbor to Santiago
is to occupy the forts and intrepqhments
at its entrance, guarding the mine fields,
and that the general has never made a
move to do 5 ¢

mary object of his operations. If the
general chooses to ignore the sea ap-
proaches, and to attack Santiago to the
east and north, that is his affair, but it
should be clearly understood that:this
attack does not improve the situation at
the harbor entrance, from which his left
flank is distant not less than four miles.

Although my forces have
frequently engaged the forts and yours
have not exchanged a shot with them, I
await the arrival of a detachment of
your troops to take possession, as they
must eventually occupy them, I expect
the same consideration.

MR. PARTRIDGES END

Coroner’s Jury at Shawnigan Find
That He Suicided While Tem-
porarily Insane.

Body Found a Couple of Feet Under
Water and Attached to
Anchor Rope.

A coroper’s jury at Shawnigun lake
yesterday found that John Partridge,
who was drowned on Wednesday last,
had committed suicide while temporarily
insane. This verdiet was arrived at
after hearing the evidence of Mr, PLipps
and a man from the logging camp. who
found the body. In their evidence they
stated that the long anchor rope, cn
one end of which was a heavy stone,
the other end being 2ttached to the hoat,
was wound around the waist of the de-
ceased, and that this held the hody just
under the water.

It was hard for the peonle at Shawni-
gan, who had ;seen Mr, Partridge a few

.hours before his death, to believe that
he had deliberately taken his 'ife.’ He
arrived there on the morning train, evi-
dently in the hest of spirits, talked and
joked with Mr. Koenig, and then or-
dered a boat, stating that he was guing
across the lake to visit Mr. Phippz and
another friend, who wer2 staying in Mr.
Finlayson’s cottage. The water was not
very rough, as previously stated, and
Mr. Partridge veachel the eottogze i
safety and had dinner there. After din-
ner the deceased took u fishingz rod, and
Mr, Phipps and the other man shot guns.
Mr. Partridge .rowed Mr. Phipps to the
entrance of the west arm., and affer
landing him pulled out a little way from
the shore and commenced tishing. Mr.
Phipps walked up to the head of the
arm, his friend taking the second boat
up. The two spent some time up the
arm, and on returning noticel Nr.
Partridge’s boat without anybody in it.
On investigation they found the ‘body

there by the anchor rope. 'They notitied

Mr. Frank Partridge. a brother of the
deceased, returned on the same train. He
thinks it quite possible that the death
was accidental. . Very often when fish-
ing, he said, his brother wonld wind
the anchor rope around his leg so that
he conld regzulate the depth of the anchor
and shift the boat without any trouble.
He attaches no significance to the fact
that a revolver was found in his pocket,
it having been his habit to carrv a re-
volver when out fishing for the odd
chance of getting a shot at ducks.

In commenting upon his action, we de-
sire to be understood as recogmzmg that
in many cases inquests are needlessly
beld.. This is the case everywhere and
will probably continue to be the ecase
until the end of the chapter. Hven if it
were possible to reproduce Mr. Martin
in sufficient quantities to provide a speci-
men for the coroner’s office everywhere, 4
we take the liberty of doubting that the
country would be entirely freed from the
chance of needless mquests being held.
We ‘are even willing %0 concede that in
a. small minority. of cases inquests are
held>where ‘ordinary good judgment ought
to have told any one that none was call-
ed- “for.  But we also say. that it is far
better that a few unnecessary inquests
shall take place, than that coroners shall
be deterred from doing their duty by
a fear that some self-constituted censor
may refuse to allow them their fees. . The
discretion as to when an inquest shall
be held must be vested somewhere, and
the coroner on the ‘ground is essenti-
ally a better judge 0f the nature of the
emergency than an . attorney-general,
who sit down, several = months _after-
wards, and, in the:light cast upon-the
coroner’s decision by the evidence thken
at the inquest, attempts to form an opin-
ion as to whether the inguest should
have been held. Epitomized the instruc-
tions are: If you are mnot sure of the
verdiet, don’t: try the case. |

We draw attention to the circular
somewhat in detail. It first informs the
corener that he will not’'be paid any
fees at all unless he makes the declara-
tion in the form accompanying the cir-
cular. The law does not require the
coroner to make any such declaration,
and unless it be held that the attorney-
general is above the legislature, he has
no right to demand such a statement
from the coroner. The form of declara-
tion is itself an insult to every coroner.
The coroner’s offige is one of the highest
in the land, and yet this temporary in-
cumbent of the attorney-generalship de-
clines to accept a statement under the
signature of the coroner, unless it has
been made before a justice of the peace,
a notary or a commissioner for taking
affidavits. Presumably he would have
mndq the coroner swear to the applica-
tion, if he had the power, and he is care-
ful to make him say that he regards the
statement as’ binding wupon him
as  if it "had been made un-

J’meph Martip. that he assumes to put
this sort of ingylt upon the incumbent of
a high, ancient and honorable office?
Let it be remembered that in most cases
coroners aré members of a learned pro-
fession of at least equal standing to that
to which Mr. Martin belongs.

But the declaratlon, this humiliating
declaration, is not enough to satisfy this
new tryant. If the coroner humiliates
himself, to make the declaration and
hunt up a’justice of the peace—an officer
inferior to him—to attest it, the attorney-
general does not propose to be content.
He is going to examine the evidence and
if his opinion differs from that of a con-
oner, he is going to call upon the coroner
to send in a special report. If this spec-
ial report dees not satisfy the mind of
the attorney-general, the coroner may
whistle for his fees.

The second paragraph of the circular
deals with the matter of medical testi-
mony.. The attorney-general proposes to
fine the coroner, if in his, that is the at-
torney-general’s opinion, medical testi-
mony was not called for. The govern-
ment will pay the physician, but will
deduct the amount from the fees of the
coroner.

The Colonist has not yet
taken any position whatever as to what
parliament may do as to the representa-
tion of Victoria in 1902. This is not
now an issue. We have simply been dis-
cussing what parliament may do in the
year 1899. One question of this charac-
ter is enough to discuss at once. The
arguments which apply to the alteration
of the representation of Vietoria after
the next census are of quite a different
character to those which apply to a
change being made next year, It will,
however, be time enough to discuss them
when the occasion for doing so arises.
Population is changing so rapidly in its
distribution in this province, that con-
siderations which may have weight in
1898 may have very little four years
from now.

We ecan assure the World that
the Colonist is very sincere in its de-
sire to see justice dome the whole pro-
vince, and we are foolish enough to be-
lieve that it has already given consider-
able evidence of its readiness to aid in
securing such a desirable result.

A petition presented to the Committee
of Fifty suggests that certain classes of
residents of Victoria shall be subjected
annually to a fine, in the nature of a
license, or a license in the nature of a
fine, as you like to put it, and that there-
by the civie treasury will be replenished
to the amount of several thousands of
dollars.

FAIR PLAY TO
BRITISH COLUMBIA.

The .Columbian is much impressed, by |
the claim made by the-Colonist for an
additional per capita ‘allowance for Brit-
ish Columbia pending the taking of the
next. census, but asks how we would
suggest that the ‘government can arrive
at an estimate of -the population until a
census has been taken. It does not oc-
cur to us that this is a very difficult mat-
ter. ‘All the world knows that there has
been a great increase in the population
since 1891, and that this increase is go-
ing on. This ingrease being of an ex-
ceptional character, exceptional treat-
ment is called for. There is no necessity
for a close enumeration of the popula-
tion. 1If the federal government thinks
it right that the province should receive
some consideration; the ministers can,
with the assistinee of the members from
the province and the local government,
easily arrive at an amount that would
be reasonable under the circumstances.
Parliament would accept the assurance
of the ministry that there is good ground
for believing that such an increase has
taken place as might be agreed upon.

“The method by which the increase
should be got are the same as the Co-
lumbian or tie Colonist- would adopt in a
like case. A .Kootenay gentleman, who
called on the Colonist last week, made
a list of the towns in that portion of the
province and appended to each a very
conservative estimate of the pdpulation.
When he had added it up he said% “There
thousand * people ' living
where, when I came to the coun-
try six-yearssage, there ‘were not five
hundred.” It is‘easy to make an esti-
mate of the towns which have sprung
into existence since 1891. It is easy to
make a moderate estimate of how many
people live in them. It is easy to ascer-
tain whether" Victoria, Vancouver, Na-
nimo, New Westminster and the towns
along the C.P.R. have gained much in
population since” 1891. The ecalculation
need not be close. British Columbia
wotld be content with a reasonable mea-
sure of fair play. - The Dominion govern-
ment, if it sees fit, can without any dif-
ficulty present a case . to  parliament
which will warrant a request for an ad-
ditional allowance to this province.

THE UNIT.OF REPRESENTATION.

Our cortesx;ondent, “J. P. B.,” directs
attention to i‘the probable umnit of rep-
resentation after the next decennial cen-
sus. He is, niot quite correct in saying
that the Colonist took the unit of dis-
tribution at the last census as its guide.
The Colonist’ was discussing a proposi-
tion laid down by the Columbian, and
for the purpése of meeting its contem-
porary's argwment, - accepted the unit
suggested by the Columbian. We ex-
pressly stated that we had not verified
the calculation. Yet on looking into the
matter it appears that our correspondent
is right and that the unit suggested -by
the Columbidh'is ‘substantially that em-
ployed at the!last census. Tt is obvious’
that this is likely to be altered in 1991

In 1891 the'population of Quebec jwu

1,488,858. 'The increase in the. previous
decade was less than 10 per cent, If we
assume an increase of 10 per cent. for
the eurrent decade, Quebec's population
in 1901 will be 1,637,380. This divided
by 65, the fixed mumber of representa-
tives for Québec, gives a unit of rep-
resentation substantially 25,000. British
Columbia wounld not, therefore, be en-
titled ‘to seven members until its popula-
tion exceeds 162,500, that is, until it is
more than six and a half times the unit.

‘We have already shown that from the
best data now available the population of
the province will reach 164,000 by July
1st, 1899, and if the Vancouver World
is right about the present population of
Vancouver, the figures ought to be 167,-
000. - Either number is more than suffici-
ent to entitle us to seven representatives.
There is a fair prospect that by July 1st,
1901, we may haveat least 200,000 popu-
lation. This estimate is not at-all un-
reasonable. It only calls for an increase
of 33,000 people in two years. TIf the
prospeets of railway construction are re-
alized this increase will be more than
made, This would entitle us to eight rep-
resentatives after the next census, pro-
vided that the population of Quebec has

price for it. We say this is very bad
policy, and is calculated to discourage
men of enterprise from trying to do any-
thing. It is false policy from ‘a public
point of view. . The government is not
in a position to handle its land; private
individuals can handle theirs. The
govéernment ought not to speculate upon
the business plans of private individuals.
It may be a monstrous clever thing for
a government to refuse to allow private
individuals to purchase land in connec
tion with a private enterprise and get
for the province two or three times as
‘much money for it as they would, if it
had been sold before the enterprise was
begun, but it will not seem half so
clever, if :the refusal to sell defeats the
enterprise and leaves the land upon the
hands of the government. Moreover,
the propriety of a government undertak-
ing to “boom” Crown lands is very
greatly open to question. It is mot right
to make the country even ifidirectly re-
sponsible for private representations as
to the outcome of a business project.

Two Notable Visitors at Present in
Victoria Give Their Impres-
sions of China.

Missionary Work Is of Little or No
Avail in the Flowery
Kingdom.

Mr. T. V. Twinning, one of the best
koown theatrical managers in the Far East,
and Mr. Sydney H.'Morse, a noted tenor,
who are arranging to give a concert in
Victoria in the near future, are guests
at the Dallas, having arrived on the Mio-
wera a few days ago from most interesting
travels through the Orient. Mr. Morse
sang for a few Victorians yesterday, and
is described by one eritic as being the peer
of the tenor here with Madame Albani
a few years ago.

‘The two have travelled through China,
Japan, the Straits Settlements and India.
sStarting out from Calcutta, they went to
IIyderabad, where they were the guests
of His Excellency Sir Asman Jah Bahadur,
prime minister*of the place. 1ln an inter-
view Mr. Morse said:

“It was very hot, but we were most
hospitably treated. They could not do
enough for us, and Mr. Faridunji, the min-
ister’s private secretary, was especially
kind. He took us out to Golconda one
day, and I sang in one of the tombs, which
is roofed with a dome. The effect was
marvellous. The sound of each note was
succeeded by a series of magnificent vibra-
tions, which mvited uwag in charming
dimuendo into the apex of the dome seven
-or eight sounds after L.had vocalized. It
was like striking a perfvet ciiord en an
organ. I was astonished and delighted.
Those old Moslem architects must have
thoroughly understood the science of acous-
tics, -for these tombs were uged. for the
chanting of .prayers by devotees, If the
architects -of London could only discover
their secret, what a splendid temple of
music we might have built in the hub of
the universe. A few minutes afterwards
I sang In another and a larger tomb in
which some people had pitched their camp.
There was no such effect as in the smaller
tomb, which shows how disastrous dmpery,
of any kind is to the free play of sound.’
After giving three concerts they went to
Bombay and were there at the time the
plague broke out. Poona was next visited,
and the hospitality of Lord Sandhurst, the
governor, for a time partaken of. From
there they went to Ceylon and gave con-
certs in all the different cities, Mr. Morse
being requested to sing several times for
S r J. West Ridgeway, the governor. Going
ihen to Madras, it was their good fortuife
to meet the new and re\'.lring governor, Sir
Arthur 'HE. Havelock and Lord Wenlock,
respectively. At Ranjoon, too, Mr. Morse
sang before Sir Frye. Their next moves
were to Mandalay and the: Straits Settle-
ments, going then to Singapore, Japan, and
Tatér to China. They were the first Euro-
peans ever to take part in a concert p,fo-
gramme given at the Toatal’s ‘“‘At Home.

Mr. Twinning tells some remarkable
stories about life in the big cities of China.
He accounts for the recent disturbances in
the capital as being due in a large mea-
sure to the desire of the Empress to see
a little of the outside world, which privi-
lege the cabinet is guarding against. There
ure three walls about Pekin, and it is with-
iu the Innermost one that the Empress
remains. He pities the young lady who
enters the missionary field in China. She
is greatly exposed, and at best accomplishes
little. Chinamen do not take to Christ-
1anity and cannot be converted.. The popu-
lation does not know what —civilization
weans, and it would be more charitable to
teach them how to be clean than it is to
teach them religion. They never wash
more than their faces or bands, and their
under-garments, donned at New Years, are
never changed. ‘War with China, Mr.
Twinning thinks, would :be ecalamitious,
the Chinamen not only being ignorant of
the use of weapons, as was demonstrated
in the late war with Japan, but prevented
from handling a n by their very dress.
The great wall which encircles China im-
pressed the two visitors, and of this and
other interesting scénes they have secured
some excellent kodak pictures.. Mr. Twin-
ning does not wonder at sickness spreading
in a city like Shanghal proper, wPlchv knows

ATLIN FIRE HILL.

Electrie Lighting EnterpriseDiscounted
by This Newly Known Volcano.

Tacoma, Dec. 2.—Further information of
the active volcano discovered in the Atlin
gold district, in British Columbia, is to
the effect that the volcano furnishes the
miners light by which to work their claims
during the darkness of the Arctic’ winter.
The glare from the lava reflected back
against the sky gives an almost continuous
light to the upper end of Atlin district.

From Dr. W. By Kingslowe and H. James,
mining men from Denver, comes the best
and apparently most authentic description
of the Alaskan Vesuvius. ‘‘The mountain
in eruption,” Dr. Kingslowe, ‘“‘is the
second of the range of four towerin peaks
lying about 50 miles due south of Lake
ladys, and a . slightly shorter distance
from Atlin City. These mountains are all
of at least 14,000 feet in altitude. The
crater rests a trifle below its three brother

eaks.
. “It was in the early part of October that
the smoke was first seen issuing from the
mountain. ‘With the thought of a voleano
furthest from their minds, the miners at-
tributed’ those first signs of eruption to

Atlin City. 'Then, Yvon November 8, the
mountain burst forth in flames. Through
the smoke and clouds there shot a stream
of molten lava, boulders and ashes that
brighténed the sky for a radius of ne.ﬂg
40 miles, and sent its reflécted light throug!
the darkness down upon the men working
on Birch, Discovery. McKee, Pine and other
<creeks, the sides of whose banks turn to-
wards the volcano. /

“A panic ensued among the miners when
the ashes began falling upon them. The
ashes fell to a depth of several inches,
and- the stream down the mountain side
increased in magnitude.

he fall of ashes later stopped, and the
men returned to work. 7

“When we left the miners were working
nights, gladly profiting by the mellow
twilight caused by the volcano’s glare, which
turned night into day.

‘‘No name has yet been given the moun-
tain. but when we left the Canadian of-
ficials at Atlin were preparing for an ex-
pedition to the volcano and will undoubt-
edly christen it.”

CERTIORARLI PROCEEDINGS.

Argument on Apﬁliccation to Quash the
Conviction for Selling Liquor on
Plebiscite  Day.

Mr. Justice Martin yesterday heard
argument on the certiorari proceedings
brought to quash the police magistrate’s
conviction of G. C. Szuer for selling or
giving liquor on plebiscite: polling day..
Mr. 8. Perry Mills who appeared for
the application had a number of points
to raise but for the purpose of saving
time said he would argue on’one prin-
cipal point, reserving his rights to bring
up the others if required. This point was
that the method of proceeding against
Mr. Sauer should have been the same as
for action for debt or information as
provided in section 106 of the Domin-
ion KElections act and not under the
Summary Jurisdiction act. He argued
that the penalty under section 83 of the
Dominion Elections act was not declared
in express terms to be a misdemeanor;
whereas ‘section ‘82 expressly declared
that the four preceding sections relating
to other specified offences were express-
ly declared to be misdemeanors and sec-
tion 13 as amended conferred summary
jurisdiction for certain other offences
mentioned in that section. In . other
words the act created forfeiture and
penalties recoverable “by action of debt
or information,” and fines in cases of
misdemeanors and some offences recover-
able by summary conviction. Section 83
imposed a penalty and though it was true
in a sense that the contravention of any
act was a misdemeanor, yet the Elec-
tion aet had provided special provisions
for the recovery of the penalty..

Mr, W.. J. Taylor, who with Mr. C. D.

Mason, appeared for the city, argued
that the contravention of any act was
a misdemeanor and quoted section 3 of
the Summary Jurisdiction act, which
reads: “This act shall apply to every
case in which any person commits or is
suspected -of having committed any of-
fence or act over which the parliament
‘of Canada has legislative authority, and
_for which such person’is: liable on sum-
ém#fi;wqmon'toziﬁ;imxgnent, fine,

Mr. Graham was
for some .years gold cqmmisaiox_ler for a
section of West Kootenay, resigning to
acecept the ition of local manager of
the - Gold Fields of British lumbia,
Limited. He is to be accompanied by
Mr. J. H. Brownlee, the provincial land
surveyor, who, as statéd yesterday, will
determine the boundary line where
necessary, and do whatever other sur-
veying is required.

Speaking of the appointments, Pre-
mier Semlin yesterday said that both
officials had necessarily been given large
discretionary powers.

Attorney-General’s Colleague - Se-
eures First Suspension of Those
Coroners’ Regulations.

Without Which Nauaimo Colliery
Fatalties Could Not Have
Been Inquired Into.

As an instance of how Hon. Joseph
Martin’s new regulations for coroners
works, the following incidept from Na-
naimo ‘is stated upon good authority:

Upon the death of the late Wm. Mec-
Gregor, manager of the New Vancouver
Coal Company, the mine superintendent,
S. M. Robins, having in view the well
known principles of the common law of
England governing such cases, and also,
no doubt, for the satisfaction
of shareholders of his com-

pany, that the disaster was ' not
due to negligence of any kind, asked thé
coroner to hold the usual inquiry into
the cause of death. But the coroner,
baving in view the new regulations in his
memory, asked the superintendent if he
was not satisfied that death was the re-
sult of an accident.. Of course the an-
swer was in the affirmative, As this
agreed with the coromer’s own opinion
of the regrettable affair he declined to
assume the responsibility of holding an
inquest. . So anxious, however, were the
officials of the mining company for an
authoritative statement that the com-
pany’s surgeon, who is no less a person
than Hon. R. E. McKechnie, president
of the provincial. council, also tried to
persuade the coroper to act. In reply
again to this pressure brought to'bear
upon him the coroner quoted the circular
instructioans of Hon. Joseph Martin,
but informed Dr. McKechnie that if he
would put his request in writing, and,
further, guarantee the coroner’s expens-
es, the inquest would be held. This prop-
osition, however, Mr. McKechnie de-
clined, and there the matter rested for
a time. During the course of the day,
however, the coroner received a “collect”
telegraphic message, and having paid the
two bits demanded of him, was surprised
to find that it was from the Hon, Joseph
Martin at Vancouver to the effect that
he would like the coroner to hold an in-
quest as asked for by Mr. Robins and
Dr. McKechnie.
The inquest was accordingly held, but
it is stated that the coronmer, in veiw of
the strictly- non-committal wording of
the ‘request,” is "anxious to know if
the government will pay the costs in-
curred, or if, like the two bits for the
telegram, he is expected to pay them
himself,

THE ALBERNI ELECTION.

Very Existence of the Constituency at
Stake—-The Government's Insult
to Settlers.

From the Wellington Enterprise.

In the last issue of the Enterprise we
directed the attentivn of the people of
Alberni to the estimate which Mr. Cotton
placed upon their time and labor when
he, as the apologist and as a member of
the government, stated in the columns of
the News-Advertiser that two dollars a day
wag ample remuneration for road work.

One way
in which they endeavoréd to assist the
setiler was by the building of roads, streets
and bridges, and in doing so they endeavor-
ed, as far as lay in their power, to con-
fine the work on these public works and
expenditure of money in connectien there-
with to the actual resident settlers of the
several districts in which these public works
were undertaken. The late ministry fully
understood that the settler in the scattered
districts of this province had little of this
world's wealth to provide the necessaries
of 'life for himself and family while ‘he
was clearing the'giants of the forest from
the land to make the felds of his future
farm. In many of these cases is was a
“from hand to mouth struggle,” and with
the idea of giving' the- settler a helping
hand these useful public works were in-
augurated. In many other ways was' the
interest of the Turner ministry in the sue-
cess of our agricultural community evinced.
We have neither. the'time nor the space
to discuss those matters now. They are
sufficlently known to every settler in Al-

MORMONS IN CONTROL.

Utah as a State Is Now Administered
By Them.

Formerly the Gentiles controlled the
politics of the territory by voting solidly
against the Mormons, but now the pol-
itical .divisions which exist elsewhere
are recognized in Utah, and the Mor-
mons seem to be in control of the ma-
.chinery ~of both parties. At the Jlast
election. a representative in congress
was c¢hosen who has three wives and
‘he ranm ahead of his'ticket. Chief Jus-
tice :Zane, of the Supreme Court, who
has enforced the laws against all of-
fenders, was. defeated. Senator Oan-
non is’'a member of 4 prominent Mormon
family, and Senator’ Rdwlins, though
not personally a Mormon, is .on good
terms with the “orgapization.”. All the
state officers are in league with the Mor-
mons. Business and ' professional men
do not care to denounce the prevalence
of polygamy, but - the Presbyterian
church in Utah has taken up the matter
and has sounded a vigorous note of
warning in the form of an address. -

It points out that since the issuing off
the manifesto of April 6, 1896, the Mor-
.mon _priests exercise the right of dic-
tation over the votes pf the chureh mem-
bers. It charges that'the Mormons pro-
pose to control the schools and name
the teachers, and that they are boycot-
ting (}entxles who make objection to the
practice of plural marriages. It exposes
the proselyting work’6f the church by
which its political power is being ex-
tended into Idaho, Wyoming and Ariz-
ona.- In Idaho it is already believed to
hold the balance of power between the
parties. Of polygamy the address of
the Presbytery of Utah says:

“Another phase of the present day in
Utah is that the péople are being urged
to “live their religion.” 'This would
seem a desirable thing to do. Unfor-
tunately, however, this phrase has an
application here other than that under-
stood by people unacquainted with the
‘mysteries of Mormonism.” One “lives
his religion” in Utah who has entered
the *“ celestial. order. of mazriage,” and

PLAGUE AND FAMINE.,

Russia Threé.tenet—i—_With t:he Two—
Three-fourths of Inhabitants of
One Village Afflicted.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 21.—Russia is at the
presént moment threatemed with a double
danger—famine and’ pest,’or plague. The
famine ‘will fortunately-be localized in: the
districts of the Volga. 'Already the provin-
cial authfities are doing their best to
fight again or at least to attenuate the
effects of the famine. Large provisions of
wheat sent from Siberia are being distribu-
ted among the starving fami All able-
bodied peasants have n enlisted by the

overnment autherities to labor on publie
gulldlngs and other works of public use-
' fnlness,

The government has also declided to em-
ploy a number of these :peasants on the
construction of new canals throughout
the " steppes, for purposes of irrigation,
since the bad harvests of the past few
years are precisely the resillts of the bar-
renness of the soil.

But, whereas the famine only interests
Russia, and, in reality only a small por-
tion of the empire, on the other hand the

lague interests all Europe. This dread
slsease prevails in the province of Lamar-
eande, in Turkestan. It was in the village
of Anzob, county of Iskender, and distri
of Piandjekend, that the disease- suddenly
made its appearance. This region is a wild
one; mountains, difficult of access and sur-
rounded by peaks which, in certain cases,
are over 13,000 feet in height.

The Aslatic plague, the tchouma, for such
is its real name, does not appear this time
to have been imported from India. The
first suspiclous case was that of an 'old
woman at the village of Marzin. Another
native woman, belonging te the village of
Anzob took charge of the body, wa and
buried it according to Mussulman rites. A
few hours later this woman was taken il
with the disease, and died three days after.
But the .plngue had already read about
her, among her relatives; first her paremts,
then her brothers and sisters died. A panic
soon selzed the inhabitants of Anzob, ere
was no physician in that remote community
but the wise men of the comunity held a

“ecuncil, nhs by ‘a unanimous vote came to

the- conclusion ‘that the poor: woman who
had first bg:uﬂected by the disease had
n bu according to the riteés pre-
scribed b{y the prophet.. Hence the anger of
the Almighty, whom it was necessary to
;ggease before the disease could be stop-
. Action was immediately taken in the
matter, and the natives repaired to the Mo-
hammedan cemetery. The disinterred the
body of the unfortunate woman and, after
having examined it at length, burled it
again according to the most approved Mus-
sulman rites. As a natural result of this
performance, a few days later three-fourths
of the ‘inhabitants ‘of the village ‘were
stricken with the disease, and the ‘tchouma
as everybody knows, is incurable, 1

be it said, does not.go about matters half
way when a question of public hygiene and
safety is involved. No sooner had it been

than the military authorities of the prov-
ince took decisive measures.  All the public
roads leading to the contaminated village
of Anzob were shut off from the surround-
ing country, and the peasants of the neigh-
boring villages called upon to form a sani-
tary girdle around the community.

FILIPINOS - DISGUSTRD.

Relieved From Spanish Domination.
Only to Finda Stronger Mas-
ters in Possession.

Will Shed Their Blood in Terrents
Again Before Bowing to
Foreign Dominion.

Manila, Dec. 2—Owing to the fact
that the result of the Paris conference
has long been anticipated here, the agrvee-
ment of Spain to cede the Philippine
islands to the United States created mo
excitement. The Americans made no
demonstration. Commercial circles were
relieved, the Spaniards were indifferent
and some of the American volunteers
were disgusted at the prospect of being
detained here now that the fighting is

finished.

WHALER'S ILL LUCK.

Years Ago Is Now Penniless,

A San' Francisco paper says: Capt.
James McKenna, who six years ago was
one of the wealthiest owners of whaling
vessels in the world, is now practically
a ruined man.

At the begin-
ning of 1890 he could have drawn his
check for $100,000 and it would have
lbeen paid; now he owns only the Fear-
ess.

. In the season of 1891-92 McKenna had
in the Arctic the whaling barks Sea
Breeze, James Allén, John P. West,
Northern Light and Hunter, the brig W,
Meyer and the schooner Bonanza.
These vessels cost him in the neighbor-
hood of $100,000 to fit out. The Sea
Breeze came back with 10,000 pounds of
bone, the James Allen with 6,000 pounds.
The John P. West was burned at Hono-
u, her crew haying set her on fire.
The Northern Light and W. H. Meyer
came back clean, the Hunter brought
back 28,000 and the Bonanza 5,500
pounds of bone, .

In 1893 the season’s catch was a. poor
one and the Sea Breeze was wreeked on
the Algska coast. Then McKenna deter-
mined to go steam whaling, and in Nor-
way purchased the Fearless. He and
Captain Johne Witham went to Stoek-
holm and sailed the vessed to the Arctic.
That was in 1894, and that year Me-
Kenna had fitted out only the Reindeer
and James Allen. The Northern Light
and Hunter were in Oakland creek. Mis-
' fortune was still close on McKenna's
heels, however, and both the Reindeer
and James Allen were wrecked. ’

When the news of - these disasters
reached McKenna he determined to have
one more iry at fortune, so, with the
assistance of his friends he fitted out
the Northern Light, and she sailed for
Point Barrow July 3, 1894, in charge
of Captain B. Cogan. The Fearless join-
ed her there, and that year both vesseles
wintered  in the Aretic.

In 1895 and 1896 neither vessel took a
whale, so the bark was sent home. In
1§97, while trying to return to San
Francisco, the Fearless, with the rest of
the fleet, was caught in the ice. The
other vessels helped the crew of the
Fearless out during the winter but the
men had a hard time of it, and came
back with but little money coming ‘to
them,

_Durin_g Captain McKenna’s absence
his creditors took the Northern Light and
Hunter and sold her. They were after-
‘ward put on the run to Kotzebue sound
glhen the gold discoveries were made

ATLINS COMMISS ONBE

Capt. Rant Reached the City Yes-
terday to Report to the
Government.

Winter Has Set Her Seal on the
Northern Country and the
Lakes Are Freezing.

Capt. Rant, government  agent and
gold: commissioner for the most norther-
ly section of British Columbia, including
the ‘now famous Atlin gold fields, reach-
ed the city by yesterday’s noon train
from Nanaimo, having made the trip
from Skagway to the Coal City on the
steamer Cutch. The captain left Lake
Bennett on November 20, at which time
the big lake was partly frozen over, and
the smaller lakes between Bennett and
the Summit were covered with ice suffi-
ciently strong to hold a man, but not
a horse. The winter trail as far as
Bennett, he says, should be in good con-
dition now, while the route through to
Dawson should be ready for sleighing
by December’15. He does not antici-
pate heavy travel te Dawson during the
winter, dlthough he believes many will
come out over the ice. The police and
express company’s posts have been es-
tablished and provisioned along the
route, and will be a great help to the
men coming out. In fact, Capt. Rant
believes that they will be the cause of
more men coming out than can afford to
make the trip, and the Dominion govern-
ment will in consequence be put to con-
siderable expense providing for them.

As to the Atlin district, the captain
says there is no doubt about its richness,
but all the reports that are brought out
should not be believed. It is an im-
mense and wonderful country, and al-
though many elaims have been staked,
there is still room for more. The latest
strike he had heard - of was on a creek
which had since been called Bonanza
creek. A surveyor has partly laid out
a trail from Log Cabin to Atlin, a dis-
tance of bétween 80 and 100 miles, but
was delayed on acecount of the bogs.
As soon -as these were frozen over,
which' is no doubt the case by this time,
he was to have continned the work.

Very cold weather was experienced on
the trip from Lake Bennett to Skag-
way, the thermometer at Log Cabin
registering 20 below zero, with a strong
wind blowing. There were still 850
men at work on the railway, but they
were quitting daily. One poor fellow
was found by Messrs. Heaney and Hys-
lop nearly frozen to death behind a
rock. He wanted to be left, but they
carried and dragged him to the nearest
habitation, four miles distant, where he
revived. The rescue was carried out
with the greatest difficulty, and at the
risk of the lives of the rescuers, the
weather being bitterly cold. .

Capt. Rant came down under instruc-
tions from the ‘provincial government to
report on the conditions of the country.
One of the questions to be considered
is the re-staking of claims by ex-Mayor
Grant, but in regard to this and other
official matters the commissioner could
not offer an opinion until he had con-
ferred with the government.

DROWNED AT SHAWNIGAN.

Mr. John Pnirtridg_;- Loses ‘His Life by
an Accident at the Lake.

A drowning fatality that robs Vie-
toria of one of her best known ' and
most  energetic citizens occurred at
wnigan lake: yesterday, the victim

Mr. John Partridge, proprietor of
the Lansdowne dry goods house, and
for three terms a representative of the
Centre ward on the aldermanic board.

| The deceased gentleman had gone up

the line by the morning train with a
couple of drummer friends, intending to
'spend the day in fishing—a sport to
which he was devoted. He also tdbk a
gun with him, intending presumably to
have a shot at a deer if one presented
itself. He left the hotel, according to
the meagre particulars obtaimable last
evening, between 11 o’clock and noon.
The last seen of him in life was while
he was rowing leisurely in the direction
of the West arm, and it was there at
about 3:30 in the afternoon where his
body was discovered by two of the
sawmill hands, in the water and about
50 yards from shore. There had been
a high wind blowing all day, and it is
presumed that the little craft was over-
turned and Mr. Partridge lost his life
w)nle trying to swim to shore or to
cling to the overturned boat. The body
was recovered by thé discoverers of the
tragedy and taken to the hotel, where it
will remain until the calling of the
de¢wn  train, by which it ‘will be
brought to Vietoria for interment,

The deceased - gentleman was a native
of Norfolk, England, and a son of Mr.
T. J. Partridge, of the waterworks de-
partment ofrthe city government. 'He
came with his’ family to this province
and city in 1862, and by the exercise of
natural ability had built up one of the
best businesses of its kind in the ecity.
He had also given Victoria the benefit of
his good judgment on several occasions,
serving as a member of the aldermanic
board for three differenf terms. He was
also an influential Odd Fellow and mem-
ber of the A,"O. U. W. Besides a
widow, the late Mr, Partridge leaves
especially bereaved a father, four broth-
ers and three -sisters, all well known
residents’ of Victoria, where ' they are
among the most respected of the pio-
neers.

DOG-BITING ORTHERISES. |

English ‘Soldiers Treated at the Pasteur
Institute for Hydrophobia.

London Mail,

Two more parties of soldiers bitten
by mad dogs in the East have recently
arrived at the Pasteur Institute of Paris
and a third is on its way. An assistant
engineer from the Punjab irrigation de-
partment is also:"coming to Paris for
trgntment at the institute.

The largest party comsists of a ser-
geant and nine men belonging to the
Fourth Dragoon Guards stationed at
Rawul Pindi, in the Punjab. They were
bitten in the middle of June, and are
now nearly all cured. The second lot
at the institute are four privates of the
South Staffordshire regiment, stationed
at Thayetmyo, in Burma. A sergeant
and these four men were bitten at the
end of September by the same dog. The
sergeant died of hydrophobia and the
men were then despatched to Paris.

Nine soldiers belonging to various re-
giments
India who have recently been bitten by
dogs suffering from rabies are now on
their way to Paris.

Since the beginning of the year no
less than 51 perséns bitten by mad dogs
in India have been treated at the Pas-
teur Institute. Of these 40 were soldiers,
the remaining 11 including ladies.

Rabies is very comimon in India. Dogs
out there belong to no one; they are one
of Mother Nature's many scavengers
for Bastern villages and towns. Mr,
Long could not muzzle.them, however
much he tried. To stop hydrophobia he
would, besides, hdve to muzzle the jack-
als, who often go mad and bite persons
and dogs, thus spreading the disease,

Four years ago an attempt was made
to start a Pasteur Institute in India.
Some £5,000 has been raised, but the
scheme hangs fire, partly for want of
funds and partly bécause the princes
of India propose building a bacteriologi-
cal institute in honor of the diamond
jubilee, which shall include the treat-
ment of hydrophobia.

Of course the anti-vivisectionists are
doing all they ecan prevent a Pastenr
Institute in India. They are working
the mild Hindoo for all he is worth. A
memorial was recently adopted at Bom-
bay, in which this sentence appears:
“The people of India had from ancient
times cultivated the ideas of mercy and
humanity towards the dumb creation,
which were less known and less revered
in other quarters of the globe, and it
would be a shock to their deeply cherish-
ed feelings to transplant the horrors of
vivisection or a Pasteur Institute to this
ancient land.”

Ideas of mercy and humanity towards
the dumb creation sound_. beautiful on
paper, but if they were Ylustrated by
photos of bullocks beneath the yoke,
ponies plying for hire, goats being flayed
alive, and pariah dogs fuller of sores
than Lazarus, they would quickly splut-
ter out.

Nowhere in the world does the Society
for the Prevention of Cruelty to Ani-
mals find more work for its agents than
in India. ' ’

COOK INLET GOLD.

Output of Last Summer Over $150,000
—Tenderfeet Scared By Mos-
quitoes,

Seattle, Dec. 1.—The conditions in the
Cook inlet country are set forth as fol-
lows in a Jetter received from Fenelon
B. Dowling, a civil enginder, located' at
Homer: ;

“On account of the extremely high
water in the creeks and rivers during
the spring and summer, prospecting has
been much retarded, and placer mining
severely handicapped on Cook inlet.
THis condition of almost incessant
flood was quite apparent in the Turn-

again arm district, as we}l as.along the
eastern coast, from Sunrise City to Ho-

mer,

“Still, with water as a drawback, much
new. placer territory has been developed
and worked to advantage, and the sum-
mer’s clean-up can safely be placed at

COAL OIL SUPPLY.—An important
discovery for the benefit of the mining
‘districts of Kootenay has just 'been
made in South Alberta, near the Crow’s
Nest Pass coal fields. This is a rich
strike of coal oil, said to be of excellent
quality and abundant in quantity.
Great excitement prevails around the
Crow’s Nest Pass and many prospectors
have already gone out to the new fields
well .equipped for boring wells. As it
is now well known, crude oil is exceed-
ingly valuable for fuel and is used on
the locomotives on  several important
railway systems in the United States.

City Council Discuss the Tranway
Company’ Propwsals Submitted
at Monday’s Meeting.

Construction of Temporary Strue-
tures Allowed, But No Fur-
tiér Exemption.

The difficulties that have arisen be-
tween the tramway company and the
city over the bridge question seem to
be in a fair way towards settlement as
the result of the special meeting held by
the city council last night, when the
letters containing the views of the com-
pany were pretty well threshed out.

The first thing ‘done was the reading
of the letter received by the city last

Monday night from Mr. Buntzen, the
general manager of the company, and a
second letter: which was sent in yester-
day. These letters were as follows:
Vancouver, Nov. 26.
To the Mayor and Aldermen, Victoria:
Gentlemen,—In view of the difficulties
which have arisen with regard to the
James Bay and Rock Bay bridges in
the city of Vietoria, now jointly used
for ordinary traflic and by the cars of
this company; and in further view of
the advisability of some prompt action
being taken within the time limit re-
ported as.safe by the ecity engineer, to
provide for the future uninterrupted
operation of our system over the said
bridges, it has occurred to me to make
the following respectful - suggestibn,
which, it approved by the city authori-
ties, I would immediately lay before my
board of directors for 'their, as I trust,
fayorable consideration. Instead of this
company, now under the provisions of
its charter using the ordinary bridges of
the city, with the obligation on the part
of the city to maintain them in good re-
pair and in.  safe condition, I would
recommend my directors that our com-
pany build independent pile. and trestle
additions to. the present bridges, ' or, if
feasible, to any proposed new _bridges
over James Bay and Rock Bay, of suffi-
cient strength to carry any of our .cars
with any number of passengers, and to
be used for our traffic only, an& we to
take upon ourselves the complete main-
terance of and responsibility for such
bridges -when constructed. And in re-
gard to the Point Elliee bridge, I would
suggest that until some definite decision
has been arrived at as to the building of
a permanent bridge at this point, the
present temporary structure be strength-
ened in such manner as to allow our
cars to carry across a :full complement
of passengers, without the now existing
restrictions, which are equally annoying
to passengers and derogatory to the
good name of the city. As the building
of the above-named additions to the
James Bay and Rock Bay bridges would
entail upon our company a large expendi-
‘ture at once, and also the cost and re-
sponsibility of further maintenance,
at the same time relieving the city from
both, I would suggest that in part com-
pensation the eity agree to extend the
present exemption from taxation on our
real property within the city limits for
a further period of five years. Trusting
that your honorable body will give these
Suggestions your early consideration.

Gentlemen,—In réference to our letter
of the 26th instant, re Rock Bay and
James Bay bridges, we notice that an
objection has been raised to the proposed
bridge across James Bay on the ground
that it would be unwise to permit us to
secure any vested rights to occupy a
portion of James Bay with a bridge.
Allow me to state that in making this
proposition, we had no intention of en-
‘deayoring to obtain extension of any
‘rights we now have, It was simply to
facilitate the solution of the bridge
question, and defined what seemed to
us the best arrangement under the cir-
cumstances, If ever the tide flats should
be filled, we should be only too pleased
to transfer our track to the permanent
way constructed. It does not appear to
us that the alternative propnsal of carry-
ing the track around the head of 'the
bay would be satisfactory to the citi-
zens generally. The  distance to be
traversed would be about. 3,000 feet, in-
stead of 700 feet, or a time difference of
three to four minutes, which we do not
think ‘would be appreciated by our pat-
rons in the Beacon Hill and outer wharf
districts. . Then again, the line would
have a very awkward grade. It would
not be nece: to run slow. across the
propesed b: , a8 it would be con-
structed of sufficient strength to be safe
| under all circumstances. It appears. to
us that the  straight line between Gov-
ernmient street and the. parliament build-
ings, either by bridge or by embank-
ment, is the natural connection between
the: business portion of the city and the
James Bay distriet.

Insuli to the Medieal Profession
and Violation of Act of
Legislature.

The coroners of the province are up in
arms against Attorney-General Martin.
They recently received from that gentle-
man a letter containing orders which
moré than one of them-has resented as
an insult. But this is not the worst
feature of the orders. They are directly
opposed to the Coroners Act, which no
later than last session was revised and
amended By the legislature on the sug-
gestion of the board of health, and was
thought te be just about perfect.

This act provides that coroners shall
hold inquests in all cases of gudden
death. Mr. Martin says no inquest
shall be held unless the coroner is satis-
fied that the deceased came to his death
by. violent or unfair means, and should
he be so satisfied and hold an inquest,
and call medical testimony and it after-
wards transpires that the medical testi-
mony was not material, the witness fees
shall be deducted from the go_roner’s
fees, The inference from all this is that
Mr. Martin proposes that each coroner

Already the new order has caused con-
fusion. . The coroner at North Bend, it
is said, has refused to sign the declara-
tion sent out by Mr., Martin, and the
remains of a Chinaman have, in conse-
quence, been awaiting' interment  for
several days. - As no medieal man was
on hand when the Chinaman died, there
is nobody to give a certificate of death,
and as the coroner cannot swear  that
he came to his death by * violence or
unfair means, or culpable or negligent
conduet of others,” he eannot, without
violating Mr, Martin’s instructions, hold
an inguest to arrive at the cause of
death. Other coroners believe that Mr.
Joseph Martin cannot override an act
of the legislature, .and will act accord-
ingly.

A DISCREDITED GOVERNMENT.,

Former Friends of the Usurping Com-
bination Now Most Outspoken
Against Them.

Since the unfortunate advent of Jos. 'h
Martin into the ' ‘Semlin government,
which he apparently dominates at will
lam‘l rules with anything but discretion,
| we have always maintained that his arbi-

That such a result has already been
brought about, is abundantly manifest,

acts of the government looking toward the
curtailing of expenditure are often sma
and sometimes mean. To boast of these
small virtues will force many to the concly.-
sion . that possibly the government wil]
istand watching in larger and broader acts
‘in ‘connection with the administration or
public affairs.

Our attention has been drawn to an ex.
.ample of how the government intends to
.8ave the province from financial ruin. For
iseveral years the legislature has been iy
‘the habit of voting small grants to resi-
dent physiclans Ifi Isolated districts. It js
quite possible that in some instances these
grants were given for political purposes,
but in the majority of cases they were
well earned. The government has apn.
nounced that these grants are to be can-
celled on the 31st of December—the mid-
dle of the financial year.

The decision of tthe government is not
honest, neither can it be considered regu-
lar, The government did not pass those
grants; they were voted by the legislature,
and to the legislature should be left the
power of taking them away. When these
grants were "pased they morally, if not
legally, belonged to the poorly-paid and
hard-working physiclans for whom they
were intended. To cut off thése grants
wheén ‘they are half-exhausted Is ngt acting
fairly with the medical men. Last year
$300 was voted to Dr. Jakes, resident phy-
sician for Boundary Creek. This grant
was secured after a hard: fight ‘by Donald
Graham, M.P.P., backed up by representa-
tions. from the people uere. Mr. Graham
cannot but have a high' appreciation of
his new political friends when they refuse
to pay  half the grant that he wrested
form ' a hostile government and a hostile
legislature.

i Nor is this all. Mr. Martin comes in
{for a well-merited rebuke in connection
t with a very peculiar circular, which he
“has recently caused to he sent to pro-
 vineial coroners: Listen to this:

If Hon. Mr. Semlin wishes his govern-
ment to be popular, he should send his
attorney-general to some Institution where
he could take a course in manmers. He
appears to be free from the amenities of
life and to be laboring under the impression
‘that all the honesty in the province is
now confined within the walls of the par-
liasnent buildings. His ecircular to the cor-
oners is a plece of boorish impertinence.

If Hon. Mr. Mar-
tin expéets to secure ‘the best men in posi-
tions that are at best unprofitable, he must
tregt them with some respect and assume
that they are a little better than thieves.

A few more months of such misrule
as this province has been subjected to
since ' Lieutenant-Governor McInnes so
culpably turned over the reins of power
to the Semlin-Martin eombination, would
hardly leave to the government a hand-
ful of supporters in any section of the
province.
