London, Jan. 21.—to the house of lords 

| the Duke of Aberoorn mpved the address 
in reply to the speech from the throne. 
He spoke of the grave responsibilities of 

% those who directed the affairs of the gov­
ernment and said that one cloud hung over 
the empire, and that was the state of Ire­
land. He mentioned a number of duties 
which- the government must perform In re­
lation tb that country, among which were 
the maintenance of union, the suppression 
of the persecution» of which he said the 
National league was guilty, and the de­
fence of the loyal Irish minority. He Said 
no statesman, whatever party he might be, 
would sacrifice the interests of the 
country.

The Earl of Scarborough seconded the 
motiontof the Duke of Aberoorn.

Earl Granville congratulated Lord Salis­
bury on hie possession of two such eloquent 
supporters, and skilfully avoided all dan­
gerous subjects.

Lord Salisbury, In a epeeeh outlining 
the policy of the government, laid that 

J Germany bad given assurances that she did 
■ot intend to annex Samoa. With regard 
to Burmah he said It would be better to 
await the arrival of paperi from Lord 
■Dofferln before making any statement, 

t The government was using its influence to 
prevent any important breach of interna» 
tionaftowa On this point. Lord Salisbury 
said, he felt strongly because ft had been 
reported that he had given encouragement 
to Greece. This statement he emphatically 

a, denounced as untrue,and declared that Eng­
land above all desired peaoe in the east. 
Referring to Ireland, the prime minister 
eald the government had refrained from 
renewing the Crimea aet because there had 
been a prospect of returning order in that 
country. The experiment, however, had 
failed, although every chanoe had been 
given to make It snooted. Nothing, lie 
said, could exoeed the patienoe of the Earl 
Carnarvon in carrying out hia mleaion of 
peace. The disease, said Lord Salisbury, 
existed in Westminster and net In Ireland, 
and the government meet try to stamp It 
ont here. The words of Mr. Gladstone, 
he deolared, were answerable for many of 
the Irish evils. Mr. Gladstone had not 
spoken, he Said, with sufficient firmness 
concerning the Integrity of the empire.
