, for a certain permanent - improvement by way of éreetlng

@ :City Hall on a design for combiuing the same with the erection of the

Court House.

WHEREAS, by an Act passed by the Legisla-
ture of the sP"i-ovlnce of Ontario, in the forty
second yenrof Her Majosty's reign, and chapter-
cd seventy-five, ontitled “An Act respecting
Debenture, Debt and certain property of the
Oity of Toronto,” it is amongst other 'things en.
acted that the Corporation of the City of To-
ronto may pass o Bylaw or Bylaws forauthoriz-
ing the issue of Debentures of the said city for
a sum not exceeding in the whole the sum of
$6,000.000, to redeem certain outstanding de-
bentures thereinspecified, with other payments
for permanent improvements therein also
specified,  and that any balance or residue
theroof not required for the purposes aforesaid
may be applied or expended in improvements
of like nature, the whole issue being nev_ert.he-
less limited to the said sam of $6,000,000.

And whergns, the - limitation of the issue of
debentures to the said sum of $6,000,000 was
based on the nssessment of the City not exceed-
ing at the time of passing the said Act the sum
of $50,000,000, and it was further enacted that an
increase of the debt by & further issue of deben-
tures might be made when said assessment
should exosod the said sum of $50.000.000, such
increase being nevertheless limited to eight per
contum- of such excess;

And whereas, the amount of the whole rat-
able propetty in the City of Toronto, irrespec:
tive of any future increase of the ‘same, and
alsoirredpéétive of any income in the nature of
tolls, interest or dividends from the work, or

from any stock, share or interest in the work |

upon which the money to be soraised, or any
part thereof. may be invested, and also irre-
spective of any income to be derived from. the
temporary investment of ‘the sinking fund
hereinafter inentioned, or any part thereof; ac-
cording to the lnstreviged Assessment Rolls of
the said City, being for the year one thousand
cight hundred and eighty-seven. is $82,962,053;

And wheéreas, the General Debenture Debt of
{he City, a8 controlled by the said Act, and ex-
clusive of Local ‘Improvettent debts, secured
by spoeial Acts, rates, or assessments, amounted
on the 1st of Jantary, 1887 to $7,460,833, and has
not been changed since, leaving a full margin
for the ineroase of the same in manner herein-
aftemmentioned, and of which, debt no,part of
tho principal or intetest is in arrear 1.

And whereas, it is expodient and necessity to

.| raise by loan on the creditof the said City. the

sum of $350,000 for the purposc of effecting a
certain permanent improvement in the said
City by way of crecting a City Hall on a
design for combining the same with the erec-
tion of the Court House, together with the in-
terest thereon at the rate of four per cent. per,
annum for forty years; -

“And whereas, it will require the sum of
$14,000 to be raised annually for a period of
forty years, the currency of the debéntures to
be issued tnder and by virtue of this By-law, to
pay the interest of the said debt, and the sum
of $2,625to bo raised annually during the same
period for the forming of a sinking fund of
three-fourths of one per centum per annum for
the payment of the debt created by this By-law,
according - to -the provisions of the above
recited Act, making in nll the sum of $16,625 to
be raised annually as aforesaid;

And wherens, it isnecessary that such annual
sum’of $16.25 shall be raised and levied in each
year during the said period of forty years by a
speeial rate sufficient thierefor on all the rat-
hble propérty in the municipality of the City of
Toranto: - ¥

" Therefore the Council of the Corporation of
the City of Toronto enacts as follows:

Phat it shall be lawful for the Mayor of the
ty toraise by way of Joan upon

the security of the debentures hereinafter men-

tioned, from any persorn or persons, body or
bodies corporate, who may be willing to ad-
vance the same upen the credit of such deben-
tures, a sum of money not exceeding in the
whole the suni of three hundred and fifty thou-
sand dollars ($350,000), and to cause the same to
be paid into the hands of the Treasurer of the
said City; for the purposes and with the objects
above recited.
"'

That it shall be lawful for tifé'said Mayor to

for such sums Of money. as may be required,
either in currency or sterling money, not less
than one hundred dollars Canadian currency, or
twenty pounds sterling each. and not ex-
ceeding in the whole the sum o
three 'hundred and fitty thousand dol-
lars ($350,000), as in the preceding section men-
tioned, and that the said -debentures shall be
sealed with the seal of thesaid Corporation,and
bg signed by the said Mayor and Treasurer,
IIL !

That the said debentures shall be made pay-
able in forty years from: the date of the fssue
thereof, either in currency or sterling, in this
Province, Great Britain, or élsewhere, and shall
have attached to them for the payment
of interest.

That the said debentures shall bear inter-
ost at and. after the rate of four per
cont. per annum from the date thereof,
which interest shall be ' payable ' half-
yearly, on the first days of the months of
January and July, in each year, at the place
where the said debentures are made payable,
in this Province, Great Britain, or elsewhere as
aforesaid.

That during forty years, the currency of the
debentures to be issued under, the authority of
this Bylaw, the sum of fourteen thousand dol-
lars ($14,000) shall be raised annually for the
payment of interest on said debentures, and
also the sum of two thousand six hundred
and twenty-ive dollars (§2625) shall be
raised annually for the purpose O
forming a sinking fund. of three-fourths
of onc per cent. per annum for the pay-
ment of the principal of the said loan of $350,000
in forty years, according to the provisions of
the above recited Act, making in all the sum
of sixteen thousand six hundred and twenty-
five dollars ($16625 to be raised annually as
aforesaid. and that a special rate in.the dollar
upon the assessed value of all ‘the ratable
property in the City of Toronto over and above
all other rates and taxes, and which special’
rate shall be sufficient to produce in_each year
the'said sum of $16,625, shall be annually levied
'and collected from the year one thousand éight
hundred -and ecightyscven to the yéar orie
thousand - ninc hundred and: twenty-six, both
years inclusive, unless tho said debentures
shall be sooner paid, for the purpose of paying
the said sum of $350,000, with interest thereon,
asaforesaid.
