The official announcement of ‘the new
Mihistry is not now expected to be made
before Tuesday and perhaps Wednesday.

ON THE SPRER TN MID-OCEAN

LIFEPRESERVELRS WERE BEITER
TRAN GOLD THEN,

A Broken Main-Shaft Bored a Hole in the
Bottom of an Atlantic Liner—T1he
Water-Tight Bulkheads ' Saved the
Vessel—A Pgagsenger Leaped Over-
beard. :

Loxpon, Dec, 3.—The North German
Lloyd steamship Bpree, which left South-
ampton on Nov. 23 and was due in New
York on Nov. 30, arrived at Queenstown
to-day in tow of the British steamship
Lake Huoron, which sailed from Montreal
Nov. 19 for Liverpool.

The Spree’s main shaft broke down on
Nov. 26. Part' of the machinery went
through her bottom under the second cabin,
which immediately filled with water. The
passengers thought the vessel was going to
the bottom and rashed on deck. For a
time a panie prevailed. The water

preva
could be ‘heard 'rushing through the

hole in the bottom, and in a short
time the vessel began to settle. The pas-
sengers ran about, the ship in wild confa-
sion, but when they saw 'that ' the vessel
Wwas not going to thé bottom the counsels
of the officers and ~ the more cool-headed.
among their own number prevailed and a
semblance of order was restored. Life
preservers were in great request and many
of the gera kept them close at band
even when it became known that there was
no immediate danger.

As soon as the accident occurred the
boats’ crews wére piped to theirstations,and
everything was placed in readiness for the
abandonment of the yessel should such a
course be deemeéd nec . The stewards
busied themselves in getting provisions into
the boats, and everything that prudent sea-
manship would dietafe was done.’

The Bulkheads Saved the Vessel.

It was shortly seen, however, that
the watertight bulkheads were answer-
ing the purpose for: which they were
coustructed, and that though the water
was pouring'into the compartment beneath
the second cabin very little was getting
into the other compartments. With only
one compartment filled the steamer lost
little of her buoyancy, and when it was
l‘hted by the officers that - all danger of
sinking was passed the p gers becar
calm.

When the accident occurrod the Spree
was about 1000 miles- from Queenstown.
The Lake Huron towed her the entire dis-
tance back. The Sgree leaked so badly
that it was impossible tor the pumps to
gain on the water, whichis still 30 feet
deep in the after comparvment.

The shaft broke at 6.30 in the morning.
at that early bour few of the passengers
had arisen and when the noise made by the
pounding of the broken shaft aroused them
they were thrown into great alarm. Many
of them rushed on detk in their night
clothing, mothers clasping their babes in
their arms, and a sécond-class pulen%er
named named Paul Kelson was so terribly
frigiitened that he jumped overboard and

was drowned. The other passengers are all

well.

JAY GOULD’'S WEALTH,

It Was Purchased at Too High a Price for
the Country. #

Nzw Yorxk, Dec. 3. —The Herald editori-
ally says:

It is said of Mr. Gould that within the
limits of the family circle he was beyond
the reach of eriticism. But Mr. uld
was also a public man. He exercised a
large influence over the careers of many
who had commercial aspirations, and that
influence tended to lower the moral tone of
business transactions.

The example he set is a dangerous one to
follow. The methods he adopted are to. be
avoided. His financial success, judged by
the means by which it was attained, is not
to be envied. His great wealth was pur-
chased at too high a price. The re.
spect of the community is the “guinea’s
stamp, and all coin is counterfeit unless thus
stamped. Mpv. Gould's policy may be easily
found. It is hidden under cover of an em-
phatic negative to the guestion, “Am I my
brother’s keeper?”

He played the game of life to win, and he
reckoned the possible ruin of thousands as a
matier with which he had no concern. In
strategy he was a genius,.in financial tac-
tics he was without a peer, in utter dis-
regard of consequences he stood alone. To
those who fell under the crushing weight of
the avalanche which he started he had only
the old-timé answer, ‘‘Iam not my brother’s
keeper.”

He has, therefore, left untold mi'lions
and an example. The millions will be in-
herited, but the example will be repudiated.
“‘Go not thou and do likewise” is the lesson
of a life,¥ i

10 Downing-street, Whitehall, Oct, 28, 1802,
DEAr MR. GoLDWIN SMITH,—My attention
has been called to a letter signed by vou in
The Times of the 20th inst., and to its post-|
script. This postscript has made it necessary
for me to address you, and I hope you will
exguse my doing it in the terms which were
formerly, I think, usual between us. In this
postseript have impngned my veracity on
the ground that I said England imposes the
Union on Ireland with an armed force of
180,000 men, Of coprse, you say, I mean
British force, and in this constrnction of your
own (in my opinion one altogether ir-
rational) you impugn my versonal honor. I
e of the total foree at the disposal of the
vernment, and it js well known to every
student of Irish history that the ‘ Irish
yeomanry were painfully prominent in the
cruel proceedings of .that period. In the
arficle from which you quote I repeated
snbstantially a statement made by me in
The Nineteenth Centary (October, 1887)
five years ago. Dr. Ingram, writing in de-
fence of the Irish Union, had contended that
in' 1798 there were in Ireland 45.000 regulars,
besides artillery. In answer I quoted from
Grattan’s ““‘Life and Times,” the declaration
of Lord Castlereagh in the Houss of Com-
mons on Fab. 18, 1799, that the total force in
Ireland was 137.500, a figure considerably be-
mnd my recent statement. - These figures
ve been long before the world, and as-
tonishing as they are, I am not aware that
theyhave been or can be questioned. In
July, 1799, a few months later, Lord Corn-
wallis declared that tbe force in Ireland,
which I have seen stated at 125,000 for a date
near that month, was all required to pre-
:serve the peace and could not rle‘;;el a foreign
invasion.—I remain, dear .

Latin Union Favor International
Free Coinage—A British Currency

Rothschild plan by the committee of the
International Monetary Conference does
not finally dispose of ‘Rothschild’s pro®:
posals. The minority of the committes. .
who supported the plan are feeling their 5
way to taking a vote of the conference on
the scheme with the amendments offered
in the committee that no limitation be
made on the price of the proposed annual
European purchase of 30,000,000 ounces of
silver; that the purchases be over and above
the ordinary ‘ purchases for token coinage
and metal, and thas the purchasesbe em-
ployed as money either by coinage or asa
metallic basis ¢f notes to be issued. These
modifications inzrease the value ot the plan
in the eyes of the bi-metallists. .

When the conference resumes its session
on Tuesday Sir William Houldsworth, one
of the British delegates, will bring forward
further amendments to Rothschild’s pro-
posals, as the ittee recom ded a
discussion of the plan with amendments by
the full conference. The proceedings on
Tuesday will probably continue on  the
lines of yesterday’s meetings, unless the
American delegates decide to ask the Con-
ference to proceed without delay to discusy
the question of international bi-metallism,

-~ Want International Free Coinag

It has transpired that the delegates of
the countries belongng to the Latin® Union
voted against the Rothschiid proposals on
the ground that they were not able to
recommend their governments to increase
their stocks of silver under theé limited pur-
chase sch , and b “the ies in
the Latin Union - could not increase their
present silver currepcy without interna-
tional free coinage being established.

With regard to the plan of Moritz Levy,
which includes the withdrawal of all gold
coins under the value of '20 francs, Sir C.
Freemantle, deputy master of the British
mint, declared he couid not promise the
consent of the British Government to the
withdrawal of its half-sovereign pieces.

The British and International Currency
Association will send a memorial to Sir
William Vernon Harcourt, Chancellor of
the Exchequer, asking ‘him to instruct the
British delegates tol the daternational
Monetary Conference . to entertain any
reasonable proposals for -establishment of
an international currency. .

LoxpoN, Dec. 3.—The leading financial
papers, The London E ist and Statist,
disapprove of the Rothschild scheme and re-
cur to their prediction that the conference
would not adopt anything practical. An
eminent npthorti:s writes to The Statist
that he advoca the Rothschild plan for
the sole reason that a delay in the _silver
collapse in the United States would emable
India and other countries to arrange their
financial systems.

In New York the scrip certificate is the
title deed of the shares, and can be so dealt
with as to raise a loan upon it in a <few
moments. The scrip holder by virtue
thereof is the shareholder. Thus the round-
about system of powers of- attorney to
brokers to accept or transfer shares'is not
needed, nor the calling round at _offices to
discharge these functions, which, if busi-
ness is active in this class of
loans, involves . - a  serious . waste
of time as well as involves grave risks.
Recent frauds perpetrated in this city,
through the misuse of powers of attorney,
are not possible where the scrip is what it
is meant to be, the holder’s title to the
shares it is issued for.

The objections raised to the system in
vogue here have been styled “old-fashion-
ed,” “‘old-togeyish,” “‘a relic of the ultra-
conservative ways of the old world,” and
otherwise sneered at by someé financiers and
writers ‘on finance. But in New York,
where business is done ‘“‘on the jump,” where
literally millions of dollars are raised on
loans every day, the “old fogey” system of
stock scrip is regarded as essential to the
rapid, easy and sate conduct of that class
of business.

Then, too, there is an ‘absolute
confidence felt under the system alluded to,
that any “‘call loan” will be met the instant
it is asked for. One of the largest operators
in this business in New York -informs us
that in his very long experience he was
never once asked for an extension of time
for paying such a loan, even to_the extent
of an hour. - Borrowers there dare not de-
stroy their credit by seeking for any such
privilege; the idea is never entertained.

Hence borrowers take no liberties; busi-
ness is not disarranged by delinguents;
and this absolute confidence adds enormous-

A Blot On Toronto's Fair Name—Appal-
ling Youthfal Depravity.

He said one
was surprised by the amount of ¢crime com-
mitted by young people in Toronto. He
did not wish to detract from the repute of
the city, but notwithstanding our religious
self-gratulation théere was a  depravity
among the young of Toronito that was ex-
ceedingly to be deplored, not in the down
town places where the home life was small
and the herding was great, but in outlying
districts where there were good homes and
quiet places und fewer temptations, This
18 not rumor, said Mr. Parker, it is fact.
““We speak that we do know and testify
that we have seen,” whether ye receive our
witness or not.

In the Ministerial Association last Mon
day some of the pastors gave as reasons of
this juvenile criminality and depravity,
““Lack of Bible teaching in the gchools and
secondly lack of pulpit teaching in relation
to home:-life in the churches.”

He believed neither of these reasons had
anything to do with the subject. Look at
Scotland—the mosi religions nationjon the
earth—where the Bible formed a part of
the daily teaching, yet the average of crime
in Scotland was greater than in Canada,
whilst the nationality of this country was a
much more restless one and thus more sus-
ceptible to temptation.

I was born in the land, yet it is true
her record is not equal to ours, with all her
daily Bible teaching.” :

Dr, Barrick Against the Single Tax.

Editor World: Allow me to state a few
facts in reference to the submission of the
following question to the vote of the people
as proposed in the Legislative Committee
of the City Council, viz.: ‘“Are you in
favor of she Legislature granting to muni.
cipal councils the power to reduce or
abolish taxation on all persomal property,
including merchandise and income, as well
as machinery, and the power to reduce or
abolish taxation on all buildings and other
improvements?”’

1. Is it fair that a majority of debtors
should have the right to vote that their lia-
bilities to the city for taxes should be
abolished, while the minority are deprived
of that privilege, and further, that the said
majority. should also vote that the burden
should be placed upon those who are
already bearing more than their share? For
example, is it" fair that the wealthy mer-
chant and the highly salaried official be al-
lowed to vote that their liabilities to the
city in taxes be abolished, and the same
privilege be withheld from the poor widow
and laboring man who have all their sav-
ings invested in their little home, and fur-
ther, to allow the former to vote that
the hand of the City Treasurer should
be put into the pockets of the lat-
ter for the last dollar to :make
up the deficiency in the treasury caused by
the abolition of the taxes of the aforesaid
wex;lthy merchant and highly-salaried offi-
cial?

2. Isit fair to our ecreditors who have
purchased city debentures, partially at
least upon the grounds of our statement
setting forth the amount of our assessment,
and our ability to levy a certain rate upon
that assessment to meet the intérest and
principal of said debentures, and with a be-
lief that such amount of assessment would
be perpetuated and increased; is it fair, 1
ask, to abolish millions of that assessment
and thus depreciate our securities?

3. 'Will not the mere submission of this
matter to the vote of the people injure our
credit and shake the confidence of inves-
tors, and in case that it 18 carried and goes
on and becomes law the amount of our as-
sessment will be so reduced that we will
find ourselves face to face with the fact that
the limit of our borrowing power has been
exceeded; and again, our rate being limited
by law, we will have to face another fact,
viz., that we cannot levy enough taxes upon
our reduced assessment to pay the interest
aund sinking fund of our debt and carry on
