New York, Dec. 9.—As to the effect of
the Brigg election, there is little diver-
sity of opinion among the London corres-
pondents.

The United Press special says it proves
that the party cries against the House
of Lords, and in favor of disestablish-
ment of the Church in Wales, are ineifec’
tive, and that the Cabinet must recon-
sider its position on leading measures.

The Western M#ssociated Press repre-
sentative says that the Lincolnshire de-
feat is taken ap a robuke to the Irish
and anti-House of Lords policy of the
Government. .

The' World’s correspondent says the
defeat, following tha loss in Forfarshire
shakes the position of the Government,an
that the Liberal whips consider it quite
im ible to avoid defeat many weeks
under existing conditions.

Pablic Antipathy to Rosecbery.

The Sun’s correspondent cables: “It
cannot be demied that the results of the
two recent bye-elections indicate per-
sonal lack of confidence in Lord Rosebery
rather than increased sttrength in the
Tory party. There are some reasons
why this feeling, already well known, is
difficult to ignore. There are other per-
sonal reasons baving ‘to do with certain
signs of. decadence in the physical and
mental powers of the Prime Minister.”

Fighting a Losing Game.

Harold Frederick, cabling to The New
York Times, says: “ The smashing de-
feat of the Liberals in the strictly rural
Lincolnshire constituency of Brigg, a
geat which they held for three previous
elections pince its formation by safe’ ma-
jorities and carried in 1892 by over 400
votes will, I take it, give spirited im-
petus to the ministerial excitement about
the poor Armepians.

Since Lord Rosebery made his fiasco' (of
a declaration about the House of Lords
at Bradford, two seats, historically
Liberal, have been won by the Tories
and so far as domestic politics is con-
cerned he is clearly fighting a losing
game.

The papers urge the company to use
this breathing time to increase the net
réverue. The gommittee of the dis-
satisiied sharcholders of the road have
received the ieply of the Gramnd Trunk
board, which in effect states that Mr.
Barker cannot be allowed to enquire into
the accounts of the company in Canada
so fully as the committee desired.

The board, however, states that in con-
travention, of its ordinary business princi-
ples it will furnish these shareholders de-
tails of the current transactions.

TO KIDNAP THK HRIR OF YORK,
The Scnsational Yarn Declared to Be
Without Foundation.

London, Dec. 8.—Persons who enquired
at York House to-day concerning the re-
ported discovery of a plot to kidnap the
infant son of the Duke and Duchess of
York were told that nothing was known
there about the alleged plot. The police
have a story corroborating the reporg,
alleging that #khe would-be kidnappers
belonged to a gang that had been success-
ful in America' and afterwards came to
England with the intention of stealing
William Waldorf Astor’s child. It was
for this reason, according to the story,
that the Cliveden woods were closed to
the public by Mr. Astor.

Tarkey's Defence Will Be That the Ar-
menians Were at War.

London, Dec. 8.—The communications
from the Porte to the British Foreign
Oifice indicate that the line of defence
to be pursued regarding the Armenian
atrocities will be that the . Armenians
and Kurds were engaged in civil war,
and that outrazes were committed by
both  sides. Turkish regulars were
called upon to suppress the feud, and,
finding the Armenians entrenched, called
upon them to surrender. The Armenians
refused to comply with the demand, and
were thereupon attacked by ihe troops,
who were at first repulsed.

It is admitted that a number of Ar-
menians who ‘surrendered upon being of-
fered pardon for their share in the
trouble were executed, but the stories
that fortified villagzes were stormed by
the troops that they might murder
the male inhabitants and outrage the
women are denied. i

Zekk Pasha, who was in command of
the force that is said to have committed
the outrages, caused the women who
were taken prisoners by the Turkish
troops to be closely guarded, The Sul-
tan; it is said, is desirous that severe
punishment shall be meted »ut to those
guilty ol committing the outrages.

Through His Influence the Rapproche-
ment Between Russia and England
Was Brought About—The Czar’s Friend-
ship Cemented By His Inducing Roths
child to Handle a New Russian Loam,

New York, Dec. 9.— Jacques St. Cere
cables from Paris to The Herald:

The important fact in European inter-
national politics this week is the return
of the Prince of Wales to England, I
am certain that the Princely sojourn in
Russia has, brought about a rapproche-
ment between ‘Russia and England.

The first proof of this is the emission
of & Russian loan of 400,000,000f through
the intermediation of the Ruthschilds. Up
to the present time the Rothschilds had
refused to handle the Russian loan, be-
"chuse of Russian persecution of the Jews.
The Russian Government,on its side,also
refused to enter into business relations
with the Rothschilds. But in Europe, &
Government loan- in which the Roths-
thilds do not participate, runs a greal
echance of not succeeding, and it was
necessary for Russia’s financial salvation
to secure a reconciliation with this great
banking house.

The Prince of Wales, who is on very
intimate terms with Baron Rothschild of
London, has succeeded in bringing this
ahout, and the gratitude of both par-
ties—of the king of the banking world
and the Emperor wof Russia—is very
great.

In the same way as the Prince’s influ-
ence was called into play in the finan-
tial question, it has also been made use
of in the political question.| The Prince
of Wales has always shown himself
friendly to France, and the eventual en-
trance of France into the Anglo-Russian
understanding is very probable.

No Demonstration Desired.

The Sun’s London correspondent says :
The Prince of Wales, after four weeks’
wandering, returned home from Russia
looking, for him, very lean but withal
hale and fit -+ as is his customary ap-
pearance. There had been some pre-
liminary talk of giving him a great
popular welcome, such as that accorded
to Lords Beaconsfield and Salisbury when
they arrived Irom the Berlin conference
bringing with them, as ‘the former dra-
matically declared, ‘“peace with homor.”
It was suggested that the Prince per-
formed a service to the country. equally
great by bringing about a good} umder-
standing between England and Russia.
The Prince heard nothing of this until
bhe reached; Paris on the way. home. Then
he telegraphed to London expressing his
pnnoyance at the scheme, with the re-
sult that his wishes were respected. Tha
Prince of Wales is too sensible a man
to desire that sort of thing, i

Took Advantage of Circumstances.

The Prince, of course, never had any
mission. He simply took advantage of
circumstances. ' He had long been
aware of the friendly sentiments of young
Nicholas toward England, and finding
that his father’s death had, if anything,
strengthened them, the Prince tpok care
to let . ‘the gliplomats know. that . the
ground was ready for them to work dn.

root deeply in Europe, 'with unpleagant
results personally for the Prince.

It is clrrently reported that the meet-
ing with his interesting ‘nephew, Kaiser
Wilhelm, at Berlin on ' the way home,
was brief and constrained and that not
one of the French politicians hereto-
fore numbered among the Prince’s friends
called upon him when he passed through
Paris.

RUSSO-BRITISH ENTENTE,
Evidence That the Alliance Will Not In-
terfere With Friendship for Italy.

London, Dec. 9.—The Prince of Wales
has taken heartily to diplomaitic work.
Instead of resting over night in London
on Thursday His Royal Highness hasten-
ed to Windsor, where Count Tornielli
Brusati De Vergano, the retiring Italian
Ambassador to Great Britain, who s
to succeed Baron De Marochetti as Ita-
lian Ambassador at St. Petersburg, was
being entertained. Lord Rosebery and
Earl of Kimberley were also at Windsor.
Before the retiring Ambassdor left the
castle he had an interview with Lord
Kimberley, and subsequently the Queen
granted an audience to the Prince, the
Count and the two Ministers. The in-
ference generally drawn from their inter-
views is that the Anglo-Russian map-
prochement I8 not intended to' affect in
any way the mrelations of the Govern-
ments of Great Britain and Italy.

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MORE THAN RESOLUTIONS NEEDED.

The leading citizens ¢who assembled
Friday night and laid down a platiorm
for the coming municipal elections will
have to take & more personal interest in
the moverent if they wish to see it suc-
ceed, It is all very well for Toronto's
bect citizens to meet together and re-
solve to elect a befter class of aldermen.
What they will have to do is to select
some of thejr number to assume the re-
sponsibility of office. As we pointed out
'before, such men as William MeCabe and
W, R. Brock ought to become aldermanic
| candidates at the coming eélection. That

is the best way to introduce the mnew
" jden of civie reform. We will not secure
a higher elass of frepresentatives by
passing resolutions and organizing com-
mittees, The ablest and best ‘menin the
city must take off their coats and do
a little of the work they wish to throw
on other shoulders.

It is not the aldermen who are alone
to blame for the present state of our
civic government. Many of our so-calied
best citizens are largely responsible for
the situation. Even the best of Toron-
to's citizens have been in the habit of
approaching aldermen when anything in
which they are interested is before the
council, and reguesting them to do this
and that as a special favor. The alder-
men have any amount of such pressure
brought to bear upon them, and it is not
the easiest thing in the world to keep in
the straight path under such conditions.
Our “best citizens” are often the most
pressing lobbyists.

CANADA'S BANKING SYSTEM.

At the dinner of the Sunset Club of
Chicago on Thursday might last the
Canadian banking system was eulogized
by a financial expert, who ought to know
whereof he speaks. Mr. E. 8. Lacey, ex-
Comptroller of the Treasury, was chair-
man for the after-dinner financial dis-
cussion. In taking the chair, Mr, Lacey,
who is now preaident of the Bankers’
National Bank, outlined ‘'what he con-
sidered to be the most needed of reforms
in the financial system. He said that
the currency of this country lacked elas-
ticity, and drew a comparison between
the system in vogue in Canada. and that
of the United States, with the compard-
gon in favor of the Camadiad system.

In the Canadian banks it was stated
that there was the power td issue notes
at any time to meet an emergency, these
potes being withdrawn when the neces-
sity for- their exipfence had passed. Mr.
Lacey said: that in the panic of 1898 the
ability of Canadjan banks to issu« notes
to mept an emergency enabled them to
do much to relieve the stringency in the
Chicago monay market. When these
notes had served their purpose they,iware
returned and papsed out of existence.
“ By empowering banks to issue notes,”
concluded Mr. Lacey, “ there will be an
elasticity of currency that will prevent
either redundancy or stringency.”

CARS ON AVENUE-ROAD.

Engineer Keating has been over the
loeality Bgain and he reports that
Avenue-road is the street upon which the
cars should run té accommodate the
tesidents of this nérthwestern part of the
city. The opponents of the car service
on Avenue road were quite willing to
gee the tracks faid down on another
street. What was objectionable to themj
they imagined, would not be opposed by
the residents of another street. It is
just here that the weakness of their con-
tention becomes manifest. If one street
has the right to prohibit the street cars
so has another. The people of Mac-
phetson-avenue are just as much entitl-
ed to have their ‘vishes respected as
those of Avenue-road. AS a matter of
fact, all these questions should be left
to the engineer. He looks at the problem
as a disintepested personm, and is better
qualifietl to flo: justice to all partiea
concerned than &re ‘the people them-
selves working in conjunction with the
aldermen. The report of the Engineer
ought to be conclusive and final, and ar-
rangements should be made to lay the
tracks on Avenue-road as soon &as the
weather permits,

INVESTIGATION.

American Influence at the Root of the
©Organization Tor the Purpose of Brib-
ery -No Warrant for the Jeers of the
Provincial Press — The Guillty Omnes
Should Be Made to Suffer.

“ City Hall Boodling,” formed the sub-
ject of a vigorous and impressive ser-
mon delivered yesterday morning by Rev.
J. Bdward Starr, pastor of the Berean
Methgdht Chureh, Crawford-street. ® It
wWhs & significant fact, said the, preacher,
that as-in the cases of corruption: with
regard to Government contracts in the
‘Provin¢e of - Quebec, so in the city of
Toronto, Amerigan influences were at the
root of the organization for the purpose
of hrfbery. The evil had not reached
such dimensions in Toronto as to war-
ramt the »jeers of the provincial press.
So far mot more than seven or eight in-
dividuals - had been implicated, and a8
& whole he believed the city’ government
was not corrupt. Among the city of-
ficials there was not a single man against
whom a solitary breath of suspicion had
been cast. Said the reverend gentle-
man, imprevsively : * He who (gives &
bribe and he who takes it commits not
oply a sin against himself, but against
the éommunity and against God. The
pribe is an everlasting possession, and
for the receiver of a bribe there is no
mercy unless, he make restitution.” Mr.
Starr went on to urge that the guilty
oiies should be made to suffer, and that
if corrupt dealing was proved against the
present’ street ~railway company their
contraet should revert to the city whichj,
he hoped, would retain possession of it.
The speaker’s remarks were listened to
most attentively, the large congregation
frequently showing their appreciation by
a subdued murmur of applause.

Likened to Judas Isecariot.

For the lesson he read from the New
Testament the story of the betrayal of
Christ by Judas Iscariot for 80. pieces of
gilver ‘and the subsequent remorse an
wretched depth of the traitor by his
own hands, The pastor chose for his
text, Job xv., 84, “N Fire shall consume
the tabernacles of bribery.” He said:

A practical demonstration of the truth
of my text is the investigation at present
oing on in this city before Judge Me-

ougall, Amid the fires of judicial en-
quiry the tabernacles of bribery are being
consumed, and may the conflagration go
on until the last stone in the foundation
has been exposed and the whole building
redyced To_ ashes. (Amen.) The case
often is #hat religious utterance is in-
efficient because inopportune, like  that
of the preacher who, having to speak to
the convicts at a penitentiary, picked up
the first old sermon that came to his
touch, and in the course of its delivery
lenergetically advised the congregation
against seeking to have their ears tickled
by funning round to other places of wor-
ship. But no mistake can be made this
morning if we. take the present oppor-
tunity to_enforce the moralities of re-
li_glon.gnd to arraign the sin of bribery.

Pestiferous and Disgusting Methods.

Within the past few days evidence has
been ®pought to light that into the
affairs of this city there have been im-
ported the - pestiferous - and disgusting
methods of Tammany Hall and that the

disclosures: were perhaps not &ltogether
unexpected, but there is one thing that
seems to me very significant. Some
time ago, in ‘the Province of Quebec,
there was n system of bribery in vogue
for the ‘purpose of securing Government
contracts, and when the cxposure came
the organization of that system was
proved to have been preceded by  the
advent of a self-exiled American capital-
ist, while in the present case on the ar-
rival of gentlemen in this country, seek-
ing for valuable franchises, there is a
very evident ‘attempt at organization for
similar purposes.
No Warraut for Jeers at the City.

However, the evil has not yet attained
to such large dmensions as would war-
rant the sneers and jeers at the city of
:I‘oronto which are now being indulged
in by _tlxe provincial press, nor the stigma
of disgrace which it is sought to
put on the city. Only feven or eight
individnals have, as yet, been implicated,
and so far there is strong evidence that
the city government is not corrupt as a
whole.  Among the ecity officials = there
has not been a single man against om
bas been breathed a solitary suspicion.
Why the attempt &hould be made to put
upon the city as a whole the fault of half
a dozen men, I caunnot imagine. . P
The people: of Toronto do not want im-
po.rte(?, much Jess planted, in any part of
this city, those peculiar methods of doing
business which produce the solicitor, the
taker or the giver of bribes. Their room
is better than their company.

Bribe Solicitor; Traitors.

He who solicits a bribe is atraitor. Hae
whe gives a pribe, and he who takes a
b?’lb@, commits not only asin against
hlmgeli, but against the community and
against God. The bribe is an everlast-
ing possession, and let my hand receive
into it a bribe, take whatever shape it
ady Macbeth’s right hand,
from which shé~could not rub the stain,
of .mur:h*r. 1 could not wash my hand
white of the sin of that bribe. For the
man who takes a bribe there is no mercy,
unless he makes restitution.

Let us look at the causes for this bri-
bt:ry. We know what its attendants are.
We.see plainly that they consist of a
perve::tod judgment, & wrong idea of
morality, and a tall amount of lying.
Why is it that men who pass as respect-
able should have been tempted to commit
a sin so venal in the sight of God and
man ?

False Ddens of Money Getting.

The reason for it all, I_believe, is
the ‘result of false ideas out money
getting, People appear to thi they
must have money, and they muBg have it
quickly, no matter by what means they
get it. One pt the poorest
ways in which to get money
in these days is to earn it by
honest toil. By an almost irresistible
species of instruction people are being
indoctrinated in these ideas. In the eyes
of society suceess in money getting cou-
dones about all the offences »f *vhich a
man can be guilty. Let a mian rontra-
vene the laws of morality and i1l he
is a criminal, but let him contravene
those laws and succeed, open to that
yan are all the Zlories of the drawing
rooms representing the highest gociety!
80 he manages to break God’s law with-
out breaking man’s law, and raakes his
pile. He is shrewd, he is - sharp, that
man. Admit him to the highest circles,
he is an elizible match for the- fair
dauzhters ol society, the scum! o
8o the whole process goes on, until the
‘public morality is destroyed -1pon ‘the
subject of money gZetting. The disclo-
gures in the boodle investization are sim-
ply a blotch thrown out on the surface
as the result of bad blood.

Every Man Has Not His Price.

Some people say, “Every man has his
price,” I say to you that the man
who says that has his price. Every man
has not his price, There are men inour
City Council whom a briber would mo
more think of tempting than a black
Chinese pirate an English man-of-war.
There are scores of men in this country
in every walk of life who would, scorn
to dirty their hands with a bribe. I
say let this investigation go on. There
are people who speak of an injunction
to stop the judge searching this mat-
ter out. I woald like to follow. the foot

Above all
things let us be honest.

VISIT OF A LINDNSAY PASTOR.
Moses, the Greatest of the Prophets, As &
Present-day Model.

Rev. Robert Johnston of Lindsay, @
young minister of high promise, occupied
the. pulpit of Westminster Presbyterian
Church, Bloor-street east, yesterday. His
morning discourse was on the life of
Moses, whom, he designated as the truest
greatest man save Jesus Christithe world
has ever seen. To him he ap-
plied in & higher sense the eulogy
of Antony over the dead  Brutus.

INTEMPERANCE A CRIME,
How Col. Copeland of Pennsylvania Would
Put n Stop to It g

Mr. W. C. Wilkinson, secretary of the
Public School Board, presided at the
gospel temperance meeting of the Cana-
dian Temperance League in the Pavilion
yesterday afternoon. On the platform
were : BEmerson Coatsworth, J. Matthews,
D. J. Ferguson, W. C. Adams, Georgd w.
Ferrier, W. Munns, George B. BSweet-
nam, J. HArmstrong, Rev. P. D. Will,
chaplain of the league; J. 8. Robertsor,
president, and Mesdames Chamberlain,
Walker, Forster, Brick and Moffatt of the
W.C.T.UG. Mrs. Jury and Miss May Flow-
er gave interest to the meefing by the
rendition of two sacred selections. Col.
L. F. Copeland -of Harrisburg, Pa., de-
livered an address that quickly enlisted
the interest of the large audience . as-
sembled. In clear and logical terms, he
undertook to prove that intemperance
was a crime.

Evetyone’s pbservation and the
history of the ages prove . s
erime against society. In his country

conditions, said the speaker, is prohibi-
tion, and only prohibition. There was
only one way of dealing with cime—
prohibit it.

AVENUE-ROAD STREET CARS.

City Engineer Keating Is Firmly in Favor
of Them—His Fortnightly
Report.

With regard to the Avenue-road street

car matter the Engineer entirely rejects
the proposed belt along Bathurst, Front
Macpherson, and Dupont-streets, an
§till thinks that the Avenue-road route
would give the most éfficient service. He
adds :
With reference to the extension of the
failway tracks on Avenue-road, I beg
to withdraw all former reports or re-
commendations on the subject, and to
recommend that a double track line be
laid on Avenue-road, from Bloor:street
northerly to the C.P.R. tracks. The
track allowance between Bloor and
Davenport-road to be paved with asphalt
or vitrified brick, at an approximate
cost of $15,000, and the track allowance
between Davenport-road and the C.P.R.
tracks to be paved with cedar and
granite on concrete, at an approximate
cost of $5000, with $2000 for widening
present cedar pavevent to 86 feet
throughout, making a total approximate
cost for paving of $22,000.

This amount of $2000 for widening
the roadway to 36 feet is included in
the estimate, because it is rendered neces-
sary by the laying of the street railway
tracks, and Rhe property-owners are
thereby deprived of 16 feet 6 inches in
the centre of the roadway, for whi¢h
they have been assessed and are still
paying ; this prineiple having been adopt-
ed in other streets similarly situated,

The report also calls sldermanic atten-
tion to the matter of telegraph les qn_d
the opposition constantly raised by eiti-
zens to their erection when their private
interests are involved. Under the exist-
ing Acts of Parliament it is difficult to
ascertain what are the city’s powers o
control, and therefore he suggests @hat
application be made at the next sessions
oF the Dominion and Provincial Parlia-
ments for an ‘Act compélling all com-
panies to first obtain the approval and
consent of the City Engineer before erect-
ing any poles or wires; that none but
straight poles, set plumb and ‘Ppainted
once a year be allowed upon the gtreets,
and that such provisions as the City So-
licitor may think necessary.

The Engineer recommends con -
tinuation of a 6ft. 6in. brick sewer in
Pears-avenue at a total cost of $6944,
of which $2316. will be borne bﬁ the city.

Concerning water ‘meters, Mr. Keat-
ing has this to say: §

I bez to agknowledge receipt of a com-
munication from the committee of the
28th ult., informinz me that action in
rezard to this matter had been deferred
for the present, and that some members
of the committee have taken stronz
grounds againet the proposition of the
city’s buying meters, claiming that the
properties upon which these worn-out
meters are placed can be rated sufficient-
1y accurately and sufficiently tizh so as
to compel the parties concerned to' buy
their own meters.

1 think the committee are mistaken in
the comnclusions at which they have ar-
rived, and that it is not possible to rate
the properties fairly in any other way
than by meter measturement. However,
as the rating of the properties is under
the control of the City Treasurer, I
mizht suggest the advisability of ob-
taining a report from that officer on
the subject, as it is a very jmportant

one.

Under the circumstances, as “‘he at-
tention of the committee has been called
to the matter, I presume it is Lot neces-
sary for me to remew my recommenda-
tion, but I wotild simply point out, that
the city is losing anpually large sums of
money by reason of these worn-out me-
ters, and that some remedy should be
devised, as the evil is increasing as time
Z0es omn. ;

TEXT OF DUNRAVEN'S CHALLENGE.

His New Valkyrie Will Race for the

America’s Cap—8She Will Be an
$9-Foot Cutter.
New York, Dee. 8.—Lord Dumraven's
letter and challenge for the America’s
Cup were posted-on the bulletin board of
the New York Yécht Club-a few: minutes
before midnight to-night. The challenge
is virtually the same as that sent by
Dunraven in 1892, The new yacht will
bear the same pame as the last chal-
lenger, Valkyrie, which was defeated by
the Vigilant in Oct., 1893, and afterwards
went to the bottom of the Clyde. Lord
Dunraven’s new boat will be a cutter,
89 feet in the load water line, practical-
Iy the largest single-sticker which can
compete for the.cup under the terms of
the gift. In all* probability she will
differ but slightly in her lines from the
Valkyrie.

The receipt of the letter and cablegram
copy of the official challenge was acknow-
ledged by cable to-night by A. A. Cass
Uanfield, acting for the secretary of the
New York Yacht Club. ¢

The formal challenge has not yet ar-
rived. It was mailed by Secretary Grant
of the Royal Yacht Squadron: on Sun-
day, and will not arrive here before the
end of this week, The following cable-
gram giving the full text of the chal-
lenge was received yesterday and was
given out to-night:
