Horses Replace Steam

One of the things that impressed

a recent visitor to the northwest
was the determination of many of
the farmers to abandon steam plows.
There is more importance to be
attached to this decision than might
appear at first sight. The reason for
giving up the steam plows does not
call for much comment. They break
down and repairs are diffeult to effect
on isolated farms. It takes a long
time sometimes to get broken parts
replaced. It is difficult also to get
men who are familiar with the oper-
ation of the machirery. Still more
of a factor is the banking influence,
which is not inclined to finance a
farmer who is loaded up with a
steam plow on which he has heawy
payments to make, and which will

In going back to the horse there
is no retrogression in farm practice.
Large plows with three to six horses
are found to give 'better results in
the long run. The stable products
are found also to be of more value
than the western farmer once
thought. In an era when mixed
farming is coming to its own in the
northwest the advent of the horse is
a factor of great importance to the
country. As an investment, the
same amount of money in horses is
a more productive one than an in-
vestment in steam plows. The
horses are reproductive, enriching
the soil as well as recuperating the
capital invested.

A herd owner may ascertain from
the creamery that his average is 40
pounds of fat per cow for the month
and yet have a dim idea that 'some
of his cows are better producers than
others, but probably few men are
prepared for the veritable surprises.
encountered when they commence
regular weighing and sampling. To
take the case of two 2-year-old
heifers that freshened this spring,
last month one gave 30 pounds of
fat, the other gave 46 pounds. One
5-vear-old in the same herd of grade
Jerseys gave 67 pounds of fat, and
another &-year-old gave only 36
pounds. The owner would scarcely
believe that one animal is thus
earning, with fat at 27 cents per
pound, eight dollars and thirty-seven
cents more than her stable mate in
just one month. What will the
difference be for the whole year ?
That is the crucial test.

Between the two 3-vear-olds in |
the same herd, that both freshened
in March, there was a difference
last month of 19  pounds of fat,
worth over five dollars. Similar
differences are to be found in many
herds, illustrating very clearly that
it is palpably unfair to take a general
average of the herd unless they are
decidedly more even in production
than those cifed above. Records of
individual production alone can give
this valuable information to the
owner. Milk and feed records may
be obtained free of charge on appli-
cation to the dairy commissioner,
Ottawa.

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New French Guns Fire' Deadly
Gas

London, Sept. 25.—Remarkable tales
of novel engines of war are appearing in
all parts of Europe, but nothing has yet
equalled the reports circulated concern-
ing the new guns used by the French in
firing turpinite, a substance said to pro-
duce instaneous and painless death for
every living being within its reach.

Although it is so deadly in its work,
turpinite cannot be objected to on the
ground that it violates humane principles
of war, In fact, it is so humane that it
cannot be confused with lyddite and

other explosives which have deadly |
0

fumes.

English correspondents have reported
that entire lines of German soldiers stood
dead in their trenches as a result of the
fumes from the mysterious turpinite dis-
charged by the French in engagements
along the Marne. The dead Germans
are reported to have maintained a stand-
ing posture and retained their rifles in
their hands, so sudden and unusual was
the effect of the new weapon. Instant-
aneous paralysis is said to have been
caused by turpinite,

The French gun for the use of turpin-
ite is shrouded in as great mystery as
turpinite itself. Experts are required, it
is said, for the use of the new ammuni-
tion and the manipulation of the strange
gun so recently brought into use in
battle.

London, Sept. 28.—The British official
statement given out to-night on the
battle in the north of France says : “‘The
situation is satisfactory and the counter-
attacks on the British front have been
beaten back with heavy losses to the
enemy."’

Berlin, Sept. 28.—The total German
casnalties in dead, wounded and missing,
as officially re;\)orted to date, are 104,589.
The casualty list announced today adds
a total of 10,527 casualties to those pre-
viously announced.

Sept. 20th.—One sentence, “No change
in the situation,” epitomizes the official
reports from London, Paris and Berlin.
The Allies claim to have made slight
advances here and there notably on the
heights of the Meuse. The German
official statement, however, declares that
‘‘reports concerning a victorious advauce
of the ‘enemy’ are untrue.”

Petrograd reports officially state that
the Austrian stronghold of Przemsyl in
Galicia, is completely invested by the
Russians, and that the main Austrian
army is retiring behind the Carpathians
into Hungary, pursued by the Russians.
Berlin, howeyer, declares that ‘‘reports
of the fall of two of the Przemysl forts
are inventions.” The Montenegrins, who
have allied themselves with the Servians
in the conflict with Austria, are making
advances, according to advices.

Rods.

I wish to warn the farmers of Ontario
against inferior lightning rods.  In our
investigations we have found that an
iron-centred rod, that is, one composed
of ‘@ strip of copper twisted around an
iron or steel centre, whether the centre
1s a strip or wires or both, is a very short-
lived rod. Inmany cases the iron is
nearly all rusted away in from five to ten
years, leaving only the copper, which is
too hght either to wear well, or to carry
off a flash of lightning withont melting,
The copper sheath of these rods weighs
less than half what the standard copper
rods weigh, Any farmer who puts these
iron-centred rods on his buildings is act-
ually gettiug less present value tor his

say nothing of the lack of durability. A
plain galvanized iron cable is more dur-
able than the iron-centred rod.

In bulletin 220 on lighting rods, page
26, appears a photograph of a piece of
iron-centred rod taken from the peak of
a building after eight years of use. The
iron strip and wires were in several
pieces, and more than half rusted away.
It 1s to the credit of all lightning rod
companies in Ontario, except two, that
they are following the teaching of bulle-
tin 220, and do mnot supply iron-centred
rods. Several months ago I personally
}nfqrmed one of the two companies that
its iron-centred rod - was not fit to put on
a building, and the other, even before
bulletin 220 was published, was notified
what its teachings would be regarding
the iron-centred rod, and they were ad-
vised not to stock up with that kind of
rod, Vet these companies are using
other portions of the bulletin to induce
farmers to buy these inferior rods, which
it condemns,

Under these circumstances, I think it
only fair to the farmers of the province
to put them in possession of the facts.
And it is not unfair to the companies,
for they were notified publicly through
the bulletin and privately by letter, thus
giving them ample time to provide a good
rod. Indeed, it has been a matter of sur- |
prise to me to learn through recent cor-
respondence and personal reports that
these rods are still being sold.

These companies can just as well sup-
ply good rods, as specified and described
in'the bulletin,

It takes one imck
four centuries—a century before the
settlement of Jamestown in Virginia—
to that Easter Sunday when Ponce de
Leen discovered the peninsula on
which it stands.

Canada's Sgldxers on the Atlantic

(Printed at the request of the Minister
of Militia)

Valcartier, Sept. 24.—The major part
of Canada’s contingent for service in
Europe is already on its way to the front,
in transports heavily armed and guarded
by British men-of-war in sufficient force
to prevent any attack by German cruis-
ers.

A fleet of war ' vessels, consisting of
battleships, cruisers and destroyers had
been gathered at Quebec by Admiral
Wemyss and other warships collected at
convenient points. More than a week
ago the transports at Quebec commenced
taking on war stores, and since thenthere
has been a steady flow in the direction ot
Quebec from the camp.

As the transports were loaded they
steamed seawards, and the convoying
war vessels picked them up, forming a
sufficiently strong protective force for the
varijous groups. All the transports: were
fitted with heavy guns.

A portion of the infantry and all the
artillery, with mach. of the equipment,
have already departed.

The departure of the remainder will
quickly follow.

A Plumper Neck

The girl who wants to improve her
neck and chest has the only apparatus
she needs in the doof of her own room,
There she can take a deep breathing
exercise.

Stupefying Figures

We do not begin to take in the
magnitude of this war.,. We lightly
call it the greatest in history; but
how great, we have no conception ;
the figures are beyond wus. The
number engaged on the British side
at Waterloo before the arrival of
Blucher was some seventy-five
thousand, of whom less than half
were British veterans. The local
levies did not stand the shock of
arms. Sixty-five years later, at the
battle of Sedan, which determined
the fate of France, the French had
121,000 in the field. Again forty-
four years later, at the battle of Allen-
stein, a battle of which the ordinary
reader of three or four extras a day
has almost no consciousness—the
losses reported and admitted by the
Russians were 60,000 Russians and
70,000 Germans. We do not know
the numbers engaged, but this means
six figures. In the contemporary
battle before Lemberg the numbers
engaged were stated by the ‘Austrian
government to be three million—the
greatest battle in history. At the
battles now ragicg across France
from Paris eastward the number en-
gaged was estimated as high as three
millions, though it would probably
be safer to say two. It is modern
facilities for transportation that make
these , mighty armaments possible.
The increase in the destructive
equipment of these armies is many
times more than in proportion to the
increase in numbers. The numbers
of slain and incurably injured when
published will stagger humanity. Ab
this accelerating rate of progress
what will the next war be ?

Sir James Wh]ay Dead

Sir James Whitney, Prime Minister of
Ontario, died unexpectedly at his reside
ence, 113 St. George Street, Toronto,
about 12 o’clock noon on F¥riday last,
Following an illness that became serious
about one year ago and continued with
varying severity throughout the winter,
manifesting itself again a few weeks ago,
the end came Friday, when the Premier
succumbed to an attack of cerebral hemie
orrhage. This is the official announces
ment contained in a' bulletin 1ssued by
Dr, H. J. Hamilton, the Premier’s mede
ical adviser,

Sir James Whitney was born at Wille
iamsburg, Dundas county, October 2,
1843. Educated at Cornwall Grammay
School. Studied law in office of John
Sandfield Macdonald. Called to the Bag
in 1876, and began practice in Merrise
burg. Conservative candidate in Dumne
das county for the Legislature in 18863
defeated by small majority, Elected' at
bye-election two years later, holding the
seat until the time of his death. A Fene
ian raid veteran and at one time Lieute
enant-Colonel commanding the Dundas
Reserve Militia. Chosen leader of the
Conservative Opposition in the i
lature in 1896, Called to the Premiers
ship of Ontario on January 25, 1905, by a
large majority ; re-elected in 1908 and
1911. Knighted by King Edward on the
occasion of the Quebec Tercentenary
celebration in 1908. Died September 25,
1914, The remains were intered at Morris~
burg, on Tuesday.
