This,
however, was not the only plant in
town for the Annapolis Valley Cyder
Co. was also in operation and about
1968 Mr. Ronald Whiteway and as-
sociates were controlling this indus-
try which is now merged under the
Graves’' interest.

ago took over the factory at Canmning
and are thus in a splendid and pre-

Vinegar Industry. Business, Vision, Tact and Ex-
ecutive Ability Secures Splendid Clientile

Throughout the Maritime Provinces
they supply ninety per cent. of the
pure cider vinegar used...A number
of yegrs ago a considerable export
trade was carried on to the British
Isles but the tremendous increase in
freight rates, over 300%, made busi-
ness outlook for the time prohibitive
in this quarter, industrial conditions
in Great Britain make these mar-
kets dead at present. Outside the
Maritime Provinces, markets are
found for the Evangeline brand of
cyders of the Annapolis Valley Cyder
Co. which is most favorably known
in Quebec and the West, the com-
pany’s products being shipped as far
as- Vancouver. This brand is being
taken most over by M. W. Graves &
Co., the uniform excellence and merit
of their goods retaining old custom-
ers and adding many new ones,

In addition to the manufacture of
cider and other temperate drinks, and
also vinegar, a large evaporating
plant is also operated to extemts with
changing market conditions year by
year. The plans is an eight kiln one
and has the largest capacity of any
single plant in the Province. This
department was added. to the factory
in 1917, four kilns 'being at first in-
stalled and during the season last
year the plant worked day and night,

putting through about 1000 tc 1100

bushels of apples per day, using inm
all 27,000 barrels of fruit from Sept.
1st to the end of December. Markets
are found for these in Canada and
U. 8. and overseas. Tree run apples
have been taken in and packed out
to some extent, the ones and twos
shipped, and the threcs and Domes-

tics used for evaporators and the
culls for cider. This plan is in agree-
ment with best business practice for
overseas trade. It is on the ones
and twos money is made in overseas
markets. Large number of growers
have tound it more profitable to sell
thesc¢ last named grade of apples to
evaporators as it ensures them better
net returns and leaves a more open
market for apples of the highest class.
In cider and vinegar the two amal-
gamated plants used 18,000 barrels of
apples each last year. .

The above is a very brief and mea-
gre sketch of the operations of this
important industry which is now bet-
ter prepared then ever to serve its
customers. = Their present position
has been attained and maintained not
only because the founder, Mr. M. W.
Graves, had sufficient vision to see
the possibilities of developing a big
business. Many others also had the
vision but when one reckons up the
plants started in the Valley which
have gone out of business as finan-
cial failures, it I8 apparemt that the
vision had to be backed up with the
utmost industry, businéss tact and ex-
ecutive ability. The success of this
industry inaugurated by Mr. Graves,
and being so wel’ 84gtained and car-
ried on by him 8nd his sons, Messrs.
Francis and Owen; G*aves, illustrates
the point we have Teferred to above.

NARROW ESCAPE

Former Resident, Night Watchman,
Shot By A Negro In Brock-
ton, Mass.

WwEdwin E. Hall, aged 55, of 55 Ap-
pleton St., the night watchman at the
Bowles & Cross Garage on the corner
of Warren Ave. and Bartlett St., was
shot in the head recently by a new
employee at the garage,

Henry Cableton, aged 24, colored,
came from New Hampshire two weeks
ago and was put to work at the
garage washing automobiles. The
other .employees, it is said, were
afraid of him and claimed he had
| threatened them. They thought he
carried a revolver,

Hall was ready to go off duty when
Cableton came in and they stood
talking. Hall said he asked Cableton
if he carried a gun.

The first shot missed, but the
second hit Mall in the head on the
left side, about an inch and a half
above the ear. It went in under the
skin, through the flesh'for two inches,
and came out at the top of the head,
without penetrating the skull.

Cableton dashed from the garage,
revolver in hand, and sped down
Bartlett St. Hall was taken to the
police station, where his wound was
treated by city physician William D.
Ducy.

Cableton was found at the home of
Andrew Gale, 16 Reed Ave,, by patrol-
man Linnehan. He put up no fight,
{ and when taken to the police station
i told where the police would find the
| revolver, under
| he had flung it,

He arraigned in the police
j ccurt on the charge of assault with
| intent to murder and also with carry-
Eing concealed weapon. He pleaded
not guilty and the case was continued
until a.later date for a hearing. Mean-
while he is held in $1,000 bonds on
the attempted murder charge and in
$200 on the other.

Mr. Hall was able to go to his home
after being given medical attention.

Mr. Hall thus describes the affair:—

“I was standing about six feet from
him when he pulled the gun from
under the bib of his overalls and
fired. The first time he pulled it did
not go, and I sprang toward him to
get the gun, ducked my head, he twice
pulling the gun as quick as possible.
