When timbers are built into houses it
is impossible to impregnate them with
oison. If they are attacked by dry rot,
it will be necessary to find out the extent
of the disease. This can be dong, to some
extent, by a scratching noisc being made
at onc end of the beam, and listening at
the other, for if the fibers arc intact the
sound will readily be conveyed, if the
beam is decayed, it will give a dull sound
on being tapped, and will allow a gimlet
to penetrate 1t very readily. 1f the fun-
gus has only penetrated it a short distance
the beam may be painted with corrosive
sublimate, dissolved in methyl alcahol.
Methyl alcohol has wreat penetrating
power, and acts asa vehicle to convey the
corrosive sublimate into the teature ot
wood, evaporating in time, and leaving
the cotrosive sublimate behind to do ats
work. In aslight attack, hot Ime wash
may be sufficient.  Notwithstanding, how-
ever, the fact that decayed wood will ab-
surb the washes more readily than sound,
these frequently do not pencetrate o a suf-
ficient depth, and as cnly those parts of
mycelium of the fungus are killed which
are in contact with the puison, the hypht
in the deeper parts of the tunber remain
as active as ever, the 1ot is not stayed,
but its ravages ate now hidden from view.

The Board of Works of the aity of Toronto,
under the direction of the aity eagineer, con-
structed last yeat five miles of sewers, 30 miles of
wooden sidewalks, 8o roadways.

VALUE OF GOOD ROADS.

Prof. Carson, a very high authornity, says
as the result of experunents, that the same
horse power will draw on a gravel road
139 per cent. and on 4 macadam road 313
per cent. of the load wt will dean on geod
carth road.  Quite a number of authonties
state that i€ our roads were first-class earth
ruads only, the same power would, on the
average. draw at least theee times as great
Wload as now,  Prof. Sanborn states that
while neither the best nor the worst of
carth roads were .nalable for lus tnals,
he found that the difference 1 draft on
the best and on the poorest roads that he
used, was nearly 300 per cent. A good
authonty states that first-class gravel
roads would save from one-half to two-
thirds of cost of wagun transportation. If
before we pu. on the gravel we pared
down hilltups sumenwhat and put the earth
in the alleys, we would effect another
saving -onevery large compared with the
capense.

Onc of the most important problems
which confronts many citics 1s some sys-
tematic plan of labelling the street names
at their intersections,  All sorts of plans
have been tned.

lua, the names were pamted i black
ctters upon small board signs fastened
agamst the sides of the houses.  Thenthe
systcn of cast iron letters surrounding the
lamp post was introduced.  Bdth of these,
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however, have objections. The wooden
signs in course of time became battered
and illegible from lack of paint.  The cast
iron signs were casily broken and fre-
quently misplaced by the lamplighter
when hie was cleaning the lamps, so that
the names of the two streets were revers-
ed. In some citics, sheets of ruby flash
glass, with the street names ctched on the
surface, have been placed n the strect
lamps, with the same objection.  ‘The lat-
est plan in Philadelphia has been to affix
an cnameled metal sign, white raised let-
ters upon a blue ground, to the sides of
the houscs, in some prominent position, at
avery street corner.  ‘The enameled sign
has now been brought to such a state of
perfection that it is reasonable to assume
that this will be a very durable and con-
stantly legible method of posting up the
