main in Sherbrooke Jail. On that day
he Is to be arraigned in the superior
eourt on a writ of habeas corpus. Be-
tween now- and'that time his battery
of lawyers hope to perfect plans not

to it gracefully—to a point selected
by Thaw.

This, in brief, was the status tonight
of Matteawan’s fugitive, arrested on
Tuesday mnear Coaticaak, and com-
mitted to-jail here on a defective war-

rant. Ignorant of the moves made

in the Sherbrooke Jail, Qnd
was not cven aware that the writ of
habeas corpus In his case was served
on the jailer this afternoon, and that
hut for a timely telephone message,
a’;would have been produced in court
today with the bench vacant.

” Somebody Blundered.

This incident, variously described
ag a blunder, a case of absent-minded-
ness, and an error due to hurry, arose
after Superior Judge Globensky fail-
ed to specify in writing that the writ
was returnable before~him on Wed-
nesday next. He had set this dale in
chambers, but the writ reading “in-
stanter’ when served on the jailer, set
that official into ‘instant action, -and
he called a carriage and ordered Thaw
to dress for an outing, when a tele-
phone message from the judge inform-
ed him that the latier was leaving for
Montreal, not to return here until next

week.
Sought Another Judge.

Meanwhile District Attorney Conger
of Dutchess County, N¥. 'I)epuzy
Attorrey General Franklin Kennedy
of Albany, and others primarily in-

gsted in getting Thaw acrogs the
border, seized on the possibility of his
frmediate production. and sought to
find another judge before whqm to
arraign him..

tion authorities as an undesirable,

Impersonated Judge.

The governor of the jail, explaining
his difficulties tonight, said: “Some-
one representing bimself to be Judge
Globensky called me on the telephone
this afternoon and said Thaw would
not need to appear in court before
Wednesday. I was not entirely
settled as to the time, because 1
theught he said something abount. to-
morrow. As a matter of fact [ rather
dcubted that it was Judge Globensky.
1 was confused, particularly when I
received another ecall. This time it
was from a man who told me “to get
under cover because something fis
going to happen.”

“Half an hour later the bailiff ap-
peared and served the habeas corpus
papers ou me, saying that I was to
deliver 'Thaw iramediately. 1 was as
near bewilderea then as I ever have
been in my life. Within half an hour
I had beenwtold to produce him Wed-
nesday, womaorrow and immediately.

“l found a crowd outside and there
were wild rumors. that the prisoner
wag goin gto be taken away. But of
course these were untrue, and I final-
ly straightened matters out by con-
sultation with the sheriff.”

Thaw’s Lawyers Satisfied.

Thaw's lawyers said  tonight that
they were weil wmatisfled ‘with the
events of today. They feel now that
Thaw’s fate, s0 far as the Canadian
authorities may influence it, is practi-
cally settled. The departure for Ot-
tawa carly this morning of W. 1.
Shurtieff was the first step in a plan
to procure Thaw's removal from Can-
ada without loug legal proceedings.

All of them profess to believe that
the minister cf. the interior will ac-
cede to the request that Thaw be per-
“nomimate” his dedtination”
in return for submitting without fure
ther protest tu deportation,

Those who are advising that, among
thetn some of tlie ablest criminal law-
yers in Carada, said tonight that they
were confident that the government
will weleome such- a solution of the
problem with which Thaw's unexpect-
ed arrival 8o suddenly ¢ onfronted
them. No cne contends that Thaw
has violated a single law of the Do-
minon, unless- it be that one whizh
provides that ro alien may enter Can-
ada without snecial permit within five
vears after he ras baen an inmate of
an asylum for the insane.

Quick Action of Railway Tow-
' _er Man Saves a Head-On
Collision in Which 350 Pas-
sengers Would Have Been
Killed or Maimed.

CHICAGO, Aug. 21.—The quick de-
cision of Clarence’ Wise, a railway
,tower man, stationed at the ‘Calumet
River bridge, near Hammond, 1Ind.,
probably saved the lives of 350 men
and women, en route from Chicago to
New York, and other eastern points,
this atternoon. Wise averted 4 head-
on collision betwceen a passenger train
and an express train by shwowing.the
switch wnieh swept the express down'
an embankment into the‘rsver. Only
a few of the passengers Knew of the
danger they escapea. "

Even
then he was not quick enough to pre-
vent the cof-caicher from ripping
into «ne of the vestibuled coaches and
tearing a hole in it,

The engineer of the wrecked ex-
press, MHenry Palmer, jumped as the
train struck the derail.
mediately in tront of the Nickel Plate
train, but managed to roll off the
track in time to save his life. J. B.
Hoftman, the Brie fireman, jumped
from the other side of the cabin at
the same moment and was also unin-
Jured,

The Nickel Plate No. 1 did not hesi-
tate, but continued on its way at the
rate of 35 miles an hour. None of the
passengers escept those in the coach
which was strueck by the cow-catcher
of the wrecked train knew how nar-
row their escape had been.

Clarence Wise is 24 years old and
lives in Hammond. “I'm not a hero,
he says, “the Nickel Plate had the
right of way, and I gave it to her.”

A deadly charge of dynamite—three
whole ten-inch sticks and two halves,
with a fuse detonator—were discover-
ed this afternoon near Mayor Gaynor's
office windows in the city hall. The
bureau of combustibles found that tHe
explosive was 40 per cent. dynamite,
the regulation blasting proportion, and
the amount found would, if exploded,
have wrecked the city hall,

The mayor wds in his office ‘when
the dynamite was * discovered by a
citizen passing thru City. Hall Park.
Mr, Gaynor evinced little interest when
told of the explosives’ proximity, and
remained apparently undisturbed at
his desk while police officers hurriedly
drew a cordon about the dynamite to
keep back an excited crowd.

Mayor Gaynor frequently receives
threatening letters, hHut tonight he
would - make no ‘statement regarding
the possible connection between any
previous manace by mail and the dy-
namite of today.

The cloth was blue, with red and
white figures. and resembled the fillets
worn by Italian women of the work-
ing class,

The 'bureau of combustibles expenrts
state that the only thing which pre-
vented a digastrous explosion was the
presetice of a  strip of cotton wool
wound so tightly abouf the base of the
fuse that a spark could not reach the
detonator. An edge of one dynamite
stick was slightly scorched.

This information is the first obtained up
to date that suggests a motive for the
crime, and as the guestion of a motive
was perpleixing the authorities, it is pos—
sible that the rumor will now be in-
vestigated. 3
Provinclal Detective Miller, who is

working on the murder cage, was phoned
last night by The World for a confirma-
tion of the rumor that Hassan had had
money before he was assaulted, but he
refused point blank either to -deny or
confirm the rumor. Asked If there was
any possibility of an early arrest, Detec-
tive Miller stated that he was working
on a clue which he expected would result
in much new light heing thrown on the
case. What the nature o the clue was
he refured to state. Q

From an interview which The World
had with W. J. Davies, the secretary of
the provincial police, department, it looks
as if .the department has now little hope
of ever finding the murderer. When
asked if there was a possibility of an
early arrest, Mr. Davies stated that ay
yet the.department did not know thi
name of the murderer, and did not have
an accurate description of him.

Last Saturday.

When asked how long the provincial
police had been working on the case, he
sajd -that it was only since last Batur-
day, and that before that the case was
in charge of County Constable Simpson.

Thru this delay of 12 days it can be
taken for granted that the crudest and
most amateurish murderer in existence
could make his‘way out of the city and
out of the province,

Of 'Little Importance.

CROWN IS NOTIFIED

And Minister of Marine May
Deem Investigation
Necessary.

Edward Bayly of the attorney gen-
eral’s department, informed The World
today that he had communicated with
Crown Attorney M. J. Brennan, of St.
Catharines, In  corimection with . ‘the
death of Arthur Johnson, the deckhand
who was drowned in the collapse of a
portion of the railing on the. steamer
Macassa at Grimsby Beach last Satur-
day. The body has not yet been found,
and unless it is, an inquest cannot be
held in the regular way.

Mr. Bayly stated that he has com-
municated with .the minister of marine
and fisheries, setting before him the
circumstances, as they were presented
to him. If the body is not found, the
minister has power to order an investi-
gation, if he deems 1t proper.

Again if the circumstances.of the
accident warrant such proceeding; the
attorney general might order-a charge
of criminal negligence to be laid. It
is' likely that if the body is not found
the minister of marine and fisheries
will investigate the cause of Johnson's
death. .

One story of the aeccident that has
gained large credence, Is that the un-
fortundte man, while engaged in raising
a fender, leaned against a portion of
the:railing, which was removable, It
has been 'stated that bolts might hawe
been tampered with by passengers. A
theory is that some child had loosened
these in such a way that the railing
gave way when JJohnson's weight was
put upon ft. - ' ;

CHILDREN ONLY
~FOR PLAYGROUNDS
lhquest'lnto—_ge_ath of Boy

Results in Jury's

~ Rider.

A .strong plea that the city's super-
vised playgrounds be kept up solely for
the children and not be merely a loafing
placé for idle young men was made by
Coroner C. J. Currie at the morgue last
night. ‘ :

The inquest was into the death of six-
vear-old Eddie Grant, who was accident-
ally struck on'the head with "a bat during
a baseball game at the O'Neill supervis-
ed ,playgrounds by C. V. Cox of 8, How-
ard “avenue, on Aug. 11 The boy: had
been standing too near the batter, who,
in striking at the ball, failed to sé¢ the
boy and struck him with the bat’ He
was rendered unconscious and later died
as a result of the injury.

‘“Iyunderstand that these playgrounds
provide a spot ‘whers
the “children can be safe from’ the risk
of automobiles and other wvehicles they
would face if forced to play in the
street,” said the coroner. “If grown
men wish to plny. baseball they should
choaose some spot other than a children’s
playground.”

In returning a verdict of accidental
death the jury recommended that the city
playgrounds be restricted, ‘‘as we be-
lieve they were intended to be for child-
ren only and that young men should be
kept: off entirely. And we believe that
the police should be empowered to en-
force this rule.”

Removal of Bounties Giver: as
Reason for Corporation’s
Difficulties.

MONTREAL, Aug. 21.—(Can. Press)—
Application was made to the courts today
by the Canada lron Corporation for the
appointment of a recelver, under whose
direction the 3ffairs of the corporation
will be conducted, pending a reconstruc-
tion of its finances. The application was
granted, and F. F. Whyte of New York
was named as the recetver.

The decision to apply for a .receiver
was reached at a meeting of the board
of directors this week, and it was stated
on behalf of the directors that since the
expiration of the bounties on this pro-
duct, reduction in profits has seriously
hampered other departments.

The directors have decided that the
only course open to them is to 'reduoe
their fixed charges by a reorganization
of their finances, i

The receivership is preliminary to a
reorganization plan which is now being
formulated,

The corporation has outstanding $4,-
637,933 bonds and $7.741.300 stocks, of
which §2,909,000 is preferred.

And, by.the way, do not confuse this
annual variety with the very early
phlox sublata, an early alpine, or
ground pink,

mondi,” or dwarf summer phlox,
growing from ten inches to perhaps
twelve, ’

Now this sort of thing has been
going on all over the country, until it
is safe to say that of the seven billion
dollars added. to the capitalization of
the American rallways during the
past ten years, not more than one-
half has gone into actual construc-
tion, equipment and betterment.

The raflways of the United States,
with few exceptions, are either of no
value or are so loaded down with
fixed charges that they cannot be
properly maintained, or efficiently
equipped, and are becoming less valu-
able every day. The properly con-
structed railway, efficiently. managed,
should not only become more valu-
able every year, but should in time
pay for itself, or at any rate give
betfer service and lower rates with-
out increasing its fixed charges per
mmile, The min who would build a
factory with borrowed money, and at
the end of 25 years of ever increasing
business, find his machinery anti-
quated, his building unsafe, his debt
bigger, and his fixed charges higher
in proportion to his earnings than
when he started, would go out og busi-
ness or be put out of business as an
incompetent.

The men who are operating the
1ailways of the United States are in
that position. They give inadequate
service at high charges, but their
plant and machinery are in such bad
condition that last year they killed
one thousand persons a month out-
right and wonuded about 200 persons
a day in addition.

Out of the many varieties of im-
proved city Bovernments now being
tried in the United States, some ai
least are bound to yield valuable Jes-
sons. Since -the commission system
was first instituted in Galveston, Tex-
a% the idea has not only been copled,
but Has formed the basis for other ex-
periments which, while retaining the
fundamental principle, have differed
greatly in the method of its applica-
tion. But all have the same objects—
the elimination of the potitical ele-
ment and the party boss, and the es-
tablishment of an administration that
will secure the Breatest common good,

Dayton, Ohio, recently sanctioned
what s claimed to be a decidedly new
type of municipal government, The
charter now adopted provides for the
short non-partisan
manager

ballot, a city
and a small commission of
five members for purely legislative
purpose, They will also employ the
city manager, who is responsible for
the five departments of administra-
tion. The heads of each of these de-
partments will be appointed by the
city manager, but all subordinate offi-

This new Dayton charter is believed
to be unique In its creation of a de-

partment of social welfare, which, In
addition to supervising the depart-
ments of health, parks and play-

grounds, is authorized to enquire into
the causes of poverty and disease in
the city, and to make recommendations
to the .legislative commission, Fur-
ther innovations include the prepara-
tion of a scientific budget and a mod-

Many  fruits are ripening just now
and are coming on with a rush, R
is therefore well to know what to do al
the right moment so as to make the
most of the garden. In the northern
half of the United States and in
southern Canada, grapes are beginning
to ripen, and, unless there are plenty
of them to supply ‘the birds, some
means of protecting them must be de-
viged. Scarecrows are both unsightly
and ineffective unless they will mule
motions. The best style is made of
bright pieces of tin hung loosely on
wires so they will flash in the sun
when the wind blows.

Better than scarccrows are paper
bags in which to enclose the ripening
clusters, 3

It is now fime to apply these. All
that is necessary is to enclose the best
clusters in the bags, individually, whiic
#til]l hanging on the vine and to draw
the mouths of the bagsstightly around
the stems of the clusters with a few
turns of string and a “half-hitch” knot.
Other advantages are gained by this
bagging. 'The fruit is made to ripen
somewhat more evenly because of the
partial regulation of the temperature
when there are changes in the sur-
rounding air. As a rule, the fruit is
thus made sweeter and more luscious
than when grown without being
bagged. Also theére is usually a re-
duction in‘ the mildewing of the fruits,
and consequently a ' better Kkeeping
character to them.

Pears are beginning to ripen. One ¢f
the most important rules in harvesiing
this fruit is to gather the pears A%
soon as the stalks will separate easiiy
from the twigs on which they are
borne, The way to do this is to lift the
fruit outward and upward very gently
so that, when raised only a little stem
wil separate cleanly at its base, not be-
tween the fruit itself and the attach-
ment to the twig. By observing this
rule no breakage of the fruit spurs or
twigs should result. These spurs
should be protected as carefully as
possible, because it is their function
to produce fruit from year to year.

The pears gathered in this way will
almost always be too hard and im-
mature to be eaten at once. They wiil
require from one to two days to per-
haps several wecks before they will
be soft enough to be edible. The way
to handle them for best flavor is to
store them in a dark room or iy
drawers, Preferably they should not
touch one another but this is not es-
sential. It is advisable, however, not
to pile them too deep at least for home
consumption because handling is apt
to bruise them. The late varieties may
bhp stored in boxes or kegs in eold
quarters until their approximale sen-
son when a few at a timpe may be
prought into the warmth and spread
out as already indicated.

Apple, pear, peach and plum tiees
that are heavily loaded should be c:
fully examined without delay to #e¢
if they are likely to be able to carry
their loads of fruit without. limbs
breaking. If there is any probability
of breakage, they should bes pr.yvided
with props somewhat longer than the
space from the point of support to the
ground: that is, the limbs ghould be
raised slightly ‘when the props are ap-
plied. Attention in this respect will
save many regrets, limbs and much
fruit,

Better than propping is thinning,
trees which are loaded too heavily
with fruit should be relieved of part
of their burden by picking off, first
the inferior specimens and later those
that are apparently ripening ahead of
tiie balance of the crop, Inferior

With most varieties it is desirable,
especially in the amateur garden to go
over the trees two or three times
when making pickings. Only the ripest
spvcimens should be gathered each
time. This will allow the tardy speci-
mens a chance to increase in size
and improve in quality. The method
has been found highly profitable by
commercial fruit growers and for the
amateur has the added advantage of
improving the quality of the fruits
themselves. ;

If attention has not been given to
the raspberry and the blackberry plan-
tations, it should be given at once.
The necessary thing to do now is to
cut out all the canes that have pro-
duced their crops this year, This rule
applies to all the fall bearing varieties
of these frults,  The object sought in
this removal is to gives the canes for
next year’s crop all the chance pos-
sible to get abundant air and light and
thus become strong to. withstand the
rigorous winter. Currant and goose-
berry bushes in which there are stems
older than five years should have
similar attention, the oldest canes be-
ing cut out together with all but two
or three of the most promising shoots
sent up from the base this year,

If there is a strawberty bed which
has survived its usefulness, it should
be plowed up and the ground sewed
to rye, vetch or some other cover
crop to be plowed under next €pring.
if, however, it is plantied to force any
strawberries under glass during the
winter the plants should be potted
now in two-inch pots and after they
have formed good balls of roots they
should be transplanted to four-inch
pots in which they are to bear fruits
later on.

If there are any domestic animals
on the place, especially sheep or pigs,
and if the orchard can be closed off,
it is a good plan to let these animals
have the run of the place so as to pick
up the fallen fruit. By this means
the waste fruit can be turned to good
account and a considerable number of
injurious insects can ~be prevented
from doing further damage. Poultry,
especially chickens, are very useful in
orchards, because they cat large quan-
tities of insects, but they, do not don-
sumje waste fruit nvarM as satis-

“We have no specia: colony in
mind at this time, but our people are
coming in great numbers as soon as
the Panama Canal is opened, and we |
are arranging to make the entrance
to America easy for them. We have
a colony around Kimberly, Wis.

To Paper Mills, '

“Our first duty is to Iinstal our
people in paper mills, where the men
work for gix months or a year to
earn their way and pick up a smat-
tering of English. Then they move
out at once to the farms and new
arrivals take their places in the
mills. :

“We have determined .to locate a
colony on the North Pacific coast,
probably near Seattle. We expect to
place our men in thé Tombder mills In
liew of .paper; ifggtayy, apd later,
to ‘%rmta? “meﬁy“%g“mm whféh they
may  selétt! as’ best [§uited to their
tastes.

“The people of Holland settled on
cut-over, or logged-off, lands of Wis-
consin because theygcould “buy the
1and cheap, and they want this kind
of land in Washingtou. Those who
know the industrious, frugal nature
of the Hollander will be pleaged to
learn that they are going to settle in
large numbers in this vicinity.”

FEAR FROST IN

CANADIAN WEST

Wheat Shows Firmness at
Chicago—Irregularity in
Corn.

CHICAGO, Aug. 21.—Bull# were in con-
trol of both the wheat and corn pits to-
day until riear the close, when there was
a general easing. Wheat ended at a net
advhnce of %c to %c, but corn was
irregular, closing %ec lower to Y%c higher.
Oats finished unchanged to %ec tp %c
lower, and provisions were 7%c lower to
2%e higher,

Corn claimed attention today to a
greater extent than wheat, the market
approaching in nervous aectivity the re-
cent prolonged bull campaign. The
weather map seemed to be the dominat-
ing influence, dry, hot conditions prevail-
ing in the southwest and most of the
remainder of the belt. Reports of rains
in Nlnois did mnet check the upward
tendency of prices, and December again
reached 70c. Leading longs added large-
ly to their holdings, and the market re-
mained firm and active for the.greater
part of the day. Weakness was manifest
at the close on a number of profit-taking
sales. Western lowa reported corn sell-
ing there 1lc¢ higher than wheat.

Frost Scarce.

Fears of frost in the Canadian north-
west tonight” was a prominent factor in
the uplift given wheat. Strength of corn
aleo helped the wheat bulls. The fact
that the market had been slightly over-
#old added stimulation and shorts cover-
ed freely. Bullish cables formed an ad-
ditional lft to prices, limited offerings
of new wheat at Buropean centres being
an interesting feature of the day's news,
KExpert opinion had it that there has
bheen too much rain in the northwest,
and the fear of damage from this source
was one of the day’s bullish influences.

Oats became dull after a firm start,
and prices weakened with the easing of
other grain.

Trade in provisions was not large, and
price fluctuations were narrow, Selling of
October ribs by a leading house was the
chief feature of the market.

Have Been Produced by Co-
balt—Shareholders Have
Received Large Dividends.

The bureau of mines for Ontario, in
issuing yesterday the second part of
their annual report, deals with the
mineral products and deposits of Tim-
iskaming,

Willet G. Milléer, provineial geologist,
“the area is unique. It is not only the
world's greatest producer of wsilver,
but it absolutely controls the -market
for cobalt, has a large dutput of ar-
senic, and Is among the three or four
areas that have the largest output of
nickel.”

For the whole period, up to the end
of 1912, since the mines were opened
Cobalt has produced 155,815,839 auncm;
of silver, the value being $81,731,115;
the quantity of cobalt, nickel and ar-
senic is known only approximately.
Up to the end of the year the total
dividends distributed amounted to
$89,834,740, not _including the profits
made by two or three mines, elther
privately owned or close corpprations.
The dividends have been equal to ap-
proximately 50 per cent., of the output.
By this time the dividends distri-
buted by Cobalt mines will amount to
about $45,000,000. The construction of
the Timiskaming and Northern Onta-
rio Railway, together with equipment,
cost the province approximately $18,-
500,000.
