The best judgment on the whole .is
that the time for this great rupture,
with its attendant dangers to Euro-
pean peace, is not yet. The Austro-
Hungarian empire will hold together in
some shape so long as the emperor re-
frains from the use of the arms of one
country in an attempt to coerce the
other. He, no doubt, is irritated, de-
spondent and perhaps indifferent to
the consequences in some degree, but
his wisdom and humanity can hardly
allow him to resort to that fatal ex-
pedient.

Sir Frederick Pollock is visiting Can-
ada with a view to securing Canadian
approval for a scheme of imperial €7~
ganization proposed in a pamphlet Té-
cently issued by him. §ir Fred-riek
Pollock's proposal bears a striking ve-
semblance in some respects to ‘he wian |
proposed by Mr. Watson Griffin of |
Toronto in The Empire Review fer
May, 1902, but the principle on which
Sir Frederick's scheme 18 based 18
radically different, for while the adop-
tion of Mr. Griffin's plan would make
the colonies full fledged nations within |
the empire, Sir Frederick Pollock’s sye-
tem would perpetuate the colonial
status.

Mr. Watson Griffin’s article, which
was entitled “An Imperial Allianc2,”
was reviewed at some length in The
World at the time of publication- Mr.‘

ANEW THE GOILTY PARTIES
WAS KILLED IN HIS BFFIC

Details of Series of Sensations Re-l,

vealed by Brother of Man
Wronged.

Chicago, Sept- 30.—Details of a ser-
fes of sensations which are alleged to
have smoldered for months in Cam-
bridge, 1ll., and which may explain the
mysterious deathi of John V. Streed, a
prominent attorney and politician, who
was found lifeless at his office door in
Cambridge a week ago with a bullet
thru his head, were revealed here to-

Byrd C. Powell, a veterinary
surgeon, living in Sandwich, 1lls,, came
to Chicago and told a story back of
the recent suicide of his brother, Wm.
D. Powell, of Cambridge. The story
disclosed a chain of facts connecting
the Powell and Streed cases with the
virtual murder of a Swedish domestic
in the home of a wealthy man in Cam-
bridge more than five years ago. She
was buried secretly. In the opinion of
Dr. Powell, Attorney Streed was mur-
dered because Streed knew the truth
behind the woman’s death,

Streed got the facts from Wm. i"
Powell, who committed suicide Aug. 26
last, after Wm. Powell’'s home had
been broken up and the guilty persons
shielded, it is alleged, by an influential
political friend. Dr. Powell declares
that his brother was driven to his
death by a clique in Cambridge.

It is said that Powell went to Cam-
bridge to live about the time of the
death of the domestic, the facts of
which he learned accidentally. His
own domestic life was unhappy. He
suspected several men of prominence
of being too friendly with his wife, and
encountered as a result prosecution,
which it is said drove him to sulcide,

W. D. Powell took the evidence to
Attorney Streed and asked him to
prosecute the men. Streed refused to
do it because it involved some of Lis
best friends. Wm. D. Powell’'s suicide
followed. Dr. Powell believes that
Streed and some of the suspected men
quarreled, and in the heat of disputes
Streed betrayed some knowledge of the
tragedy.

WILLIAM B. RANKINE DEAD
HEAD OF TWO PONERPLANTS

Practical Pioneer of Niagara Falls
Electrical Development Succumbsg
to Congestion of Lungs.

Niagara Falls, N.Y., Sept. 30.—(Spe-
cial.)—William B. Rankine, vice-presi-
dent and genera] manager of the Ni-

agara Falls Power Company, and also
of the Canadian-Niagara Company,
died this morning at Franconia, N.H.,
where he went with Mrs. Rankine a few
weeks ago on a vacation trip. Mr. Ran-
kine contracted a severe cold which de-
veloped congestion of the lungs and
caused his death.

The deceased was the practical plo-
neer of power development on the Ni-
agara frontler. It was thru his inde-
futigable efforts that the Niagara Falls
Power Company came into existence,

Canadian-Niagara Power Company was
organized,

Mr, Rankine was born in Oswego,
Jan. 4, 1858, He was a graduate of Ho-

bart and Union College, having receiv-
ed degrees from both institutions. He|
was identified with a large number of |
enterprises here and on the Canadlani
side of the river, being one of the |
prime movers in the organization of the
Clifton Hotel Company, which is now
building a large hotel on the site of the
structure destroyed several years ago.
Besides his wife, Mr., Rankine is sur-
vived by his mother, the venerable Mrs.
James Rankine, and three brothers,
Richard, Delancey and Harold. The re-
mains will be brought to this city and
funeral services will be held at St.
P'fftf'r'ﬂ Church Tuesday morning at 1t
o’clock.
