UPON GEN. L:**F§ SUCCESS

There Has Been No News From the Advancing Column
for Over a Week—Are Boers Preparing
for a Safe Retreat ?

Canadians With Col. Pilcher in the Free State—A Rumor at Durban That Ladysmith
Has Been Relieved is Not Confirmed — Warren’s Scouts Found Colenso

Evacuated—War Situation Looks Briﬁghter..

The War Office at midnight issued a bulle-
tin from Gen. Lord Roberts at Cape
Town, saying: “There is no change in
the situation to-day.” The field marshal
adds that Methuen's cavalry reconnais-
sance returned on Jan. 11, having gone
twenty-five miles into the Free State
and found the country full of Boers,
except patrols. All was quiet at Mod-
der River. Gen. French reconnoitered
the enemy’s left flank on Jan. 19. Ad-
vanced to bombard the Boer laager east
of Colesberg Junction, but was unable
to outflank the enemy. Gen. Gatacre
reports no change. - All was well on
Dec. 28 at Mafeking. 4

Lloyd's Weekly newspaper prints a despateh
from Belmont, Cape Colony, Jan. 10,
which says that Col. Pilcher, with 400
Capadians and Queenslanders and a
battery of Royal Horse Artillery, made
a reconpaissance on Tuesday and ad-
vanced ten miles into the Free State.
They sighted a patrol of the ememy at
Karrlelaagte. The Boers fled, abandon-
ing their rifles and ammunition,

News was recelved from London last night
that Lord ' Lansdowne, Secretary of
State “for War, accepted on Saturday
last the offer of Lord Strathcona, Cana-
dian High Commissioner in London, to
provide, distinct from the Canadian con-
tingents, a force of at least 400 mount-
ed men from Manitoba, the Northwest
Territories and British Columbia, and
to arm, equip and convey them to South
Africa at his own expense. All will be
expert marksmen, rough riders and
scouts. It is estimated that this ex-
traordinary “offer of ‘Lord Strathcona
involves an expenditure of $1,000,000.

Great Britaip now has 104,373 men, with
289 guns, in the field in South Africa,
and, with the troops now at sea or pre-
paring to sail, there will he an aggre-
gate strength of 160,000 men, with 32,
00) horses and 448 guns, ‘on the scene
in the course:of a few weeks,

A Pretoria despateh, via Lorenzo Marquez,
dated Friday, says everything points to
a great battle within-the next few days.
Ladysmith had been firing rockets, the
object of which was not known. A
heliograph message from Ladysmith on
the same date, says the besiegers had
been quiet for two days, but they could
be seen in active movement on the hills.
More Boer dead had been fouud at the
base of Caesar's Camps.

A Durban cable says a Boer commando is
in Sumban’s County, Zululand, within a
day’s march of the sea, with wigous,
It is believed to be waiting for supplies
and ammunition, secretly landed uear
St. Lucia Bay.

A Cape Town despatch says five colonial
scouts were captured on Monday.

There is a persistent rumor at Durban
. that Ladysmith has been relieved.

fir Charles Warren's scouts have found no
sign of the enemy at Grobler's Kloof,
while Colenso is deserted. There are
rumors that the Boers are preparing. to
léave Natal,discouraged by their failure
to reduce Ladysmith.

The London Standard publishes a helio-
graph despatch from Ladysmith on
Thursday via Weenen, stating that the
Boers are fortifying positions north and
west of Ladysmith, doubtless with a
view of securing a safe line of retreat
should their opposition to General Bul-
ler's line of advance fajl, They may,
however, be still contemplating another
attack. It is known that the Boers are
greatly depressed by their heavy losses,
I'rior to Saturday a week ago, they were
perfectly confident that they could de-
feat Gen. White's garrison.

London, Jan. 15.—(4 a.m.)—Lord Roberts’
enigmatical announcement, ““No change in
the situation,” dees nothing at all to allay
public anxiety or to explain the wmystery
surrounding General Baller's movements on
the Tugela, and, although there is a als-
position to regard the despatch as disposing
of Saturday's adverse rumors, the week
has opened in a state of suspense almost
equal to. that of last week, because it is
recognized that a fallure of General Buller's
present attempt would seal the/ fate of
Ladysmith.

A Ray of Hope.

I'resumably ‘“‘no change in the sitnation’
refers to previous despatches sent to the
War Office, which have not yet been reveal-
ed to the pubiic. Except the announcement
of the seizure of, Potgieter’'s Drift and of
the advance of General Warren, there has
been no news from the 'ngela for a week.
A ray of hope is in-the fact that the same
silence prevails from the Boer side.

Buller's Move Dangerous.

If the announcement of
Feu’s movements be correct, it is evident
that Ruller's forces spread
Over a very wide front—perhaps 25 miles—
and in the event of a sudd:n fall of the
river his operations might be full of danger.

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Montreal and United States Capital-
ists Talk of Building a Cotton
Mill There-

PLENTY OF ELECTRIC POWER

And the Moneyed Men Think They
See a Chance to Make Some
Dividends,

Montreal, Jan. 14,—~(Special.)—Rumor has
it that several prominent business men of
Three Rivers and Montreal are negotiating
for the organization of a company for the
purpose of establishing a large cotton mill
at the Trifluvian City, Considerable at-
tention has been called to the prosperity
of Canadian cotton mills, and it is held
that a mill at Three Rivers, and operated
by electricity from the Shawenegau Falls,
on the St. Maurice, would be a good in-
vestment. It -is -proposed to start with
1000 looms and to manufacture cotton, for
export. American capitalists are also in-
terested in the scheme.

The Shawenegan Water and Power Co.,
at the falls of that name, are spending
$300,000 this winter, over 1000. men being
engaged. The Shawenegan Carbide Co., ot
which Willlam Mackenzie is the moving
spirit, have agreed to take 10,000 horse-
power, while the Pittsburg Reduction Co.,
whose works are also to be established on
the St. Maurice, will also take a great
deal of pewer, Thirty houses a month are
being built, and it is expected that the
St. Maurice will be dotted all the - way
from Three Rivers up to the Great North-
ern Railway, say 20 miles, with flourish-
ing manufacturing towns.

Interesting Views of the ;War as
They Are Held at Pretoria—
Boer Army Strength.

EXPECTED 25.000 COLONIALS.

Tales ‘of Small Boer Losses and

‘Great British Losses—Boers
After the Diamonds.
Following are some ex-
Ameri-
and

New York Sun:
tracts from letters written by an
.an who has been {iving at Pretoria,
who had opportunities to obtain accurate
information on the subjects about which

he writes:

“Well, the war is on in all its awfulness
and unjustneéss, and although some of the
people here profess to be able to sce the
end I must ‘confess that I cannot. 1 sup-
pose you are being surfeited with British
victorles, I have heard of monme yet, with
the exception of those I have read of in
the Cape and Natal papers that have drilt-
ed here.

“I suppose that you, with the rest of the
world, were amazed at the nerve of Prosl-
dent Kruger 4n sending his now famous
uitimatum to the greatest power on the
earth, -1 will not attempt to go into the
merits of the causes that have precipitated
this unholy war on these poor people, but
I will recite shortly what has been done
since the war has become a reality.

“Some very funny things, many of them
showing the simplicity of these people, hap-
pened just prior to the declaration of war.
For instance, in the Volksraad some two

or three weeks before the war, a member
called up his motion requesting the State
Secretary to inquire of the High Commis-
sioner at Cape Town (Sir Alfred Miluer)
as to why the British Government were
massing troops on the border of the repub-
lic, ana in the course of the discussion on
the motion a member said that the repuo.e
was not ready to go to war, whereat an-
other member, whom I know very well,
jumped up and shouted: ‘No, we are not
ready to go to war! Why, it wouid take
us a whote day to mobilize!’ The hunor
of the thing did not strike the Dutch for
some little time,
B Have 75,000 Men,

“Now, as to what the troops have done.
When war was declared Gen. Joubert had
some 10,000 men on the Natal border. Gen.
Cronje had 5000 or 6000 on the western
frontier, and the Free State had as inany
as half this total on their western wnd
southern borders. It is estimated that the
two republics cap put in the flield cver
75,000 men, and as they march forward
into Cape Colony and Natal, as they have
been doing, they Wil recruit 10,000 or 13-
000 or possibly as many as 25,000 Co'onials.
These latter will not join them until they
lhave advanced past their homes, as they
would be considered guilty of treason if

a3 they would like to join their brothers,
as they call them. As an Instance >{ this
it has been shown that when Gen. Maljer
entered the territery of Natal on the march
to Ladysmith and following the fugitives
from Dundee, he had but 700 men, and
when he arvived below Ladysmith, where
he headed off any retreat from that town,
he had over 7000 men in his little band,
aud had not been recruiting from the Trins-
vaal, but frem the Natal tarms as he pass-
ed them. A ;
The First Fighting.

“The first skirmish the Transvaal forces
had was at Mafeking, on the western bor-
der, but it was a mere skirmish, with a few
wounded on either side, The next was at
Dundee, in Natal, where a real battle took
place, and there was some fataiity on the
Boer side and an enormous 1088 on the other
side. In this battle¢ there were many Brit-
ish killed and many wounded, and as a re-
sult 250 prisoners were taken in a Kaffir
kraal near the town. The next action of
any consequence was that of Elandslaagte,
where General Kock, the Boer general in
command there, with 23 others, was killed
and something like 220 were taken pricon-
ers by the British. The loss on the Xaglish
side was more than 800 killed and wounded.
After Elandslaagte a small skirmish or two
occurred during the two or three days that
elapsed before the great battie of Modder-
spruit, which was merely a part of the
Ladysmith siege and engagements, and was
marked by the small loss on the Boer side
and the heavy loss on the other. In this
engagement the Boers lost 'ess than 1i50
men in both killed and wounded, and they
took over 2100 prisoners, 1300 by the Trans-
vaalers and 850 by the Free Staters. There
were killed and wounded on the British
side, it Is estimated, over 2000. The marvel
of the war has been the small Bozr fatali-
ties ard the large British, and it s more
strange when you are aware that the Boers
have been steadily advancing ever since the
war commenced, and the British have been
defending and—running away. The official
list of the Boer loss is much nnder 500,
while that of the British is over 5000.

The Siege of Ladysmith,

“Ladysmith is now surrounded, and tire
is much sickness in the place. the water
being very bad. On the Free State border,
Kimberley has been surrounded, and we
hear that Cecil Rhodes is there, but I don’t
believe it. and he is reputed to have said,
and it has consequently become famous,
that he felt as safe in Kimberley as If he
were in Plecadilly, but if he is there I dare
say that he does not feel quite as safe just
now as if he were in London.

Boers After Diamonds,

““The Boers say there 1s $4,000,000 worth
of diamonds in the De Beers Company’s
safes in Kimberley, and they want those
diamonds.  If they should take the diamond
fields they will become the property of the
Free State, and the revenue would be enor-
mous. The State would work them us a
State monopoly. and derive the revenue ior
its own.treasary, -and that is the way to a
great extent that the Pransvaal will do
with the gold fields, The Government has
started to run the mines here’and is coin-
ing the gold now fin the mint.

Little Chance of Relief.

“I thought I would surely be able to tell
you of the fall of Ladysmith by this time,
but, while there are reports that the Brit-
ish are negotiating for a capitulation, we
can get no official confirmation of this, =0
I think there is nothing in it. Of the Brit-
ish getting assistance there is little chance,
as the Boers have it invested completely,
and have sent down to the Tugela River,
the only place that reinforcements can
come from, a force strong enough to head
off any army that comes from that direec-
tion. If the British were sure that no help
could arrive, I think they would have sur-
rendered before thig time, but they have no
means of knowing it, which fact redounds
to some extent to the disadvautage of the
Boers., On the other side of the State (west-
ern) the Boers have surrounded and hem-
med in Mafeking, but it is a strong position,
and they are just starving them into sur-
render there, On the west of the Free
State the Boers have completely surrounded
Kimberley, and have it at thelr mercy, so
far as communication with the outside
world is concerned, but it Is also a strong
position, and, owing to the fortifications
made by the vast heaps of waste from the
diamond mines, they will find it a hard
place to take by storm. South of the Free
State they have gone into the colony and
have declored the portion which they occu-
py Free State soil. Buller’s column s on
the way up from De Aar, his base 'of sup-
plies, and we hear rumors of a fight be-
tween these troops and thos2 of the Free
State.

“The entire country Is most qufet and
orderly, not the semblance of trouble or riot
has occurred, and we feel as safe here as
anywhere in the United States.”

UNIFORM RULES FOR TROTTING RAGES

Members of Joint Committee Bury
the Hatchet and Issune Revis-
ed ‘Code of Rules.

New York, Jan, 13.—The conference be-
{ween the officials of the N.T.A. and the
A.T.A. ended yesterday afternoon at the
Murray Hill Hotel. During the day the
meinbers of the joint committee. who had
buried the hatchet and signed the treaty
of peace, went over the turf eodes of the
two associations and proceeded to harinon-
ize all differences, so that when their work
has been ratified by the members, as it
douhbtiess will be, uniform rules will goveru
all trotting races in the United States and

Canada.

While the magnates decided not to make
known the result of thelr revision of the
rules, it is understood that the new code
will in nearly all cases follow the existi g
rules of the N.T.A. This is the older code
and has been more extensively adjudicated
than the other. In some points the A.T.A,
rules will be followed., as tbe Western
League has made a few improvements on
the old code which was in force when that
organization was formed 13 years ago.
revised code, as framed by the conference

gresses of the two assoclations, will be
ready for publication In a few days, accord-
ing to Secretary Gocher. It will then he
distributed among the members of the N.T.
A. dnd the A."P.A. for thelr approval. 'The
Rule Commltiee of each association will be
asked to recommend its adoption, and when
this has been done the revised code wili go
1o the congress of each assoclation for final
action. - Although some of the provisioas
may not be altogether to the liking of .all
horsemen, it is hoped that all will work for
its adoption in order to Insure a uniformity
of rules, which has not existed on the trot-
ting turf since the Western tracks with-
drew from the N.T.A, in 1887 and formed the
now powerful league known as the A.T.A.

The
referee started to count, and as he said
iten McCoy was on his feet and landed a
Iight blow on Choynski's head, Just then
the timekeeper rang the bell a half-dozen
times, which is the usual signal that a
man has been counted out. The crowd
iwas in an uproar, pelieving that Choynski
had won. Referce White ran over to Time-
keeper Dunn and asked him why he had
rung the bell. The latter tried to explain,
but there was such a hubbub that he could
not make himself understood. The fight-

London, Jan, 14—The Daily Chronicle
publishes- to-day a detailed statement show-
ing that 104,273 men, with 289 guns, are
now in the field, and that, with the troops
now at sea or preparing to sail, there will
be an aggregate strength of 160,000 me:.,
82,000 horses and 448 guns in the course of
a few weeks. This will be done without
stripping India, England and Ireland of
their batfalions, stiffened by militia, and
without calling for more than 10,000 out of

26,000 citizen soldiers.

ENTHUSIASM IN LOND?N

Over the Departure of the British
Volunteers for South Africa—
The People Excited,

London, Jan. 13.—Though many stirring
scenes have marked the departure of the
British troops for the fromt during recent
months, to-day’s outburst of patriotism on
the occasion of the starting of the London
volunteers was quite unprecedented since
the jublilee. It is the first oecasion in the
history of the movement that British vol-
unteers have been permitted to serve side
by side with the regulars in real warfare,
and the people turned out in hundreds of
thousands to eelebrate it. The crowds
began to throng the route before dawn and
increased in such proportions that a detach-
ment of the Lord Mayor's Own were en-
gulfed at various stages of the march.

The Populace Excited.

The ranks were broken and the troops at
times were almost lost sight of in the
cheering, shouting, singing mob. Every now
and then a halt had to be made in order
to re-form the ranks, but only to be again
broken, as the police were utterly unable
to stem the excited, cheering mass of peo-
ple which again and again broke through
all obstructions. The handshaking and
embracing were so exuberant that the origi-
nal smartness of the volunteers was speed-
ily impaired and many uniforms were torn.
The troops finally managed to struggle
through to the Mansion House.

Had to Fight Their Way,

On the balcony of the bullding the Lord
Mayor, Mr. A. J. Newton, the Lady Mayor-
ess, the councillors and others awaited the
arrival of the volunteers and witnessad
them fighting their way through the dense
crowds, assisted by male friends and im-
peded by clinging women. When the force
was finally re-formed the Lord Mayor at-
tempted to make a speech, but found it
impossible. The din was simply deafen-

ing, and the chief magistrate had to be
content to indicate his good . wishes by

smiles and gestures, while the volunteers
greeted him with cheers and waving their
hats on their raised rifles.

There was another herculean effort on

the part of the police and the detachment
resumed its march to the accompaniment
of pushing, screaming, cheering and sing-
ing. The column had hardly covereds a
hundred yards when it agaln intermingled
with the surging crowds.

People Mixed With Troops.

By the time they reached the Thames
embankment the detachment had become 2
conglomeration, women’s hats being as nu-
‘merous in the ranks as the volunteer#®
heedgear. So slow was the progress that
over an hour was consumed in tra,ere!ng
the mile to Westminster. There the police
arrangements improved and the multitudes
were marshalled into some kind of ordar.
The windows, roofs and every other svan-
tage point were crowded with singing and
cheering humanity, waving banners, hats
and handkerchiefs.

Eventually the column reached Nine Elm
station, bearing numberless traces of the
difficulties of the march. The qullc was
excluded, the leave-taking being held out-
side, and the volunteers entrained and de-
parted amidst a commingling of band mu-
slc and cheering and the singing of *‘Auld
Lang Syne,” ‘“Rule Britannia” and “God
Save the Queen.”

At Southampton, :
The Lord Mayor, sheriffs and councillors

in their state robes, accompanied by many
ladies, took a special train for Southamp-
ton to bid farewell to the volunteers on
board the transport Briton. The latter
arrived soon after the Lord Mayor's party
and were saluted with ringing cheers from
a huge assemblage on the quays as they
bearded the liner. Y

CHURCHILL AS A PRISONER.

War Correspondent Tells How the
Boers Treated Him After
His Capture.

Lieut. Churchill, war correspondent, who
went from England with Gen. Buller,writes
as follows of his experience as a prisoner
of war at the Transvaal capital:

Pretoria, Nov. 20.

The position of a prisoner of war is pain-
ful and humiliating. A man tries his best
to kill another, and, finding that he can-
not succeed, asks his enemy for mercy.

When the prisoners captured after the
destruction of the armored train had been
disarmed and collected in a group we found
that there were 56 unwounded or slightly
wounded men, besides the more serious
caseés lying on the€ scene of the fight.

“Vorwarts!” said a voice, and, forming
in a miserable procession—two wretched of-
ficers, a bare-headed, tattered correspon-
dent, four sallors with straw hats and
“H.M.S. Tartar”’ In gold letters on the
ribbon (ill-timed- jauntiness), some 50 sol-
diers and volunteers, and two or three rail-
way men—we started, surrounded by the
active Boer horsemen.

“You need not walk so fast,”” sald a
Boer in excellent English, *“Take your
time.”

Then another, seeing me hatless in the
downpour, threw me o soldier’s cap—one
of the Irish Fusiller caps, taken, probably,
near Ladysmith. So they were not cruel,
these enemy. That was a great surprise to
me, for I had read much of the literature
of this land of lies, and fully expected
every hardship and indignity.

Our captors conducted us to a rough tent
which had been set up in a hollow in ene
of the hills, and which we concluded was
Gen, Joubert's headquarters. Here we were
formed In line, and soon surrounded by a
bearded crowd of Boers cloaked in mack-
intosh.

Explained That He Was a Corre-
spondent,

1 explained that I was a speclal corres-
pondent and a non-combatant, and asked

to see Gen. Joubert. My credentials were
taken from me by a man who said he was
a field cornet, and who promised that they
should be laid before the general forthwith,
Meanwhile we waited In the rain, and the
Boers questioned us.

My certificate as a correspondent bore
a name better known than liked in the
Transvaal. Moreover, some of the private
soldiers had been talking.

“You are the son of Lord Randolph
Churchill?” said a Scottish Boer, abruptiy.
1 did not deny the fact. Immediately there

me, looking and pointing while I beard
my name repeated on every side.

I am a newspaper correspondent.” 1
gaid, “and you ought not to hold me pri-
soner.”

The Scottish Boer laughed.

“Oh,” he said, “we do not catch lord’s
sons every day.”

Whereat they all chuckled, and began to
explain that should be allowed to play
foorball at Pretoria.

We tramped for six hours across sloppy
fieldss and along tracks deep and
slippery with- mud, while the rain fel
in a steady downpour and soaked e\'ev,é
one to the skin. The Boer escort told
us several times not to hurry and to go
our own pace, and once they allowed us
to halt for a few moments. But we had
had nefther food nor water, and it was
with a feeling of utter weariness that 1
saw the tin roofs of Colenso rise in the dis-
tance. :

We were put into a corrugated-iron shed
near the station, the floors of which were
four inches deep with torn railway forms
and account books.
selves down, exhausted, and what with
the shame, the disappointment, the execite-
ment of the morning, the misery of the
present, and physical wealkness, it seemed
that love of life was gone, and 1 thought,
almost with envy, of a soldier 1 had) seen
during - the fight lying quite still on the
embankment secure in the calm philosophy
of death from the strings and arrows of
outrageous fortune.

Other Boers besides our escort who were
occupying Colenso came to look at' us,
With two of these who were brothers,
Frglish by race, Afrikanders by birth,
Boers by choice, I had some conversation.

Vietory or Fight Forever,

The war, they said, was going well.
Of course, It was a great mattér to face
the power and might of the British Empire,
still they were resolved. They would drive
the English out.of South Africa forever,
or else fight to fhe last man.

I could not sleep. Vexation of spirit, a
cold night and wet clothes withheld sweet
oblivion. The rights and wrongs of the
quarrel, the fortunes and chances of the
war, forced themselves on the mind. What
menr they were, these Boers!

1 thought of them as I had seen them In

rain—thousands of independent riflemen,
thinking for themselves,possessed of beauti-
ful weapons, led with skill, living as they
rode, without commissariat or transport or
ammunition column, moving like the wind
and supported by iron constitutions and a
stern hard Old Testament God, who should

And then, above the rainstorms that
beat wildly on the corrugated iron, 1 heard
the sound of a chant.. The Boers vere
singing their evening psalm, and the men-
acing notes—more full -of indignant war
than love and merey—struck a chill into my
heart, so that I thought after all that the
war was unjust, that the Boers were bet-
ter men than we, that heaven was against
us, that Ladysmith, Mafeking and Kimber-
ley would fall, that the Estcourt garrison
would perish, that foreign powers would
intervene, that we should lose South
Africa, and that that would be the begin-
ning of the end.

So for the time I despaired of the Em-
pire, nor was it till the morning sun—alil
the brighter after the rainstorms, all the
warmer, after the chills—struck in through
the windows, that things resmmned thein
true colors and proportions.

BOERS FIRED ON MEDICAL CORPS

At Battle of Modder River—-Many
Horrible Wounds—Infantry
Useless Against Boers.

London, Jan, 14.—Letters from the sol-
diers fighting against the Boers are pub-
lished in large numbers, and in many cases
are just as interesting as the accounts by
trained wd? correspondents. A medical offi-
cer, under Lord Methuen, describing the
battle of Modder River, writes:

‘A lot of the North Lancashire men were
horribly wounded, I turned over a ser-
geant black 'in the face, dead. One man
was brought to me who had been struck
by a shell fragment—face mutilated, throat
cut and chest lacerated. The gight was
sickening, blood everywhere., Very few of
our men being wounded, went out near!
sunset to ald the Highlanders. "They had
been lying all day under that frightful sun,
and their wounded were still there, No
stretcher-bearers could advance,  as they
were all shot at. They (shouted to me to|
lerawl on the ground, as, though most of|

the firing was over, there were still three
lor four Boers, with express rifles and ex-
'plosive bullets, who were under cover, and
who kept picking off our men, Some men|

utterly collapsed, and all you could do was |
to put a pad to their wounds and my wms.l

and they cleared off about noon. So littie
was thought of the Boer fire that the alarm
was not even sounded and business was
carried on just the same., So little alarm
did it cause the men in the redoubts that
they were actually playing cricket and

Spotted From the Trenches.

France Has Certain Distinct Rights
Which Could N&t Be
Abandoned.

ARRANGEMENTS MAY BE MADE

Whereby the Diflficulties May Be
Settled By Judicial Procedure
or Compromise,

New' York, Jan. 18.—(Special.)—The Parls
Bureau of The Herald cables an interview
with a well-informed Freachman, whose
name is not disclosed, concerning the New-
foundland question. The Frenchman says
in part: ' Fo D s

“France holds by virtue of existing trea-
ties certain distinct formal rights which
could not be abandoned without causing
certain French subjects prejudice, against

which there have been already numerous
protests In the departments affected,, Brit-

tany especially. In_addition the French
navy regards these distant voyages as an
excellent school for part of the maritime
pepulation on the coast.

“Every arrangement concerning the New-
fcundland  question would have to be
counted upon with difficultles. At some
points they are not ipsurmountable, |ut
would involve in exchange for renunciation
compensation of two different kinds—pecu-
niary considerations permitting of equita-
bly compensating private interests and po-
litical compensation from one State to an-
other. France has not drawn up a pro-
gram in this respect, She has had no oc-
asion to do so, not having received any
proposition and not having been officially
approached on the subject.

*“‘The Frenzh party being perfectly loyal,
there would be nothing unlikely in Engzland
displaying, .lf not fresh eagerness, at least
good will, in facllitating an equitable and
definite arrangement of the questions which
are the cause each year of protests and of
little conflicts of local interests that have
to be settled by judiclal procedure or by
means of compromise,

Newfoundland is the Stickler.

“It is thus that this year these protests
have derived a keener character owiag to
certain particular facts, such as acts of il-
legal fisbing, in view even of the ¥reach
shore, and the burning of a lobster-can-
ning factory belonging to Frenchmen by a
Newfoundland man, more or less demented
who in fact has been conviefed for this
crime. It would be entirely sirable, e¢s-
pecially for England, that thege little sub-
jects of conflict be removed dy a settle
ment accepted by the Newfdyndlanders
who do not seem to enter into this dls.rusl
sion with a -spirit of reconciliation or jus-
tice calculated to influence in the same
sense the disposition of Great Britain.

‘‘As for the influence which the compliea-
tions in which Great Britain finds hersel!f
involved elsewhere might exercise in cur
claims, there is no need to consider it, for
it is not part of the French policy to_in-
voke even tacitly this kind of argument
in defence of rights which belong to her.

Situation Very Simple,

WRECK NOT YET TENTIFIED

Water Still Too Rough for Boats to
Get Near the Steamer in
St. Mary’s Bay:

TEN BODIES AMONG THE ROCKS,

Ship's Funnel Was Branded Red,
White and Black, With a
White Diamond;

St. John's Nfid., Jan. 14.—The gale has
not yet blown itself out, and "the sea is
still too rough to allow boats to get near
the wreck in St. Mary’s Bay. As yet there
is nothing to show the name of the vessel.
Ten bodies have been located among the
rocks, and others can be seen floating about.
Plons have been made for recovering these
to-morrow, or as soon as the weather per-
mits, and it may then be possible to get at

the name of the steamer from pieces of

boats wedged in the clefts of the rocks.
A Photograph Washed Up.

The Roman Catholic priest of the district,
while holding a service at Holyrood to-day,
was given by a villager a photogravh
which had been washed ashore, apparently
from the wreck. This represents a seamin
wearing a cap, upon which are the letters
“8§.M.8. Falke.”
the ship had slipped off the rocks into deep
water, and had disappeared, except for
the top of one mast, and that a guernsey
with the letters *‘S.M.S.” had also been
picked up near the wreck.

Red, White and Black.

It appears that the ship’s funnel was
banded red, white and black, with a white
diamond.. This funnel could not be that of
the Falke, as she, being a North German
T4oyd Liner, would have a yellow funnel.
It is thought that the photo might be one
of a seaman on the German Warship Falke,
or one taken while its owner was on the
other IFalke.

Probagly a Petroleum Steamer.

The funnels most closely resembling that
of the wreek are those of the American
Petroleum Company, which are banded
black, red, white and black, and the vessel
certainiy had a lot of petroleum on board,
as the ocean Is covered with it, causing
kundreds of birds to perish.

The Warren Line of Boston is known a§
the White Diamond Line, and, although
the funnels of its vessels are black, the
wreck may have been a chartered stea‘ner
with a white diamond painted over the
regular signal to show her as a Warren
Liner.

Not the French Steamer,

A steamer previously sighted, but whose
name could not be learned, has arrived
here, She proves to be the French Cable,
| Company’s repairing steamer, Francois
Arago, which it was feared might prove
Ito be the vessel wrecked and burning in
St. Mary's Bay.

SALISBURY'S HOPE IS KITCHENER.

>
London Spectator Proposes Several
Changes in the Imperial Govern-
ment—Britain Aroused,

London, Jan. 13.—Recent speeches by Mr.
A. J. Balfour, the Government leader in the
House of Commons, have landed what has
been known as the strongest Government of
modern times in the slough, from which ex-
trication is both doubtful and difficult. His
light hearted remarks, which were pleas-

-

were good and all was well, are offensive
to a people mourning for iost sons and deep-
ly angered by unprecedented reverses. Mr.
Balfour, if he had tried, could not have
more successfully put his countrymen on
.edge, and when Lord Salisbury speaks he
will have much to atone for. As The Satur-
day Review, ome of the Government’s
staunchest supporters, puts it: *“The ad-
ministration is now face to face, not with
the Opposition, but with the nation.”
The Spectator’s View.

The Spectator protests against making
Mr. . Baifour the scapegoat, and declares,
though Lord Salisbury is still the wisest
mind in the Empire, it is Impossible for
him to continue much longer both Prime
Minister and Foreign Secretary. It advo-
cates his retention at the head of the
Foreign Office and the appointment of Mr.
Balfour as Premier; the Marqujs of Lans-
downe being siucceeded at the 'War' Office
by Mr. H. Arnold-Forster. The same paper
gravely reviewing the military conditions
of the country, advocates an elaborate plan
for home defence, including 2a volunteer
army, recruited from elvilians and former
soldiers, which would not actually be called
out except in case of invasion, but which
would form a nucleus to enable the stand-
ing army to be sent abroad without qualm.

To Escape Conscription.

“If we are to escape conscription,’”” says
The Outlook, ‘‘the public must be educated
to take a more serjous, discriminating and
self-sacrificing interest in the army.”

sSalisbury’s Faith in Kitchener.

In the meanwhile, so the Associated Press
learns, Lord Salisbury does not mean to be
inactive. He belleves the salvation of
Great Britain’s military system depends on
Gen. Lord Kitchener, in whom he has long
had implicit faith. It has already been

lanned  that if Lords _ Roberts and

itchener bring . the campaign 10
a successful termination, the latter
will be brought home to honors almost
equal to those of the Duke of Wellington,
He will be put into the War Office and will
be given a free hand to brush away the
cobwebs which clog the British army. Lord
Roberts, of course, will not be neglected,
but, by then, he would be too old for such
work as is outlined for Lord Kitchener.
Perhaps before this can be accomplished
Lord Salisbury will be out of power, and
Lord Kitchener will be discredited. But
upon such a rehabilitation by means of the
young and brilliant agent has the heart of
the British Premler been set.

Khartoum To Cairo,

Mention of Lord Kitchener is insepar-
ably connected with Khartoum, where, it
was announced this week, the first train
from Cairo had arrived. The Associated
Press learns this is not quite “correct, for
there are still about 800 miles between
those places on which no railroad has been
built. Until the Nile dam is completed it
is impossible to complete a road between
Assuan and Wady Halfa. . The way the first
train load of excursionists arrived at Khar-
toum was by disembarking at Assuan into
a river boat, traveling by water to Wady-
Halfa and then boarding a military train,
formerly used for the conveyance of twwound-
ed soldiers, which took them to Khartoum.
The hotel there is not réady, but the visi-
tors were accommodated on the old Gor-
don steamboat, which has been fitted up as
a sort of house boat.

More Attacks on Balfour.

Reverting to home politics and the Bal-
four muddle, the extremist view is well
explained in a public letter written by Mr,
Henry Broadhurst (Liberal-Labor), member
of Parliament for Leicester, formerly Sec-
retary ‘of the Parliamentary Committee ot
}he Trades Union Congress. He says:
‘The amazing cenfession of ignorance, in:
capacity and almost indifference made by
Mr. Balifour makes the stoutest hearts feel
that in the hands of the present Govern-
ment the safety of the Empire is not worth
six months’ purchase.”

Short of Artillery,

Mr. Balfour's statement that three army
corps were placed in the field without hitch
has given the critics a not wasted oppor-
tunity of pointing out that, though enough
individuals to make up three corps are on
their way to South Africa, they only hava
the artillery requisite, according to the
British regulations, for one corps, while in
cavalry and army service complements they
are almost equally deficient, proving the
very lack of organization so frequently laid
at the door of the War Office.

" DIED IN A BARBER'S CHAIR.

John Powell, an Old G. T. R. Eng-
ineer, Expired Suddenly on
Saturday Night,
® While séated In a barber's chair in
Richard Bryan’s shop, 323 West Queen-
street, John Powell died on Saturday even-
ing about 7 o'clock. Death was due 10
heart failure. Powell went into the shop
about half an hour before he died. He was
sitting on a chair awaiting his turn, On a
man leaving the barber’s chair he exclaim-
ed, “Well, my turn is next,” Mr, Bryan
had shaved one side of Powell's face when
the latter suddenly and without any warn-
ing expired. - The police were summoned

and Coroner Johnston was notified. A war-
rant was issued for an inquest to be held
to-night, but it _will likely be withdrawn.

JEALOUSY AND KNIFING IN
BRITAIN'S WAR OFFICE,

by ‘tfe Assoclated Press.)—The time has
come when the people of Great Britain no
longer keep rilent regarding. the misman-
agement of .the war. The flood gates of
eriticism have been opened and under the
stream of adverse comment pouring forth
reputations are wilting. The stern up-
braiding of the Government by papers that
almost for a century have been Conserva-
tive has already been touched upon in these
despatches. Abuse of the War Office has
always existed, and now it is only.a few
degrees more bitter than it was before,
What chiefly marks the passing of the Bri-
tish from a period of passive discontent
to most severe fault-finding is the outspoken
abuse of their generals in the field. 'T'here
are unpleasant stories of fierce service
jealousies, gnd, in short, all the army’s
shortcomings, which heretofore have been
secretly whispered in clubs, are this week
finding their place in print and not in
disreputable journals, but in organs that
a month ago would flercely denounce such
tales as unpatriotic, whether they were
true or otherwise,
Buller Despises Roberts,

It is now well known Gen. Buller de-
spises Fileld Marshal Roberts, and hates
Gen. Lord Kitchener. The commander-in-
chief, Lord Wolseley, shares Gen, Buller’s
feelings, and Wolseley Is scarcely on
speaking teyms with the Secretary of State
for War, Lord Lansdowne. ‘To such a
flagrant extent does this enmity go that
Lord Wolseley wrote to Lady Buller that
he knew nothing about Lord Roberts’ ap-
pointment to command the British troops
in South Africa, and that he disapproved

of it.
A Drawbhack to the British,

Without enormous obstacles to overcome
in the way of the Boers’ strenuous resist-
ance and initial advantages, this condition
of affairs between the army leaders would
constitute a stupendous drawback to the
success of the British, ‘One paper, usu-
ally well informed on service matters, de-
clares it is quite likely that Gen. Buller
will throw up his command and come home,
and be a thorn In the side of the Govern-
ment. This is probably exaggeration, but
it is admitted on all sides that he is like-
ly to make himself as disagreeable as pos-
sible to Lord Roberts.

OFFICIALS. AND ALDERMANIC IN-
TERFERENCE,

The city’s officials are not amendable to
the whims of the Mayor or aldermen. *In
the discharge of their dutles: they possess
more or less independent authority of their
own. The people look to the officlals to
protect their intervests against invaders,
even if an alderman or a mayor be among
the latter. Negligence of duty cannot be
defended on the plea of aldermanic or
mayoral influence. During the late admin-
istration servile submission to the Mayor
and aldermen seems to have been the order
of the:day. : The head of one department
out of deference to the Mayor, side-tracked
a law suit in-which the people were vitally
interested. In another department we find
the chief indifferent to the citizens' rights
under the street railway agreement. No
doubt pressure from the rullng powers had
as much to do with Mr. Rust's negligence
in enforcing the ‘agreement as his own per-
sonal sympathy for the company and its
manager. The City Treasurer appears ‘to
have fallen into the same error by paying
out money without statutory warrant. Here
again the officer was influenced by alder-
men and mayor. In passing judgment on
the officlals we must remember the influ-
ences to which they were subjected. These
influences may mitigate the lapses of duty,
but they do not justify the officials. We
thought it was a well-understood principle
among the officlals that they were to be
held responsible for the proper discharge
of their duties even against Interfering
aldermen. In submitting to the mayor or
aldermen the officlais run the risk of being
brought to task by 'the people, who alone
are supreme. The people would never per-

mit an honest and fearless official to be.

discharged, but they are not so anxious
about the welfare of those of their servants
who .are easy-going, submissive and dis-
honest. The Engineer, Treasurer and Cor-
poration Counsel would all have stood high-
er in the estimation.of the people if they
had openly opposed the ex-mayor when
he first began to lead them from the path
of duty. How far the officials have made
themselves liable to. dismissal for megli-
gence in the discharge of their duties is a
question to be settled.

A SHORT INSOLVENCY DISCHARGE
ACT WANTED.

As the new parliamentary program an-
nonnced in The Globe the other day for the
Liberal party was unauthorized in so far as
the party management at Ottawa Is eon-
cerned, there is mo assurance that the de-
claration of that paper for an Insolvency
Law at the forthcoming session will be
Heretofore all attempts to pass
an insolvency law have failed, partly from
the elaborate character of the legislation
and partly from the opposition of the banks
snd other incorporated concerns which are
hostile to such a law, uiless thelr present
preferred position is continued. The World
wonld be very glad to receive from lawyers
and others propesed drafts of a short In-
sclvency act, which, either independently
of or conjointly with the local laws in re-
gard to insolvent ‘debtors, would secure a
complete discharge to every, honest flebtor
who gave up all he had to his creditors.
We believe such a law can be drafted in
50 lines, and perhaps less, and if some of
those who are anxious to see such a iaw
and who think themselves competent to
draft one would send it in to this office
The World will find a member of Parlia-
ment who will present it and try to secure
its passage. What is wanted at the start
is a short and simple Inﬁ'; later on it may
be elaborated if Parlimx‘lent thinks proper.

ALD, LESLIE AND THE HOWLING
MOB, ;

It was in the business section of the
city where the biggest majorities were piled
up in favor of the amalgamation of the
school hoards, and if Ald. Leslie’s reference
to the howling mob applies to any one'it
applies to the Dhusiness men. of Ward 3,
who voted about 4 to 1 in favor of amalga-
mation.- The poll at 19 West Front-street
stood 66 to 15 in favor of amalgamation; af
Bay-street Fire Hall, 60 to 19; 30 East
Front-street, 53 to 23; 26 Colborne, 46 to T:

The aldermen really
have no recourse but to give éffect to the
scheme of amalgamation., When The Pub-
lic and High School Boards are united it
will then be in order to bring in the Tech-
nical School and the Pyblic Library. Then
Toronto will have a Board of Education to
which it will be an honor to aspire. Such
a board will hardly be second in importance
to the City Ceouncil. It will attract the
best men in ‘the city and will ensure the
most effieient and economical management
of the city's educational affairs,

THE COMPANY'S ROLLING STOCK,

Engineer Rust has begun to make the
timetables for the street” railway peaple.
This is a step in the right direction. The
next thing he should do ig to submit designs
for the consfruction of all new cars. The
only satisfactory way to do justice between
the city and the company in the construe-
tion' of the cars s to settle, before the
work is undertaken, what the design and
equipment shall be. The idea which the
City Engineer should become primarily
seized of * is» that: the modern, street .car
more nearly approaches the steam coach
than the old horse car. The sooner this
idea is accepted the better will it be for
all parties concerned. The cars now in
service have too many reminiscences of the
old horse car regime. “What we must have
in all new cars is the rigidity and comfort
of the steam rallway coach. We must in-
sist on double trucks to eaeh car, the best
of workmanship so as te reduce noise to
a minimum, dust proof floors and efficlent
fenders. It is a question how far the city
would be successful in a suit to compel the
company to call off its old rolling stock,
inasmuch as the c¢ity has been gomewhat of
a ‘consenting party to their econstruction
and use. 1t wilf be our fault if the cars 10
be constructed hereafter are Dot ‘iof the
most approved design for service and com-
fort.” Iu order to meet the rush traffic at
night the company will require scores of
new cars. The people will be content to
allow the company to use its old rolling
stock during the rnsh hours, provided they
ean secure a seat. The duty of the En-
gineer and Council is not so much to con-
demn the old second-class cars as to order
two or three score new ones of the most
approved design.

MR. ROCKEFELLER ON TRUSTS,

Mr. John D. Rockefeller was examined
the other day by the Industrial Commission
that is now In session in the United States
regarding the development of the great in-
dustrial combinations known as trusts. Iis
statement is naturally regarded as the
most important that has yet been made on
this question. The chief advantages nﬁ
combinations he defined to be the command
of necessary capital; extension of the limits
of and increase in the number of persons
interested in the business, economy in
management, improvements and eronomies
derived from knowledge of many interested
persons -of wide experience, power to glve
the public improved products at lower
prices and still make a profit for stockhold-
ers; and the pmvldlng‘ permanent work gnd
good wages for laborers. The dangers, he
declared, were that the power conferred by
combination might be abused; that combin-
ations might be formed for speculation in
stocks rather than for conducting business,
and that for this purpose prices might be
temporarily Taised Instead of being lowered.
These abuses were, he added, pos«ﬂ)’le toa
greater or less extent in all combinations,
large or small,” but this fact was no more
of an argument against combinations ithan
the fact that steam might explode was an
argument against steam.

Speaking of possible legislation to regu-
late industrial combinations, the head of
the Standard Oil Company sald he favored
federal legislation,  under which corpora-
tions, might be created- and -regulated, it
that be possible, or, in lleu of that, state
legislation, as mnearly uniform as possible,
encouraging combinations of persons and
capital for the purpose of carrying on in-
dustries, but permitting state supervision
noi of a character to hamper industries but
sufficient to prevent frauds upon the pub-

Some months ago Mr. Gage was asked if

authority under the tariff law to Impose
higher duties on (Canadian lmber for the
reason that Ontario had prohibited the
exportation of logs to this country. The
Secretary was reluctant to give an answer,
for the reason that the Joint High Com-
mission was condicting delicate neg.tiations
which it was deemed unwise to prejudice
by precipitate aétion. He nevertheless re-
ferred the legal question involved to the
Attorney-Genet'al, No decision, has ever
been apnounced. If it is decided to retaliate
against Canada it will be necessary to pro-
ceed on a broad construction of the clause
in’ the tariff law which authorizes the
Treasury Department to imposge the addi-
tional import dutles on goods which are the
subjeet of an export tax in any country or
dependency sending them tfo the United
States. The difficulty is that Ontario did
not place an:export duty on logs, but|
simply forbade exporting them. Some per-
sons believe that the Treasyry Department
is warranted in placing a prohibitive duty|
on all Canadian lumber. !

A CASE OF BITER BITTEN

Peter Albert Tried to “Fix” Napo-

There was an absence of any bad news
whatever; in fact, the developments were
of a very favorable character, particularly
in regzard to the mercantile reports,. Rall-

ad earnings and the further relaxation in
the world’s money markets, As soon as
the bank statement appeared the market
advanced slightly, on some scattered buy-
ing, but it was met by:.a concerted vigor-
ous bhear attack on the general list, but
principally against Sugar, B.R.T., and the
industrials. This. movement was accom-
panied by a wild report from. Washington
of European complications over the South
African situation, but there ‘was absolutely
no truth in it. Nevertheless|the' report was
made a pretext for the selling movement,
and the market closed irregular, at frac-
tional net declines. The only thing that
stands in the way of a good bull. market is
the uncertainty of the South African war
situation.

Bartlett, Frazier & Co., (J. A. McKellar),
21 Melinda-street, received the following
despatch :

On Nov. 30, 1899, the Bank of England
discount rate was advanced to 6 per cent.,
the highest made in years, with the out-
glde rate equally as high, and the finan-
cial situation very unsettled. The Bank
of Germany and the Bank of France quick-
ly followed with advances, while here
finances were even more congested. Hhat
was the beginning of the severe declibe In
security values the world over, culminating
on Dec. 18 and 22 with prices 18 to 2U
points below quotations of Dec. 1. At pres-
ent we find a totally different condition,
with confidénce restored to a great eXtent,
and money at all financial centres at an
easy rate and in good supply. Stocks gen-
erally have rallied, though not to any
great extent, and af present prices for the
standard issues look like a reasonably sate
purchase, especially on bear raids.

CANADIANS LOOKING FOR BOATS.

Leased Vessels Last Year From
Mark Hanna’s Company, Who
Have Now Sold the Boats.
Buffalo, N.Y, Jan. 13.—The Commercial
says: The Canada Steamship Company I8
looking for boats with which to replace the

vessels leased by it last year from M. A.
Hanna & Company, and sold to the Repub-
lic Iron and Steel Company. 1t will be
recalled that the Transportation Company
had the Hannpa boats under lease, which
expired at the close of the season of navi-
gation last year. Before the- lease expired
M. A. Hanna & Co. sold the vessels to the
Steel Trust, and therefore the Canadian
company is compelled to look elsewhere
for its tonnage.

President Chamberlain of the Canada At-
lantic Company, and General Manager r-
ris were in conference here with several of
the large Cleveland vessel-owners, but the
understanding is that so far they bayve met
with no success. The vesselmen say that
hoats which the Canadian people"are after
are not easy to find just now. They are
looking for large boats, and the owners
such property find it more profitable just
now to run their own vessels than to lease
them to some company for a year. It 18
sald that the Canadian company may yet
be compelled to buy its boats.

RITCHIE STARTS IN AGAIN.

The Akron Man Continues the Legnl
Fight for His Rights in Sud-
bury, Ontario.

Akron, O., Jan. 13.—Samuel J. Ritchie of
this city has begun a damage suit for $1,-
200,000 in the Common Pleas Court against
Judge Stevenson Burke, N. P. Meclntosh,
Charles W. Bingham and the other direc-
tors of the Anglo-American Iron Company.
Ritchie, who originally discovered valuable
deposits of mineral in the Sudbury district
of Ontario, has been in constant litigation
for years with- the Cleveland capitalists
who were interested with him in deveiop-
ing the field. The suit filed to-day alleges®
that the defendants are in the control of
the Anglo-American Iron Company, Wwho
also control the Canada Copper Company,
which has properties in the same neighbor-
hood. ‘Ihey have neglected and, refused to
operate the mines and mills of the former
company, while pushing; the property of
the latter. The Anglo-American Iron Coni-
pany, he says, could earn $300,000 a year.
and he asks the judgment in behalf of all
the shareholders, except the defendant di-

.rectors.

MOOSE RIVER DISTRICT.

Prof. Parks Describes the Topo=
graphy of the Country Which
He Has BSurveyed.

A very interesting lecture on Moose River
was given in the Canadian Institute on Sat-
urday night by Prof. Parks, who has been
connected with exploring and surveying
parties in that region during the last two
summers as Government geologist. His
lecture was illustrated by a large map of
the Moose River and its basin, and also by

limelight views.

T'he country, as he described it, is rough,
has many small lakes and rivers, and much
stunted timber, principally pine. In mak-
ing their way the explorers had to make
many portages, some of which were two
miles long and over very rough country.

From a sportsman’s standpoint part of
the country is almost ideal. The explorers
caught trout easily 18 inches long. Mr.
Parks also came across much gold quartz.
The photographs as shown by the limelight
were very interesting, particuiarly those of
the inhabitants.

WIDOW BURNED TO DEATH.

A Boarder Who Left the Rooms
Shortly Before the Burning
Detained by the Police.

New York, Jan, 18.—Mrs. Mary Munson, a
widow, B3 years old, was burned to death
this evening in her rooms in an Last Side

tenement house on Forty-Eighth-street, evi-
dently from her clothes catching fire. Sam-
uel -A. Howard, who boarded with her, Jeft
the rooms a few moments before. Mrs.
Munson died shortly after the flames were
extinguished. On the floor” was found a
lamp, from which her clothing had appar-
ently taken fire, Howard, however, was
locked up by the police as a precautionavy
measure to await the action of the coroner.

Three People Burned.

New York, Jan. 13.—Three people were
burned to death in a fire to-night a two-
storey frame dwelling on Pine-street, Cort-
ona. They were: Elizabeth Campbell, 49
years old; Jennie Campbell, 24 years old;
Archie Campbell, 10 years old. The cause
of the fire is unknown.

YORK'S OLDEST PIONEER.

RSy
Brief Sketch of the Interesting
Career of the Late Edward
Armstrong.

" The late Edward Armstrong, whose death
was announced in The World on Saturday,
was the oldest man in the County of York.

He would have been 96 years of age had
he lived till the last day of August com-|
ing, and up to a féw days ago he was
a man of very,clear intellect and great
conversational powers, and, outside of his
defective eyesight, was more vigorous thdn
many a man of 60. At first sight no one
yould have taken him to be more than
70 years of age. He was born in Cumber-
land, England, and first crossed the ocean
70 or more years ago. iie returned to
ingland, and came to Canada twice after
that, when he finally settled on the town
liné between York and Scarboro In about
the year 1833. His brother John, who died
in 1561, and his sister, Mrs. Broderick, had
located in York Township before he came
here. Mr, Armstrong died on the farm
which he bought in 1833. He was univer-
sally respected by his neighbors and ac-
Of seven sons, namely,
Joseph, John, William, Edward, James Har-
vey, Albert and George, all survive, and of
his four daughters three are still living,
namely, Mrs. James McCowan of Milton,
Mrs. D. Mason of L’Amoreaux and Mrs,
Isaac Arm.stron;.: of Brampton. The funer-
al is to be on Tuesday afternoon from the
family residence to S8t, Jude's. Church on
the town line, Mr. Armstrong was a
member of the Church of England, and a
strong supporter of the Conservative party.
