Management,

Montreal Light, Heat and Power Co,
Takes All  Its
Competitors.

Montreal, March 17.—The rapid rise of
Montreal Power stocks from 87 to 97 with-
in 10 days has given rise to the report that
a deal is about being completed whereby
the FHeat, Light & Power Company will
acquire the Ladhine Company, the Shaw-
inegan Company, the Standard, the Im-
perial, and,-in fact, all the electric com-
panles, big and small, in the district of
Mentreals There can be no doubt negoti-
ations have been going on for some days,
and rumor bhas it that the whole thing will
be closed to-morrow. The report is that
the Lachine .Company is to  receive $175
for their stocks.

The Royal Trust Company, of
real, has taken over the Lachine Company
in trust for the Mantreal Light. Heat &
Power (‘ompany, paying for the sume $190
per share or $3,800,000.

World Makes the Fight;

The indictments are based upon the
law unearthed by The World when the
paper was seeking to force the Bell
Company to withdraw its objection fo
the Rural Telephone Company putting
a 'phone in the C.P.R. station at Locust
Hill. At the Bame time the exclusive
contract was ‘made public by "The
World, and the fact brought out that
the agreement was in violation of the
criminal law,

Here is the story in brief of the strik-
ing events of the great fight for the
rights of the plain people which The
World has led with s6 much vigor:

Error on Brief Experience.

Two lives were crushed out in a C.
P.R. wreck yesterday. Three other
trainmen were badly hurt. According
to an official of th¢ company, o
youthful operator's carelessness is
mwewponsible for the collision,
“HE. Pennell, the operator in charge of
the station at Cooksville, let a fast
freight train go by without delivering
an order to have it meet the approach-
ing train with which it collided. l.ike
the fatality that surrounded the appal-
ling Wanstead disaster, the weather
conditions contributed to make certain
the wreck after the operator’s error had
been made. Dawn was just preaking
when the two flying freights met near
the C.P:R. crossing and Con. A. No.
52 should have received orders to pass
No. 65 at Arlington siding. Pennell is
sald to have received the order, and
without securing the signuture of the
conductor completing same, took the
responsibility and wired the despatcher
as if it had been signed. The regula-
tions provide strictly against this very

! error, but as developed in other wrecks
around Toronto recently, the operator
failed to comply with the form. He
had been two weeks with the company
as an operator. He was at
Mount Forest part of that time,
and has been four days at Cooks-
ville. His superiors say he passad an
excellent examination and was regard-
ed as a good man.

The agent at Cooksville took the next
train to the city to report to the super-
intendent. There is no agent at Isling-
ton, and the train rushed thru the sta-
tion at the rate of about 20 miles an
hour. After passing the curve near the
crossing, the headlight of the west-
bound train loomed up thru the fog.

Engineer Telford re-|
versed his engine, but the crash came

Among other of the
achievements of the National Council
of Women in Canada were the intro-
duction of manual training into the
schools of Ontario; the appointment of
i women factory inspectors for Quebec
and Ontario; the extension of the pro=-
vigions of the TFactory Act to the
shops in Ontario; the appointment of
women on the boards of school trus-
tees in New Brunswick; and various
desirable changes in the treatment of
women prisoners in all colonies. It
first originated the idea of the Victo-
rian Order of Nurses—now ' flourishing
under Lady Minto—it was concerning
{tself with the care of the aged poor,
| and it had been prominent in maFKing
! enquiries and causing enquiries to be
| made into many subjects vitally affect=
ing women’s work and welfare.

Britain as m Rich Heritage.
The great aim of Emperor William's
diploinacy as far as it relates to the
| United States, is to prevent an Anglo-
American understanding. But the
| United Statesregards itself as the heir
| of the British empire, From the mo-
ment it became manifest that Great
| Britain was on the decline, leading
! American statesmen would change thejr
| attitude toward her. All phrases re-

The dispute over the use of the union
label on firemen's clothing has devel
oped an Iinteresting phase, and the
Board of Control decided yesturday
afternoon to advertise again for tenders.
This was on the advice of Corporation
Counsel Fullerton,who had been appeal-
ed to by the Council on the complaint
of the Journcymen Tailors’ Union, that
the board had recommended that the
contract be giyen to a firm which
would use the Garment Workers' label,
whereas the specifications called for
the label of the Journeymen Tallors’
Union. Charges have been made’ that
the board gave the contract that way
owing to party political friendship, but
there does not seem much to warraut
them. ‘I'ne fact is the controliers, when
they recommended that the contract
be awarded, took the lowest tenaer, and
thought that one unioun label was as
good as another.

The label does not seem to enter into
the matter at all from a legal stand-
point. mr. Kullerton points out that
no union label should be specified in

contracts, as it discriminates in favore

of one class of workmen against an-
other.

resolution or contract. In ‘Diilon on
Municipal Corporations’ it is laid down
that contracts to violate the charter or
to bargain away or restrict the fre=
exercise of legislative discretion vested
in a municipality or its officers, in
reference to public trust, are void.

“I am of opinion that the clause in
the proposed specifications, that ‘each
article of clothing supplied shall bear
the label of the Journeymen Tailers’
Union’ is a restriction upon the logisla-
tive rights and powers of the Council,
and is illegal. I am also of opinion
that it is illegal on other grounds in
that it is a discrimination in favor
of one class of workmen as against
another clase, or other classes, and thus
beyond the powers of the Council.” -

WHAT HAS MR. FITZPATRICOK
TO SAY?

There was no justification for Sir
Wilfrid Laurier's petulant distortion of
the simple statement of fact presented
by the member for Bast York in the
matter of the Lieutenant-Governor's
illness. Sir Wilfrid’s resentment in
the fact gave color to the suspicion
that he was confronted with a ques-
tion for which he was not able to offer
a satisfactory reply.

That Sir Oliver is too ill to perform
the simplest functions of his office is
too well known to be open to lispute.
It is also an undeniable fact that the
situation in the Ontario legisiature is
such as to require vigilance in the office
of the Lieutenant-Governor.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Hon. Chas.
A. Fitzpatrick tried to make it ap~
pear that an imputation had been cast
upon the ocoupant of . Government
House. It was a singular coincidance
that a few hours after this abaurd con-
temtion was put forward Mr. Fitzpat-
rick introduced a dil} providing that
judges should be retired upon reach-
ing the age of 75 years.

PIN-PRICKS FOR VESSEL OWNERS

The Kingston Board of Trade is}
moving for the abolition of a lot of
vexatious little charges which inter-
fere with carriers by water. Tonnage
dues and inspection fees have been
abolished in the United States: but
as Canada imposes these dues on
American vessels the United States
imposes them on ours. The results is
that Canadian passenger steamers
trading to United 8States ports pay
double fees, Canadian a American.
The board thinks also tha’:gm should
be reciprocity of inspection with the
United States, so as to obviate the
need for double inspection.

The Customs Department of the Do-
minion of Canada gives the services
of its officers and landing waiters to
the public only during the official hours
of juridical days. The department ap-
parently assumes that after these
hours and on holidays all traffic should
cease until the officiale are again on
duty. But as traffic cannot cease, and
must be kept moving at all hours of
both day and night, and as the public
revenue must be protected at all times,
the strange course is adopted of asses-
sing the steamship, railway and ferry
companies for the overtime fees of the
officials. ‘This is certainly a rank
absurdity, and should be abolished.

The bhoard favors the abolition of
canal tolls, urging that they are in-
jurious to the Canadian merchant
marine. Generally speaking, all these
little tolls and exactions are more
trouble than they are worth. Elabor-
ate arguments can be adduced for
charging toll ‘across “a bridge, but it
is usualy found better to allow some
people to have the benefit of the bridge
at the expense of others than to col-
lect the coins.

The Hon, 8. H. Blake’s letter, writ-
ten a couple of months ago, makes in-
teresting reading in view of Mr.

DANGEROUS COUNSEL,

A British military authority makes
the assertion that colonial troops can
only reach a state of effectiveness un-
der Imperial officers. It would be in-
teresting to learn upon what experi-
ence this expert opinion is founded.
The records of the South African war
go to show that Imperial officers are
none too competent to command Impe-
rial troops. Reverses in the Boer war
were invariably due to the stupidity
of British officers, not to the conduct
of the men.

Proportionately, the cnlonial troops,
commanded by colonial officers, achiev-
ed more triumphs and suffered fewer
defemts than corps commandeld by Im-
perial officers. If one lesson more
than another was emphasized by the |
war, it was the conspicuous lack of
capacity to lead on the part of officers |
who assume a lofty superiority to the |
officers trained in the colonies. {

The incapacity of the Imperial offi-
cers appears to be to a large extent
fundamental. Can anyone reading the
revelations of “ragging”’ in the Grena- |
dier Guards wonder that the British |
army should produce the type of officer |
that was put to the test and found |
wanting in the South African war? |
The ideals of the Grenadier Guards
may be an extreme case of tin soldiers !
as practised fn Great Britain, but no
one contends that those ideals, wholly |
or in part, are not a general charac- |
teristic of the British army.

To industriously study the science of !
war was bad form in the Grenadier
Guards. Mastery of the etiquet of the '
mess seems to have been the goal to
which every young subaltern was en-
couraged to attain.

That is theory. What has fact to |
say?

New York, served by ‘private ¢n-
terprise,” pays $146 per year for eacih
electric lamp, while Chicago, which
owns its own plant, gets the same
lamyp for $53.51.

The reply of the organs of monopoly
to that demonstration of the super-
fority of public over private owner=
ship is to yell “Socialism!”

The installation of a plant for sup-
plying light to the city’s streets and
public buildings will mark the be-
ginning of the end of the reign of
corporation robbery in this city, for
the system must be extended to
the private cons Public opinion
will demand that.

This community has been painfully
and thoroly educatéd:. FEverybody here
knows the kind of lighting and car
service that is to be expected from
“priyate enterprise’” and “Indiviiual
initiative.” Tt is high time for a change
to a system which shall have the pub-
lin welfare, and not-dividends for its
object.

New York already owns her water-
works, and The American belives
that the people are ready, and more
than ready, for municipal ownership of
the street railroads as well as of the

Enormous and unscrupulous interesis
are hostile to the change, and the con~
gervatism that is bred by custom aids
them, but the pressure of the neeis
of this great city is a force that will
carry everything before ft.

FOR CO-OPERATION IN. MISSiONS.

Joint Committee of Preshyterians
and Mcthodists Meet,

A conference of two committees repre-
genting the Presbyterian and Methodist
Churches met_at McOonkey's yesterday af-
ternoon to arrange for effective co-opera-
tion work in home missions and prevent
the overlapping of flelds which at present
prevails and which causes a very serious
waste of lahor, time and finances, The
commitiees are formed of the superinten-
dents of the respective ciurches.

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Prof. Goldwin Smith in Weekly Sun:
The proposal to appoint a judicial
commission will doubtless seem to many
Yoters a just and reasonable way of
determining the truth or falsity of the
charges against Mr, Stratton. But it
must be remembered that the findings
of a commission will have no legal force-
A court could try Mr. Stratton, It could
find him guilty or innocent, and its
action in the case, as in all other cases
brought before it, would be final and
conclusive. A judicial commission on
the other hand could not try him. What-
ever the conclusions of its members
might be it could nefther pass sentence
nor impose a penalty. All that it could
do would be to hear the evidence
brought before it, and state whether,
in its opinion, the charges were estab-
lished. While its findings might be
more judicial than those of a commit-
tee, they would, like the findings of a
committee, bind no one. Thz whol2 case
would have to go—as all other cases in-
volving the conduct of public men have
to go—to the people, who constitute
the sole and final court, and from whom
the report of no commission can £hift
the responsibility. This being the case,
it is most essential that all the facts
be brought out. Would the evidence
be brought out more conclusively before
a commission or before a committee of
the legislature? That seems to be the
main question.

There are three striking differences
between the powers of a commission
and those of a committee. A commis-
sion is strictly limited in {its enquiry
by the terms of the reference to it; a
witness before it need not answer ques-
tions if he claims that his reply would
render him liable to a criminal prose-
cution; the strict rules of evidence
which are applied to cases in court
would be applied by the commission
to all evidence given before it. A gen-
eral reference to a committee, on the
other hand, would give the committee

the widest powers of inquiry, and it
could on any.day, if necessary, ask that
the scope of the inquiry be extenaed;
a witness could not claim privilege, and
would be compclled to answer every
question put to him on the subject of
the investigation; there could be no
hair-splitting as to the admissibility of
evidence, for the committee would be
untrammelled in this respect, and could
recelve evidence of every character and
in any form. These differences between
inquiry before a comimission and by a
committec have led the Liberal party
always in the past to contend for a
committee, and it must be said that the
manner in which the scope of inquiry
has been restricted, evidence withheld,
and profferecd evidence ruled out by
commissions, has fully justified the
position it has taken. The Pacific
scandal s a case where, potwithstand-
ing the protests of the Liberals, the
charges were referred to a commission,
but its report was most unsatlsfactory,

WOMEN INSPECTORS USELESS,

Lxperiment for 10ung Girls’ Protecr
tion Which Prosed a Failure,
e .
Washington March 17.—Secretary
Shaw's experimental women inspectors
of immigrants are officially pronouncrd
to be tailures, in a report from Com-
missioner Williams, at New York,which
1 gives the result of his observation of
their work for thirty days. Another
report will be made in a month or sO,
and Commissioner-General Sargent will
i then determine what recommendations
| to make as to their continuance or dis-
continuance. Commissioner Williams
says:
| These five women have boarded thirty-
| two steamers from European ports and
eleven steamers from other ports—a
| total of forty-three vessels. As a result
{ of their inspection work there were sent
]to Ellis Island ten women for a hgm“
| ing before a Board or Special Inquiry.

| All of them were subsequently allowed |

| to land. The women nspectors were
| able to offer advice to six or seven
women as to a proper place for them to
stop at in the city.
1 There are two possible lines along
which they may work. In intercepting
immoral women while still on the
steamer—for obvious reasons it is not
probable that they will ever succeed‘iﬂ
doing this; in assisting with advice
women who come here for honorable
purposes, who do not temporarily know
where to go—the experience of the last
| two months shows that there are not

| many women desiring such advice,
organizations in New York
[city are desirous of assisting such
women they can arrange with the
steamship companies to meet them at
the dock upon the arrival of the steam-
er. By letting it become known in fcT
eign countries that these organizations
are prepared to offer such assistance,
no doubt some good can he accomplish-
ed. It is believed, however, that noth-
ing practical can be accomplished thru
the present system of women inspectors.
The chief of the boarding division
states that while the second cabin pass-
engers readily submit to the general in-
spection made by the male inspectors,
they object to being singled out for &
separate investigation, for they then
become the centre of attraction, and,
whether from embarrassment or per
versity, they often proceed to give con-

i ¥t the
