TOGO ACTIVE.

Tokio, June 15.—Admiral Togo re-
ports that his torpedo boat flotilla, on
the night of June 13, successfully laid
mines near Port Arthur. On June 14,
his second flotilla bombarded the
enemy on the shore near Shamping-
tao, and was engaged by the Russian
cruiser, ‘“Novik,” and fen destroyers.

Lieut.-Col- George T. Denison, in the
course of an interview with The
World last night, regarding the Dun-
donald episode, expressed himself as
much surprised at the revelations
which had been made. During his
experience of 44 years as commanding
officer of a militia regiment, he had
never known of any interference on
political grounds, WITH A COLONEL
in the selection of his officers. 2

He could not understand why any
question of patronage should enter
into such appointments. Nothing
whatever was gained by becoming a
militia officer—it was all sacrifice on
his part, and only a patriotic man
would undertake the duties. It was
at all times difficult to get suitable
officers, and it was a most unfair

thing to introduce politics into ar-
rangements invariably made from
other motives.

Exigencies of the Caae,

In the raising of a new corps, it was
often necessary to select men who had
not. had any military experience, but
who, having the other requisite quali-
fications, were, from their position
and popularity, likely to aid in its suc-
cessful establishment. No doubt in this
cage, the commanding officer thought
he was doing well by his regiment in
securing the services of a gentleman
who was mayor of his town and war-
den of the county. Mr. Fisher must
have known little about the militia if
he thought there was anything to be
anxious about over such a 'nomina-
tion. There was no obligation on the
government side; it was all the other
way. In many villages, all the lead-
ing people were connected, thru inter-
marriage, and in other ways, and were
often all of the same way of think-
ing, politically. :

*“In my experience,” said Col. Deni-
son, ‘“‘politics never entered into thie
matter, one way or the other, and it
is a revelation to me that this type
of interference is possible in the case
of militia regiments.”

Lord Dundonald Justified.

“I think,” continued the colonel,
“Lord Dundonald was justified in let-
ting the public know what had been
done, and I don’'t see how else he
could have done it. Probably the G.
O. C. had been suffering in this way
all along, and evidently, in this par-
ticular instance, there had been con-
siderable delay over the nominations,
for political reasons.”

“I think it a Breat pity,” said Col-
Denison, “that ministers like Sir Wil-
frid Laurier, Sir William Mulock and
Sir W. 8. Fielding, Wwho have
done such excellent service, should
be thrown into  contact with
an incident of this kind. They
have done splendid work for the coun-
try, and are as good ministers as Can-
ada has ever had, and’ it is, in my
opinion, unfair to them that they
should have to stand the brunt of such
a matter and defend conduct such as
that of which Lord Dundonald com-
plained.”

“Do you think, then, Colonel, that
Lord Dundonald was’ justified in the
strong complaint he made?”

Most Certainly.

“Most certainly. I think he had
strong justification. When the nom-
inations made by the commanding of-
ficer had been sanctioned by the G. O.
C., and submitted by him for the final
approval of the minister, NO
CHANGE SHOULD HAVE BEEN
MADE UPON THE PAPER WITH-
OUT TEE KNOWLEDGE AND CON-
SENT OF THE G. 0. C. There need
be no wonder that he felt deeply an-
noyed, and was highly indignant at
the alterations so arbitrarily made,
which, in effect, MADE HIM RE-
SPONSIBLE FOR A LIST DIFFER-
ENT FROM THAT WHICH HE HA
SANCTIONED. The proper course,
where a name met with objections on
the part of the government, would
have been to have returned the paper,
with a memorandum, stating = the
grounds of objection, or to have held
the nominations over until Lord Dun-
donald had been seen and had an Op-
portunity of either consenting to the
alteration or withdrawing the recom-
mendation altogether, thus making
the minister responsible for his own
nominations, if he chose to make
them. The course adopted was' un-
warranted and contrary to all rule”

Had to Seek the Public.

“After the treatment he received,”
the colonel continued, ™to whom could
the G. O. C. appeal? It was no use
appealing to the minister who had so
transgressed. He could only appeal
to the public of Canada, who were
alike the masters of Mr. Fisher and
himself.

“I am very sorry,” Colonel Denison
said, in conclusion, ““at the revelation
which has been made; and that there
should be such a type of interference,
for avowed political reasons, in the
administration of the national
militia.”

None of these bodies, it is thought, ever
can be identified. Heads, legs and arms
are burned off, and not a shred of
clothing is left on any of them. What
looked like a big hatchway, on which
were five or six .charred bodles, was
found floating in the cove at Hunt's
Point and towed carefully alongside ithe
.Fidelity. The wood was also badiy
charred and the bodies seemed to stick
to it.

The policemen and the crew of the
Fidelity were unable to release :he
bodies without further mutilating thain,
and in order not to do this, arrange-
ments were made to hoist the hatchway
with the bodies on it to the deck of the
Fidelity.

EQUALITY IN THE MILITIA.

The Globe charges that an effort is
being made to turn the Dundonald
question into a race quarrel, and to
ercuse racial prejudice against Sir Wil-
¢rid Laurier. It is to be hoped that
the case will be argued out fairly and
without heat; on its merits. Military
efficiency is a business question, just as
much as a tariff or a railway; and mili-
tary efficiency is the strong ground
on which Lord Dundonald’s case rests.
Thé fact that he is a Scotchman, or
that the premier is a Frenchman,
should have no more to do with the
case than the color of the hair of these
gentlemen. There must be military effi-
ciency, and there must be ministerial
1esponsibility. We see no reason why
the one idea should conflict with the
other, unless all the commonly accepted
ideas of self-government are wrong.

The militia department, however, is
in a different position from others in
one respect. The militia cannot be
made a branch of the civil service. Re-
cruits are welcomed from all parties,
and it is only when the hl_gher posi-
tions in the militia are reached that
social and political rivalries begin 1o
raise their heads. Positions which car-
ry with them a little authority and =o-
cial distinction are coveted by all
is when we get down to the ‘“full pri-
vate” that we must make our appeal
to duty and patriotism. The most ela-
borate military scheme will fail un-
less it hag the hearty support of a great
body of men, who are willing to work,
to fight, to die and to be unknown to
fame.

‘We speak, of course, of free coun-
tries. In Canada, whatever may be
the letter of the law, military service

"{s voluntary, and the militia must be
not only efficient but popular. The mo-
ment it becomes distasteful to the “‘full

_private,” its doom is sealed. This is

'f‘(he_ strongest ground for excluding par-
ty politics from the service. The mo-
ment it became known that the militia,
or any regiment-of other body of the
militia, was a partisan organization,
recruits on the other side of politics
would become reluctant to voluntger.
The military strength of the country
or the district in question would be
practically reduced by one-half, for the
two political parties in this country are
about equally divided.

Sir Frederick Border® is
reported as saying that there will not
be another G. O. C., but that the duties
will be performed by an inspector-gen-
eral, who, he thinks, should be a Cana-
dian. 1If so, the working ¢f the new
system will be watched closely, and the
government will be held to all the
stricter responsibility, because the sys-
item will be of its own making,

DIRECT LEEGISLATION.

Among the more democratic move-
ments which seem to be slowly gath-
ering headway on this continent that
in favor of direct legislation by the
people themselves is one of the more
conspicuous. It is not by any means
a new fdea, as it has long been the
most prominent feature of the consti-
tution of Switzerland, and has also
been in operation for some time in
the States of Utah and Oregon, U. &
A. In a modified form, it exists, or
has been adopted for special purposes,
in many places and at various times.
Thus, in such matters as the incur-
ring of municipal debts and in the
making of money grants from the
municipal treasury, it is the custom to
take the voice of the electors by direct
vote on the specific proposal. That
appeal it is the object of the Direct
Legislation League of Ontario, and of
similar organizations elsewhere, to
make a 'universal rule, and further
to give the electorate the right to ini-
tiate and compel the local legislatures
and councils to consider and pass such
enactments as may receive the requi-
site popular support.

This is one of the many proposaiu
of reform for which there is a great
deal to be said on beth sides, accord-
ing to the point of view from which
it is regarded, and the nature and
character of the community to whom
it is sought to be applied. Looking at
it broadly, it is evident that the small-
er, more compact and homogeneous
the community, the greater the ad-
vantage likely to accrue from the sys-
tem of direct legislation. Among the
ancient Athenians, the laws were
enacted by the whole people assem~
bled in the publi¢c meeting place; and
the history of Athens reveals the vir-|
tues and defects of direct populaz;
vote. If these opposing qualities exist
in the affairs of a city wherein every
citizen has a direct personal interest,
much more will they be found in con-
nection with the wider, more general
and infinitely varied affairs of a na-
tion o} an empire, in which continuity
of policy and gradual amelioration
are the first conditions, not only of
effective reform, but of the stability
of the state itself. With all its vicis-
situdes, this has been the secret of
the peaceful révolutionn thru which
Britain has passed, where more than
in any other land, we know, freedom
has slowly broadened, and is broaden-
" ing down from precedént to precedent.

While, therefore, direct legislation
cannot be regarded as the panacea for
under such cir-
cumstances and conditions as confront
the citizens of the North American
states, it promises to effect untold
good. For here, on many matters
vital to the best interests of the com-
munity, the people are in advance of
their representatives, and should have
the_power to put a summary end to
the corrupt and nefarious schemes by
which they are assailéd on every hand,
and to compel the adoption of such
measures as are necessary for their
welfare, but which conflict with the
objects of the monopolist corporations
and other leeches, great and small,
who live on their lifeblood. Very

All the officers and
nll_the directors render their services,
Which, as the prize list says, in some|
cases are arduous, without any compen-
sation whatever, except that which con=-
sists in the reward of achievement and
in the knowledge of a good work per-
formed.

There are many poor people, mothers
of families and so on, who cannot afford
even the small sum necessary to take aj
ride on either steamboat or car, but
this great parade will afford them an/|
oppartunity to see hundreds of fine:
horses, well-constructed and handsome
carts, wagons, carriages and oth2r
vehicles, ag well as to listen to music
from the best bands in the city.

The Standard Oil company had de-
manded a reduction of the coal oil
duties at the point of a threat against
the government, and its demand was
finally acceded to.

Mr. Armstrong figured out that the
country would lose thru the reduction
of duty and the payment of bounties
$1,111,734¢ a year- He declared that,
with proper suppert for ten years, the
oil industry in Canada could not only
satisfy the Canadian market, but
would gain a footing in the markets
of the United States.

Hon, L. P. Brodeur, former Speak-
er of the hnuse, in a vigorous defence
of the government tariff policy, re-
sented the charge that the revision of
the coal nil duties was inspired by the
friendghip of the Standard Oil Com-
pany. He pointed out that the gov-
ernment, some years ago, had broken
an arrangement between the C. P. R..
the G. T. R. and the Standard Oil
Company, whereby the price of coal
oil was unduly advanced. Tariff tax-
ation, Mr. Brodeur said, had been re-
duced from 18 per cent., in 1896, to
15 8-10 per cent. in 1803. He admitted
that the expenditure had increased
under Liberal rule, but he claimed that
the money had been more economical-
ly expended than in the days of Con-
servative administration. He In-
stanced the fact that, while, in 189,
it cost $4.43 for every $100 collected by
the department of customs, it now
costs only $3.31. Similarly, he pointed
out, the cost of collection in the in-
land revenue department, which, in
1896, was $5 for every.$100, now was
only $3.53.

As to the Farmers,

Mr. Brodeur made the bold state-
ment that the agricwltural interests of
Canada do not require any further
protection. What was true of farm
products was true of market garden
stuff, he said. He argued that if we
were to increase our duties, instead
of benefiting the farmers, we would
expose them to the dangers of retali-
ation, and, perhaps, reduce their mar-
ket. Importations of animals, grain,
butter, cheese, eggs and _ provisions,
Mr. Brodeur said, were so greatly ex-
ceeded by our exports, that the Cana-
dian market was not i?urcd.

SUPPLY ALMOST EXHAUSTED.

Guelph, June 16.—(Special.)—The
live stock market here shows little
variation from last year and any per-
ceptible change in prices has been of

the downward tendency. A weekly
average of from 300 to 400 hogs are
sent out the vear round. The average
in cattle during the season is about
200. Last week was very exceptional,
when 450 head of cattle were loaded
for outside points. Cattle are selling
at the present time at a much higher
price than was anticipated in the early
spring and the supply has almost ex-
hausted. For first-class export ani-
mals as high as $5.50 has been paid by
the dealers going thru the country,
Good butchers’ cattle have been sell-
ing at from $4.50 to $5 all season.
More reasonable prices are expected
in the course of a couple of weeks
when grass cattle will be marketed.
The number of cattle, sheep and hogs
raised in this vicinity compares favor-
ably with former years and the gual-
ity has béen greatly imiproved. The
demand was considerably heavier and
the supply has been picked up two
weeks earlier than last year. The
slaughtering of cattle has been more
general than heretofore and the car-
| cases have been shipped chiefly to
Ottawa. One dealer has slaughtered
on an average 35 head weekly since
the beginning of the year.

The restrictions placed on farmers
prohibiting the grazing of sheep on
the roadside has had a tendency to
lessen the number raised in this sec-
tion as well as elsewhere. Sheep at
the present time are scarce, but- will
be more plentiful in the future now
that the shearing has commenced.
The shipments have been few. The
prevailing price is 4c per Ib. Small
quantities have been going out all
spring, mainly to Toronto and a few
for export.

The hog market is quite lively and
prices . gre somewhat easier than at
this time last year, when from $5.50
to $5.75 per cwt. was paid. Live hogs
are now selling sit $5. Present indica-
tions do not warrant expectation of a

change in prices‘either way. The run
has been from $4.75 to $5 all spring.
The local stock market has been con-
siderably affected by the opening of
shipping stations at close surround-
ing points, including Elora, Fergus,
Hespeler, Rockwood, Moffatt and oth-
er points along the C. P. R, and
Grand Trunk.

- If the postman uses a horse and cart
he will be allowed to accept any number
of parcels, provided he can convenient-

ity, for he has only to proceed to the
Tiearest country letter-box at the time
appointed for- clearing, and the parcels
may then be handed over to ‘the driver
of the mail cart, who, however, is not

For the accommodation of farmers,
market gardeners, and those who are
in the habit of regularly despatching-
goods by parcel post spectal further
arrangements have been made, and in
cases where a sufficient number of par-
cels is regularly sent there will be, if
desired, a direct collection from the
premises every week-day or on certain
specified days each week.

MUNICIPAL OWNERSHIP,

Municipal ownership is rapidly extending
in the provinces of Canada. A recent offi-
clal report shows that there are 70 muni-
cipalities in Ontario which own their water-
works, 35 which have their own eclectric
lighting plant,four which supply electriefry,
two supply gas, two have municipal ceme-
teries, one possesses a dock, and one ope-
rates its own street railway. Profits are
shown in 44 cases, and losses in 48. In one
case there was no prof't or loss, aml in 23
no reports were made. .The busincss of
supplying electricity to consnmers hy mu-
nicipalities has begun too recently in mest
cases to admit of statistics of profit and
loss. It may be added that such statistics
are not entitled to ungnestioning aceept-
ance unless accompanied by a full brsiness
exhibit,-as it has heretofore been  found
that charges for use of capital and for de-
terjoration of plant are not so strictly made
as in the case of private business manage-
ment. Municipal ownership has not yet
passed beyond the experimental stage. The
competency of Publlc aunthority to carry on
the business of munieipal ownership with
honesty and integrity, however, certainly
exists in England, Australia and Can»da,
wkere municipal institutions are organized
on a different principle from our own. Their
practice is to unite the execntive and legis-
lative branches in the city conneil, whereas
we make them separate hodies and rely
upon outsids influence for the establishment
of the necessary administrative conncetion.
The legislative bhold-up js impossible vnder
the English svstem, as the mayor Is the
president of the city counmeil and can pat
to véte any business he desires to submit.-—

BEEF PRICES ARE UP.

Advance of $1.50 This Week-—Market
Butchers Complain.

“Yes, beef has made a sharp ad-
vance this week, there being an in-J
crease of $1.50 since Saturday,” said
a wholesale meat dealer at the St.
Lawrence Market yesterday.

“It will necessarily affect the retail
prices; the small retailers, particular-
ly, will be forced to raise their pricas.

I should think it will mean at least
2 to 3 cents on the pound.

“The searcity of cattle, of course,
is the cause; the late winter has pre-
vented the preparation for market of
the grass beef. Most of the cattle re-
ceived to-day are for export. It is
the natural clean-up, whicii is looked
for every year; and beef may be ex-
pected to soar for at least a month or
six weeks yet.”

Someé of the smaller dealers, in con-
versation with The World, expressad
no surprise over the sudden change in
the market price.

The opening of navigation and the
good prices prevailing in England
have reduced the local supply. It was
pointed out that, one year ago, meat
was higher in April than it was this
year, altho the spring was earlier,
considerably, last year. Prices yes-
terday were: Beef, good carcases, per
Ib., 7c'to 8c; hind quarters, per cwt,,
$9 to $10; cow beef, per cwt., $6 to
$7.25; fores, per cwt., $5 to $6; veal,
per cwt., $6-50 to $9.

. Dealers report eggs as steady, but
with the probability of distinct ad-
vances in a few weeks.

Altho it has been decreed that the
butcher stalls at St. Lawrence Mar-
ket must remain at the south end,
the butchers are by no means satis-
fied.

They invariably complain
lack of transient trade.

“You may pass these stalls at any
time, and not see a dozen people buy-
ing, except, perhaps, on Saturday,”
said one. :

“Of courge, we have our confracts
and phone orders, but if the gtalls
were suitably located, close to a -busy
street like King; if, even, it were
arranged that there were better car
accommodation, the people would
flock in here and be able to buy cheap-
er cuts than at their nearby butch-
er’'s.

TIE-UP OF YANKEE FLEET.

Business She Now Gets,

'

Port Arthur, June 15.—(Special.)—
The tie up of the American vessels,
which was caused by the strike of the
masters and pilots, has proved of

great benefit to the Canadian ship-
ping industry. The ports which have
been mostly affected have been Port
Arthur and Fort William. At both these
places there has been a large increase
in the amount of freight handled.

Agent Phalen of the Canadian
Northern Company in ant interview
with. The World correspondent stated
that his compdny was now handling
at least 30 per cent. more freight than
they did for the same months last
yvear.- This increase he attributes to
the tie up of the American vessels.
The Montreal and Lake Superior
Navigation Co.’s liners are the steam-
ers which catch the new business.
They make stops at Buffalo and Cleve-
land, and since the opening of navi-
gation each boat has received large
portions of their cargoes at these
American ports, the freight being des-
tined to the Canadian Northwest.
This freight formerly was shipped via
Duluth by American steamers.

“This trade will not be affected by
the break up of the strike,” said a well-
known marine man. ‘‘The efficient ser-
vice given during the tie up of the
American liners has opened the eyes
of the American shippers to the ad-
vantages of the Canadian route, and
when the American vessels begin
operations again we will have this
business cinched.”

Startman, popularly known as “Slim,”
who, with Joe Oates, returned to Nome |
recently from a search on the Ko_vu-f
kuk for Midas Creek, atfirms with |
great deliberation that, in a sort of|
ice cave, about five miles from the |

Koyukuk River, a huge mastodon
rests enshrolided in a sheet of ice.|
Startman avers that he accompanied
a number of natives to the cave, and,
while he did not obtain the exact di-
mensions of the huge beast, he con-
vinced himself that the extinct ani-
mal was there in a good state of pre-
servation. Startman's story is con-
firmed by Oates, who states that the]
natives of a village about 400 miles
above the Koyukuk's mouth, showed
him a lot of mastodon’s hair, about
five inches long, coarse in fibre and|
brownish in color.
