A GREAT PEACE ARMY
World-Wldi Ramifications Make For
Peace, Not War—Its Varied Opera-
tions in Toronto—Glimpses of Some
of Its Efforts.

To those accustomed to travel in
other countries—European or Aslatic—
we venture to say that not the lea,
impressive thing they have witnessed
has been that of a class of people who
were familiar objects in the traveler's
own country, We mean those men and
women who are distinguished by ah
almost universal uniform and known
as the Salvation Army. It is one of
the remarkable features of this or-
ganization’that among French or Ger-
an, Hindu or Chinese, Japanese Or
merican, the*same spirit is manifest,
Whenever you meet the membeérs of
this organization they appear to be
actuated by the same impulses and
their efforts and methods are identi-
cal. A sort of esprit de corps exists
in this world-wide army that seems
to bind its many divisions—of all kinds
and classes and kindred of people—
into a solid phalanx presenting an un-
flinchable front to man’s common foes
in the Afifty-two fferent countries
where its flag flutters to the breeze,

Few realize the extent of its opera-
tions in Toronto alone. ‘“I'oronto the
good” is too prone to plume itself upon
its reputation, not realizing that that
reputation may in itself prove a dan-
ger, if permitted to soothe the Chris-
tian and moral agencies into a sort of
gelf-satisfaction. The work of this or-
ganization in connection with the po-
lice, the prison authorities, unfortunate
women, neglected children, ete.,
forms a very net-work of rescue agen-

Mgyl
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cies; that one wonders what would
happen to these victims—willing or .not
—of their miserable circumstances or
surroundings, if those agencies ceased
to exist.

While councils and conventions are
discusgsing and ‘“‘resoluting’”’ how ¢to
deal with waste humanity, this organi-
zation goes on with its work, and to a
great extent out of the waste of the
rich it provides help for the poor. Take
the salvage alone, out of waste paper
and such like, which it .gathers up by
collecting certain districts day by day,
it provides work for several men, At
the same time it provides articles of
clothing, Moots, etc., for poor people
and little children. :

Recently a reporter wvisited the Sal-
vage store on Queen-street and writes
as follows:

Here comes a little girl, holding her
smaller brother by the hand. She has
a wistful expression on her face as she
timidly advances to the counter and
peers over the top of it.

“Well, what do you want, my little
dear?”

“If you please, sir, T don't want
nothing, but my brother Jimmie hasn’t
got no boots or stockings, and mother
sent me round to ask if you could let
him have some for flve cents, It's all
ther money mother has to spare,. and
Jimmie has to go to a Sunday school
concert to-morrow, and he will be
dreadful disappointed If he has to stay
home ‘cause of having no boots to
put on.”

All this was spoken rapidly and with
eagerness, as the little girl looked up
appealingly at the man behind the
counter. Her request would have melt-
ed a heart of stone, and needless to
say Jimmle was soon trotting off
home, clad in some nice boots and
stockings. Later on, another 1little girl
appeared. Her story was even imore
pitiful. She wanted some clothes for
her brother.

‘“Where s he?” she was asked.

“Oh, I couldn’t bring him with me
because he's got nothing to wear”
was the reply, “but 1 guess I can tell
what'll fit him, and please, mister,
can you let me have the things for
fifteen cents, 'cause it’s all mother has
got.”

Soon she too, was. on her home-
ward way, bearing a big bundle of
clothing, and no doubt, the poor strug-
gling mother was overjoyed to be able
to clathe her boy so cheaply.

About 1800 persons are supplied each
month with free clothing, or at a
;mmﬂnal price, to cover cost of collect-
ng.

MUNICIPAL ICE PLANTS.

Last week The World called atten-
tion to the growing revolt jn the Unit-
ed States against the high price of ice
and the inclination shown by varidjus
cities to establish municipal ice fac-
tories. It is now reported that the
federal government is contemplating
the manufacture of ice for the use of
its departments. This has alrcaly
been tried by the postoffice and its
icemaking plant has beery turaing out
more than it can use, at a cost accord-
ing to Secretary MacVeagh of the
treasury department, of only 65 cents a
ton. The postoffice uses a ton of ice
every twenty-four hours and has been
paying private ‘dealers $7.65 a 1tn,
80 that the saving now affectcd is an-
proximately $2300 a year. The new
rate works out at 30 pounds of ice for 1
cent, -150 pounds for 5 cents, 300 pounds
for 10 cents or. 750 pounds for 25 cents,

Manufaoturers of artificial ice in
Jacksonville, Fla., have been retalling
their product at 15 cents per hurdred
pounds and making a satisfactory pro-
fit. Ice is becoming more and more an

it is a boon which, If- at all possible,
should Be made available to all ranks
and conditions of the people. As the
Springfield, Mass., Union s:a,\'s: ‘“The
eonditions under which artificial ice is
made in Washington or in Jacksonvilie
cannot vary much from conditions in
other cities and it is reasonabls to as-
sumeé that the cost of manufacture will
not vary materially in any part of the
country.” It goes on to ask, “why may
not municipalities embark in the busi-
ness of making ice? Ice is almost as

Government Telephones.

“The past year has sSeen events of
great importance in the Canadlan mu-
nicipal sphere. The completion of gov-
ernment ownership of telephones in
the western provinces marks a step of
untold benefit to rural as well as urban
Canada—the outcome of the original
movement of the unfon for the removal
of the evils of telephone monopoly. An-
other movement which our efforts have
largely brought about—that for neces-
sary government control of public util-
itles—has made marked advance in the
passage of the acts creating public
utllity boards in the Provinces of Que-
bec and Nova Scotia, which (we hope
will soon be imitated by all the other
provinces,

“Ontario of course already has Its
rallway and municipal board. The hy-
dro-electric commission of Ontario—
which is also one of our children—has
forged steadily ahead to the completion
of its patriotic work, thru the’ self-de-
votion of our past-president, the Hon.
Adam Beck, whose name, it may be
predicted, will always be remembered
in Canadian political economy. Stock
manipulators are fighting it hard 'n
their organs and in the courts, but we
know well who are the instigators be-
hind their campaign.

the foundation of uniform municipal ac-
counting in the Dominlon, thru the la-
bors of our special committee, whose
report constitutes one of the chief
items on the program of this conven-
tion. I trust also that my proposal for
an international municipal congress
and bureau, when explained, will be
adopted as a further work of the union.
Charter Grabbing.

“In legislation, honors have been
somewhat casy thls year, but a good
deal of injurious charter grabbing has
been prevented. The Ontario and
Michigan Power Company Bill, a char-
ter- aiming at granting to an American
power trust the principal water-powers
in one of the richest and largest por-
tions of Ontario—an empire in itself—
was Steadily opposed by the friends of
the people, and the political jobbers
who had it in charge were compelled
‘to see it reduced to comparatively
small proportions, Had municipalities
been directly affected, we could with-
out doubt have fully annihilated this
scheme of all its bad features.

“A number of minor bills were kept
within proper limits. That of the
Montreal Terminal Rallway, seeking to
establish two elevated Ilines across
Montreal and adjoining municipalities,
was a subject of considerable fighting,
but with the aid of the Montreal mem-
bers of parliament and others it was
rendered innocuous in the end.  The
Montreal Bridge and Terminal Com-
pany Bill, for making tunnels acroes
Montreal, was also kept in proper !Im-
its.

“The Quebec Provincial Legislature
was the scene of very active battling,
resulting in a number of electric light~
ing and power companies being granted
entry into Greater Montreal, ostensiblyv
to break the monopoly of the Light,
Heat and Power Co. All are, however,
to be made subject to a public-utilities
commission, the act for which was
passed. This concentration upon Mont-
real, our largest city, is a foecast of
what the others must inevitably all
expect. Several British Columbia
charters also had to recelve attention.”

Work for the Union.
Mr. Lighthall dwelt upon the readi-

| ness with which the west had taken
by public election and cannot be dis-| st g

questions of munieipal organization,
and with optomistic sentiment conclud-
ed that the movement had come to stay
and that a magnificent share In the
making of Canada. belonged to the
Union of Municipalities in the wise
guidance of the vast currents of na-
tional growth and extension.

UNDERTAKERS

IISH SHOULD ROT KoK
VER PP IPPINTEES

Their Bishops Rule Church 'in
Many French-Speaking
Communities.

MONTREAL, July 26.—(Special.)—
Referring to the digpute over the suc-
cession of Archbishop Duhamel at Ot-
tawa, a “French-Canadian” from the
capital writing to The Canada, says
that the Irish element cannot com-
plain of the treatment recelved at the
hands of the papal authorities, He in-
stances the maritime provinces, where,
altho the majority of the Catholic pop-
ulation are French speaking, the bish-
ops are Irish, and also the New Eng-
Jand States, where, until quite recent-
ly, diocese having a French speaking
majority, remained under the control of
Irish bishops.

The correspondent believes that, un-
der the present circumstances, the rajs-

EADPLANE NOT A THY
BUT NSTRUMENT OF WhR

Bleriot's Feat Brings Home to En-
glishmen That Insular Strength’
Is Not’ Unchallenged.

LONDON, July 26—The London
morning newspapers publish editorials
on Bleriot's feat. A new point brought
out is its striking appeal to the im-
agination of Englishmen that Great
Britain's insular strength is no longer
unchallenged, that the aeroplane is
not a toy, bua a possible instrument of
warfare, which must be taken into ac~
count by soldiers and statesmen, and
that it was the one thing needed to
wake up the English people to the im-~
portance of the sclence of aviation.

Replying to a question as to whether
it would probably be possible to cross
the channel in a biplane, Bleriot sald
emphatically it would not, because the
increased surface of the planes would
never have withstood such conditions
as he experienced.

Louls Bleriot reached London this
morning, to receive the monetary fruits
of his achievement in the shape of a
cheque for $5000.

Remarkable scenes were again wit-
nessed at Dover this mérning when M.
Bleriot returned there to attend a clvic
reception in his honor. The French-
man was mobbed by the enormous
erowds and the police had to come to
his protection, so eager were the en-
thusiasts to greet him at close quar-
ters. A similar ovation awalted the
aviator In London, his compatriots
having gathered at Victoria Station in
huge numbers, and M. Bleriot must
have narrowly escaped suffocation
from thelr embraces,

“Bleriot fever’ seems to have seized
a large part of the populace of Lon-
don. 'Those unable to see the flyer
himself have been besteging the
store where the compagt little mono-
plane is installed in a department
among other traveling requisites, the
machine being so small,

Aeronautical experts here regard M.
Bleriot's feat as a vindlcation for the
monoplane type of machine over the
bi-plane, The Frenchman's machine
carries a greater weight fn proportion
to its: plane surface than any Other
type, which 18 considered a great ad-
vantage. Experts Interviewed declare
that the greater surface the bi-plane
offers to the wind would have tended
to make it turn turtle on encountering

COBALT, July 26.—(8pecial.)—J., H.
Waldman, discoverer of the siiver side-
walk on the Waldman Silver Mines,
was the most discussed man in the
camp yesterday. Wherever he went
the big Montreal manufacturer of la-
dles’ cloaks and dresses was followed or
pointed out as an object of interest.

S0 Mr. Waldman and his party were
watched wherever they went about
and Cobalt talked itself hoarse over
the Waldman silver sidewalk.’

The discovery has given renewed In-
terest in the entire unexplored portions
of Coleman, some of which has hither-
to been regarded worthless. Accepted
theories of geologists have been thrown
to the winds amd there are many evi-
dences of renewed activity.

“I belleve twenty millions of dollars
may be’ taken from the Waldman,"’
sald one enthuslast to-day. ‘If the
vein is stripped 1000 feét and the depth
were to go down one hundred feet, the
amount of silver there would stagger
the imagination.
