Beginning July 1, the price of soft coal 
at all mines east of the Mississippi is 
to be reduced one to five dollars a ton 
to the consumer with a still further cut 
of fifty cents to the government

An agreement to this effect has been 
reached between representatives of the 
coal interests and government officials 
following several days of conferences 
here.

It was also agreed to defer the ques­
tion of lower prices on hard coal until 
after July 1.

A telegram was received last night by H. C. Schofield, representing the Im­
perial Munitions Board, from Colonel W. I. Gear, director of shipbuilding for 
the board, confirming the contract to Grant & Horne to build wooden ships at 
their new yard in Erin street. The ships will be built by Grant & Horne, 
fitted with engines, which will be supplied by the munitions board from stan­
dard patterns. They are to be 250 feet long with 43% feet beam and will have 
25 feet depth of hold. The speed will be about V/j knots per hour, and the boats 
will have a cargo capacity of practically 3,000 tons.

The delay in awarding the contract was in connection with the technical 
parts of the arrangements, such as determining the site of the timbers. The j 
plans also had to be approved and registered by the Lloyd's registry of shipping. 
The work will start immediately and a start on the yards was made yesterday. 
The contract wiU give employment to 200 men and the ships are to be built 
on the same ways; one will be finished and launched before the other one is 
commenced. The material, however, will be assembled for them both at the 
same time.

It is expected that this will mean the re-establishment of the shipping in­
dustry in St. John, and while the war continues there will be further contracts 
awarded continually.

, Grant & Horne, who have entered in­
to the present contract with the director 
of shipping, have leased a yard near the 
Peters’ tannery, on Courtenay Bay.
FThey are a young firm, and while they 
have not had much experience as build­
ers of ships, they have made good in 
their other undertakings and will doubt­
less succeed in this venture.

Prominent Manufacturer of Saint

Ottawa, June 28—In a statement Is- 
sued tonight, Hon. W. J. Hanna, the J 
newly appointed food controller, reviews ! 
the food situation in Canada, emphasiz- 
ing the need of the Allies, urges economy 
and the prevention of waste in food and 
bespeaks whole-hearted public co-opera­
tion.

“Food conservation is essential to win 
the war," the controller concludes.

“Time and investigation will be re­
quired to determine the best means of 
assuring adequate rations for the Ca­
nadian divisions and the allied nations 
and armies. But there are some meas­
ures that are so obviously right that 
we ask that they be adopted at once, 
and that the men and women of the 
dominion pledge themselves to their ob­
servance. They include:

“Maximum production.
“The largest possible consumption of j 

perishable food-stuffs in order to liber- I 
ate the storable foods for transportation. 1

“The adoption of war menus.
“The prevention of food waste.
“The utilization and creation of or­

ganized volunteer bodies to assist the 
food controller in increasing and con­
serving the food supplies.

“Food is being wasted in the stores, 
hotels, restaurants, clubs and homes of 
the dominion. It is the duty of every 
citizen dealing in or preparing and serv­
ing food to adopt measures which will j 
eliminate waste entirely.

“The adoption of war menus is 
tional duty, if the country is to do Its 
share in the provision of food essential 
to the successful prosecution of the war. 
There must be immediately voluntary 
action to curtail table excesses. The sol­
dier lives simply. He is not given a 
choice of many dishes and delicacies.

Base of the American flotilla in Brit­
ish waters, June 29—(By the Associated 
Press)—The captain of a torpedoed mer­
chantman has turned over to the naval 
authorities here a sketch of a new type 
of German submarine, equipped with a 
wire-cutting device designed to release 
it from nets. The sketch shows several 
strands of stout steel hawsers stretched 
from the bow through the conning tower 
to the stem. Attached to these is a ser­
ies of heavy circular knives, a foot in 
diameter and placed about a yard apart.

The captain made the drawing while 
in a small boat after his ship had been 
torpedoed. He had been shelled and tor­
pedoed in two other ships, but on neither 
of those occasions had he noticed 
thing new in the type of the German 
diving boats. While he was not close 
enough to the last submarine to examine 
minutely the addition to its upper works, 
lie was able to see plainly enough to 
make a gpod sketch. The theory of the 
captain is that a boat so equipped would 
have hope of being able to cut its way 
through any steel nets in which it might 
become enmeshed.

Verandah Furniture*BOY SCOUT GARDENING.

NSW IN UNITED STATES To the Editor of The Times:—
Sir:—As yet there is no practical aid 

of easy acquirement offered the Boy 
Scout, but we know of one that can lie 
effected in one lesson. We introduced 
the scarlet runner in St. John city and 
county fifty years ago, and it is only in 
recent years that our seedmen have dis­
covered its inexhaustive value for the 
whole of the summer season until sharp 
frost arrives, giving continuous crop and 
every-day picking to those who culti­
vate it. Our own habit from early boy­
hood and love for planting is an enigma 
and mystery to all who have not been 
favored with that luck, but in this sim­
ple plant can the information be acquired 
that the first lesson by the scout master 
is all that is necessary for the success­
ful growing of this best of all food 
plants known. In the most abandoned 
and burnt out fire lot in the city any 
boy willing can dig out with a‘stout dig­
ging hoe, about a pound and a half or 
two pounds weight, all the earth im- 
mediately close to the walls that will at- 
ford about two feet wide and twenty 
inches deep of fair soil; this, cleaned ot 
stones and rubbish, will be ready to 
plant the seed six inches apart and two 
inches deep about the middle of Ma>. 
When the plants appear in about a fort­
night, the earnest scout boy will he jov- ■ 
fully repaid to see his previous work;/ 
showing evidence of a return for effort11 
made. When the plants show two or 
three inches above the earth, there \n ill 
be some more work for the boy scout 
to keep his mind and muscles busy by 
hiking to the woods or road-sides out- | 
side the city and cutting with his small j 
axe alder sticks eight or ten feet long, i 
pointing sharp at the big end, placing j 
together as many as he can shoulder and j 
press into the ground lictwcen each plant 
and force to the bottom, so plants can 
have support to sustain their ever-grow­
ing length.
