Lenden Paper Says if War Goes
to End of Year More Than
$5,000,000,000 Must be Raised

New York, July 18.—A cable to the
World from London says: Commenting
upon Chancellor of the Exchequer Mc-
Kenna’s statement in parliament yester-
day that the daily cost of the war to
Great Britain has increased from $25,-
000,000 to $30,000,000, the financial edi-
tor of {the Morning Post predicts that if
‘the W continues to the end of the
year at the new estimate Great Britain
will have to raise in loans the enormous
sum of $5,180,000,000. It adds: “These
are stupendous figures, but—and while
by no means overlooking the serious

osition they represent--they must not
ge regarded as so much capital entirely
lost, because, quite apart from the ex-
tent to which the figures are affected
by advances of some hundreds of mil-
lions to our allies, much of the expendi-
ture may be, said simply to represent
the circulation and distribution of cap-
ftal throughout the country. .It is, in
fact, to the possibilities of inflation cre-
ated by this rapidly accumulating debt,
to say nothing of the more difficult prob-

lem represented by payments to neutral |

countries, that we should give special
heed.

THE CASEMENT

APPEAL LOST

London, July 18—The appeal of Sir
Roger Casement against his sentence of

| execution for high treason for his activi-

ties in the Dublin revolt was dismissed
today by the Court of Criminal Appeal.
The court room was thronged at
the resumption of proceedings. Alex-
ander Sullivan of Dublin, counsel for
Sir Roger, renewed his legal arguments,
quoting frequently from ancient law.

Without hearing the attorneys for the
crown, the court dismissed the appeal.
For a day and a half Alexander Sulli-
van had argued quoting many authori-
ties in favor of his contention that whe-
ther the offence was treason depended
upon whether the accused dwelt under
the protection of the king and that the
crime could not be committed without
the realm. He abandoned his other
points in regard to the lord chief jus-
tice’s definition of the offence.

As soon as Mr. Sullivan had conclud-
ed his argument, the court retired to
consider whether the attorneys for the
crown would be called on to reply. It
soon decided to the contrary, which in-
dicated that the appeal had gone against
Sir Roger. The latter was present dur-
ing the argument and when judgment
was given,

A further appeal to the house of lords
is possible only if the attorney-general
gives a certificate that the decision of
the court of criminal appeal involves a
point of law so exceptionally important
that it is desirable in the public inter-
est that a still higher court should deal
with it. This been done only twice
since the court of criminal appeal was
established eight years ago. *

“l am assured that a few days ago
there was hardly a man in Berlin who
believed that a serious military effort
was to be made by Britain. The pres-
ent attitude of the German people is as
if a new enemy had entered the field
against them. Their most trusted com-
mentators talked for months about Bri-
tain’s paper army. Events have now
shown the German public that the paper
army has materializeq into a great host
of trained soldiers, who are driving their
own best troops from positions they
belleved impregnable.

The result is that there is manifesta-
tion of public dismay that is giving the
government the vest concern. In
Berlin they are talking for the first time
of the possibility of their iron wall in
the west being broken.

The vast majority of the German peo-
ple long ago gave up any hope of con-
quest and any desire for anything fur-
ther than a speedy They believ-
ed in the termination of the war on the
ground that the allies would exert their
maximum strength in an attempt to
break their lines, that the attempt would
fail end that they then would be prepar-
ed to negotiate a compromise peace. The

SAFS BOOTY OF BOY

Prisoner in Germany.

The first word to come from Privatc
John E. Saunders, since he was report-
ed a prisoner of war in Germany, was
received Monday by his mother, Mrs.
Charles Saunders, of St. Marys, from
qun, Germany. He states that he re-
ceived a gunshot wound in the arm be-
fore peing taken a prisoner, but is re-
covering rapidly. Private Saunders also
states that he had heard Corps A. Y.
Clements, of Claremont, was a prisoner
in Germauy.

How He Was Wounded,

Private A. C. Grant, formerly of the
Sackville Tribune staff, is now in an
English hospital recovering from a shat-
lered jaw and an‘injury to his should-
er. The following letter received his
mother, tells of the early mornigl; at-
tack on the enemy trenches, iR the
course of which a German rifleman “‘got
h'lm..” The letter is dated from No. 13
Stationary Hospital in France, on the
eve of his departure for England.

“Just a few lines to let you know I
am still in the land of the living. I am
feeling quite well in health, but I am

Oy sorry to say that a German sniper has

put me off the battle field for a while.
But I will be all right,,if he did hit me
in a bad place. The bullet took the top
off my right shoulder and then went in
under my jaw and came out just at the
left hand corner of my . mouth, also
breaking my jaw in about four or five
places.

“I got wounded at about half past one
in the morning whén we were making
the charge. There were some awful
sights of wounded and dying men. There
was about six feet of mud, and between
mud and barbed wire, you could hardly
move at that time of the morning.
There were a lot of souvenirs picked up
that morning, but I was wounded, so 1
didn’t bother, for fear I would get an-
other one, and it would be a souvenir
for life. After I got wounded, I crawl-
ed into a big shot hole so as to be clear
of rifle fire and waited till I saw some-
one going down to the dressing sta-
tion, and I went with them. I was
about seven hours getting out. They
are very good in this hospital—it is a
special one for broken jaws. I have
been marked up for England, and will
srob,?bly cross over tomorrow or Fri-

ay. :

BORDEN AND SIR SAM

Sir Robert Borden has at last been
compelled to take some action in re-
sponse to Conservative criticism of Sir
Sam Hughes.

He is
now off to the United States and Eng-
land, and Mr. McCurdy has taken, the
desk in the department. The Meredith-

is off on his travels. If he does no bet-
ter than before, and no better than he
did the other day in London, Ontario,
he might as well stay at home; but his
colleagues will breathe easier when he
is gone._ Perhaps he is going over to
explavinu\n the Canadian soldiers why
he armed them with the Ross rifle, which
is now discarded. Meanwhile Mr. Mc-
Curdy is acting minister and ready if
necessary to become Sir Sam’s succes-
sor. It is an interesting situation.

The Toronto Telegram, Conserva-
tive, returns to the North Perth by-
election to make these observations:

“The London Free Press has tried to
make Sir Sam Hughes, K.C.B,, a vote-
maker for Borden and a vote-maker for
Hearst. Sir Robert Borden has made
Bir Sam Hughes a vote-maker for Laur-
jer.

The whited sepul-
chres in the party will, of course, shud-
der at this treasonable declaration, but
it is the cold truth neverthless.”

THE WAR NEWS

The German general staff has found
it necessary to issue an appeal to the
German people to remain confident in
the face of the news from all fronts,
which is very far from being such news
as would cause a feeling of elation. The
Allies are charged with issuing false re-
ports of successes gained in the'hope that
these will undermine German confidence.
The fact is, of course, that the general
staff dare not tell 'the German people
the truth, and is trying to persuade them
that all goes well when the very oppo-
site is the case.

We must not overlook the other fact,
however, that British public men and
newspapers warn us against any undue
elation over recent successes; and against
the delusion that complete vietory is in
sight. Germany is still strong, and her
power of defence has not yet been fuily
tested. The Allies will be able to
break down all resistance in time, but
the time may yet be long.

It is another hopeful sign of the times
that a powerful party in Hungary is
stirring up an agitation against continu-
ance of the war. There i8 a similar
party in Austria. Its activity will do
much to take the heart out of the fight-
ing men of the Dual Monarchy, who

have lately met so many defeats at the
hands of the Russians. :

The news from the British front is of
a most cheering nature. Further gains
have been made and counter attacks re-
pulsed. British success on the Somme
spells German failure at Verdun. It is
not conceivable, in face of the smashing
British and French attacks along the
whole line that the Germans can now
concentrate men and guns enough at
any point to achieve more than a tem-
porary and very costly success.

Russia claims to have taken 17,000
prisoners in the last two days in Vol
hynia, and has broken down the enemy’s
resistance. The Russian advance ton-
tinues. The Ttalians continue to hold
the ascendancy in the Trentino region,
despite the desperate efforts of the Aus-
trians to regain lost ground.

.PROVINCIAL AFFAIRS

The Chatham World describes the op~-
position ticket in Westmorland county as
“a strong ticket,” and adds:

“Northumberland needs no organiza-
tion to ensure its election of an opposi-
tion delegation.”

It is increasingly evident that the
Clarke government is steadily losing
favor with even those who were former-
ly its supporters. One of the most en-
couraging features of the situation is the
number of former supporters who are
now outspoken in opposition. All they
ask is that the opposition nominate re-
putable men of ability and their votes
will be given to these men.

The Standard has assailed Hon. Frank
Sweeney. That gentleman took part in
the recent Westmorland by-election, but
confined his efforts to the parish of
i Moncton. In that parish a large govern-
! ment majority was converted into a
majority of 192 for Dr. Smith. The
people who know Mr. Sweeney best evi-
dently have confidence in him, and now
that he is himself a candidate his election
is assured.

Hon. P. G. Mahoney was defeated on
May 80. This is the 18th of July. Dur-
ing the intervening period, though not a
member of the legislature, and though
he represents nobody, and is responsible
to nobody, he has remained at the head
of the chief spending department, award-
ing contracts and performing administra-
tive duties. How much longer will Lieut.
Gov. Wood, who would not like to have
his term as lieutenant governor marred
by an open and unrebuked violation of
the principles of responsible government,

Owing to an error
in the delivery of the message it was
understood that the pilots were to fly
ordinary F. E. machines, with the result
that in one case an inexperienced pilot
was sent. I saw the pilot, who com-

over-seas and was not sure of the way.

“The authorities, who heard all this,
took no notice of his complaints and told
him to take the machine. Later a re-
port came through that F. E. had crossed
the lines at Armentieres and disappeared
in the direction of Lille. That evening
a German wireless communique stated
that the F. E. had landed intact south-

The
pilot, after crossing the Channel, appears
to have lost his way and landed in the
German lines.

“Such incidents have happened before
and will happen again, but they are not
confined to one side or the other, having
happened to the Germans just in the
same way as to our own pilots” He'
believed it to be true, as stated, that the !
pilot had not flown across the Channel
before, but he doubted if it would be !
wise to lay down a hard-and-fast rule '
that no machine should be taken across !
the Channel; even by a competent flyer, |
unless he had had experience of the
route. Experienced pilots would be do-
ing better service at the front, probably.

Lord Montagu:—There were two other
pilots available on that particular morn-
ing, both very competent, and nobody
has explained why this inexperienced
man was chosen to fly the very latest
machine we had.

Ottawa, July 17—Mr. F. B. McCurdy,
of Halifax, M.P. for Queens and Shel-l

He is also authorized to rec-
ommend . to #he governor in council
through and with the approval of the
prime minister, any orders in council
necessary to be passed in connection
with the work of the militia department,
and until parliament otherwise provides
the new parliamentary secretary shall
hold his office, without commission, sal-
ary, fees, allowances, emolument or other
pmﬁts. of any kind attached thereto.

HOME RULE SITUATION

London, July 17—Premier Asquith an-
nounced today that the new Irish bill
would be introduced into parliament be-
fore the adjournment for the autumn re-
cess, and repeated that the whole Irish
question would be submitfed to an im-
perial conference after thé war.

PROVINCE M. D'S

It has been the custom, on occasions
such as the present, to give some brief
review of the chief medical efforts of
the year, but today, in our own country
at least the abnormal conditions brought
about by the great war, have so dis-
turbed, the peaceful advance of science,
that its flame is flickering low, and al-
most completely obscured by the smoke
of the battlefield. Human skill and
intelligence are béing largely directed by
theé chief nations of Europe, toward the
destruction of life rather than its pres-
ervation. Plow-shares are being beaten
into swords, and education means learn-
ing how to kill. Qur boasted civiliza-
tion and our peace trbunals have cul-
minated in the pitiable’ spectacle of
millions of so-called Christians flying at
one another’s' throats, i

At such' a time we contemplate with
pride and satisfaction, the work accom-
plished by our confreres on the field of
battle and in the military hospitals. The
conditions are unlike anything before
experienced, and older methods have
often failed to give the results expected
of them. g

The war in South  Africa, where the
last British experience in military sur-
gery was gained, was' conducted in a
country practically free in the open
spaces from pathogenic organisms.

The most desperate wounds healed
readily and extensive injuries to vital
organs were often followed by complete
and rapid recovery. Under these circum-
stances, the treatment was largely ex-
pectant. How different the conditions
in ‘the present conflict. The western
front, where the British lines are placed,
runs through a country, the most dense-
ly populated in Europe, and which has
for centuries been under cultivation. The
sofl is greatly contaminated, and pro-
duces a varied and particularly danger-
ous flora. To this are added the subter-
ranean methods of warfare, rendered
necessary by improved offensive, with a
result that most wounds are infective
and extensive mutilations and deaths are
common. The problem of the infected
-wound, therefore, is the surgical prob-
lem of the war. That this will be solv-
ed in such a manner, as to be of the
greatest possible use to the civil sur-
gery of the future, there is no doubt, de-
spite the great divergence of views
among military gurgeons' at present.
The large experience in fractures will
also be useful, and in this and other
lines as well, the knowledge gained at
heavy cost, will in the end mitigate hu-
man suffering. Let us hope that one
outcome of the war will be a greater de-
velopment of British, and I mean Brit-
ish in its widest sense, facilities for
post-graduate study, along general and
special lines. There have been in the
past, too many pilgrimages to Vienna
and Berlin as the “Meccas” of the med-
ical men. Too much prominence has
been given the German language and
{literature in our studies. “Distant hills
iare always green” and the summer ex-
odus to the clinics of the Huns has be-
come popular and fashionable. All this
must be changed, London, Edinburgh,
Dublin, to say nothing of the larger
cities of the empire, possess a wealth of
clinical material, which properly used
could satisfy the most exacting, and as
the trade relations and general econ-
omic conditions will ultimately be ar-
'ranged— for imperial benefits, so, in mat-
ters of medical education, we should
raise up among ourselves, a standard,
! than, which there can be nothing higher.
lWe may forgive but this generation can
|

never forget. .

And now a Tew words about our so-
iciety. It was founded in 1881, with the
{douhle purpose ‘of creating an electorate
for five membexk 'of the council of phy-
sicians and-surgeons of New Brunswick,
| then first established by law, and also to
iprovide the means by which members
lof the profession in the province might
meet together as a scientific body and
'discuss questions of mutual. interest.
| Previous to the passage of the Medical
I Act, there wag no protection for the
| public against’ the quack and the im-
| poster, but by that enactment the sub-
jects of matrieulation, professional edu-
cation, examinations and registration
were placed.in the hands of the council,
together with other important duties,

' There. is, I . regret to say, in some
| quarters {an entire misunderstandiig as

./to the purposes of the Medical Act. It

'is claimed that it constitutes us a close
co-operation and that the examinations
are used to discourage aspirants, and so

lessen competition.! Nothing could be
farther from the truth. The aim and
object of this important piece of legis-
lation is to guarantee that each one who
undertakes the responsible duties of a
healer of the sick, brings to their dis-
charge a reasonable amount of skill and
knowledge. I think an examination of
the records will show that few candi-
dates are rejected, in my opinion far
too few, and they have shown them-
selves to be insufficiently trained for the
practice of their profession.

It is the duty of the medical council,
as well, to submit an annual report to
the medical society, and once in every
three years an election is held.

I mention ‘these facts to remind you
of our medico—political importance, if
I'may use such a term.

On looking over the programme plag-
ed in your hands today, you will ob-
serve that the contributors of papers are,
without exception, registered practi-
tioners in New Brunswick. - This should
be, in my opinion, the normal condition.
Doubtless exceptions to the rule may
often be made with .advantage, but I
am thoroughly. convinced that in this
matter thli society should be self-sup-
porting. It is a great pleasure to meet
at our gatherings, members of our pro-
fession, from other places, but that we
should sit in the gallery while they oc-
cupy the stage is scarcely fair to our-
selves, and we can have no cause for
complaint if we are taken by the public
at our own valuation. v

The Maritime Medical Society, after
a somewhat brief life, has gone out of
existence, I think wisely. The Cana-
dian Association meets .so often in dis-
tant places, that a regular attendance by
many New Brunswickers cannot be ex-
pected. Tt therefore remains for us to
make this society a credit to ourselves
and the province. A live society is no
mean educational factor and is a stimu-
lus as well. .

We have no medical school here, nor
can we expect to have one. The larger
centres of population, where clinical
material is abundant, can alone enjoy
that great privilege. It becomes then,
even more important for ‘us to take ad-
vantage of all the educational .facilities
within our reach. And that brings me
to the next and last subject on which I
shall touch—-the subject of hospitals.

The outstanding feature of the med-|

ical practice of today, is the increased
importance of hospitals. The wide
scope of medicine has made it impos-
sible for one individual to attain excel-
lence over the whole field, and while the
general practitioner does still remain the

mainstay of the sick, more and more

the principle of the division of labor is
being introduced. That this is bene-
ficial no one can deny and for its de-
velopment and useful employment a
properly equipped hospital is essential. |
do not advocate a narrow specialism,
but at least medicine and surgery may
be properly separated, and pathology
and radiography are sciences by them-
selves, not to be undertaken successful-
ly by practitioners of medicine.

In order that general practice may
reach the highest level, the services of
experts inl these lines should be avail-
able. It is not many years ago that the
St. John General Public Hospital was
the only institution of its kind in the
province. It was open for patients in
1865. Its birth was difficult, and in-
deed it was forced upon an unwilling
community, by a few far-sighted gentle-
men, in spite of protest from the com-
mon council and the press. Under such
circumstances it could scarcely expect
to be popular, and it was not. The
tax-payer complained of the increased
rates, while in the eyes of those, for
whom chiefly it was erected it ranked
with, or a little below 'the other par-
ochial institutions, the poor house, the
jail and the morgue. Even the pro-
fession failed, in some cases, to realize
that a great step forward in the medical
community had been taken, and were
far from anxious to fill positions upon
its staff. This state of affairs, after
fifty years, has to some extent, but to
some extent only, been overcome. In
other cities we find a pride taken in
the hospitals, every facility in the shape
of buildings and equipment is provided
regardless of cost, while in St. John we
are handicapped in every way. It is
true that our end results compare favor-
ably with those of our more fortunately
situated colleagues; but unfair that we
should be compelled to make bricks
without straw. Even the efforts of the
commissioners to provide the beginnings
of a proper building were successfully
opposed by some gentlemen in authoritv,
althougn it 1s well known that the hos-

pital 1s over-crowded far beyond its
capacity. Sk

I write these words in the hope that
we, may be able to so arouse public
opinion in this matter, not only in St.
John but in the other places where hos-
pitals are established and need further
support, that we may be provided with
the means of doing better work.

For more than a quarter of a cen-
tury, I have actively practiced in this
institution and I may on that account,
 if for no other, be given credit,K for
knowledge whereof I speak. For many
years I have been a “voice crying in the
wilderness” for hospital improvement
and reform, and if in the end the peo-
ple, who are the ones -most interested,
awake from their lethargy in hospital
affairs I shall not have spoken and writ-
ten in vain. A well equipped hospital
means. an active, progressive staff and
the standard set there elevates the stan-
dard of the profession at large.

Who are the gainers by this? The
public. A man may sleep more secure-

ly in his bed at night knowing that if
he or a member of his family should be
seized with a sudden and dangerous ail-
ment, the medical or surgical treatment
at home is the best that can be procur-
ed. Surely the people of St. John will
be satisfled with nothing less. The in-
creased tax constitutes a life insurance
premium, and a cheap one at that. We
spend the public monies freely to en-
courage trade and the accumulation of
wealth, why not spend a little to safe-
guard better than they are now safe-
gnarded, the health and lives of the
people, which are the greatest assets of
a nation. 1 believe the building and
equipping of a modern hospital will de
much to accomplish this. While the
strengthening of armies and military ef-
ficiency are at present the largest ques<
tion, let us not forget the lines so often
uoted and so familiar to all of you:

Hundreds of graves of men who had
never seen a soldier in their lives or
handled any weapon save a sealing gub,
men from Harbor Grace, Carbonear,
Twillingate, and Bona Vista, kad been
dug in that desolate iand which stretches
from Sagha Dere to the Aecgean Sea. Of
the rude inscriptions made by comrades,
over these graves onc struck me as pro-
fountly touching by reason of its very
nomenclature. It ran thus:—

JAMES WHITE
HEART'S CONTENT

Heart's Content is the name of a vil-
lage on the Newfoundland coast, and
White was the name of the dead soldier,
but both might serve in a wider and
poetic sense as an epitaph for all. I
was told that on the day they arrived at
the western front from Kgypt, and en-
tered our trenches here, they were told
that the Germans had been asking for
them. A plackard had heen displayed
from un opposing parapet: *When are
the white Indians coming?’ and so they
knew that to their various nicknames,
such as “codfish, * “Caribon,” “New-
foundland dogs,” and ‘‘Fog-horus,” by
which they are affectionately known
among their British fellow-soldiers, was
added by the Boche that of “White In-
dian.” Not very fond is the Boche of
the dusty Indian of the East and in his
ignorance he probably supposed New-
foundland still inhabited by the aborig-
inal Beothuks or the KEskimos. It is
perhaps due to the alertness of somae spy
or a captured ietter that he should have
known the Newfoundlanders were comn-
ing at all.

Since they have come they have given
« splendid account of themselves. ‘They
have taken part in several successful
raids, but the enemy has as yvet shown
no disposition to “strafe” them as heav-
ily as their next-door continental neigh-
bors, the Canadians. Perhaps he stands
in wholesome fear of the hypothetical

No soldier leading a for-
lorn hope is entitled to more credit for
sustained daring than the doctors who
have repeatedly left homes and dear ones
to meet the deathly pestilence in the
plague stricken cities of our land.

The
only sounds which greeted them were
the cries of the sick and the groans of
the dying. Fame had for them no prom-
ise, their only reward being the con-
sciousness of having done their duty
npbly. 3

Gentlemen, we of St. John bid you hail
