knockout over Mike McTigue, former 
light-heavyweight champion, in the 
fourth round of a 12-round match at 
Madison Square Garden tonight.

RUSHED TO ROPES
McTigue rose to one knee, took a 

count of eight and gained his feet. De­
laney rushed him to the ropes and with 
both fists flying, punched him t'lmost 
Into unconsciousness. McTigue 
unable to lift his hands to protect him­
self. Referee Haley jumped in to stop 
Delaney’s next rush and stopped the 
fight.

This is the first time in more than 
15 years of fighting that McTigue has 
been defeated by the knockout route" 
and only three decision fights have gone 
against him. Many times, however, in 
no-decision contests, he has lost the 
newspaper verdict. The end came with 
drastic suddenness. The first three 
rounds were comparatively tame. De­
laney forcing a slow issue and McTigue 
fighting with his usual cautiousness.
