They perpetrate 
a robbery only when an opportunity 
for a large haul is reported by their 
scoiits, who are not known as crooks 
and may pass as patrons of the hotel. 
Or the information may come from 
scouts abroad. Such thieves never en­
danger their freedom by attempting 
violence.

The two best pearls in the larger- 
or $450,000 necklace which was stolen 
from Mrs. Donahue reached 'this city 
only Monday from Paris, where they 
were bought last summer for $40,000. 
The prompt appearance of a thief in 
the Plaza apartment of Mr. and Mrs. 
Donahue immediately thereafter is re­
garded as significant.

Further indication that the robbery 
was not the impulse of a chance sneak 
thief is furnished by the selection of 
the $450,000 necklace and other more 
valuable pieces and the complete neg­
lect of remarkably deceptive strings of ! 
pearls (which had deceived experts) 
and several crystal ornaments which 
any but an experienced appraiser of 
gems would have believed to be worth 
many thousands of dollars. The police 
believe that the thief “knew what lie 

I wanted,” looked for it and f mnd it and 
wasted no time making a search for 
chance extra booty.

BRANCHES ORGANIZED

The first branch organized was 
Moncton, the first meeting being held 
in November of 191*. Then followed 
Sackville, Newcastle and Chatham. In 
January, 1915, the following branches 

established:—Frederiçton, St.
Stephen, Woodstock, McAdam, Flor- 
enceville, Campbellton, Perth and An­
dover. In the spring of 1915 the Bath­
urst branch was organized ; also Har­
court and Rogersville. During the last 
three or four years, St. Quentin, Hart- 
land,

organized. On account of after-the-war 
conditions, five or six of the branches 
named have not been able to keep up 
their active work, but there is not a 
small village in the province where the 
Association does not have members.

COLLECTIONS
During the eleven years we have been 

organized, we have been able to collect 
$20,096.37 in old and outlawed accounts 
for our members. We have also been 
able to locate many debtors who ac­
cidentally or otherwise got lost from 
their creditors, and we have been able 
to give many reports on customers. In 
the cities of Moncton, Fredericton and 
Saint John we have established credit 
rating bureaus which have proved in­
valuable to those who use the service, 
but we are afraid the merchants are 
not using to the fullest extent the ser­
vice we have for their benefit. The as­
sociation is invaluable to the merchants 
of the province in many indirect ways, 
but it is a case similar to buying a 
watch and not winding it up, if they 
don’t call on us for the service which 
is open for our members only.

INSURANCE BRANCH
The fire insurance which we have 

established in connection with our work 
in every province in the Dominion has 
proven invaluable to those who use it. 
We pay back a dividend of at least 
25 per cent, of the premium paid on 
policies. During the present year, divi­
dends amounting to the following have 
been paid to some of our members :— 
$61.78, $115.60, 87.50, $6.08, $91.50, $65.63 
and $118.13. Our insurance manager is 
A. H- Mitton, who was our valued 
organizer employed from the spring of 
1918 till 1922. He was the only or­
ganizer employed under the present 
secretary, with the exception of an ex­
tra man employed for a few months, 
A. Burley. In 1922, on account of the 
depression, our executive felt that the 
provincial secretary should do the or­
ganization work, and Mr. Mitton soon 
after was appointed our insurance 
manager. He has done valuable work 
in this way for our organization.

The business of the world is based 

on the' extension of credit. In fact, 
business could not be conducted with­
out credit. The right to credit, how­
ever, depends upon three things, viz. : 
Character, capital and capability, of 
which the last mentioned element is 
probably the most important, for char­
acter alone Is no assurance against 
honest inability to meet maturing obli- 
zatlons and loose methods in conduct- 
jug business.

Capability plus honesty of the indi­
vidual or firm then is often a sufficient 
guarantee of the prompt payment of 
accounts and is -a strong element in 
the extension of credit. On the other 
hand strict observance of the terms of 
a financial transaction and the repu­
tation for the pronjpt discharge of obli­
gations on the day they are due is an 
important factor in financial transact 
tions. This observance of the terms is 
mot independent of the price, but a 
vital element of the price and forms 
part of the contract between seller and 
buyer.

The importance of keeping one’s 
obligations on the time agreed upon 
is apparent when it is remembered 
that each transaction on credit does 
not represent a single transaction but 
a chain of transaction, for when the 
dealer buys on credit from the manu­
facturer, he in turn buys his raw ma­
terial and equipment on a credit basis 
from many sources, who must meet 
the obligations at various dates.

An 
audience, however faithful and credu­
lous, loses its capacity for astonish­
ment when everything is described as 
being astounding. The time arrives 
when the only way to create genuine 
surprise is to discard adjectives alto­
gether. By a similar process, famil­
iarity brings into contempt all sorts 
of colorable mis-statements of fact 
which are assumed to be good selling 
points by the people employing them. 
The hotel contract that failed and left 
huge stocks of goods in the hands of 
the contractors, the good bishop who 
died In a foreign land and whose effects 
have to be realized, the countless people 
going abroad and who have to sell 
off before departing, all these and 
many others are accepted by the pub­
lic as recognized sources of supply 
and arouse little Interest. After all, 
a bishop’s goods are not Increased in 
value by episcopal ownership, and 
goods made for a big hotel are not 
necessarily more desirable. In the 
end the plain advertiser, whose goods 
are offered unaccompanied by a ro­
mantic history or a tragic past, wins 
In the end by securing the confidence 
of his customers, and building up a 
goodwill that is not, dependent upon 
a constant succession of “stupendous”, 
offers.

Good will Is one of the most valu­
able assets In business. It represents 
the sum total of what customers think 
of a house and Its products.

authors of advertisements or circu­
lars in which exaggerated language 
was employed. It would become dan­
gerous to talk of “astounding bar­
gains” or “exceptional value,” and such 
expressions as “below cost” or “usual 
price ?5,” could not be used safely un­
less the tiader was prepared with legal 
evidence to substantiate their absolute 
accuracy.

The kind of thing at which the 
Norwegian law appears to aim is not 
unknown in Canada, but we doubt 
the propriety of making it a criminal 
offence. There are some transgres­
sions against the unwritten commer­
cial code that are better dealt with by 
moral suasion than by prosecution. 
The advertiser who habitually employs 
exaggerated terms will at last defeat 
his own end. The public cannot be 
persuaded that any trader sells goods 
below cost price always. Nor do 
lucky chances of exceptionally advan­
tageous purchases invariably fall to the 
lot of particular people. These things 
being repeated lose their overemphasis

Fraud, false pretences and misrep­
resentation are offences dealt with by 

: the criminal law. There are, however, 
■ practices denounced by all lovers of a 

straight deal which the law does not 
touch and which can be followed with­
out fear of prosecution. In this coun­
try unfair trading usually spells loss 
instead of profit, though the law, in 
the opinion of many people, allows un­
due latitude for the unscrupulous. It 
is interesting to note that the Nor­
wegian Government has recently passed 
an act to combat unfair trading. It 
deals with misrepresentation of the
