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LOCATION OF CAVES NEAR VALENCIA WRECK. At an exceptionally lengthy meeting 
of the council of the board of trade this 
morning matters of unusual import­
ance were considered. President J. A. 
Mara occupied the chair. Messrs. G. 
F. Todd and D. R. Ker, members, fav­
ored their colleagues with a great deal 
of the information they had acquired 
in their investigation of the water 
question resulting in the report pre­
sented to the mayor and corporation 
last Monday. After much discussion 
it was decided that the recommenda­
tions of the citizens' committee should 
be laid on the table for consideration 
at the next monthly general meeting 
and that the thanks of the council be 
tendered Messrs. Ker and Todd for 
tehir exertions. It was further re­
solved that a committee be appointed 
to draft a report upon the water ques­
tion for presentation at the monthly 
meeting which will be held at 3 
o’clock in the afternoon of next Thurs­
day. The president then named as the 
committee Messrs. F. A. Pauline, S. J. 
Pitts, H. B. Thomson, H. G. Wilson 
and C. H. Lugrin.

It was reported by the president that 
he had telegraphed to Prof. Prince ask­
ing him to wire instructions cancelling 
the close season for fish traps, and that 
that official had promtply complied. 
The action was approved.

A telegram from Hon. Wm. Temple- 
man, minister of inland revenue, and 
a letter from Hon. R. F. Green, chief 
commissioner of the provincial lands 
and works department, were read. 
They dealt with the suggested removal 
of the lepers from Darcy Island. They 
were laid on the table.

The unsatisfactory arrangements for 
handling freight at the E. & N. rail­
way station and some other transporta­
tion matters were referred to a special 
committee consisting of Messrs. H. G. 
Wilson, D. R. Ker, J. J. Shallcross, H. 
B. Thomson and E. G. Prior. They 
were Instructed to prepare a report for 
presentation to Sir Thomas Shaugh- 
nessy, president of the C. P. R., upon 
the occasion of his projected trip west.

The question of the removal of the 
Songhees Indians from their present 
position arose upon the reading of a 
letter from City Clerk Dowler stating 
that the corporation is endeavoring to 
effect a settlement of the matter as 
speedily as possible and that progress 
is being made to that end. Members 
present were unanimously of the opin­
ion that the removal of these Indians 
was imperative, vitally affecting the 
commercial welfare- of the city. In­
structions were given the secretary to 
arrange with the Hon. Mr. Templeman 
for a meeting with the council on Tues­
day morning, when a basis of settle­
ment may be discussed.

C. H. Lugrin, who was appointed at 
a previous meeting to draft a resolu­
tion to be forwarded to the Imperial 
Board of Trade asking for the appoint­
ment of a Victoria trade correspondent, 
presented the following, which was 
adopted and forwarded to the proper 
authorities:

Whereas the Board of Trade of the 
United Kingdom has decided to appoint 
correspondents at various points in Can­
ada;

And whereas British Columbia is the 
western portion of Canada, and therefore 
must occupy a very important place in 
the development both of inter-imperial 
and Oriental commerce:

And whereas the city of Victoria is 
the oldest established commercial centre 
west of Ontario, and has always been, 
and is now, an important distributing 
point for a very large area, including all 
of British Columbia, the Yukon Terri­
tory and points east of the Rocky Moun­
tains, whereby its merchants are brought 
closely in touch with the trade require­
ments of a rapidly growing population;

And whereas the city of Victoria im­
ports goods from the United Kingdom 
to a greater value than any other British 
Columbia city;

And whereas the city of Victoria is the 
first and last port of call, not only of all 
steamships engaged in ocean-borne com­
merce plying to and from points on the 
western coast of Canada, but also of very 
many of the steamships plying between 
the cities of Seattle and Tacoma, in the 
state of Washington, and ports beyond 
seas;

And whereas the city of Victoria is 
the capital of the province, and will, when 
the railway enterprises now in course of 
construction are completed, be greatly 
enhanced in its importance as a com­
mercial centre;

And whereas the people of Victoria are 
consumers of British goods to a much 
greater extent per capita than the people 
of any other part of Canada;

Be it resolved, that, in the opinion of 
this board, it would be to the advantage 
of trade between the United Kingdom 
and Canada to have a correspondent of 
the Board of Trade appointed at this city;

Further resolved, that this board re­
spectfully requests the Board of Trade 
of the United Kingdom to appoint a cor­
respondent resident in Victoria;

Further resolved, that a copy of these 
resolutions be sent to Lord Strathcona, 
Canadian High Commissioner, with the 
request that he will use his influence to­
wards furthering the object of these 
resolutions.

Many lines or local products em­
phasize the climate of the city. It is 
safe to say that Victoria flowers land­
ed in Winnipeg at the Christmas sea­
son were no unimportant factor in in­
ducing the great influx of homeseekers 
from the prairie that has been appar­
ent during the present year. When the 
products of Victoria gardens under 
glass reach the frozen north they are 
a most convincing advertisement of the 
salubrity of the city’s climate. The re­
cent announcement of the institution 
of an immense bulb form aroused con­
siderable interest, not only locally, but 
all over the American continent. Vic­
toria foodstuffs, sauces, spices, bis­
cuits, chemical products and many 
other things, tell people what the city 
is. The desire to increase them is a 
criterion of what the city will be.

Vancouver Island iron will soon b«
piled up five or six feet high, the outer 
edge being cut off by the sea as clean 
as though it had been done by a knife.

Since reports have been published re­
ferring to the finding of large caves on 
the coast in which not only wreckage 
but human skeletons have drifted from 
the lost Valencia the greatest interest 
has been taken in the discovery. Peo­
ple from Vancouver, Bellingham and 
elsewhere have been seeking the office 
of the department of marine and fish­
eries in search of further information, 
the inquirists being mostly those who 
lost friends or relatives in the wreck.

A channel un­
der the English channel has for years 
been the dream of the Old Country, to 
bring it into direct communication 
with continental Europe. It is i reli­
able that many years before this be­
came an accomplished fact Seymour 
Narrows will be bridged and the com­
merce of the whole Dominion open in 
irainload lots for disposal by Victoria

Moore, the well known capitalist ol 
Seattle, acquired the plant of the de­
funct Pacific Steel Company at Iron- 
dale. The smelter at that place has 
been in existence since 1870 and work­
ed intermittently on both British Co­
lumbia and Washington ores.

Built originally for wofking bog iror 
discoveries near Irondale, it was found 
that this class of ore was useless alone 
for making pig and recourse was had 
to magnetite from Texada Island. Th« 
latter was mixed with bog iron from 
Hamilton, Skagit county, in the 
portion of 03 to 7, and a very satisfac­
tory merchantable iron produced. S« 
much so, that the United States battle­
ship Oregon was constructed as to 9! 
per cent, of its ironwork from British 
Columbia ore.

As was stated previously in the 
Times, James A. Moore has boughf 
practically all the known deposits oi 
iron on the west coast of Vancouvei 
Island from Port Renfrew to Quatsinc 
Sound. While it is unsatisfactory to 
learn that this ore will not be smelted 
on the Island but in the state of Wash, 
ington, the mining of the ore will mean 
largely increased activity in district! 
near Victoria.

The Irondale plant is a small one and 
up to the present, has never paid run­
ning expenses. There is only a small 
Charcoal blast furnace erected there, 

*but it has been found that charcoai 
produced from spruce or fir cannot b« 
used as economically or with as good 
results as that made from hard wood 
in the east. It will therefore be neces­
sary to use coke as fuel. Experiments 
were tried in this direction with coke 
from Carbondale, Wash., but about the 
time these were declared satisfactory 
Homer H. Swaney, of McKeesport, Pa., 
the prime mover in the Pacific Steei 
Company, lost his life in the Clallam 
disaster. The chief thing that mill- 
gates against a smelter on Vancouvei 
Island is the tariff of $4 per ton im­
posed by the United States on pig iron 
imported^ from foreign countries. While 
this remains Mr. Moore will be com­
pelled to import his ore in the rough, 
as this is subject to only 40 cents pel 
ton duty, and with transportation 
charges will not be such a heavy han­
dicap as would be the impost duty on 
pig from a Vancouver Island smelter.

The new purchaser stated yesterday 
he would at once spend $100,000 in im­
proving and extending the smelter. As 
stated by the provincial mineralogist in 
his report on the iron ores of the coast 
of British Columbia (1902): “In the 
neighboring state of Washington the 
general conditions in regard to fuel, 
fluxes, labor and geographical position 
are very similar to those of British Co­
lumbia, excepting that the B. C. coal 
is undoubtedly higher grade and pos­
sesses better coking qualities...................

"There is a large and growing mar­
ket for the products of the iron ores of 
the Pacific coast, a market in which 
the coast producer would have an ad­
vantage over the producer of the East 
to the extent of the lower rate of 
freight, which is, however, to a cer­
tain extent offset by higher Western 
labor cost, and the less advantageous 
smelting mixture of ores at present ob­
tainable. As to the best location for 
an iron plant to treat these ores, the 
market of the Pacific slope is divided 
ino that of the United States and of 
Canada, the former of which is much 
the greater, being protected by a tariff 
of $4 per ton on pig iron smelted in 
Canada.

“This larger market at present offers 
an inducement for the establishment 
of a furnace south of the international 
boundary line, but it is hadicapped by 
an import duty of 40 cents per ton on 
all ores imported (at least 75 per cent, 
of the total supply) and an inferior 
quality of local coke as fuel. On the 
other hand, if iron works were erected 
in British Columbia, they would have 
the advantage of better and cheaper 
fuel and the product would earn the 
bounty offered by the Canadian gov­
ernment.”

It should, however, be mentioned that 
the bounty expires on 30th June, 1907. 
But it must not be forgotten that all 
the 25.000 tons of iron smelted on the 
Pacific coast came from this province.

The 
trains came together in a cut jtist be­
yond a curve. As telegraphic dis­
patches have since related 
was killed, he being the brother-in-law 
of the engineer of the westbound train 
and four others of the crew 
seriously injured. Of the latter, an 
engineer and fireman have since died. 
They had been taken to the Medicine 
Hat hospital, the fireman suffering 
great pain from a broken back. The 
engines of the two freights were very 
badly smashed and were telescoped in 
such a manner as to give a first im­
pression that there was but one engine. 
The operator at Dunmore who it is 
stated was responsible for the accident 
immediately disappeared after the 
cident and has not been heard of since.

"There is no question that, as far as 
the government is concerned, we be­
lieve that by the death of John Bowron 
one of the best officials ever in the 
public service was removed. Without 
any question his zeal in carrying out 
his duties and his strict integrity made 
him a model of what a civil servant 
should be."

In these words Hon. R. F. Green this 
morning paid a fitting tribute to the 
memory of John Bowron, who passed 
away at the family residence, 40 Fern- 
wood road, last night. After exactly 
forty years in the public service, ill 
health caused him to resign on April 
30th last. He lived only a few months 
to enjoy the pension the provincial leg­
islature unanimously accorded him.

The whole of his long period of pub­
lic service was spent in Cariboo. His 
first appointment was dated 1st May, 
1866, but shortly after the province en­
tered the Confederation a change in 
districts made another appointment ne­
cessary. Mr. Bowron 
gold commissioner, 
commissioner of lands and works, and 
stipendiary magistrate for Cariboo on 
January 1st, 1873, which offices he held 
until the time of his resignation.

In early days John 
known as the “King of Cariboo.” When 
Barkerville was one of the liveliest 
mining camps in the west and Williams 
and Lightning creeks poured forth 
their millions of gold dust into the 
hands of hundreds of miners he 
the only representative of law and 
der in the town. But it was as a friend, 
not as an official, he secured an order­
ly community; even the most reckless 
elements obeyed his every request. 
With the decadence of mining with the 
shovel and rocker, for many years Mr. 
Bowron’s office was somewhat 
sinecure, but the advent of hydraulic 
mining again brought Cariboo into 
prominence and the gold commission­
er’s duties became of an arduous na­
ture. He preserved, between the work­
ing miners and the capitalists, a strict 
impartiality and handled the 
disputes over water rights and other 
matters that came before him in such 
a manner as to render reference to 
headquarters in Victoria very seldom 
necessary.

John Bowron was a native of Hunt­
ington, Quebec, and came to British 
Columbia about 1863. At the time of 
his death he was 69 years of age, and 
leaves, besides a widow, two sons and 
three daughters, to mourn his loss.

HONOR SIR WM. BROADBENT

Eminent Authority Praises Canadian 
Treatment of Consumptives— 

Believes In Fresh Air.

NEW TRIAL DENIED.
Almost the ideal of pictured John Bull 

in personal appearance, Sir Wm. Henry 
Broadbent, Bart., K. C. V. O., physician 
in ordinary to the King and Prince of 
Wales, although over 71 years of age, pre­
serves the complexion, the carriage, the 
enthusiasm of a man of forty. On his 
present visit to Victoria he is accom­
panied by Lady Broadbent and Miss 
Broadbent. The party will remain in the 
city until Wednesday, returning to Lon­
don via the Yellowstone park.

Sir William is an advocate of the sim­
ple life. “There were fifty-seven things 
on the bill of fare,” he said this morn­
ing, “and all I wanted was some toast 
and a couple of eggs.” But that was by 
way of introduction to a most interesting 
talk that covered many subjects, yet al­
ways recurred to the white plague—con­
sumption. Vice-president of the King’s 
sanitarium fund and leader in the move­
ment that has caused the international 
campaign against phthisis. Sir William is 
deeply interested in this subject. And it 
was a most pleasing statement for all 
Canada to know, coming from so emin­
ent an authority, that within the con­
fines of the Dominion, in Toronto, is 
found what he considers the most effec­
tive advance against the power of the 
dread disease.

“After the meeting of the British Medi­
cal Association," he said, “I visited a 
hospital for advanced cases of tubercu­
losis in Toronto, and thére saw what I 
consider the greatest advance so far made 
to eliminate it. There is an old building, 
surrounded by several old railroad 
coaches, where those who are incurable 
are taken. Full advantage is taken of 
fresh air. Three women passed last win­
ter sleeping, in the open air on the ver­
anda, with a temperature sometimes 
reaching forty degrees below zero, and 
they were greatly benefited by the treat­
ment.

“And this brings up the real question 
of the campaign against consumption. 
There are two things to be considered- 
prevention and cure. While some may not 
consider the latter a duty of the state, 
the former is most emphatically. It is 
in the direction of prevention that the 
health authorities can do the most effi­
cient work. This can be accomplished in 
the first place by isolation of advanced 
cases and education of those who remain 
at home and their families. In England 
they have made the greatest advances in 
the world, particularly so in Manchester. 
Driving around Vancouver yesterday I 
noticed a big red placard stating there 
was scarlet fever in a certain house. Now 
consumption is equally contagious, and 
public notice should be given of every 
case. In Manchester this is done better 
than anywhere else. It is not compul­
sory, but voluntary, and yet the steps 
taken have had yi very marked effect. 
Directly a case of phthisis is known to 
exist, health officers visit the house with 
disinfectants and remove all chance of 
contagion. This is done periodically. Not 
only this, but a lady inspector also goes 
to the house and instructs the occupants 
as to the proper steps to be taken to pre­
vent the spread of tubercular baccilli. 
Most remarkable have been the effects. 
With an object lesson, such as the use of 
disinfectants, before them, the people 
soon realize that consumption is as con­
tagious as typhoid. Learning this, they 
all take what steps possible to prevent 
infection and assist the authorities to a 
very great extent.

“What about consumption in Canada?” 
asked the reporter.

“While you have so much artificial 
heat, making your hotels and houses 
breeding grounds for the bacillus of 
tuberculosis, you can never get rid of it,” 
replied Sir William. “In Canada more 
should be learned of the advantages of 
fresh air and ventilation. Spending a 
large portion of the life in an over-heated 
atmosphere lowers the vitality and ren­
ders the body less capable of withstand­
ing the germs. In England, where we 
live more in the open air, there is not 
nearly as much consumption among the 
upper classes as here, and I believe the 
reason is as I have just seated.”

“The relation between alcohol and con­
sumption was mentioned by” Professor 
Woodhead at a meeting last Tuesday,” 
mentioned the interviewer.

J. A. Moore, of Seattle, one of the men 
who is giving Seattle its place as a great 
commercial and industrial centre, was in 
Victoria yesterday. He came over, ac­
companied by his wife and child, on the 
Indianapolis, returning again by the same 
steamer yesterday afternoon. Mr. Moore 
is a Canadian, and no man in Seattle has 
greater enterprises under way than has 
Mr. Moore. The trip was one of pleasure, 
and during their stay in the city they 
were guests at the Driard.

He has very valuable investments on 
Vancouver Island, both mineral and tim­
ber. The recent acquisition by him of 
the Iron smelter at Irondale, which, when 
it was in operation, drew a considerable 
portion of its supply from the iron de­
posits at Sari ta, on the West Coast, and 
Texada, on the east coast of this Island, 
led a Times reporter to seek from Mr. 
Moore information relative to his plans.

“The works will be enlarged,” said Mr. 
Moore, “and will draw more largely from 
the Vancouver Island mines than in the 
past.”

Asked what he intended to do with re­
spect to the bog iron properties acquired 
by him In the vicinity of Quatsino Sound, 
Mr. Moore said that the intention was tef 
develop these also.

“The purchase of the Irondale smelter 
will not interfere with the plans for steel 
works at Seattle,” said Mr.
“There has been no change in the 
rangements for that undertaking. The 
Irondale smelter will be more in the form 
of an auxiliary to it.”

Mr. Moore was asked if he had in view 
the erection of any iron works on Van­
couver Island at present.

To this he replied that he had not at 
the present time any intention of carrying 
out such a work.

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ANOTHER MASSACRE
OF JEWS IN RUSSIA

Indiscriminate Slaughter by Soldiers and Mob 
-Hundreds of Persons Reported Killed 

and Wounded.
Siedlce, Russia, Sept. 9.—A massacre 

by police and soldiers began here at 8 
o’clock on Saturday night.

Immediately afterwards the troops 
attacked the Jews.

All to-day the troops have attacked 
civilians, Christians or Jews, robbing 
and murdering them without discrim­
ination.

Hundreds of persons were killed or 
wounded, and three streets devastated.

Troops have surrounded the city and 
refused admission to It.

Jews Panicstrlcken.
Warsaw, Sept. 9.—In consequence of 

the massacre of Jews in Siedlce the 
Jews here are panicstrlcken. Alarm­
ing reports are being circulated 
throughout the city.

Slaughter and Pillage.
St. Petersburg, Sept. 10.—The pre­

dictions made in a dispatch of August 
23rd of a Jewish massacre at Siedlce, 
Russian Poland, unhappily have been 
justified by the fighting which broke 
out Saturday night and developed yes­
terday into a carnival of indiscriminate 
slaughter and pillage in which the sol­
diers and mob took part.

Unfortunate Jews were
Shot and Bayonetted 

in the streets of the town. Houses and 
Shops were broken into and sacked. 
Valuables were carried off and offered 
for sale by soldiers to passengers on 
passing trains.

In addition to the Jews, a number of 
Christians and even some officers met 
their death in the fighting.

The number of victims has not yet 
been ascertained, but a conservative 
estimate places it at 140.

The Jewish fugitives who thronged 
the railroad station at Siedlce are in a 
state of nanic.

Reports received here from Warsaw 
and other towns In the vicinity of 
Siedlce place the number of victims at 
several hundred.

Fire Adds to Horrors.
Siedlce, Russia, Sept. 10.—Six build­

ings In the big bazaar of the city are 
now in flames, adding another terror 
to the killing and plundering which 
has been going on here for the last 36 
hours.

Frequent shots and occasional vol­
leys are still heard in different parts 
of town, but because of the gênerai 
panic it is difficult to learn accurately 
just what is transpiring.

As far as It is possible to learn there 
have been up to the present time about 
sixty persons killed and 200 wounded.

Hundreds of Jews are assembled to­
day at the railroad station awaiting 
means of getting away, but the

Town Is Surrounded by Troops 
who do not permit exit or entrance.

Field guns are posted on the prin­
cipal streets.

There seems to be no doubt that the 
terrorists are responsible for provoking 
the massacre by their fusilades from 
roofs and windows on Saturday against 
soldiers and policemen who were pat­
rolling the streets.

Troops surrounded the houses from 
which this firing came and poured vol­
leys through the windows and doors.

This was followed by a search of the 
premises, which soon developed into

At 
home the problem must be worked out.

"The conclusion points out and em­
phasizes a national duty so eminent 
and so imperative that it should take 
precedence of all else. It is the foe 
that has overthrown civilizations as 
prosperous and far more strongly for­
tified than our own.

“Nothing can stop the onward march 
of nature's laws or close the iron jaws 
of her necessities when they open to 
crush their victims. Either we shall 
understand our situation and make 
such provision as her benignancy af­
fords to meet it, or we shall meet con­
ditions of overcrowding and artificial 
standards and food and employment 
Inadequate to the national needs and so 
be in danger of destroying the stately 
temple once reared with the highest 
hopes that ever animated humanity.

“Which is to be? If we are to walk 
safely in the way of wisdom, there is 
much to be done. It is time to begin. 
There must be, first a return to 
Conservative and Economic Methods,
a readjustment of national ideas such 
as to place agriculture and its claims 
to the best intelligence and the highest 
skill that the country affords in the 
very forefront. There must be a na­
tional revolt against the worship of 
manufacture and trade as only forms 
of progressive activity and the false 
notion that wealth built upon these at 
the sacrifice of the fundamental form 
of wealth production can endure.

“A clear recognition on the part of 
the whole people, from the highest 
down to the lowest, that the tillage of 
soil is the natural and most desirable 
occupation of man, to which every 
other is subsidiary and to which all 
else must yield is the first requisite. 
Then there will be a check administer­
ed to the city movement that lowered 
the percentage of agricultural labor 
to the whole body of persons engaged 
in gainful occupation in the United 
States from 44.3 in 1880 to 37.7 in 1890 
and to 35.7 in 1900.

WILL CONTINUE STRUGGLE
Winnipeg, Sept. 6—Wheat receipts 

at Canadian Pacafic points took an­
other big jump upward yesterday, 
when 311,00 bushels were marketed by 
Manitoba and Saskatchewan farmers. 
It is apparent that one or two million 
bushels of wheat will be marketed this 
year during a period in which practi­
cally no wheat was marketed in the 
corresponding time last season. Up to 
to-day there has been marketed a to­
tal of 869,000 bushels of Wheat and 30,- 
000 bushels of other grains. One year 
ago yesterday there wçre marketed 
only 13,000. The sample is said to be 
very satisfactory, most of the grain 
delivered being No. 1 northern. About 
the usual quantity of grain is being 
shipped direct by the farmers, much 
the larger amount being delivered to 
the elevators.

INCENDIARY FIRES.
Andrew Carnegie Defends President 

Roosevelt’s Recent Order.New York, Sept. 7.—Mrs. Agnes Peter­
son, a young married woman who has 
been locked up in Jefferson Market court 
prison for 12 days as the result of a mis­
take, was released to-day.

Mrs. Peterson was summoned to court 
as the result of a dispute with a neigh­
bor. Magistrate Cornell, who was sit­
ting, dismissed the case, but the woman 
in her fright did not understand. A little 
later a number of papers were put before 
him by a clerk, one a commitment paper 
ordering Mrs. Peterson to the court 
prison. Though the magistrate had pre­
viously marked “discharged” on the com­
plaint paper, hè signed the commitment 
and the woman was led into prison. This 
occurred on August 27th. The mistake 
was not discovered until Wednesday, and 
the magistrate, the only one except a 
Supreme court judge who could remedy 
the mistake, was out of town. 
Peterson was too poor to engage a lawyer 
to have a Supreme court judge unwind 
the legal red tape which held her, so the 
court officials forwarded the paper to 
Magistrate Cornell, who was in Massa-^ 
chtisetts.

He says: “So far from being 
distinctively American, the President’s 
proposed changes In spelling are selected 
by the simplified spelling board from 
fully 3,000 words agreed upon and certain­
ly recommended in 1888 by the Philological 
Society of London and the American 
Philological Society after serious consid­
eration. The list will be found at the end 
of the last volume of the Century dic­
tionary, also the ten rules agreed upon in 
making the changes in this reform, there­
fore it comes from philologists of the 
whole race. Indeed Professor Skeat states 
in the Scotsman that the list was actual­
ly prepared’ in the Motherland. There 
needs only that one step be taken by your 
government to continue this race reform, 
namely, the appointment of such a com­
mittee as advised by our government to 
decide what words to select . from the 
larger list for ^immediate adoption. If 
such a commission were appointed I 
doubt not that it would endorse the 
selection made, for the President by the 
American board and the language would 
be one.

Manufacturers Protest.
Montreal, Sept. 8.—The finance com­

mittee of the city council to-day re­
ceived letters from the Hemming Mfg. 
Co. complaining of a tax of $5 per year 
levied upon them for an electric motor. 
The company say that they recently 
moved to Montreal from Toronto, but 
had they not invested largely in the 
plant etc. they would move back to 
Toronto or to Hamilton, for they find 
the cost of rent, power, light, labor and 
small purchases of materials greater 
here than there. They warn the coun­
cil that if they persevere in loading all 
kinds of taxation on manufacturers 
they will soon loose some of the city’s 
important industries. No action was 
taken on the letter. It is denied that 
the allegations of protest are correct.

Iuse.New York, Sept. 7.—According to the 
Tribune Colonel Charles M. A. Cuirer, 
delegate of the Cuban revolutionary 
junta in the city, declared yesterday 
that the reports from Havana that the 
insurgents were ready to negotiate for 
peace were erroneous and that the 
fight would go on.

"The chiefs of the insurrection,” he 
said, “have not authorized anybody to 
seek or make terms with the govern­
ment looking to the termination of the 
uprising.

Reclamation Law.
Initiated and inspired and paid for by 
a few western railway companies, it 
provides for a real addition to the 
sources of food suply and the oppor­
tunity for employment. But it Is only 
a light breeze blowing in the face of a 
cyclone.

“If every project contemplated as 
feasible were executed and if all were 
completed instantly by the rub of a 
magic lamp, some 60,000,000 acres would 
be added to the arable national do­
main. And if only 40 acres of this 
were assigned to each family, it would 
Supply the needs of the actual addition 
to population by natural increase and 
by immigration for less than three 
yearr.

“Certain it is that the time has 
come for setting our household in or­
der and creating a serious study of 
national activity and economy accord­
ing to a truer insight and a more ra­
tional mood.

“The first step is to realize our de­
pendence on the cultivation of the soil. 
The next thing is to concentrate popu­
lar interest and invention and hope 
upon that neglected occupation.

“We are still clinging to the skirts 
of a civilization born of great cities.

Agriculture in the most intelligent 
meaning of the term is something al­
most unknown in the United States. 
We have a

Light Scratching of the Soil 
and the gathering of all it can be made 
to yield by the most rapidly exhaustive 
methods. In farming we are satisfied 
with a small yield at the expense of 
the most rapid soil deterioration.

‘There are three essentials to any 
agriculture worthy of the name. The 
first is rotation of crops. The second, 
method of increasing yield and pre­
serving soil productivity—the most 
liberal use of fertilizing material, such 
as is possible where farms are of small 
size and cattle are kept—gives abund­
ant evidence of the extraordinary re­
sults that may be obtained. The third 
factor in improvement, better tillage, 
is most interesting of all, because it 
opens unmeasured possibilities. It can 
be shown that an average of two per­
sons or more may be supported on 
every acre of tillable land, by the high­
est form of intensive farming.

“Failing to understand the needs of 
the hour or to appreciate the moral to 
which they point, what fortune must 
await us? Within twenty years 125,- 
000,000 people and by the middle of the 
century over 400,000,000 must find room, 
food and employment within the Unit­
ed States. Where are they to live? 
What are they to do? By that time our 
mineral resources will have been so 
nearly exhausted that the .Industries 
related to them must fall Into a minor 
place. By that time it is apparent that 
our dream of conquest of world mar­
kets will he a burst bubble.

Body of Italian Discovered With 
Wounds in Neck and Breast.It wi Proposal to Mark Boundary by Means 

of Buoys. THE PHILADELPHIA FAILURE. ItNew York, Sept. 5.—The body of an 
Italian with several stab wounds in 
the neck and breast was found yester­
day in a section of woods near Jam­
aica, L. I. There were no signs of a 
weapon and no trace of a struggle. 
The murder resembles in many respects 
the famous Barrett murder mystery 
and others that have followed it. Each 
of the victims was of Italian birth and 
death had been caused by stabbing.

"Black hand murder” has been the 
verdict of the police and they have 
generally tried in vain to unravel the 
mystery surrounding the cases, 
victim of this crime was apparently 
a laboring man and about 24 years old.

Washington, D. C., Sept. 7.—In view

Philadelphia, Pa., £ept. 8.—Forgeries 
for more than a quarter of a million 
dollars by Frank K. Hippie, the suicide 
president of the wrecked Real Estate 
Trust Company, have been discovered 
by Receiver Earle. The latter made 
this statement late to-night, adding 
that he had no idea where Hippie’s 
villany may end. Hippie, in order to 
meet his immense overdrafts, used the 
names of prominent business men of 
this city on notes which in some cases 
amounted to $1,500. The president took 
copies of a number of the signatures 
of a number of business men. but in 
every case he avoided the name of a 
depositor. When pushed for money to 
meet his overdrafts, Mr. Earle says as 
a last resort Hippie would draw up a 
note with the forged signature attach­
ed. This he would take to the cashier 
or paying teller, saying he had person­
ally made the loan and it was discount­
ed. With the amount to his credit he 
would satisfy the pressing claims. Re­
ceiver Earle said to-night io order to 
accomplish the reorganization of the 
company he would accept the presi­
dency if the depositors insisted.

Receiver’s Report.
Philadelphia, Pa., Sept. 7.—Receiver 

Earle's repore of the Real Estate Trust 
Company was given to the printers last 
night. It will be mailed to the depos­
itors to-morrow. It provides for the re­
opening of the bank by the repayment 
of 30 per cent, in cash to depositors and 
30 per cent, in preferred stock, guar­
anteed by collateral bonds, 40 per cent, 
to be paid within 60 days. The direct­
ors of the company are to raise the 
necessary capital to make this settle­
ment.

BRIDGE AT VANCOUVER.Nearly Million and Quarter Bushels

Winnipeg, Sept. 7.—The shipments of 

wheat during the last two or three 
weeks have been exceptionally heavy, 
the total amount being much in excess 
of previous years. Yesterday 371,000 
bushels of wheat and 7,000 bushels of 
other grains were marketed at points 
along the C. P. R. The total number 
of bushels of wheat marketed up to 
date is 1,240,000 bushels, and of other 
grains 27,000.

The enormous increase in the early 
shipments this year is accounted for by 
the early harvest in Manitoba caused 
by the very hot weather experienced 
during the summer.

Fourth Leviathan of This Species Has 
Been Killed on the West Coast.

News was brought the other day from 
the West Coast of the killing of the 
largest whale that has yet been brought 
to the Sechart station. The huge maYn- 
moth of the briny deep belonged to the 
sperm species, and, according to report, 
there were obtained from it 168 barrels of 
oil. If this story be true, the whale must 
have been almost double the size of the 
ordinary sperm whale.

There still remains, of course, the 
crucial point, namely, salesmanship, 
and in this regard we are afraid-that 
our British traders have dot been 
Strong. A prominent Victoria mer­
chant, who annually visits the British 
market, speaking on this polrtt a few 
days ago, applauded the policy of the 
British manufacturer making a spe­
cialty of one or two lines, developing 
these till he could produce them at a 
minimum of cost and refusing to de­
part from it. In the case in point, 
however, the lines handled were those 
for which the style is set in Paris, with 
which London, Liverpool and Glasgow 
are in close touch, and the goods pro­
duced may therefore be regarded as 
the latest creation of fashion an# ab­
solutely modem. In the case of mining 
and milling machinery, however, the 
standard is not set in Paris or In Ber­
lin. It is at the pit mouth, and where 
the boom of logs is lying. The Ameri­
can manufacturers have shown great 
astuteness in adapting their wares to 
meet the specifications of the consumer 
and the British manufacturer must do 
the same or lose the trade.

In matters of actual salesmanship, 
too, the follow-up system, the personal 
touch in dealing with the buyer, the at­
tractive form in which goodg are sent 
out—all these are employed with great 
success by the enterprising Chicago 
and New York drummer. His goods 
are no better, frequently not as good, 
because Britain has a world-wide repu­
tation for honest workmanship, but un­
til his more stolid competitor disputes 
the field with him, in the same up-to- 
date fashion, he can safely rely on 
holding the ground, even in the face of 
national sentiment and a common his­
tory between his competitor and the 
buyer. All these things, no doubt, Mr.

In one particular alone we believe 
the report will be an eye-opener, It is 
the custom of newspapers and others 
who seem to hold a brief for the Esqui­
mau Water Works Company, to grave­
ly discuss the price asked by that com­
pany as though Goldstream were the 
only source of water supply available, 
and that in taking it Victoria must 
pay the enormous sum asked by its 
present owners.

We believe Mr. Adams’ report will 
show his valuation of the entire hold­
ings of the Esquimau Water Works 
Company, both as a water and power 
proposition, and including the holdings 
both at Goldstream and Thetis lake, 
to be little more than half that now 
asked for it.

WINNIPEG ADDRESS OF
J. RAMSAY MACDONALD

Spoke Enthusiastically of Recent Success 
in England Before an Im­

mense Audience. MILLINERY
..OPENING..

TUESDAY

Winning advices just to hand give 
full details of the Labor Day celebra­
tion at the Manitoba capital. The pro­
ceedings opened with the largest par­
ade ever held in the prairie city, and 
in the afternoon an immense audience 
gathered at Happyland to witness a 
fine programme of sports and hear an 
address by J. Ramsay Macdonald, M. 
P., the British labor leader who will 
speak in the A. O. U. W. hall here on 
Thursday evening.

A. W. Puttee in Introducing the 
speaker referred to his brilliant suc­
cess as a labor man in the recent Eng­
lish elections. He congratulated the 
party in the old land on this success 
and expressed a desire to see a larger 
représentation of the labor element 
elected in the next Canadian House. 
After appealing to those present to 
stand firm in the policy of the labor 
party he introduced Mr. Macdonald.

On rising to deliver his address Mr. 
Macdonald was received with.the great­
est enthusiasm, loud applause punctu­
ating the speech at frequent intervals. 
He spoke in part as follows:

“It is very good of you to have ex­
pressed your appreciation of the work 
the labor party in Great Britain has 
done. I can assure you that it has 
been hard work accomplishing this vic­
tory. I have been told about your trials 
and tribulations. You have had no 
more tribulations than we have had in 
the old country. But we pulled all to­
gether at the last; we forgot our dif­
ferences, because, my friends, so long 
as the working classes are kept apart 
by differences, capitalists and the land­
lords make great profits out of our 
labor, and it suits their purpose to keep 
us apart. (Hear, hear.)

“Close up your ranks. There is going 
to be trouble in this world, and the 
great men—the great trades unionists, 
the great leaders of labor—do not go 
one to. one side of the road and the 
other to the other side of the road be­
cause of those troubles. They co-oper­
ate in great labor battles, and that is 
why we won those great victories at 
the beginning of this year. (Hear, 
hear.) Workingmen of Winnipeg, 
workingmen of Canada, go you and do 
likewise, and let me hear no more of 
your difficulties and your divisions. 
Let me hear of your union; let me hear 
of your co-operation; let me hear of 
your unity; let me hear of your deter­
mined labor spirit to go into the fight 
as the new settlers have been doing in 
their struggle with nature. Go into the 
fight to fight like men and to win like 
men, as we were able to do last Janu­
ary. No man can tell you better, per­
haps, than I what an uphill battle it 
has been with us in the old country. 
But no man can tell you with moi-e 
thusiasm of the magnificent victory 
that we achieved. When I found my 
majority to be 7,000, and when I found 
my vote to be two to one against my 
opponent, I felt like you do sometimes 
in Winnipeg when you look upon Can­
ada as a sort of new world, wherein is 
going to dwell righteousness, peace and 
prosperity. On those days in January, 
when every hour of the day a new 
victory came over the wires, it seemed 
to be worth all the years of fighting, 
Struggle and turmoil. Ah! you Cana­
dian men, you Winnipeg men, if you 
could only taste the joys of those great 
victories, you would be even prouder 
men than you are to-day, after that 
magnificent parade and this magnifi-- 
cent demonstration here.

“In the old country six years ago 
we had no labor party. To-day we 
have a labor party with a million 
members. Six years ago we had only 
one Independent labor member in the 
House of Commons. To-day we have 
thirty independent labor members. 
(Cheers.) Six years ago, when the 
trades’ unionists of our country want­
ed the House of Commons to do some­
thing, they had to send their deputa­
tions up to parliament. Those deputa­
tions had to take their hats off and 
go down on their knees and beg for 
people to do their work. To-day, no 
trades’ union deputation goes to the 
House of Commons; because we are 
there (hear, hear) and they trust us. 
with every newspaper in the country 
misrepresenting us. To-day we are 
united. Six years ago the working 
classes voted one half Tory, the other 
half of them Liberal. The Tories un­
did the work of the Liberals; the 
Liberals undid the work of the Tories; 
the democracy of the country had no 
power in making the laws. We said: 
‘Why, you working men, are you 
not suffering from high rents? (and 
I may say parenthetically are you not 
doing the same thing in Winnipeg. 
(Hear, hear). The working men have 
been voting, but why are you paying 
too much for your houses? Because 
the real estate agencies are too power­
ful for you in spite of your great num­
bers. Why do you vote Liberal and 
vote Tory? Why don’t you lay your 
heads together and make one labor 
party, which will vote labor all the 
time and support labor measures irre­
spective of the party that originated 
them? That is how we did the trick 
last January. We persuaded labor men 
that nobody would look after their in­
terests except themselves. We said: 
‘If you want your houses made clean, 
you have got to do it yourselves.’

“We stand in England now. looking 
out to a new era—the future of wihch is 
just like what Canada was to so .many 
of you. One day in your lives you cast 
yourselves away from the docks of our 
Liverpool or some other seaport. Away 
to the west was the golden land flushed 
under the sun of à golden age. Canada 
stood to you for peace, plenty, for 
prosperity. We are sailing for our 
Canada. We are casting away from 
the stocks of the old world—the old or­
der the old ways in parliament. I 
hope our prosperity will be as great as 
the prosperity of many of you. (Hear, 
hear and cheering.) At any rate, we

are GAME AND GAME LAWS.

The man who invariably takes to the 
wilds with dog and gun during a por­
tion of the first week of September is 
back with his tale—and in the main the 
tale is one of woe and lamentation. It 
bears out what the Times has main­
tained: that more effective measures 
for the protection of the game 
of British Columbia, and particularly 
of Vancouver Island, must be taken, 
and that right speedily, if one of the 
most valuable of the attractions and 
assets of the country is to be guarded 
from ultimate extermination. It is 
quite apparent from the reports re­
ceived from all sections of the Island, 
and it is doubtless true also of other 
sections of the country, that the blue 
and the willow grouse are becoming 
scarcer every year. And what else 
can be expected with an 
extending over four months and the 
number of guns being yearly augment­
ed? It is all too plain that the time 
n ust come when the native birds will 
be a rarity within a reasonable dis­
tance of Victoria, for the simple reason 
that the destruction of their habitat 
will involve their gradual extermina­
tion in any event. But that constitutes 
no reason why we should not do our 
best to protect them while the 
and the woods remain. And it is on 
that account that we maintain 
we have striven in the past to impress 
upon our legislators, that at least a 
month should be shorn from the 
of four, that the open seasons for all 
game birds and animals should he 
brought in simultaneously, and that a 
license should be imposed on guns in 
order that a fund may be created for 
the maintenance of a force of officers 
to see to the enforcement of the game 
laws. As it is now the statutes 
erning the taking of game are practic­
ally a farce. The provincial police 
doubtless do their best, but that best 
amounts to nothing at all. Anyone In­
terested in the matter of game protec­
tions knows well that surreptitious 
shooting is carried on all the year 
round in nearly every district, and that 
in most districts it is not even surrep­
titious—it is open, flagrant, shameless. 
Such violations of the law have been 
all but stopped in other countries. They 
can be dealt with here also if the au­
thorities be imbued with the spirit 
which ought to appertain to their office. 
Our opinion is that to sportsmen it is 
vastly more important to preserve the 
game we have, the game indigenous to 
the country, than to import game 
whose adaptability to environment we 
wot not of, and which may not thrive 
at all in its strange surroundings.

TO PROMOTE TRADE.

COMING OF EThe investigation now being held in 
Canada with regard to closer trade 
bonds between this and the mother 
land, naturally prompts the inquiry of 
how it is that this trade is not larger 
than it is, and what steps can be taken 
to increase its volume. The answer to 
the latter is not difficult if that to the 
former can be correctly given.

Barriers to trade take various forms, 
some natural, as in the geographical 
position of the countries seeking to in­
terchange their goods ; some artificial, 
as expressed in hostile tariffs, discrim­
inatory rates in transportation, and 
kindred forms ; and some more or less 
accidental in character, and covering 
such features as prejudice, failure to 
understand the needs of the market or 
to appreciate its view point, and half 
a hundred minor matters which need 
not be enumerated.

Of the three barriers mentioned the 
most serious is the first named, be­
cause while rapid transportation has 
helped man to reduce some of the diffi­
culties which nature has reared in his 
path, hé has never been able to over­
come geography. In the case of trade 
with Britain, however, it is gratifying 
to know that geography is on the side 
of Imperial 
longer divide, they join continents, and 
to-day the freight rate by the China 
Mutual steamers from Liverpool to Vic­
toria is lower than the rail route from 
Chicago to Victoria. We understand, 
too, that in the charge on goods from 
Liverpool to Victoria the C. P. R. prac­
tically absorbs the Atlantic 
rates, making carriage as cheap from 
Liverpool to this city as it is from New 
York to the Pacific coast.

The two obstacles, therefore, which 
remain and which traders on both sides 
of the sea should bend their energies 
to overcoming are matters of tariff, 
and those things which can be classed 
as accidental or incidental. It has al­
ways seemed to us that the mother 
country Was guilty of a grave oversight 
in failing to maintain at Ottawa a con­
sul-general, who would keep in 
stant touch with the ministry there, 
and could be consulted by them on all 
matters In which trade relations would 
be involved. Thanks to the foresight, 
and Imperial spirit of the Laurier ad­
ministration, a preferential tariff is 
now in existence which has done won­
ders in cementing the imperial bond. 
But it is easily conceivable that many 
questions might arise in drafting or 
revising the tariff which a minister 
would not wish to put In state corres­
pondence but upon which he could

It is the intention to reassemble 
at Telegraph Creek and descend the 
Stikine together in a few months.

The question of land tenure, that is, 
the straight-out issue freehold versus 
leasehold, has ever been an obstacle 
with members of the present ministry, 
as indeed it was with the late Mr.
Seddon. In answer to a direct ques­
tion regarding the tenure the other 
day in the South Island, Mr. Duncan 
was again required to be circumspect.
He said that after a careful scrutiny 
the late premier had come to the con­
clusion that on a straight-out vote in 
the new House those in favor of the 
freehold for crown lands would pre­
dominate, the majority being consti­
tuted almost solely of North Island 
members, where the Farmers' Union— 
more active than in the south—had ex­
tracted pledges from candidates at the 
late elections in support of the free­
hold. He had recently been through a 
great part of the North Island, and 
while there had heard little agitation 
for any alteration in the method of 
holding crown lands. It was not the 
leaseholders who were crying out for 
change. The freeholders were deter­
mined, if possible, to thrust it on them.

The government was resolved, said 
Mr. Duncan, to pursue an active policy 
of land resumption. That policy, more 
than anything else, had plac 
ism and the present government in the 
secure position they pccupied to-day, 
and it must be steadily and unwaver­
ingly followed.

Although the presence of high-grade 
iron ores has long since been demonstrat­
ed at Sooke, Port Renfrew, Barkley 
Sound, Quatslno Sound, and Texada Isl­
and, there ha^ been no attempt made to 
treat them in British Columbia. This has 
possibly been due to the restricted local 
demand for such products; but in view 
of the inevitable and extensive railway 
development in Western Canada in the 
immediate future, the time appears op­
portune to interest capital in this adven­
ture. There is also an extensive market 
in the Western United States, which are 
unlikely to become very large producers 
of iron from ores occurring within those 
borders, unless other deposits than those 
at present known are found. The Orient 
also may be looked to for additional mar­
kets.

Successful competition will, of course, 
depend largely on cost of production, and 
while it is expected that this will be 
greater in British Columbia than in the 
older centres of manufacture, there re­
mains the important advantage of freight 
to be considered. The freight charges 
on Eastern productions enter largely into 
the ultimate cost of iron, and, in the opin­
ion of your committee, would more than 
offset any possible increase in cost of the 
local manufactured article. The United 
States is protected by a customs duty of 
$4 on pig iron smelted in other countries, 
and it was probably that protection which 
resulted in the attempts to establish iron 
works south of the British Columbia 
boundary line, 
handicapped by the necessity of drawing 
upon the superior ores of this province 
for about 75 per cent, of the total require­
ments, and paying an import duty of 40 
cents per ton; and the coke used was in­
ferior to that made in this province. The 
United States market was dealt with in 
the board’s report of 1903, which we now 
quote, conditions not appearing to have 
much changed:

“On this side of the boundary line we 
have, as far as yet discovered, the best 
grade iron ores in the largest quantities. 
The conditions so far as fluxes, labor and 
geographical position are concerned, are 
certainly equally good on Vancouver Isl­
and. In the matter of fuel, the timber is 
similar on both sides of the line, but our 
coal is much superior to any mined in the 
neighboring states; much of it is special­
ly good for coking. The Dominion gov­
ernment will assist the manufacture of 
iron and steel as follows:

“The Governor-General in council may 
authorize the payments of the following 
bounties on steel ingots, puddled iron 
bars and pig iron made in Canada, that 
is to say:

“On steel ingots manufactured from in­
gredients of which not less than 50 per 
cent, of the weight thereof consists of 
pig iron made in Canada, a bounty of $3 
per ton.

“On puddled iron bars manufactured 
from pig iron made in Canada, a bounty 
of $3 per ton.

“On pig iron manufactured from ore, a 
bounty of $3 per ton on the proportion 
produced from Canadian ore, and $2 per 
ton on the proportion produced from for­
eign ore.

“The said bounties shall be applicable 
only to steel ingots, puddled iron bars, 
and pig iron made in Canada prior to the 
23rd day of April, 1902.

“The Governor-General in council may 
make regulations in relation to the said 
bounties in order to carry out the inten­
tion of this act.

“The Governor-General in council may 
make regulations in relation to said 
bounties in order to carry out the inten­
tions of this act.

As we are now considering the markets 
of the United States on the Pacific Coast, 
another factor must be mentioned, viz.: 
that upon every ton of our iron ore ship­
ped there for treatment there is a duty of 
40 cents per ton. If we summarize these 
conditions we have:

Dominion government bounty on pig 
iron, current year, $2.70 per ton;

Duty on, say. two tons ore entering the 
United States for the manufacture of pig 
iron, 80 cents; to which must be added 
the difference of freight between the ore 
and manufactured iron, extra cost of 
handling, also advantages in the quality 
of coke and the proximity of the iron ore 
deposits on Vancouver Island. If all these 
advantages be considered, there appears 
every reason to believe that pig iron 
could be manufactured on Vancouver Isl­
and to compete successfully with 
manufactured on the Pacific Coast of the 
United States, notwithstanding ^he duty 
of $4 per ton. With regard to competi­
tion with pig iron manufactured in the 
Eastern States, there would be the differ­
ence in the freights in favor of the local 
manufactured article. It |s not proposed 
to go further into particulars here, the 
desite being simply to outline some of the 
most important points in the hope of in­
teresting experts with the necessary capi­
tal to personally investigate the matter.

Wagon Factory.
Your committee desire also to direct at­

tention to the manufacture of wagon». A 
few years ago much time was spent by 
some of our citizens in compiling informa­
tion which illustrated the possibility of 
profitably engaging in such an enterprise. 
The materials to be used were wood and 
iron, and it was proposed to use the local 
flr and spruce in conjunction with Aus­
tralian hardwoods, known as stringy- 
bark, iron-bark, gumwood, blackwood, 
tallow-wood and blacknut. These hard­
woods are considered even more suitable 
than the oak used in Eastern Canada and 
some parts of the United States, while 
they are also less costly. The iron, and 
coal for forging it, it was proposed to 
draw from Australia, ’the estimated cost 
of production on this basis, after allowing 
a reasonable scale, of wages for the me­
chanics and laborers, compared favorably 
with the cost of similar products in the 
local manufacture. There would be ad­
vantages in freight in the contemplated 
field of operations, which embraced Brit­
ish Columbia and Northwest Territories, 
and, providing a reasonable freight rate 
could be
It was also considered possible to do 
business in the United States by shipping 
the product in pieces and setting it to­
gether in that territory. The project was 
based upon the purchase of certain 
patents, and although a measure of sup­
port was promised, sufficient capital was 
not subscribed, and consequently the 
scheme fell through.

Tannery.
It is a matter of regret to your com­

mittee to find that nearly all the leather 
used in British Columbia is imported. We 
find a large export trade in hides and an 
excellent quality of bark for treating 
them on the spot and easily procurable. 
Excellent leather is being manufactured 
here on a small scale, but what is wanted 
is capital to produce a full line of all 
kinds in sufficient quantity to supply the 
requirements of not only British Colum­
bia, but also portions of the Northwest 
Territories. It may also be mentioned 
that a few years ago Mr. J. S. Larke, 
Dominion commercial agent in Australia, 
tried to create interest in that market, 
when the quality of leather produced is 
not generally high grade.

When it is considered that the hides are 
now shipped out of the province and re­
turned again manufactured, and that 
duty 15 per cent, and 17% per cent, is paid 
on that from the United States, there ap­
pears to your committee a more than suf­
ficient margin in the freight and duty to 
offset any possible increase cost of pro­
duction compared with present centres of 
manufacture in Canada or the United 
States. We think, however, that success 
would depend somewhat on the produc­
tion of a full line of all kinds of leather, 
if the local market is to be effectively 
controlled, for it will readily be under­
stood that if a manufacturer of leather 
goods has to go to an outside market for 
any special kind, there will be an induce­
ment to import others in order to obtain 
the freight advantages resulting from 
carload lots.

Trunks.
Attention is directed to an opening for 

a trunk factory, nearly all the trunks be­
ing now imported.

The freight on trunks adds largely to 
the cost laid down, and it appears pro­
bable that a trunk factory catering to 
local requirements and backed up by a 
proper amount of capital would succeed. 
The wood required in their manufacture 
could be obtained on the spot; the iron 
or brass fittings would, however, have to 
be obtained outside the province.

Cooperage.
The demand for barrels has largely in­

creased lately, and the end, we are glad 
to say, is not in sight. This has resulted 
principally from the successful operations 
of the whalers’ enterprise, for which the 
necessary barrels have now to be import­
ed; about 1,000 per month, at a cost of 
$2.50 each. Your committee understand 
that two more whaling stations are to. be 
established, and wholesale liquor mer­
chants, breweries, fish curers, candy 
manufacturers, pickle factories, etc., are 
also importing barrels, kegs, etc. Alto­
gether the output of these barrels, etc., 
should furnish employment for a cooper­
age of fair dimensions; but there is one 
point which will require looking into, and 
that is procuring suitable wood, which we 
think will have to be imported. Even if 
such has to be done, the difference in 
freight on wood cut to suitable dimen­
sions would be much less than the freight 
on finished barrels, and we therefore have 
no hesitation in introducing this proposed 
new industry as one likely to be profit­
able to those who would engage in it.

Fruit Preserving, Etc.
The acreage under fruit is yearly in­

creasing, and the time appears opportune 
to engage in preserving, drying and can­
ning it on a larger scale. The steps taken 
in this direction have so far suffered 
from want of sufficient capital, and at 
present practically all the 
dried and canned fruits are 
Having in view the excellent quality of 
the locally grown fruits and large 
sumption in a preserved condition, it ap­
pears to your committee that there is a 
good opening for a factory, which might 
rely on the requirements of the provincial 
market.

and of course of treatment, is that the 
patients become missionaries to the 
community. They know something that 
others do not and consequently are 
rather proud of their knowledge. They 
spread information on hygiene right 
and left. They teach people that fresh 
air Is of the utmost Importance ; that 
windows should be open at night as 
well as by day, and In a variety of 
ways are useful in Improving the 
standard of hygienic conditions.

“While it may be necessary to have 
large institutions for persons suffering 
Incurably from tuberculosis, yet it 
must not be lost sight of that when 
they are likely to die their families 
wish to have them to nurse and the 
sufferers wish to be with those nearest 
and dearest to them. It seems very 
desirable, therefore, that we have hos­
pitals or large institutions for this 
class of treatment, but the fact should 
not be lost sight of that we are doing 
practically nothing to eradicate the 
white man’s scourge, 
buildings of the character I suggest 
could be in every city. Teaching is as 
valuable as treatment in stamping out 
phthisis.

"On the question of public water 
supply we had an interesting session. 
We told the people of the Dominion 
that It was impossible for Canada to 
go on drawing its drinking water from 
lakes and rivers. Sooner or later they 
will have to do what is being done In 
England—go to the sources of the riv­
ers and their tributaries for their wa­
ter supply. As milk must be protected 
from contamination from -wen before 
it leaves the body of the cow until it 
enters the body of the consumer, so 
water must be protected before It 
leaves the rock. It must be protected 
by having the surrounding country 
exempt from cultivation and be looked 
after from beginning to end with the 
greatest care.

“In Canada this shoùld be a com­
paratively easy rtiatter because the 
state owns a large proportion of the 
lapd. Large areas might bq appropri­
ated as parks, or even as forests, the 
object being to- prevent the slightest 
risk of contamination of water while 
in the ground. The big English cities, 
like Birmingham, Liverpool and Man­
chester, are going long distances for 
their water supply, and if Canada does 
not take the lesson which English ex­
perience teaches it must be prepared 
to sacrifice millions of money as Eng­
land has done, to say nothing of thous­
ands of valuable lives.

“Milk supply is another important 
subject to state medical officers. The 
ideal of milk collection is to be found

“Have you anything to say regarding 
railway construction in British Colum­
bia?" the reporter asked.

“I was informed by the Grand Trunk 
Pacific people,” the minister said, “that 
survey work in the province was pro­
ceeding as rapidly as possible. During 
the summer there were thirteen or 
fourteen parties at work west of Ed­
monton. Mr. Morse, publicly stated the 
other day that construction operations 
would be commenced as soon as the 
surveys were, completed and the line 
would be biiilt to the Pacific in accord­
ance with the terms of the contract, 
which required its completion by 1911.”

“What is there to announce relative 
to safeguards to life on the Coast,” 
Hon. Mr. Templeman was asked.

“There is no doubt,” he replied, “that 
all the necessary aids to navigation 
and protection for human life on the 
west coast 'of Vancouver Island and the 
coast line of British Columbia gener­
ally will be provided by the minister of 
marine and fisheries as rapidly as pos­
sible. -A number have already been 
constructed and I know that three or 
four more on the northern route were 
authorized a few days before I left Ot­
tawa. The system of wireless tele­
graphy as already promised will be es­
tablished and connection provided be­
tween Victoria and Vanqouver and 
various points along the coast. The 
minister of marine and fisheries is giv­
ing this matter his earnest attention 
and has recently placed in charge of 
the Dominion wireless telegraphy de­
partment a competent man who has 
given his personal attention to the in­
auguration of the system In British Co­
lumbia. There are many difficulties to 
be 'overcome * and many things to be 
taken into consideration before the 
contract is made, but these matters are 
nearly all adjusted now, I think, and 
there should not be much further de­
lay tn establishing- the stations.’’ '

Asked about the reorganization of 
the mines department Hon. Mr. Tem­
pleman said he expected to be able to 
consolidate 
w-ith-several kindred , branches now In 
the interior department, for which pur­
pose the necessary legislation would 
probably be passed at the next session. 
Among the important , business that 
would come before parliament when It 
resumed, the minister observed, would 
"be the revision of the tariff upon which 
the members of the cabinet on the 
commission, Hon. Mr. Fielding, Hon.

Templeman, minister of inland revenue, 
returned last evening after an absence 
of eight months at the capital. He in­
tended coming west acme time before, 
but had to postpone his trip to attend 
a special meeting of the cabinet which 
recalled all,the ministers to the seat of 
government, with tnc exception of 
Hon. Mr. Oliver, who is In England.

Interviewed by a representative of 
the Times, the minister dealt with a 
number of subjectS/in .which the pub­
lic have manifested particular inteffest. 
Prominent among these -were the 
bridging of Seymour Narrows and the 
- are of the lepers at Darcy Island. Re­
ferring to the first question, he said:

Four months ago the minister of 
railways and canals authorized H. P. 
Bell, the engineer, well known to Vic­
torians, to prepare a report and an 
estimate of cost on the construction of 
a railway bridge between the head of 
Bute Inlet on the Mainland and Van­
couver Island, crossing Seymour Nar­
rows. Mr. Bell has been continuously 
01,gaged upon this task, and before I 
left Ottawa he informed me that the 
report would be ready for submission 
to the minister of railways and canals 
in a fortnight. He did not make a 
special survey for the purpose of the 
report, but from data in his posses­
sion and that of the department he 
feels that he can make. a..satisfactory 
report. Necessarily the cost of such an 
undertaking wouid be large, seven or 
eight bridges being required at a high 
elevation for railway purposes. Ac­
cording to Mr. Bell's view, the main 
bridge would have to be a suspension- 
bridge. ‘ When the report is presented 
to the minister of railways and canals 
a copy will be forwarded to -the Vic­
toria Board of Trade, at whose request 
It is being prepared.

"The rumor of a proposed change in 
the location of the lazaretto has excit­
ed considerable comment,” the re­
porter remarked.

"There has been unnecessary alarm 
over that report,” Hon. Mr. Temple­
man replied. “The best plans of super­
intending the lazaretto in order that 
the unfortunate occupants could 
ceive better care and attendance were 
discussed by the officials of the depart - 

' ment, and the idea of using Albert 
Head because of its convenient proximo’ 
tty to William Head, Ah ere Dr. Watt, 
quarantine superintendent, is stationed,' 
was considered. The doctor will pro­
bably have supervision over the lepers 
and the idea that they be brought near 
his station so that they could receive 
constant attention suggested Albert 
Head as a location. But there never 
was any decision to remove them from 
Darcy Island, and they will not be re­
moved therefrom. This Island was 
secured from the local government for 
use as a lazaretto more than a year 
ago, and except for the inconvenience 
and slight additional cost of visitation 
ran be conducted as cheaply as else­
where. Being isolated, it is much bet­
ter adapted for the purpose. Dr. Mon- 
lizambert, in whose department these 
matters are, will be in Victoria in a 
few weeks, and will determine what 
change should be made on the Island.

As stated exclusively Iff the Times of 
July 11th, an Important mineral dis­
covery was made this summer on the 
Peace river near Fort St. John, a Hud­
son’s Bay post near the eastern boun­
dary of the province. It was stated at 
that time that Hon. Clifford Sifton and 
other prominent eastern men had taken 
out miners’ licenses at the fort men­
tioned. Advices from Edmonton con­
firm the discovery and give particu­
lars that enable a practically accurate 
idea of the location to be obtained. It 
may be mentioned that knowledge of 
this discovery was one of the principal 
reasons for the provincial mineralogist 
visiting Peace river this season, but It 
was not considered advisable to make 
this fact public until some confirma­
tion of the rumor had been obtained.

Victoria has an unique interest in the 
new find. If the Island Railway Act 
of 1881 had not been passed it might 
have been a generation yet before the 
Peace river valley was explored and 
the discovery made. By that act a 
tract of 3,500,000 acres of land (not 
4,500,000 acres as stated in the Colonist 
and other papers) was given to the 
Dominion for financial assistance to­
wards building the E. & N. railway 
and the graving dock at Esquimau. 
This land had to be selected in one 
block in the Peace river valley east 
of the Rockies and adjacent to the then 
Northwest Territory. About two years 
ago the Dominion authorities sent out 
a party under A. J. Macdonald to se­
lect this land. This party has just re­
turned to Edmonton and given out de­
tails of the new find.

The fourth route that may be men­

tioned covers a portion of the old C. 
P. R. survey, when Pine river pass 
was being considered as that railway's 
course through the Rockies. Those 
desiring to take it would do well to 
consult the C. P. R. report for 1880, a 
copy of which Is in the provincial li­
brary. It Is found by following the 
last-mentioned route to McLeod and 
then taking a trail along the Misin- 
chinea river, over the Pine river pass 
and then along South Pine river to the 
headwaters of Moberiy river, following 
that river to the lake of the same name 
and thence to Old Hudson’s Hope, on 
the soAth bank of the Peace. Very 
little, however, is known of this trail 
and, outside prospecting for' minerals, 
it is probably of ' very little use. In 
1901 Mr. F. W. Valleau reported : 
“While here (Fort St. John) I learned 
that there were 12 or 15 men hunting 
and prospecting on the South Pine 
river, about 200 miles from St: John, 
and also that they had reported find­
ing some very rich copper ore. These 
men came into the province by way of 
Edmonton, and have not taken out any 
free miners’ certificates.”

Bella Coola may also be used as a 
starting point. If so, there is a very 
long distancey to be covered by trail 
to Quesnel. 'Two routes are open. 
That by Lieut. Palmer’s trail is about 
235 miles and via the Blackwater it is 
225. There is a trail from Edmonton 
also, about 500 miles in length, and a 
water route of which very little is 
known. These will be investigated by 
the Times and approximate distances 
and character of the eoutnry published 
at the earliest moment possible. But 
at this late period of the year it would 
hardly bç. advisable for anyone to go 
In. The provincial mineralogist will 
certainly Investigate the new find and 
the results of his observations will be 
known before the opening of next sea­
son. If there is a new Rand or no in 
British Columbia should be known in 
a very few months, in the meantime it 
would be well to wait before becoming 
bxcited.

Like the Peace 
and all its tributaries east of the Rock­
ies, for some distance it is penned in by 
an undulating plateau, having a height 
of about 1,100 feet above water level 
there. In the report of the C. P. R. for 
1880 the location is defined as a bluff 
of decomposed shale.

iWithout doubt the most creditable pro­
duction yet issued by the provincial 
bureau of information is the new bulletin 
on “Game of British Columbia," which 
went into circulation Friday morning. The 
letterpress is the work of A. Bryan Wil­
liams, provincial game warden, and the 
principal article on “Sport All the Year 
Round" " conveys an adequate idea of 
what a sportsman’s paradise the province

The article deals with a yet\l£ hunting, 

commencing with big game in Cassiar 
early in August and concluding with 
trout fishing in July. The scope of the 
article can be gleaned from the opening 
paragraph: “Very few people actually 
realiz ewhat a splendid game country 
British Columbia is, and that from year’s 
end to year’s end either gun, rifle or rod 
can be used, so that a man who is fond 
of both fishing and shooting can always 
find something to tax his skill. Of 
course, the amount of success met with 
will, to a certain extent, depend on the 
man himself; and even with the best of 
men there will be blank days, but the 
average for the whole year round will 
be found to compare favorably with the 
best countries in the world. Where else 
could you go and find such a variety of 
game for both rifle and gun, combined 
with such trout and salmon fishing? It' 
would take a good-sized book to describe 
each branch of the sport to be obtained,' 
and the best places to go to obtain it.”

Other sections of the bulletin deal with 
big game, wild fowl, game fish, and the 
principal game districts. A complete list 
of game animals and birds, with the dis­
tricts they frequent, and a reprint of the 
game laws of the province completes the 
volume.

In arrangement and press work the 
new bulletin is perfect. The illustrations 
are practically the same as in a previous 
issue, but the body of the book is entire­
ly new.

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*John Savannah,’of Victoria, President 

of Northwest Association, Delivers 
Address in Spokane.

John Savannah, of,this city, president 
of the Photographers’ Association of 
the Pacific Northwest, delivered on 
Thursday last an Interesting address 
at the opening session of that body In 
convention at , Spokane. The subject 
chosen was "Are Conventions Conduc­
ive of Photography ?” In the course of 
his remarks Mr. Savannah said:

“The method in which the average 
photographer conducts his business is, 
to say the least, unbusinesslike. There 
is the question of sittings and resit­
tings, upon which I would deal with es­
pecially. Every photographer has had 
customers who after having been giv­
en six or seven sittings, are still dis­
satisfied, through ’ no fault of the 
photographer, because there is some­
thing in their attitude which they do 
not like. When one consults a doctor 
he expects to pay, and does pay, 
whether he is cured or not. It Is only 
the photographer who guarantees satis­
faction. This is not good business, and 
I hope that every member present will 
reflect on what I have- said in this con­
nection.

“There are other people whom the 
photographers will allow to sit with­
out knowing how .many pictures they 
wili take or whether they will take 
any at all. They say that they must 
see the proofs before deciding. No 
photographer __ should allow 
man in any. Other profession who per­
forms a service is rewarded.

“Whenever a picture by a photog­
rapher is published in a magazine it 
should be paid for and the name of 
the photographer should be attached, 
as the name of a painter Is.

“Pictures from old negatives which 
have been preserved should never be 
printed at a reduced price, 
negative is worth keeping the picture 
is worth full price. Negatives which 
are kept are always a source of care, 
and I would be in favor of charging 
larger rates in proportion with the 
time the negative is kept.”

mBasketball shoùld be one of the most 
popular Indoor sports during the ensuing 
winter months. In the Times yesterday 
the outlook for outdoor recreations was 
dealt with, but comparatively little men­
tion was made of those pastimes which 
occupy the attention of athletes at times 
when the elements render it. impossible to 
exercise anywhere but beneath the pro­
tection of a roof. Of those basketball is 
the most important from the standpoint 
of Victorians, but there are others which 
always attract attention, namely, hand­
ball, indoor baseball, gymnastics, etc.

Last season, as those who follow the 
trend of sport will remember, the basket­
ball tournaments werie^ a failure. As a 
general rule there are three of thèse series 
—a senior, intermediate and junior—while 
one or more contests are opened with 
Mainland teams for the championship of 
British Columbia. But last year there 
was a break in the ranks. The J. B. A. 
A. members had a dispute with other 
clubs represented upon the league man­
agement and withdrew therefrom uncon­
ditionally. . As a result, the senior com­
petition for the local championship was 
not the success usually expected. But 
the others were carried through with the 
usual vim, the younger players .refusing 
to allow a dispute between their seniors 
to interfere with their enjoyment of the 
fascinating sport. However, the misun­
derstanding was exceedingly unfortunate, 
as it undoubtedly put a damper upon the 
general enthusiasm.
It is predicted by those concerned that 

for 1906-07 there will be teams entered 
from all local athletic organizations of 
good standing for all three leagues. A 
meeting will be called for an early date 
in order that the situation may be 
gauged and plans laid accordingly. It is 
sca'rcely probable that the James Bay 
and other clubs will remain at logger- 
heads any longer. Two years is long 
enough for any dispute, however serious, 
and for the good of the sport, if for no 
other reason, it is to be hoped that some 
basis for an amicable agreement will be 
reached.

That three first-class local tournaments 
could be organized here this fall goes 
without saying. Besides the James Bay 
Athletic Association, there are the Fern- 
wood, Victoria West, Y. M. C. A. and 
other minor organizations from which to 
draw. Senior fives could be depended up­
on from all of those mentioned, and the 
majority also might be relied upon to en­
ter intermediate and junior aggregations. 
Jn fact the outlook never was brighter. 
Let those interested get together and dis­
cuss matters so that when the time comes 
to organize nothing will stand in the way 
of all the Victoria associations standing 
in line shoulder to shoulder to help along 
a sport that should be alike popular 
among the competitors and the general 
public.

Handball is another indoor game of 
which, perhaps, not so much is heard as 
of basketball. Yet it is just as popular 
among its votaries and the latter number 
a good proportion of the members of the 
different athletic organizations. The 
courts necessary to indulge in it are to 
be found at the James Bay, Y. M. C. A., 
Fernwood and Victoria West clubs. From 
this it may readily be seen that it is re­
cognized as one of the standard recrea­
tions. Although practiced by a large 
number fond of spirited sport no effort 
has been made heretofore to bring the 
exponents of the game from the various 
clubs together for the purpose of decid­
ing which is entitled to hold the local 
championship. Perhaps this is because 
no suitable trophy has been offered, and, 
if that is the case, it is safe to say that 
it would not be hard to overcome the dif­
ficulty. With a cup for the winner of such 
a series there is no doubt that an inter­
esting tournament could be arranged be­
tween the representatives of the various 
local clubs.

Of gymnastics it is scarcely necessary 
to say anything. These are indulged in 
to some extent by almost all young men, 
whether or not of a decided athletic turn 
of mind. The clubs of Victoria all have 
the usual equipment, and it is seldom on 
a winter’s evening but that someone may 
be found doing “stunts” at each centre.

In short, there is every indication that 
the sport loving young men will have 
plenty of amusement, outdoor and in­
door, during the ensuing few months. 
But in order th?.t they may procure all 
the enjoyment that should fall to their 
lot it is imperative thàt preparations for 
the various competitions should be un­
dertaken without delay.

Havana, Sept. 7:—All peace overtures 
are blocked by the refusal of Guerra, 
the Insurgent leader In the province of 
Plnar del Rio, to enter into an arrange­
ment for an armistice. Guerra’s an­
swer to the government’s announce­
ment of its readiness to grant a ten 
days’ armistice is the blowing up of 
two bridges on the Western railway, 
cutting off railway communication be­
yond Pinar del Rio, and an attack on 
San Juan del Martinez.

It is believed here to-night that San 
Juan del Martinez is in the hands of 
the insurgents, and that the garrison, 
consisting of 100 government regulars 
and a small force of rural guards, have 
been defeated or captured.

The fact that other insurgent lead­
ers are willing to agree to an armistice 
can have little effect as long as Guerra 
is determined to prosecute the war. 
Guerra can control the situation in his 
region. His force is reported recently 
as from 1,000 to 4,000 men, all well 
mounted and some well and some in­
differently armed. The government has 
sent a second committee to him regard­
ing an armistice, but it cannot reach 
him before to-morrow. The fact is 
Guerra refuses to accept an armistice 
except on condition that the last presi­
dential and congressional elections 
Shall be annulled. What the govern­
ment will consent to do is the ques­
tion. It regards the blowing up of the 
English company’s railway bridges as 
a serious matter.

The situation in Santa Clara prov­
ince is worse, particularly in conse­
quence of the insurgents’ strength, al­
though it is believed that the armistice 
is being respected there.

There have been many desertions 
from the rural guards to the insurgent 
side. Loynas del Castillo, who now 
signs himself general-in-chief of the in­
surgents in Havana province, has Is­
sued an order to his followers to re­
spect the armistice as propose-1.

Lleut.-Col. C^ews, with 180 i.ien and 
two machine guns, started this after­
noon for the city of Pinar del Rio by 
special train.

A dispatch from Cienfuegos, province 
of Santa Clara, to-day says that in an 
engagement between government troops 
and insurgents near Palmira yester­
day, the forcer lost two men killed and 
fourteen men wounded, -while the in­
day, the former lost two men killed and 
wounded. The dispatch adds that more 
government troops deserted to the in­
surgents to-day from Cienfuegos.

The attitude of the Liberals, the in­
creasing strength of the insurgents 
and the questionable loyalty of many 
of the government recruits have caused 
the managers of some of the large 
business interests to cable to the heads 
of their companies their belief that the 
government of President Palma will be 
unable to cope with the insurrection.

During the week Thos. O’Connell, 
special Indian officer under the Do­
minion government, has been in Vic­
toria. During that time he has investi­
gated pretty thoroughly the conditions 
affecting the Indians living here. He 
gave particular attention to the meth­
ods by which they obtained liquor, and 
Mr. O’Connell is indignant at the con­
ditions he found in connection with 
some of the places in this city where 
Indians frequent. He intimates that 
a sharp look out will be kept on some 
of these houses, and there will he no 
sparing of those found to be violating 
the law.

Mr. O’Connell, who for some years 
was chief of police of Nanaimo, has a 
reputation for enforcing the law. It 
is safe to say that his zeal in this di­
rection will resûlt in a more strict ob­
servance of the Indian Act. He is 
unostentatious in his manner, but 
nevertheless a most vigilant officer.

Mr. O'Connell has just returned from 
the Fraser river fishing grounds. The 
Indian officer during the fishing season 
always takes up his headquarters at 
Steveston, and exercises authority 
right on the spot. There were 1,100 In­
dians on the river this year. The 
municipal officers. recognizing the 
worth of Mr. O'Connell and the advan­
tages to be derived from concentrating 
the authority, formally appointed him 
as the municipal officer, and gave him 
full charge of police affairs at Steves­
ton during the fishing season. The re­
sults were ver^r satisfactory, and the 
season proved a very quiet one. Mr. 
O’Connell found some trouble with 
places selling cider which intoxicated 
the Indians. An analysis in some cases 
showed the cider to be below the pro­
hibited alcoholic strength, so that it 
was impossible to fine the sellers of it. 
The Indian officer, however, was not to 
be daunted, and when an Indian was 
found drunk and it was traced to the 
cider, he insisted upon a fine being in­
flicted. -If the seller showed after­
wards that the cider was below pro­
hibited strength the fine was refunded. 
Before the season was far advanced 
Mr. O'Connell had matters in such 
shape that the dealers were well satis­
fied to abstain from selling liquor to 
the Indians, and everything proceeded 
satisfactorily.

DEFEATED HARVARDTWO SEVERELY BURNED.
NOT EXPECTED TO RECOVER ON CLASSIC COURSE

Loaded with trophies arid glowing 
with the triumph of victory, Sergft. 
Caven, Sergt. Lettice and Corpl. But­
ler, members of the Fifth Regiment, 
C. A., returned from the East last 
evening, being passengers from Van­
couver by the steamer Princess Vic­
toria. Their greeting at the C? P. R. 
wharf was unmarked by any striking 
ostentation, but the few personal 
friends there to welcome home the vic­
torious riflemen were sufficiently warm 
in their congratulations to make them 
feel that their efforts as representa­
tives of Victoria are appreciated. It 
was expected that other members of 
the local team, Sergts. Brayshaw, Carr 
and Richardson, would be among the 
party. But although all left Ottawa 
at the same time, the three latter be­
came scattered at different points. 
Sergt. Brayshaw was left at Vancou­
ver, where he is visiting friends. Sergt. 
Carr missed the train at North Bend, 
while Sergt. Richardson was last seen 
at Calgary. They are due to-night.

It is scarcely necessary to enumer­
ate the victories obtained by the Bri­
tish Columbia marksmen this year in 
the D. R. A. matches at Ottawa. They 
were all detailed in telegraphic dis­
patches to the Times. The greatest of 
all was the achievement of Sergt. 
Brayshaw, who took the leading place 
in the Bisley aggregate. Taking the 
Victoria contingent as a whole, how­
ever, it is no exaggeration to say that 
never before have six men unassisted 
accomplished so much in a Dominion 
meet. Besides winning the aggregate, 
as mentioned, they captured three 
cups, namely, the Kirkpatrick, the 
Lansdowne and the Alymer E. Gard. 
They were second in the Borden team 
matéh, second in the Gillespie and had 
three men on the British Columbia 
team which won the London mer­
chants’ cup. The latter proved an easy 
victory, the marksmen of this province 
being no less than 46 points ahead of 
those obtaining second position.

Sergt. Caven spent over a month at 
the Bisley shoot previous to partici­
pating in the D. R. A. meet. He had a 
pleasant time and states that for the 
first time since a rifle team has been 
sent from the Dominion to Bisley the 
command took over the Kolopore cup 
and return with it. He announces that 
the Canadians were always treated 
with every courtesy and hospitality,

Warrants Served.
Washington, D. C., Sept. 8.—The de­

partment of justice has received a tele­
gram from United States Marshal Dan­
iels, of Arizona, stating that a large 
number of warrants have been issued 
and served upon Mexicans in that ter­
ritory who were organizing expeditions 
against the government of Mexico. 

Stopped by Gunboat. 
Galveston, Texas, Sept. 8.—The Am­

erican fishing smack Hatteras, belong­
ing to the Gulf Fishing Company, of 
this port, reached here to-day from 
Mexican waters, where her commander 
states he was‘held up by a Mexican 
gunboat on August 25th, while seven 
miles off TriangVar reef, in the middle 
of the Gulf of Campeche. Armed Mex­
ican marines boarded the Hatteras, 
and ordered the captain to show his 
papers, and also to open his hatches 
end display part of his cargo of fish, 
which had been caught in the open sea 
on the passage down to the banks for 
a full cargo. The Hatteras was at that 
F me a great distance outside the shore 
limit and under full sail for the fishing 
tanks.

DEATH SENTENCE
English Oarsmen Took Lead at 

Start and Won by Two 
Lengths.

TheWoman’s Fatal Fall Downstairs - Stores 
and Offices Destroyed by Fire 

at Lacombe.

Passed on Girl Who Assassinated Gen­
eral Min—Revolutionist Killed.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 8.—The court, 
martial which tried Seenaide Konopli- 
anikovo, -the girl who assassinated 
General Min, August 26th at Peterhoff, 
to-day sentenced her to be hanged. She 
maintained her composure, and smiled 
on hearing the sentence, which is sub­
ject to the confirmation of Grand Duke 
Nicholas Nichoiatevich, commander of 
the Guards corps.

London, .Sept. 8.—The race between 
Harvard and Cambridge to-day over 
the famous old Putney-Mortiake course 
on the Thames, a narrow winding wa­
terway four and three:eighths miles in 
length, was the first dual intercollegi­
ate rowed between American and Eng­
lish crews in thirty-seven years. In 
1869 Harvard sent a four to Putney to 
meet Oxford in a dual contest. The 
English crew was victorious by nearly 
four lengths. To-day's race was the 
first between British and American 
university eights and apparently has 
opened the way for many similar con­
tests in the future.

Interest .ip the rowing event has been 
heightened by the fact that Harvard’s 
crew earned a decisive victory over 
Yale at New London In June last, 
while Cambridge was this year’s win­
ner of the race with Oxford.

In a way, the two crews were repre­
sentative of the best college rowing 
talent of the two continents, and the 
result has been awaited with the live­
liest interest. The Harvard eight is 
admitted to be one of the best aggre­
gations of college oarsmen ever seen in 
an American shell, and every follower 
of the sport has been confident that 
in the international struggle on the 
Thames America’s rowing strength was 
typically represented in the Harvard 
boat. The race was brought a)>dut 
through the efforts of R. C. Lehman, a 
member of parliament who was in­
structor to Harvard crews for two 
years, his last visit to Harvard being 
in 1898. It was agreed that two crews 
should be as nearly as possible the 
same as those which raced against 
Yale and Oxford respectively.

To-day's Race.
Putney, Sept. 8.—The weather condi­

tions were ideal when Harvard turned 
out early in the day for a few brief 
practice starts before the great boat 
race which has caused as much excite­
ment as has ever been aroused in Great 
Britain by any contest over the his­
toric championship course from Putney 
to Mortiake. The sky was cloudless, a 
light haze hanging over the river. The 
breeze was from the southwest and al­
though against the racers it was very 
light in the early hours of the day.

The excitement over the contest pre­
vailed throughout Londdri, all the pro­
vincial centres and even most of the 
sporting communities on the continent.

The crowds began moving towards 
the course early in the day, the rail­
roads running specials and every avail­
able train line taxed to its utmost 
capacity. Early in the afternoon the 
green bank of the river was lined with 
people to an extent which promised the 
greatest pouring out of people ever wit­
nessed at a boat race here.

Although naturally the light colors of 
Cambridge predominated, the Harvard 
crimson ran them close up while a nu­
merous contingent of young enthusi­
asts unable to make up their minds as 
to which would win had donned ros­
ettes of ribbons combining the blue of 
Cambridge and Harvard’s crimson. 
The members of the American colony 
in London and hosts of American vis­
itors to the city were early in the field 
taking up points of vantage from which 
to enliven the American crew with 
Harvard's college yell. The majority 
of the expert opinion gave the final 
verdict in favor of Cambridge. The 
Cambridge stock was up to as high 
as 130 to 80, but most of the betting 
was done at nearer even figures.

The breeze freshened somewhat as 
the hour of the race approachd.

As the challengers, the Harvard 
crew took the water first and the Cam­
bridge closely followed their example. 
The two boats qulcky got Into position 
and R. C. Lehman, the Barter and um­
pire, administered the usual caution, 
and a moment later at 4.28 p.m. a 
pistol shot sent the two racing shells 
away to an admirable start. The nose 
of the light blue boat Immediately 
showed to the front. The light blue’s 
stroke had gained a further advantage 
at the end of the first minute’s rowing. 
Though they lost the advantage of a 
lead at the sart, the Americans show­
ed no signs of being disturbed. They 
kept up a steady pull at the rate of 
about 35 strokes to the minute, which 
suits the crew so well.

Little more than a length separated 
the boats at Craven steps, but on 
reaching the mile post at the bend of 
the river on the Surrey side, the Cam­
bridge boat had a great advantage. A 
head wind sent the tide rolling down 
this reach, making a broken sea of 
which the Americans got the full 
brunt, while the English were shelter­
ed by the river bank on the Surrey 
side.

By the time the boats reached the 
Crabtree, about a mile and a half from 
the start, Stuart, the Cambridge 
stroke, had taken his boat over two 
lengths to the front. The Harvard 
stroke, Filley, at this point called on 
his men for a greater effort, and they 
responded gamely, 
stroke soon told, the daylight between 
boats was sensibly lessened, and when 
the Cambridge shell shot by Hammer­
smith bridge, the Englishmen were 
barely a length and a quarter ahead.

The scene on the banks of the river 
was amazing. Americans and English­
men vied with each other in cheering 
their champions, while the din of the 
accompanying squadron of steamers 
was deafening.

Pushing on past the lead mills, 
where both boats were doing 37 strokes, 
Cambridge maintained their lead, and 
the crew appeared to be rowing well 
within themselves.

As the boats turned the bend and 
entered rougher water, Harvard again 
spurted. A magnificent effort sent the 
American boat up to its opponent foot 
by foot. Off the Doves, although Har­
vard lost ground through wide steer­
ing, Stuart kept up in his steady

Toronto, Sept. 8.—James Wright, W.

A patrol of troops was called and fired 
a volley into the crowd which collect­
ed, wpundtng one man mortally and 
three slightly.

A group of five revolutionists armed 
with automatic pistols, were halted to­
day in the centre of the city by a po­
liceman,, who ordered them to throw up 
their hands. They did not comply 
and the lone policeman began exchang­
ing shots with them, 
of the revolutionists, wounded another 
and arrested two. One escaped.

Peddlers Killed.
Warsaw, Sept. 8—M. Ostroffsky, a 

member of the late parliament, was 
arrested to-day at the village of Smar- 
dovoevo and severely beaten by sol­
diers.

In the front of the Bristol the prin­
cipal hotel in Warsaw, troops to-day 
killed two peddlers, who were suspect­
ed of being terrorists.

Following the 
election a messenger was immediately 
dispatched to the Vatican to inform the 
Pope of the choice which to become 
effective requires the papal sanction.

At the conclusion of the decisive bal- 
lotting, the announcement that a new 
General of the order had been chosen 
was communicated to the outer world 
by the ringing of a bell which was the 
signal that the meeting was at an end. 
Thereupon the rector of the college 
upon whom had been placed the re­
sponsibility of maintaining the seclus­
ion of the conference hall, opened the 
door of the council chambers. Formal 
acknowledgement of the election was 
then made to him by a secretary.

At the same moment Father A1 Fred 
Maertens, procurator-general of the 
Jesuits, who had been especially ap­
pointed by the congregation, started for 
the Vatican to inform Pope Pius of the 
company’s choice. He was received 
immediately by the Pope, who express­
ed great satisfaction over the election 
of Father Warnz. “He is just the 
man fitted for the position,” said the 
Pope. He charged Father Maertens to 
take to Father Warnz the apostolic 
benediction and also an affectionate 
letter of greeting which he wrote to the 
new general. In the meantime Gen­
eral Warnz was rceivlng congratula­
tions from members of the order and 
many others at his own home in the 
college to which he went immediately 
after the announcement of the elec­
tion.

Father Francis Xavier Warnz was 
born at Rothwell, Wurtemburg, on 
December 2nd, 1842, and at the age of 
15 years entered the society of which 
to-day he was chosen head. In 1883 
he received an appointment as pro­
fessor in the Gregorian University, and 
has been rector of that university since 
1904. He is a consulting member of 
the congregation ecclesiastic, extraor­
dinary affairs and index council, and 
is recognized as a progressive man and 
extremely energetic.

B. Bennett, were present to represent 
the C. P. R. Attorneys Bergeron and 
Bellachie championed the cause of 
High River.

The Land Scheme.
St. Petersburg, Sept. 8—The minister 

of finance is perfecting measures for 
absorbing the script by the land banks 
in payment for private estates acquir­
ed in accordance with the agrarian 
programme so as to prevent too great 
a depreciation by the sudden flooding 
of the market, and has decided to 
authorize the Investment in funds ac­
cumulated in the government’s hands 
for pensions, barrack construction, etc. 
The purchase of script by insurance 
companies, including the Americans, 
which are rèquired to invest a part of 
their reserve in government securities, 
is authorized. The report that the gov­
ernment is seeking to induce foreign 
investment in the land script is de­
nied at the ministry of finance. In ad­
dition to the sale of crown appanage 
lands hitherto announced, ’ the govern­
ment has found it possible to distri­
bute a portion of the state lands held 
by the government which consists 
largely of forest reserves. A further 
measure of relief will be the lowering 
of the interest on arrears of payments 
on lands previously purchased by 
peasants through the state banks. The 
difference will be charged to the state 
treasury.
